As a boy Mr. Kandolph was an wdealist and at the same time very practical,
as the later development af his life and character indicates.  He receivel his early
training at private and puiblic schools of Martinsborg, W, Va.  He entered the
Shenandoah Valley Academy at Winchester, YVa., in the fall of 1873, In the
fall of 1876 he entereed the Virginia Militury Institute a1 Lexington, Va., where he
remained two sessdonis. With this mental trabidog amd discipline, Mr, Handolph
biwcamie o mbchinisi apprentice in the shops of the Baliimore amd Uhhio Railroad
ot Grafton, W, Va, entering upon this work i the fall of 1878 ; one year later
he was transferrad 1o the Me, Clane shops at Baltimore, where he remained antil
the spring of 158981, During this period, in addition 1o the general work of the
shoges, he had valuable experience on an engineering corps as tratsit man aml on
ponstruction work as peneral wiility man

In the fall of 188y young Randolph entered the Stevens Institute of Tech-
nology ot Hoboken, M. |, snd praduated in 885 with the degree of Mechandcal
Engineer. Hefore completing his course at Stevens Institute Mr, Randolph was
ulffered the responsilile gasition of estllishing o testing bbortery  for the
New York, Lake Erie and Western Hailway, now the Erie Railway, a1 Susque-
banma, Pa.  The wisdom of his chokee, 1o firdsh bis course of stinly, was evidenced
by the fact that the company beld the position open and secured s services for
the work afier bis graduation. Durning two and one-hall years as Engineer af
Tests aml Chiel Chemist he Tailt up the department to such proportions as (o
tedudre three chemists snd one engineer.  The results obtained thromgh esperi-
menis and inspection were recognized as 8 distingt contribution w0 midway

o anl somie of the work was publishel.

In the fall of 1885 Mr, Randolph sccepted the position of Superintendent of
Muotive Power with the Florula Railway amld Navigation Company, The Rail-
road was ini bad glyysical condition and thorooghly disorgamized.  Moch work bad
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to be dobe under the direction anl supervision of young Randolph amd be was
brought i1 contacd with practeal adminsirathve jroblems.  This work jroved
p heavy strain on the young engineer, A1 that time Hving i the swangps of
Florsls wis not conducive o good healih, aml soin 1 was necessary that he
shoubl seck o change of cimate to restore bis health, In the spring of 1887 he
aceepled the position of Superintendent of Mative Power (or the Cumberlaed
anid Pennsylvanin Railway, with headquarters at My Savage, M, The position
consiste] of routine executive, the reomganieation of the time keeplag aml shap
poconting systen, amd the design amnd construciion of 3 new 33400 consolhdation
locomotive,  The complete work from the prelindnary dedgns to the final turning
oui of the locomotive was carriesd] on ander bis direction, A crane car for wreck-
ing, an clectric lighting plant, o new baggage car anid o mogol type of passenger
liwwmmntive were desigmeml,

In January, (oo, Mr. Randolph accepted the position of Engineer of Tests
in charge of the chemical libormory with the Baltimore and Ohio Kailway, Umn
{ktober 15 of the same year Mr Randolph was marricd st Comberland, Md, to
Miks Fannie Kobibins, In the summer of 1802 he accepied the position of s
trical Engineer with the Baltimore Electric Refining Company,  While this en-
gaygedd, in 1808 e was offered and acceptiod the position of Professor of Mechan-
Wil Engincering at the Vinginia Polytechnic Institute. {m taking charge of his
dhuties Professor Rondolph was confronie] with mew problems which demanded
care, wisdom, pulgment, amd et m ibeir proper solation. e spird of imdastrial
development had just begun to fonl a fertile soil in the South. D, | M. MeHryde
had teen president of the Viegmia Palytechoic Institute just 1w yenrs when
Mr. Randolph assumed his duties.  The engineering. in common with ihe ober
deparrtments, was poorly eqbipped 16 meet the pressing needs of students wha
came {0 college for mechanical engineering.

A new ey opened for the Viegmia Polyiechme Institute when il Gaeneral
Assembly of Vieginia hegan 16 appreciate the opporiunities amil neals of the
college. and from session 1o session made appropriaiions for boildings and equip-
ment.  Mich constiniciive work devolves] apon Professos Bandolph gl he gave
himselfl courageously to the doties of developing his department, bringing § to
s present high stamland of cfficency, In recognition of his long and laithiol
services the Hoanl of YVisnors, in March, w13, made bom Dean of the Engincer-
ing Depurtent.

HE new Prestident of the Virginia Polytechnic Tnstitute entered upon
fis ddwibes pr Dlsckshiong on Jody 0, ioi3, A skeich of his Tife, and
particalarly of his educarionn] career, we are sure will prove of inderest
1o the readers of the Booe

Joseph Dhupuy Egpbeston was barm in Drince Edward Cooanty, Y-
grinin, one November 13, 1867, He recetvesd hos earber edoeation s Prince Eilwanid
Acnlemy, aml later atierded Hampeles-Siiknes  College, Trom which hie was
gersndpated i 1 noil holids wow both the 5 I and AL M deprees. He married
Miss Julin Johnson, of Farmville: two chilldren, Joseph and Elzabeth, brighten
their home.  From (886 1o 1850, Mr. Eggleston was a teacher in polilic schools in
Virginin, Ceeorgia, anl Norh Cardlion; from (%550 w0 aBgg, tescher in ihe high
whiood of Asheville, North Carolina, aml sppenmtesilent of schools there from
Ryt oo, In igog he was appointed editor anld secretary of the Burean ai
Informetion aml Poblicity of the Southem Education Board a0 the University of
Temmesare. e was supermtendent of polific schools of Prince Edward County,
Virguma, from 1on3 to w05, and State Saperintenlent of Polihe Instrction from
ppcls i 0l 3. He was Clael of Division of Rural Edvestion, Ulniiel Siates Buren
of Fadveatwon Trom Jammey 1, g0 3 to July 1, 1003 10 was winke servimg i this
capacity that the Board of Visitors elected him, i March, Prestdent of ihe e
ginin Malviechinic Institnie.

From this briel liographical sketch it will be seen that Presidem Eggleston has
soen engage in edventiomal work practically all his hife.  Early experience on his
[ather’s (arm, where hie first becime mterested in agricabiural subjects, added 1o
that in the variois positions of honor he has hebd, has given him valoable rCarn-
tiom for the new duties recently nsswimbed,  As college stident and later as teachor
and superintendent, be nuide a study of the classics, modern inguages. history and
eoeommnics, naturnl sciences, pevchology, mioral philasophy, sgricaltare,  aabore-
awly, and education.  Harly i his professional career he read widely on educa-
vt sulajects, busying himseli chiclly with Rovssenn, Pestalocel, Froelsel, anad
Spenwer ; also with Uhikck’s *Edicational Kodermers,” iml the warks of William
Namies ail athers.

Afver e venrs of teiching, Mr, Eggleston wae naale stiperiniendent of the
sichoods i Ashieville, Noril Carolinn, a posttion he el for seven years,  Lpon fos
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election there he went at once to Chicago 1o take 3 summer course at the Cook
County Mormal School, then probably the most poted normal schaol i America,
He attended also other summer normals in Virginia, North Coaroling, and Tenmnes-
see. A special subject of sty at these schools was education, its theory and
practice, its principles and methods. Returming 1o his native state from Asheville,
he became editor for the I F, Johnem Poblishing Company, in Hichmond. A
Inrger fiekd of wseiulness, however, awntted him at the University of Tennessee
as pditor and secretary of the Horean of Publicity am] Infermation in connection
with the Souwihern Eillbcation Board—a laogrl orgamized by representative eidoo-
tors of the North amd Somh for the purpose of arousing greater interest in public
education n the South, The work of the Burean afforded opportunity for a com-
prehensive study of educntional conditions ; the sk of gathering Jdata, editing, and
distributing # throughout the states, fell upon Mr. Eggleston, who was ably
assister] by Professor PP, Claxton, now United States Commissioner of Educa-
tion,  While studying a ruml school problem in connection with this work, Mr,
Epplesion played an important role in the founding of the Admiral Farragut School
in Tennessee—the first agricultural school estallished in the South, and reganled
to-day as one of the best of the kind in America.

Mr. Egglesion was superintenlent of schools in Prince Edward Coumy, Vir-
ginia, for two yvears, sl Soperimtendent of Public Instroction of the State for
seven years—firom 1goh to 1913, What he scoommplished, especially in the latter
copacity, i« familiar (o educators of the State. 1t should be remembered that in
1gas there was oo resl system of high schools wi the State of Vieginia, Mr.,
Eﬂlﬁlﬁﬂ sed ikl i ﬂﬂ'lmﬂ_!_l' i work i hHIrﬁn‘vl: wanni 1w, ']"l'u'lju,gh his
instrumentality many important lows were passed by the General Assembly affect-
ing the growth and development of our school system.  With & view 10 incrensing
dﬁiﬂ-’."}' i the Vieginia schools, he visited several of the stafes in the Fast amd
Midlle West and studied conditions as they olitained there. The school situation
at the present time offers a marked contrast to that of 1wos,  Cities and rural dis-
tricts all over the State are now dotted with high schools ; in mearly every section
there are better school buildings, more efficient teachers, longer ferms, incrensed
salaries, more school fibraries,  Problems of administration and supervision have
been carefully worked out, consohdation of schools pnd transportation of pupils
have been effected, stimmer seasions of state institutions inangurated, manaal trin-
ing fostered, domestic scence encouraged, agricultural schools established, and
Enapp demonstration work advanced ; in fact, every phase of the school pirobidem
has elaimed attention, and o more thoroughly developed] school sy=tem is the result.

Mr. Egpleston’s official duties have browght him prominently before the peo-
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ple on the rostrum, To gpeak in teachers’ mestings, ot commencement exorcises,
farmers’ institutes, eounty and state Tairs, was for a long time a part of his hoci-
ness progrant.  Tn Asheville he ideliverad lectures belore the Maidology Club, of
which he was 3 member—a club orraniesd for the purpose of chibl-study. As
Superintenddent of Pubfic Instruction wm Vieginin e has adidressel] aodiences in
nearly every cownty and city in the State on various educational, economic, anil
soctal questions,  [le has spoken annually before the Virginia Educational Con-
lerence, ared has addressed the Conference for Education in the Somh and the
Southern Commercial Congress.  He has been in demand in other states than Tis
owrt1, speaking before college and university students, stote teachers’ associntions,
and summer normal schools, and lecturing in Memphis, Toronto, New York, and
other large cities,

As a writer his contributions have been largely on educational togics for the
newspapers amid school journals, While editor for the B. F. Johnson Publishing
Company . Richmond he examined manoscripts and edited textbooks on gram-
mar, lnnpnage, history, reading, and other subjects.  The work in connection with
the Sonthern Edvcation Baard, with headquarters in Knoxville, Tennessee, con-
sisted largely in preparing circulars, pamphlets, and bulletins dealing with educa-
tional conditions in the South, publishing them in attractive form, and giving them
the widest possible circolation—a task calling for discriminating judgment and
harid labor. In collaboration with Robert W, Broere, a writer chiefly on sociological
subijects, Mr. Epgleston has prepared & book entitled The Work of the Kiral
Sehool, which has just been 2sued from the press of Harper & Hrothers, New
York, The work discusses the theary of the function of public education and aims
to show how the raral school can be made 1o serve this purpose.

Teacher in the country school, in the city high school, superintendent of city
schools, then of county schools, then State Superimtendent of Public Instruction,
Chief of Division of Hural Edvucation in the United States, President of the Vir-
gimin Polytechnic Institute—ihiese are sucoessive steps in the ladder of an active
educational career covering a peniod of about tweniy-seven vears. Each position
held has brought its duties amd responsililities.  Presdent Egpleston hrings now
1o the Virgimin Polyvtechnic Institivle an extensive knowledge of educational mai-
ters amd a practical experience of many years. He s a man wha thoroughly ap-
precintes educational values. While heartily in sympathy. with technical education,
he believes alsa in a broad hiterary aml gencral caltural traiming.  His adeal = the
well-trained all-around odecated citieem rather than fhe narrow specialist. Ae-
cording to his views, knowledge should be olstsined, not for learning’s sake, but {or
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i i the senviee of lomanity,  “The object i pouble ediention,”™ he declares, “is
