ALEZANE— Plant Patent No. 116. 

(Pahissa 1934). (Retails $1.25 each.) Bud urn shaped, 

large reddish brown; flowers cupped opening to sorrel, 

unfurling from sorrel to rich apricot and reverse of 

petals sorrel striped with yellow veins. Petals not af¬ 

fected by hot or wet weather. Growth very vigorous, 

upright branching dark green foliage. An extremely 

interesting and striking novelty which has attracted 

much attention whenever shown . 

AMBASSADOR—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 11. 

(Premier Rose Garden 1930). (Retails $1 each). Talis¬ 

man type. Buds large, long pointed; flowers large, very 

double bronze salmon, fragrant; profuse bloomer. 

AMELIA EARHART—Plant Patent No. 63. 

(Retails $1.25 each.) New. Large ovoid bud, cream 

with blushes; flowers very full, graduating from a deep 

yellow center to an outer collarette of large cream petals 

with a blush overtone; extremely fragrant; strong grower; 

free bloomer; leathery dark green foliage. A worthwhile 

addition. 

ANNE POULSEN—Patent applied for. 

Poly. (Poulsen 1935). (Retails $1.25 each.) Large semi¬ 

double flowers scarlet crimson, scented, in large sprays, 

always in bloom, plants robust and hardy, for mass 

color effect, low hedges or borders. 

BETTER TIMES—Plant Patent No. 23. 

(Jos. H. Hill Co. 1934). (Retails $1.25 each.) New, 

The brillaint cerise flowers are large, double and delicate¬ 

ly fragrant. Being produced on long, strong stems, they 

are excellent for cutting; foliage is leathery, dark green; 

a very free full bloomer. Its success is indication of 

the name. 

BLAZE—Plauit Patent No. 10. 

Climber. (Retails at $1.00 each.) Acclaimed by the 

nation and continues to be the most popular of all new 

climbing roses—the only hardy ever-blooming scarlet 

climber. It has every element to insure its success ,for 

BLAZE continues the vigor, beauty, and hardiness of 

Paul’s Scarlet Climber with the everblooming rose. Every 

one of the plants offered this season was propagated 

from blooming wood, in order to definitely and more 

quickly reproduce the everblooming quality in this rose. 

EVERBLOOMING. 

CARILLON—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 136. 

(J. H. Nicolas). (Retails $1.50 each.) A bedding rose 

of great activity, giving at all times a note of cheer in 

the garden. The long pointed buds are orange scarlet, 

contrasting pleasingly with the green sepals. The half¬ 

open bloom is a deep coral overcast with orange and 

the full bloom is large, 4 in. diameter, the inner petals 

being irregularly but artistically arranged. The bush is 

branching, so that when planted in mass, the whole bed 

is blanketed with glossy foliage upon which rest the 

many blooms. 

ECLIPSE—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 172. 

(Nicolas, 1935). (Retails $1.50 each.) The interna¬ 
tional sensation of the year, awarded prizes in Rome, 
Paris, and other test-gardens. Its long, streamlined 
bud, enhanced by ornamental sepias, is of rich gold 
without shading. Petals are large and tough, but 
not numerous, averaging 20 to 25, with more in the 
autumn. Speaking of this rose, a connoisseur re¬ 
marked ,“Elegance is preferable to opulence.” The name 
“Eclipse” came about because the seedling bloomed for 
the first time on the day of the total eclipse, August, 
1932, and it will go in commerce with the slogan, “It 
Eclipses ’em all.’’ 



GLOAMING—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 137. 

(Nicolas, 1935). (Retails $1.25 each.) A cut-flower 

variety which has proved a "winner” wherever grown. 

Its large buds, carried on long, rigid stems, are amply 

clothed with handsome foliage. The bloom is of un¬ 

usual coloring—fawn-orange in the 'bud, and the large, 

full blooms are of a peculiar pink overlaid with sal¬ 

mon. The plant is vigorous and branching fairly tall 

growing. 

MARY HART—Plant Patent No. 8. 

(Geo. Hart 1931). (Retails $1.00 each.) A striking red 

sport of Talisman. The bud is maroon.red, opening to 

well-formed blossoms of deep velvety blood-red with 

an overglow of amber. Unlike most red Roses, Mary 

Hart does not wilt or dry out when cut, but opens per¬ 

fectly. 

MATADOR—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 170. 

(Van Rossem, 1935). (Retails $1.25 each.) In the 

European shows it was hailed as a great red Rose, and 

our tests have confirmed the opinion. Large, full, well- 

formed, scarlet-crimson blooms with darker silky sheen 

on the reverse; very fragrant. Vigorous, healthy plant. 

SIGNORA—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 201. 

(Aicardi, 1936). (Retails $1.50 each.) This Rose from 

the land of sunshine and Chianti wine is a real mas¬ 

terpiece in both plant and bloom. Long bud of a warm 

burnt sienna opening to a lighter hue toward man¬ 

darine. The plant is tall-growing with every bloom on 

a long stem. Foliage is handsome. Indispensable to 

those who grow Roses mainly for cutting. (Colle Oppio 

Gold Medal, 1935.) 

YOSEMITE—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 109. 

(Nicholas, 1934). (Retails $1.00 each.) Vigorous, bushy 

plant of continuous blooming habit. Buds; orange-scar¬ 

let, in clusters, opening to medium-large, semi-double, 

orange-scarlet blooms with a suffusion of carmine on 

the reverse. 

LUIS BRIANS 

(Retails $1.00 each.) Awarded the Gold Medal at the 

International Test Garden in Portland in 1935. A vig¬ 

orous, upright plant with an abundance of thick leathery 

foliage. A prolific bloomer, and delightfully fragrant. 

FEU PERNET-DUCHER—H.T.—Plant Patent No. 103. 

(Retails $1.0 Oeach.) Yellow. Creamy buds, heavily 

marked with carmine, slowly open to spiral flowers of 

rich yellow, growing lighter toward the edges, with the 

edges lightly flushed with pink. The autumn flowers are 

much darker, being a rich golden yellow shading lighter 

at the edges, occasional flowers having a decided pink 

tinge. The outside or first petals are sometimes almost 

pure white, forming a chaste covering for the glorious 

expanding bloom. Although fully double, with 80 to 

100 tissue-like petals, it has opened perfectly in all 

kinds of weather. Tall, bushy plants bloom continuously 

from June until frost, with the heaviest bloom and most 

beautiful flowers in early autumn. Delightfully fragrant. 

ANGEL'S MATEU 

(Retails $1.50 each.) Has everything one could ask for 

in a Rose. Strong, upright growth of plant, handsome 

foliage, a distinctive new color, large, fully double flow¬ 

ers, with a delightful fragrance. A prolific bloomer. 

MME. COCHET-COCHET 

(Retails $1.00 each.) The color, exquisite form, and 

free blooming habit make this Rose a "stand-out" in 

any company. The plants make a strong, upright growth 

with a wealth of healthy foliage. 



ROUGE MALLERIN 

(Retails 75c each.) The best new Rose of recent years. 

The fully double flowers come on strong stems. Richly 

fragrant. Rouge Mallerin has a real plant, vigorous 

and upright, with bror\ze young foliage which is a 

healthy green when mature. A very free bloomer. 

ROCHEFORT—Plant Patent No. 101. 

(Retails $1.50 each.) This rose is the progeny of two 

of the finest roses of today, Mrs. Pierre S. Dupont, and 

Charles P. Kilham. The large, fully double flowers range 

in color from terra cotta to orange-copper and orange- 

old rose. Has a fine fragrance. 

SENORA GARI 

(Retails 75c each.) The beautifully formed orange buds 

open to large, double flowers of bufT-apricot, a distinct 

new Rose shade. Comes on a vigorous, free-blooming 

plant. Has a rich, fruity fragrance. An exquisite Rose 

at every stage. 

CATALONIA 

(Retails 75c each.) A startling new color in Roses. No 

other red Rose can approach the combination of velvety 

orange-scarlet, Vermillion, and cochineal red which Cata¬ 

lonia possesses. Really fragrant. Plants are of medium 

height, and of a bushy habit of growth. 

LUCIA ZULOAGA 

(Retails 75c each.) Brownish-scarlet. A new Rose 

color. Originated by Pedro Dot, who describes its color 

as “intensive lacquer red.’’ Large, semi-double blooms 

with a rich fragrance. 

CONDESA DE SASTAGO 

(Retails 75c each.) This Spanish novelty is the first 

double rose to have the vivid colors of the brilliant 

species rose Austrian Copper. The bud is like a ball of 

gold with red stripes. When fully open the fiery copper 

and rich gold present a breath-taking contrast. 

SENORA GARI 

(Retails 75c each.) The beautifully formed orange buds 

open to large, double flowers of buff-apricot, a distinct 

new Rose shade. Comes on a vigorous, free-blooming 

plant. Has a rich, fruity fragrance. An exquisite Rose 

at every stage. 

CONDESA DE SASTAGO 

(Retails 75c each.) This fully double rose has the 

glorious colors of the old Austrian Copper. Comes on a 

vigorous, tall, and free-blooming plant, with a wealth 

of healthy foliage. Has a rich, alluring fragrance. 

HINRICH GAEDE 

(Retails 75c each.) One of the most popular new Roses. 

The color is a brilliant rosy copper flushed with orange. 

Blooms come on long strong stems. A very free bloomer.

This gay Rose, carrying the colors 

that we associate with Sunny Spain is one of the most 

desirable of the new “fancy” Roses. The large and 

nearly double flowers are a lovely blend of copper and 

orange, and are pleasantly fragrant. A continuous bloom¬ 

er with especially brilliant flowers in the cooler Autumn 

months. 



PRESIDENT PLUMECOCQ 

(Retails 75c each.) A strong upright plant, producing 

quantities of coppery-yellow buds which open into large 

cupped blooms of coppery-buff with an overglow of 

deep salmon.

(Retails $1.25 each.) A newcomer from Australia. Has 

all the health, vigor and hardiness which are typical of 

Roses from "down under.’’ Long pointed buds of sal¬ 

mon-pink which open to large flowers of exquisite shell* 

pink with a slightly darker reverse. It has the delicious 

fragrance of the old clove pink. Beautifully formed 

flowers. Ideal for cutting. New foliage is an attractive 

bronze color, dark green when mature
