It seems that about nine months since, among the 
crowds from Ireland, Germany, France, California, Aus¬ 
tralia, China and sundry other parts of the globe, dis¬ 
gorged daily from ship or steamer on our quays, a lone 
English lady found herself on our shores. After, we pre¬ 
sume, a short stay at the Astor or St. Nicholas, and a 
peep at Barnum’s and the Crystal Palace, “ on she went 
with her maiden smile ” all the country round, doubtless 
paying her hotel bills with most praiseworthy punctuality, 
and bearing herself like what we are willing to believe 
her to be, a gentle, cultivated woman. Her progress 
through the Eastern, Western and Southern portions of 
the United States may have been marked by many of 
those adventurous and romantic incidents and “ special 
opportunities” which all travellers, and particularly 
women, deem peculiar to themselves.

“ Sweet Murray of the sfiver tongue 
nSght have walked through the land like Moorefs lady of 
Erin, “ so. lone and lovely,” and departed from onr shores 
without America’s being particularly disturbed from its 
usual avocations, or our being compelled to do what is to 
us always painful—discuss the position or merits of a 
woman who may have been thus dragged before toe pub¬ 
lic without her own wish or consent, and simply to give 
friendly flunkeyism its fill. Indeed, the sensitiveness with 
which woman, and especially an English woman, shrinks 
from a course and undue notoriety would lead ns to this 
b^ef. 

Be this aa it may, with a semi-official air and a pompous 
parade, which in ite pretentiousness becomes the keenest 
satire. The New York Times announces to the wcrld the 
astounding fact that Miss Murray, maid of hononi to the 
Queen of England, gifted with high genius and the usual 
things of that class, has written a book to uphold the 
institution of slavery, to prove the superior education and 
refinement of the South over the North, and to danolish 
all the facte and reasonings of Mrs. Stowe. This wonder¬ 
ful book, as The New York Times informs ns, wrilteu as 
it is on such a difficult and controverted question, must, 
from the elevated position of the authoress, create a deep 
impression, not only in this country, but in England. With 
respect to the book itself, we should be the last tt find 
feult with any lady’s forming and giving to the worli any 
opinion she may please, however opposed to our feeings, 
to those of our own countrymen and countrywomen and 
what we would suppose to be the very instinct of bei sex. 
Indeed, we welcome and rejoice in every literary efRrt of 
woman, from whom have come some of the noblest vorks 
of modern times. But a work of real merit neeik no 
flimsy feather to support ite flight. “Uncle lom’s 
Cabin,” perhaps the noblest work of a woman, moibstly 
appeared first in a Washington paper, and was born n an 
unpretending manger. What we do protest againit is, 
that a false and fictitious value, which it has no rigit to 
bear, should be attempted to be given to this worlq and 
that by a journal which pretends to hold in horroi the 
system this work is written to sustain. We can tnoy 
the sneer of contempt with which the woman’s quid wit 
will measure this fantastic flunkeyism, and the sensitive¬ 
ness with which Miss Murray must wfite nndera eom- 
parison with the Duchess of Sutherland, first in poation 
of rank and virtue in England, which can only, if it 
reaches home, expose her to ridicule.

The second of these articles furnishes a very good 
epitome of the General Asembly’s Act, and the Eeport 
of the Ajnerican Board mentionw in the first. The sum 
of both is, that slavery, as a ^tem, is evil; but that 
slaveholding, as an act, is right or wrong, according to 
circumstances. If there are “ special justificatory circum¬ 
stances,” and if “ the intention of the doer ” is good, the 
act is “ made right ”; otherwise, it must be regarded as 
“ morally wrong.” In what these supposed justificatory 
circumstances consist, we learn from the ninth article, 

j where it is assumed that “ sustaining the legal relation ” 
of a slaveholder, “ when made unavoidable by the laws of 
the State, the obligations of guardianship, or the demands 
of humanity, is not to be dCemed nn offeuCD iiA'r tot - 
rule'of Christian right.”

When it is borne in mind that toe system 
of slavery is neither more nor less than a system of man¬ 
stealing, toe essential elements of which are, the forcible 
seizure, and use, or sale, of men, as property—and that 
the act of slaveholding, under whatever circumstances, is, 
after all, the act of holding men thus seized and stolen— 
the flagitious character of the principles here deliberately 
put forth may be in some measure understood. ****** 

So it appears that the mission churches embrace thirty- 
seven persons who are slaveholders, or, in scripture phrase, 
man-stealers—persons who, if they did not commit the 
original outrage of violently seizing and reducing their 
victims to bondage, are perpetually repeating it. And

On or abont the 20th of Smtember last, the schooner 
“ Matilda,” of Bangor, Me., Captain Eager, lay in the 
port of Jacksonville, Fla., loading white pine lumber for 
Boston. The mate of toe schooner, one Doe, of Augusta, 
enticed a coloured man, a slave, on board, on promise of 
securing his freedom, and hid him in the hold. When the 
craft was four days out, the fngitive was discovered by 
one of the crew, and notice given to the master. With a 
humanity in the highest degree creditable, Capt. Eager 
kindly treated the slave, and allowed him every liberty on 
board his vessel. 

In the meantime, the owner of the “ chattel,” mining 
his property, and supposing he had departed in the 
“ Matilda,” sent either word or an agent to this city, to 
capture the fugitive upon his arrival. Application was 
made to the requisite quarter, and a writ for toe arrest 
secured. Constable George J. Cooledge, stationed at the 
United States CourtiHonse, was put in possession of the 
document, and essayed to fulfil its requirements. During 
the latter part of last week, he was diligently seeking out 
the vessel, but it had not then arrived. Ex-Constable 
Asa 0. Batman, now of toe Custom-House (somewhat 
known to fame of a questionable character), exhibited 
his old scent for this kind of business by voluntarily pro¬ 
ceeding to Charlestown, supposing toe vessel might pos¬ 
sibly put in there. 

On Saturday morning, however, the “ Matilda ” arrived, 
and proceeded to a wharf just above the North free 
bridge, on the South Boston side of the stream, and began 
to discharge. Here the mate, either from fright at the 
scrape into which he had got, or from toe base motive of 
receiving a reward for toe return of toe fugitive, told the 
man if he went on shore he would be arrested and sent 
back to his master, and otherwise brutally freated him. 
The poor fellow, not daring to do otherwise, accordingly 
remained on board till yesterday morning. Information 
of his presence coming to the ears of some of toe anti¬ 
slavery citizens, a writ of habeas corpus was obtained 
from the Supreme Court, and placed in the custody of 
Deputy Sheriff Irish. Proceeding to the vessel, the 
officer could find nothing of the slave, and was told curtly 
by the mate that he was “ gone.” He exhibited likewise 
a great disinclination to give any information whatever 
on the subject. 

The friends of the fugitive were not to be disappointed 
thns, and in casting about, a hatless and shoeless coloured 
man, in a plantation suit, was found on board toe schooner 
“ Gazelle,” also of Bangor, lying near by, bound for 
Jacksonville, and about ready to sail. It was apparent 
that this was the man for whom they were looking, who 
had been put on board the returning vessel, in fear of 
trouble from longer keeping him on board toe “ Matilda.” 
As the party, with the officer, were proceeding to the 
“ Gazelle,” the crew of the “ Matilda ” severally deserted, 
leaving the vessel in custody of a boy only—seemingly aa 
though they were afraid they would be arrested for 
restraining the man of his liberty. 

The fugitive, not waiting for a very pressing invitation 
to leave, jump^ from the craft, and was soon placed in a 
carriage, with some of his friends, and ere many hours 
elapsed was beyond the reach of any pnrsners. 

Arrangements had been fully made, in case of any 
resistance, or claim by toe national officers, to put in ope¬ 
ration the provisions of the Personal Liberty act of the 
last session ; but the course of events, as narrated, ren¬ 
dered these nnnessary. 

The captain of the “ Matilda ” does not seem to have 
been mneh on board since her arrival, and, daring the 
whole trip, is represented by the slave to have been very 
kind to him. 

This mornidg, return was made to the writ of habeas 
corpus, by Sheriff Irish, to the effect that no coloured man 
as described was found upon the vessel named in the 
writ, nor was the master of said vessel to be found; 
hence, the requisition to have the man “ restrained of his 

j liberty ” before the Court could not be complied with. 

The Late Fcoitive Case.—Perfidiocs Conduot.— 
We have good authority for stating that in toe recMt 
slave case on board the schooner “ Matilda ” (to which 
we have already made allnsion), the mate, named Doe, of 
Augusta, enticed the fngitive on board the vessel at Jack¬ 
sonville, Fla., saying that he would get him free for $70. 
The poor fellow had $68, which he had earned by extra 
labour after weeks of toil, and this sum he tendered to the 
mate. That craven wretch took the sum, and then him¬ 
self notified the United States authority in this city of 
the escape of the slave, intending to place him in their 
custody. Eyes which never sleep, and arms that never 
weary in such a cause as this, however, were ready to 
rescue the fngitive from the fangs of the harpy mate and 
his more humane official associates, and it was triumph¬ 
antly sueeessful.
