Seed Sowing in a Few Words
In planting seed use a garden line to insure the rows

being straight. This adds to the appearance of the garden
and the straight rows are more easily taken care of. Do
not plant seeds too deep or too close together. The general
rule for depth is to cover the seed about four times its own
diameter. For rules for distance, see the directions given
with the cultural notes for each vegetable. Have the soil

for covering the seeds fine and light, and make it firm

only by pressing lightly with a flat board when the seeds
are in. As soon as the little plants appear, cultivation of
the soil must be started to keep down the weeds and to
conserve moisture. Do not cultivate more than an inch
deep. In transplanting seedlings or setting out young
tomato or other plants, choose a cloudy day if possible

or perform the operation late in the afternoon. Dig a hole

deep enough to receive the roots of the plant without
bending. Put in a little fine soil about the roots, pour
in a cupful or two of water, and fill in the hole with earth,

leaving it dry on top. This prevents the sun from evaporat-
ing the moisture, and the roots remain cool and damp for

several days. Press the soil firmly about the little plant
with your thumbs. This is very important as the young
plant must have a firm foothold if it is to begin establishing

itself at once. If the weather is hot and dry, protect the
newly planted seedlings with inverted flower-pots or light

frames covered with paper or muslin during the heat of
the day, uncovering them toward night.
