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History of the Katsura Palace.

Whem Prince Toshihlto of the Imperial family

- established his own household in February, 1590,
Toyotomi Hideyoshli, who was then Kampaku (a title
received from the Emperor and meant a kind of Regent),
planned to build for him a country villa in Katsura
Village, west of Kyoto. It was completed many years
afterwards and commohly called Katsura Villa and many
Emperors frequently visited it and made feasts there,.

The Emperor leliji altered its name to Katsura
Palace and ordered that the place be permanently
preserved 1in perfect conditions for ite artistic
merit, In the place, there is a blig garden which covers
an area of some 2 acres and contalins tea-housesg and
ponds. ite land scenery and water scenery are well
matched to each other, making up a beautiful landscape.
It 1s on some record that the garden was made under
direction of Kobori Enshu, famous great garden planner,
but historical researches appear to prove that it
was @Qriginally designed by his predecessor and durilng
the time of Prince Toshitada, son of Prince Toshihito,
Koborl was commigsioned to make additions and improve-

E‘ ments to it and he completed the peerless exquisite

garden. It is regarded as the representative of gardens

made from the Momoyama Period through the Yedo Period for
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the exqulsite beauty in the architecture of tea-
houses, Gepparo, Shokin-tei, Enrin-do and Shoka-tel
and in the arrangements of stepping stone linking
these houses and in the formation of 1819?5 and
stone-bridges, and it is consldered the best of
Japanese gardens,

(There are works on this garden by Bruno Taft
and other western scholors of gardening)

The Palace is perfectly preserved in its
former conditions, tharks to the supervision of

the Imp&rial Household through generations.
