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In addition to the Sunday Evening Club for Industrial girls which
has continued over a period of four years, a group of interests has been
offered from which members may choose what they desire to do. This
has led to the formation of groups for recreation, for reading and discus-
sion of current problems, for the discussion of religion and for handicraft,
each with a competent instructor.

Finding the Y. W. C. A. library insufficient to meet their needs, the
girls of the Industrial depariment planned a meeting for which they sold
admission tickets, the proceeds to go towards the purchase of books and
of bookcases. The response from family and friends was wolehearted
and the amount cleared was ample to meet the present needs. Even more
important, however, was the by-product that came to the girls from
having carried through successful'y a program that would have done
credit to people of much greater experience.

Through our Home Library service an effort has been made to keep
women supplied with reading matter by sending to their homes an as-
sortment of books from which they might borrow. These home women
have now organized a club which meets once in six weeks to discuss,
under trained leadership, that which they have read.

There have been some new features in our program for the summer
of 1935, Through an exchange of teachers with the Navy Y. M. GC. A.
classes in English and Chinese have been held over a period of six weeks,
the Y. M. C. A. furnishing a teacher for English and the Y. W. C. A. for
Chinese. Another new venture was the organization of a reading club
for school girls over fifteen years of dge. This group came regularly to
the building for periods of supervised reading.

We have only partially listed the activities that the Y. W. C. A. has
offered to women and girls, Qur records of the numbers participating
can tell only a part of the actual accomplishment for statistics cannot
give real results. Those we find in growth of women and girls in their
understanding of their own problems and their willingness to meet them,
and in their consciousness of a responsibility to make some contribution,
however small, to the life of their own city and of their nation.

The next step which seems imperative is to construct and equip a
building as a library for women and girls. Only so can we keep pace
with fheir needs. To do this and to continue our program of activities
we need for the coming year the sum of $8,000.

Your loyalty and support have been invaluable in the past. May we
count upon you to help make possible the enlarged program?
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EMPHASES FOR THE YEAR

Those of you who have been frequent visifors at the Y. W. C. A,
during the last year will know that it has been alive with activities for
women and for girls of all'ages. The regular departments have shown
progress, made possible by your interest and support.,  Some of you have
given money, others have given time and energy, and many of you have
helped interpret our work to the community. We appreciate your co-
operation.

The Mothers’ Club, which was the outgrowth of contacts with homes
of children in our Kindergarten, has become a more vital group with
problems of the home and of children as its chief concern. The Retter
Homes Club, a co-operative venture with the Y. M. C. A.-has a membership
of forty men and women who welcorne the opportunity to discuss together
some of their problems as home-makers in the new China.

The winter program of organized recreation was planned to lead up
to competetive games of basket ball with teams of students from the
Girls* Middle Schools of the city. The summer program included a volley
ball tournament with the Women’s team of the Navy Y. M. C. A, and a
course of swimming lessons. Cooking classes teaching the preparation
of food in both Chinese and Western style met the desires of local hou-
sewives and of summer visifors.

The Y. W. C. A, has planned special services for Christmas, Easter,
the World’s Week of Prayer, and other days specially observeiitby
Y. W. C. A. and by churches of China and of other countries. The hearty
response of the community shows that these meetings have filled a need
not otherwise met. The Snnday School has had among its members many
children not in church schools.

You will share our gratification that at the Y. W. C. A. girls from
many factories are increasingly finding activities suited to their needs.
Beginning with literacy classes, the next step is a weekly club meeting
when they are trained to think through their problems together, to express
their thoughts in public, and to preside over their own meetings. From
a small beginning the Industrial Department has grown until there is
hardly a day when late afternoon and evening do not find groups of
girls at the building for some class or supervised group work. A special
feature of their program has been meetings for their mothers, when the
members have not only had a chance to plan and conduct meetings for
others, but have tried to help bridge the gulf that may grow between a
generation that is finding its place in present day life and one that is
still held by the old order of society which gives no place to women.
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
