Z, APw Ho, c^'o Post-
master, New York, N.Y.) I, following
the armies as usual, am getting rather
deep into Germany and seeing many very
interesting, if not always pleasant,
things. So many of the cities of Germany
we have passed through are completely de-
stroyed and almost deserted. Some of
them in that category still have empty
shells of buildings standing, hut some,
Duren for instance, appear to he nothing
but one pile of rubble with a road
shoveled through the middle. One can’t
help thinlcing, however, of the many
cities in other countries almost if not
quite as badly destroyed.

In the past eight or nine months I have
tried and reviewed many court-martial
cases in England, France, Belgium, Hol-
land, Luxembourg, and now Germany, living
in everything from fine hotels to pup



tents and shell torn chapels (well, I

spent one night in the latter anyway)

.

I was lucky enough to draw, and I mean
literally ’’draw” from a hat, a three-day
pass to Paris recently. There I saw for
the first time in the ETO my sister Mary
who is a captain in the WAC and her hus-
hand. Paris itself lived up to my high
expectations in most respects although
the train ride there in a 1898 third
class coach with all the windows blown
out did not
