MEMORANDUM FOR THE CHIEF OF STAXY:

SUBJECT Pensions and Benefits for Former Military Personnel.

1. Payment of pensions or other benefits based on military service
is prohibited by SCAP Memoranda to the Japanese Government, (SCAPINS 338, 827,
1662 and 2018, enclosed as Tabs A, B, C, and D, respectively). This prohibi-
tion is mandatory under the Basic Directive for Pogt~-Surrender Military
Goverrment in Japan, (JCS 1380/15, Para. L3.a, enclosed as Tab E.)

2. Within the existing policy limitations, former Japanese mili-
tary personnel and thelr families have been permitted to receive accumlated
pay and trawvel expenses on demobilization, funeral expenses, disability
pensiong and benefits at minimum industrial rates, and other benefits in kind
on repatriation such as blankets, clothing, etc. but no pensions or bonuses
based on military service,

3. In response to numerous petitions from individuals, families,
associationes and Diet members, the Ministry of Finance in consultation with
other Japanese agencies concerned is currently preparing for GHQ consideration
a proposal which would permit varying amounis of compensation to veterans and
their families on the basis of need caused by disability or bereavement. The
current thinking is ncot in terms of establishing a pension sysiem but rather
of authorizing lump sum payments during the present fiscal year depending
upon the state of the budget.

With the pending modification of Japanese purge ordinances implement-
ing SCAPIN 550 (the purge directive), the question arises as to whether
the ordinances issued pursuant to SCAPINS 93 and 115 (the civil libertiss
directives) which specifically prohibit the appointment of former secre®
police and special higher police to positions in "any police organ in Japan®
should be modified to permit such appointment. The suggestion has been made
that the employment of these former officials with their gpecial tralning
and experience would strengthen the capecity of Japanese law enforcement
agencies to surveil and control subversive elementa,

SCAPINS 93 and 115 were issued early in the occupation as an integral
sart of the progrsm to btreak up the pre-surrender totalitarian state and
permit democratic political development, For that purpose it was necessary
to remove from law enforoement organizations the asgencies dGevoted %o

Any propesal to permit former members of the secret pollice %o engage in
police work should be weighed against (1) the requirements of pertinent Far
Eastern Comnission policy decisions; (2) the basic SCAP objectives and

Commission policy, would be to antagonise the average Japanese, Furthermore,
O-¢ in the comment accompanying the intelligence summary of 11 June 1951 Say9s

state." This comment illustrates the close association that exists in the

public mind between these officials and the former Japanese police state as

well as the danger that they could be perverted.

The police system has been reorganized and reoriented as an agency for
meintaining law and order under democratic principles. The supervisory per-
sonnel has been retrained in police schoolas set up W th the advice of com-
petent police authorities brought to Japan under occupation auspices, The
officers of the former secret police even though freed from restrictions
would, under present police legislation, be permitted to enter police duty
only at the lowest ranks, as is required in the cases of other applicants
for the police service. Since this group consists mainly of men in theiyr
middle 4O's or older who formerly enjoyed high positions and prestige, it
is likely that they would intrigue to & %t the present system %o their own
beneflit. Further, since for more than 5% years they have been barred from
any legal participation in polics work, during which time the legal codes
and procedures have been thoroughly revissd, their professional knowledze
and praficlency even for the special purpose of controlling subversives would
be of doubtful valne, Safety Division officials are believed %o i_-
