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INTRODUGTORY,

In laying before the public eur first Director to the people and institutions of

the city of Indianapolis we feel constrained to call attention to the many obstacles

that have interfered with its progress, and to which may be charged any errors or

defects which may have crept into its compilation; and, also, to point out the im-

portance of the information collected, which renders it of great value. An ex-

amination of this volume will better convey a proper idea of its importance to the

residents of Indianapolis, and the amount of labor necessary to prepare it for the

press, than any particular description of its contents which might be given here-

Attention is called to the following array of facts:

The canvassing for the Director commenced about the first of September last, but,

owing to the re-numbering of the places of business and residences of the citizens,

the entire ground had to be gone over the second time, in order that the work

might correctly give the new system, and we are now able to offer the result in a

volume of over four hundred pages, containing nearly fifteen thousand names, and

nearly five thousand increase over last year, in addition to a full and carefully

arranged Classified Business Directory and an Appendix of the various Societies,

Banks, Churches, Public Buildings, Schools, &c., &c.

To collect this vast amount of information, to arrange it all in systematic order,

put it in type, and publish it in book form, every one must admit is a work of no

inconsiderable amount of labor. In the preparation and compilation of a Directory,

it is necessary to take the information afresh every year, and to make as near a

perfect work as possible, requires the systematic co-operation of a large body of

competent and intelligent hands. Those only who have participated in the labor

can form any adequate idea of the many vexations and perplexities connected with

it, and to which the compilers are subjected. The present volume is entirely original

in its production, the information having all been obtained by actual canvass. The

importance of the work will be readily conceded by all who have occasion to use

it ; and its cheapness must be as manifest as its usefulness, except, perhaps, to those

who imagine it to be their duty to pick out all the little errors they can find, and
exaggerate their importance. It is by this class of people that the many for-

midable and embarrassing obstacles are thrown, and which help to render the work
imperfect. They not only refuse to give the names and necessary information, but

are the first to complain of any inaccuracies that may occur. It would be an almost

endless task to describe the capricious opposition with which we have to contend

in obtaining the information required to make the work as correct as we aim to

make it, or to give a tolerable idea of the ridiculous and annoying criticisms to

which we are afterwards exposed.

The great majority of the community, we are happy to say, obligingly gave to our

canvassers all the information they required. There are, however, some few ex-

ceptions. For instance, Mr. Auchmuty not only refused to give the required

particulars about himself, but positively forbids the insertion of his name and res-
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idence in the Directory. No doubt Mr. A. has very cogent reasons for wishing to

remain incog., and to keep his whereabouts a profound secret. It is our business

to have his address in the Directory, and if we do not obtain it from him, we must

from some one else. Hence the error, pessibly, in the spelling, or correct business,

or profession to which he belongs.

Mr. Bullen has a similar desire to keep himself out of the Directory—o», at least,

feigns to have—and when the work appears, forgetting his little eccentricity in

denying the anxiously sought information, he boils over with indignation because

his name does not figure in its pages.

Mr. Cowdrey, who fills the useful and honorable position of a clerk, insists on

3aing inserted as '• a gentlemen ; " and, as might be expected of persons of such

ambitious aspirations, is extremely abusive because he cannot be gratified. But, it

being the object of the Directory to give the sternest facts, and to repress all flights

©f the imagination, Mr. C. has to figure in its pages simply as a clerk, until he can

establish his claim to some other designation

Mr. Durdevant wishes his name inserted in a manner peculiar to himself, and

particularly bothering te every body else. But the Directory being the most dem-

ocratic of all human institutions, Mr. D. must take his place on the dead level with

the whole community, as he cannot distinguish himself by any such device.

Mr. Errower has his little peculiarities, and amiably declines furnishing any in-

formation about himself unless he can be allowed at least half a page to spread

himself in with miscellaneous items about his business. But E.'s economical ideas

of advertising have to be nipped in the bud.

Mr. Flugelhauser is frugal in an opposite direction, and forbids any mention of

his business.

Mr. Ganymede cannot understand what right any one can have to know where

he resides, and will not divulge the fact. He thinks it a piece of impertinence to

publish a Directory at all.

Mr. Holofernes is horrified at the omission of his place of residence, regards it

as "a perfect outrage," and has no doubt it was done on purpose to annoy him.

Mr. Ignusfatius is slightly insane on the subject of his first name. He objects

vehemently to the insertion of anything more than the initials, because there hap-

pens to be two or three more persons who are called Isaac besides himself.

Mr. Jacoby objects to advertisements in the Directory, and can't see what they

are put in for.

Mr. Kerdusenhouser, contrawise, likes advertisements, and considers them a

pleasant and valuable feature of the work.

Mr. Lilliputian, with the lofty tone of a critic, pronounces the work full of blun-

ders, and, being requested to designate them, is unable to point out even one.

Mr. Mephistophiles, being of a mirthful disposition, gives the canvasser who
calls upon him a direction, which, if followed, would subject us to a libel suit.

Mr. Nondescript, who resides in the city, when called upon at his place of busi-

ness, gives an out-of-town residence, under the delusive idea that he will thereby

escape jury duty and taxation.

Mr. Obaque desires the canvasser to call again, having no time to attend to him,

and the canvasser forgetting to do so, Mr. 0. threatens a suit for damages because

he is left out.

Mr. Pillicoddy lives in a "place" that has no legalized existence. The name of

the street he lives on not being odorous, he wishes to get rid of it without removingj
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and ingeniously calls the street a place, and is indignant because we disregard it

and give the proper name.

Mr. Quintessimal is queer, and thinks it a good joke to impose upon the canvasser

by giving the names of two or three fictitious occupants of his house, that he may

afterwards be "down" on the publication for committing such a blunder.

Mr^Rogueman adopts a very ingenious dodge to keep out of the Directory. Hav-

ing yesterday given his name to the canvasser, he calls to-day to say that he is going

out of town, and wishes to have his name omitted. But the next day the canvasser

learns from his family that he has no idea of removing.

Mr. Socrates stigmatizes the work a humbug, and would not encourage such a

thing by giving his name, etc., for the work.

Mr. Timon lives in a place which is part of a street, but insists on being located

in the place. Now, the names of streets, places or squares, are not happily affairs

of individual taste or caprice, but of legal enactments, and we only recognize legal

designations in giving the residences of citizens.

Mr. Underhand enters our oflSce—a particular personal friend of the publisher

—

and, presuming upon that relation, asks to have his name left out of the Directory

to enable him to escape the annoyance of jury duty, etc. Being denied his un-

reasonable request, he makes his exit a declared enemy for life.

Mr. Vixon is violent for a different cause. He goes down to Twenty-first street

to see a person whom the Directory informed him lived on that street, but finds that

he has removed the day before to Stringtown. He stops at our oflBce to "blow" us

tip for putting him to so much trouble, and to express his utter contempt for people

who publish a Directory which only serves to mislead.

Mr. Whinglestopper, who, as a general rule, never buys a Directory, thinks the

price altogether too high, and don't hesitate to express publicly his conviction that

"'Taint worth more nor two bits."

Mr. Xavius is naturally a very extraordinary sort of person—takes the trouble

of writing a sarcastic letter of three pages to say that, in his opinion, it is not the

proper way to make a correct Directory purposely to leave out the name of one of

the olde?t residents in the city, since his name could easily have been learned by

inquiring at his last place of business. This is a case which requires attending

to, so we send down to Mr. X. the very canvasser who did inquire for him at his last

place of business without being able to learn anything about him, whereupon the sar-

castic Mr. X. confesses, without any sarcasm at all upon himself, that nobody is to

blame.

Mr. Younglove takes the liberty of calling in person to expostulate on the names

of so many old residents, who lived for years in the same houses, being omitted.

Mr. Y. is informed that the old residents in question probably came a very old

dodge, and gave the canvasser some fictitious names instead of their own. Oh

!

ah I indeed 1 Mr. Y. "shouldn't wonder ;
" and that reminds him that the joint

tenant of his own house did give the canvasser Mr. Y's name but withheld his

own, sure enough.

Mr. Zenophon is zealously obliging. He is a member of a firm, the name of

which he can't withhold because it is on the sign; but he positively and resolutely

refuses to furnish any information whatever as to the names of the individuals

which compose it, and defies all creation to compel him to.

These are but a few of the actual annoyances to which the compilers of a Direct-

ory are subjected. And here it may not be inappropriate to say, that the delay in

the publication of this edition of the Director is in part owing to another work
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being published at the same time, and the consequent inability to expedite its

printing as fully as was desirable. But for the future, we can promise that no

such delays will occur.

Yet, in the face of all this opposition, the compiler is happy in the conviction

that the book approximates as nearly to perfection and completeness as it is possible

for any similar work to do. But that this Director is entirely free from errors, we

do not claim. With the many difficulties that present themselves, as stated else-

where—and that, too, without exaggeration—it would be preposterous to look for

absolute perfection. Without any hesitation, however, we claim that our Director

is the most complete and reliable ever offered to the public of Indianapolis.

The whole number of names in the book is 13,440, against 7,860 in the Directory

for 1864, being an increase of 5,580 names, which, multiplied by the usually

accepted average of a family,—4,—gives the increase in the population at 22,320

souls. The number of names in the book,—13,440,—by the same process, shows

the population of Indianapolis to be 63,360 souls.

An examination of the advertising pages of the Director will convince the most

skeptical of the importance of Indianapolis as a market. Her merchants have

shown their enterprise, energy and liberality by advertising their business in the

best medium extant,—a Business Directory.

In this connection we cannot refrain from tendering our thanks to the good citi-

zens generally for the kind manner in which our reporters and canvassers were

received in their search after information and advertisements; but, to the Editors

of the several newspapers, English and Oerman, and other prominent citizens of

Indianapolis, we are under the greatest obligations for the hearty manner in which

they have seconded our efforts to give to the world at large a correct and reliable

resume of the business and history of their city.

In conclusion, we announce to the business public, and to all others interested

in the welfare of Indianapolis, that we design to make our Director one of the per-

manent institutions of the city ; and as w© purpose giving each year a more desir-

able and excellent book, not being obliged to contend against the multiplicity of

difficulties thrown in our way this year, we expect to be liberally and heartily sus-

tained in our efforts to advance the interests of the Metropolis of Indiana.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS,
The City Schools are under the general man-

agement of a Board of three Trustees, elected

by the Common Council, viz : Thomas B.

Elliott, W. H. L. Noble and Clemens Vonuegut.
Mr. Elliott is President and Mr. Noble Treas-

urer of the Board.
Superintendent of Public Schools, and Secre-

tary of the Board, A. C, Shortridge. The office

of the Board of Education is in Vinton's Block,
opposite the Postoffice.

There are nine school building'?—one in each
ward—and thirty-four teachers, ncludiug the
teachers of music and gymnastics.
The schools are all graded in accordance with

the most approved system of Common Schools,

and in the progress and advancement of pupils,

will bear favorable comparison with the best

schools in the country.

In all, except the High School, the instructors

are young ladies, educated to the profession of

teaching. This is an anomaly peculiar to Indi-

anapolis. In all other large towns, so far as we
have observed, the Principals of the Grammar
and Intermediate Schools are men. The success

of these young women in the management of our
schools has been so decided as to leave no wish
to return to the old system. Their employment
in all grades has ceased to be an experiment.
The Schools are divided into three depart-

ments ; Primary, Intermediate and High School,

with four grades in each department.
The Boird of Trustees are now building two

new school edifices, one in the eastern and one
in the western par; of the city. They are plan-

ned after the Boston Primary S(5hool buildings,

and include all the modern improvements in ven-

tilating, heating, lighting, &c.
These buildings will not cost less than $40,000,

and will accommodate over one thousand pupils.

It is contemplated, as soon as possible, to build

a central High School building, on the site of the

present second ward building ; also, a large

building in the southern part of the city.

Every effort is made by the School Officers to

give efficiency and success to the schools, and

our citizens have reasoti to look with pride on

our superior graded system as one of the most

important elements of our present and future

prosperity.

TAX LAW.
The following inp)ortant provisions of the new

Internal Revenue Baw are published for the in-

formation of our readers

:

Every person, whether liable to taxation or

not, must report, and it will be no excuse that

they did not receive any notice. Assessments
will be made on failure to report, and payments
will be enforced as on judgments by default
against all who fail to report on or before the
first Monday in May of each jear.

The penalties are twenty-five per cent, addi
tional for all fliilure to report, and one hundred
per cent, for false return ; $1,000 fine and one
year's imprisonment for false return or failure to

obey assessor's summons (sec. 14 and 15), for

doing business without license, $500 fine and two
years' imprisonment (sec. 73), for failure to re-

port, forfeiture of goods, etc.

INCOME TAX.
Incomes must be given in detail, as per sched-

ule, which is not open to public inspection, and
must be sworn to, and are subject to two rates of
tax, 5 per cent, on all incomes over $600, and
not exceeding $10,000, 10 per cent, on excess
over $10,000. Thus on $10,000 net income the
taxis $720 ; on $20,000. $1,720. Income from U.
S. Securities and all other sources, and from any
part of the world, of all persons residing here,
whether citizens or not, and all citizens residing

abroad, all profits from business, rent, net profit

from real estate purchased within the year, stocks
or other property, interest accrued if collectable,

and all shares of gains in companies, etc., wheth-
er divided or not, etc., etc., are all alike taxable.
Income in gold must be reported in currency
value. The income is for the year 1864 from
January L-^t, to December 31st, and no losses
since January 1st, 1865, must in any way be de-

ducted from the income of 1864.

THE LEGAL DEDUCTIONS FROM INCOMES-
The deductions from the income are $600, but

allowed only one in any family of parents and
minor children. Amounts of tax legally with-
held from dividends, etc., all national. State,
county, and municipal taxes actually paid within
the ye r ; salaries over $600 in the U. S. service,
from which the tax was withheld ; rent of resi-

dence actually paid within the year ; interest
paid on any actual incumbrance on property
yielding income, expenses of ordinary repair not
exceedmg the average of five jears, and not in-

cluding improvements or betterments, such as

water rents, sewer assessments, or incumbrances
on unproductive property held for increase of

value. Consuls of foreign governments, not
United States citizens, are exempt from tax on
income from property in tleir own country, and
from official emoluments, if their government
give such exemption to our Consuls ; but the
carriages, plate, and income from property or
business in this country aie taxable. The gov-
ernments giving such exemptions to our Consuls
are understood to be those of [the diflerent gov-
ernments who give similar pnvilefjes to our con-
suls are here named] consuls of all other coun-
tries are lialtle to tax on their entire income, froni

property at home or here, and from their official

emoluments.

LICENSES.

Pedlars will state whether he travels on foot or
with horses, giving the number (goods forfeited

if without liceusesj, what he sells, jewelr3^ or
original packages of goods; pedlars must state

their age, and if between 20 and 45, state where
they are enrolled, or if exempted. Hotel and inn-

assessor. Manufacturers, auctioneers, brokers,
slaughterers of cattle, railroad,stearaboat,express

and ferry boats, insurance, telegraph companies,
and banks^and managers or owners of theatres,
operas, lotteries and advertisements, must make
monthly and quarterly returns. Parents, guar-
dians, trustees, executors, etc., of minors under
their care (if they fail to report themselves).
All retu ns must be sworn to, and names and
residence given in full. Those proposing to
change their residences during the year, will so
state, with the place (if known) to which they
will remove.
