Eaplosion of the Magazine at Dum-
Dum,

O~ Sunday evening, about 5 o’clock,
the Powder Magazine at Dum-Duam, in
which were deposited about one hundred
barrels of powder, was struck by light-
the explosion considerable
damage. One golundauze and two other

causing

natives were killed, and several had
their arms broken and received severe
bruises. A great number of gun car-
riages were smashed to atoms, the
houses occupied Dby Captains Cart-
wright and Dallas and Dr. Mellis, were
| greatly injured, and the bricks from the
Magazine, &c sent hissing through the
air, to the distance of several hundred
yards, in all directions, The Magazine
was about 50 yards from the main
guard, which received a tremendous
shock, and part of a hall about eight
feet in length, was completely blown
off : the doors and windows of the ad-
jacent dwellings were all broken to
pieces, and the Artillery Mess House
greatly damaged. A palankeen car-
riage, which was standing about sixty
yards from the Magazine at the time
of its destruction, had both of the horses
knocked down and one of them killed ;
The doors were burst open and the in-
mates flung out, one of whom received
a severe bruise on the cheek from a
brick bat,

The Conjee House, which was imme-
diately over the Magazine godowns,
had all the doors burst open, and the
prisoners were thus afforded free egress;
but they were so terrified that they
could hardly stir, and were found lay-
ing on the floor quite stupified and near-

ly insensible.

Disturbances at Pooree.

Lightning.

That superb residence of Baboo -
Moteeloll Seel at Kolootola, perhaps
the most tastefully built of any of the
native houses in Calcutta, was struck
by lightning on Sunday evening last,
between the hours of six and seven,
The electric fluid entered a small room,
which the Baboo had left only about
ten minutes before. The only damage
sustained, however, was the destruction
of the frame of the Baboo’s portrait,
which bad recently been finished and
put up. A bramhun had a hairbreadth
escape, having entered the room for the
purpose of shutting the windows at the
very moment the lightning struck it.—
Hurk.

Death of Baboo Rajchunder Dass.

Baboo Rajchunder Dass, so well
known for his great wealth and libera-
lity, died almost suddenly last week in
Calcutta. We have copied an article
from the Hurkaru on the subject, of
which we found a trauslation in the
Gyannuneshun, The Chundrika has
also a long article on his death, butit is
written in a style likely to wound the
feelings of the relatives of the deceased.

Sickness in the Western Provinces,

The present has been one of the most
sickly seasons within the memory of
man.  We have accounts from all parts
of the country of the distress occasioned
by the prevailing sickness, At Allaha.
bad almost every family has suffered,
and amongst the Natives, deaths have
been very numerous. At Benares and at
Mirzapore the mortality has been fright-
ful, and the loss has been very great a-
mongst children, chiefly from small pox.
The general complaint is a dangerous
fever. = A correspondent from Chunar
gives similar accounts of that station,and
adds that the river is studded with dead
bodies floating past,  He suggests that
Government should prevent the Natives
from throwing in half-burnt bodies, and
would compel them (o bury or reduce
their dead to ashes ; or, where poverty
would prevent the people from incur-
ring the expense, he would compel them
to sink the bodies in the stream with
weights,— Central Free Press.

Dacoity.

We mentioned some time since, that
a dacoity had occurred at Bourea in the
twenty-four Pergunnas, The perpetra-
tors of the outrage being residents ofa
different district, have not hitherto been
detected; but we understand that the
chowkeedar of that place has confess-
ed to having been implicated “in the
robbery, and to having received his
share of the plunder in cash. ~ None of
the stolen property has been recovered,

Death by an Alligator.

On Tuesday evening last, while a
Hindoo was bathing in the river at
Cossipore, an alligator seized him, and
carried him away. W hen at some dis-
tance from the shore the animal rose,
and his prey appeared a little above
the water, which, some of the bystand-
ers observing, swam to the poor man’s
assistance.  The noise occasioned by
their approach, induced the alligator
to quit his victim, who was left on a
sand bank, where some boys followed,
and brought the body on shore; but

Pilots on the Jumna,

Orders have been received by the Au-
thorities to entertain pilots for the navi-
gation of the Jumna by the iron steam
boats ; one of which will proceed from
Allahabad for Agra about the beginning
of July. The pilot stations are to be
placed on the river at the distance of
twenty-five or thirty miles apart, There
will be no difficulty in navigating this
river during the rains when there is a
sufficient depth of water, It is during
the hot months when the river is low
that there is any obstacle to the progress
of steam vessels. The Jumna is full of
concealed rocks, which render the navi-
gation dangerous.  An endeavour was
made during the last hot season to pro-
ceed to Agra by the Sir Charles Met-
calfe steamer, and she proceeded about
two-thirds of the distance, but at the
Junction of the Chumbul with the Jum-
na, owing to the accumulation of sand,
a sufficient depth of water was not
found, and the vessel was obliged to re-
turn,

The Jeypore Affair.

We learn from one of our contempo-
raries, that orders were issued three
weeks ago for the trial of Jotharam at
Jeypore, and that the-case will be con-
ducted in the most open manner
through the regular tribunals, and not
by a special commission., The charges
against him will be preparell by a Bri-
tish Officer.

Mooteechund Ameechund at Bombay,
with 9 lakhs of Rupees worth of opium
on board, we now learn from the Bombay
Courier, that an order from the Govern-
ment of Bombay was received towards
the end of last month, restoring the vessel
and her cargo to the owner,

Very late European Intelliyence.
By the arrival of the Hugh Lindsay
Steamer at_ Bombay, intelligence has

been received from England of so late
a date as the 2d of April last.

The news brought by the Hugh
Lindsay, reached Bombay from London
in fifty-eight days.

Metcalfe would bave been appointed
Governor of Madras on the retirement
of Sir' Frederick Adam, but we now
learn that the appointment has been
given to Lord Elphinstone.

Among many other praiseworthy things, he
contemplated founding some scholarships
in the Hindoo College; but alas ! death
interfered and frustrated his benevolent
scheme—he could not even open his lips

from the moment the fit first seized him

The Begum, who seemed as if lately
arrived from the Upper Provinces, wish-
ed to purchase pearls ; string after string
were taken by the attendants and shown
inside the dola, and at last about a thou-

time remain at the shop. To tlis there ap-
peared no objection, and two of the ser-
vants were allowed to depart with the
pearls. Some hours having elapsed the

servants that were left with the dola began
to be anxious about the return of the two
who had gone, and by their talk created
some suspicion in the mind of the mer-
chant, who on euquiry found that the dola,
the bearers and the other attendants that
were left, were all people who had been
hired ‘in" the street, by those ‘who had
taken away the pearls, and were be-
coming' anxious about their - hire, which
they stated was due to them. The only
remedy. now left was to refer to the Be-
gum. After some hesitation to violate the
sanctity of a Nawaub’s zenanah, the pearl
merchants resolved upon speaking to the
Begum : but getting no direct or clear an-
swer from her, took the liberty of lifting
up the purdah ; when lo! a woman of the
town appeared seated in the dola, who
on being questioned said she had herself
been hired for a couple of rupees for the
day. That the two persons who had hired
her had told her that she was to spend the
day with them at a garden, and that they
would in the way buy some jewels. But
who they were, whence they had come,
and where they had gone she knew not,
The whole trick was now apparent, and
the exasperated pearl merchant took the -
woman and the rest to the Police.  But
there being no evidence to prove that tlie
prisoners were accomplices, the Magis-
trate released them with some wholesome
advice.

“The Old Woman.—An old Hindoo
woman with jewels on her body had goue
to bathe : on her way back she was met by
two young men, who immediately threw
themselves at her feet and calling her their
mother, entreated her to return home, and
not to be angry with them.. She declared
that she was not their mother and knew
them not; but they replied, that all her
disclaimers should never make her child-
less nor them motherless, and they appeal-
ed to the bystanders, saying, that their
mother was very angry with them, and
would not recognize them ; but that they
were resolved to conduct her home which

she had left in a fit of passion. The crowd
believed what the two fellows said with
so much apparent affection and concern,
and being indignant at the obstinacy of
the old woman, allowed her to be carried

away by them. A fter they bad got her

in some lonely lane, they relieved her of
her golden load, and very cheerfully per-

To the Editor. of the Durpun,

‘We have two paternal Talooks : my
father and grandfather enjoyed their
share of the property in conjunction with
their relatives. My father left four young
children at his death, three of whom very
soon followed him to the.grave. I the un-
fortunate relic of the family was plunged
into misfortune at his death, for my unprin-
cipled relatives incorporated my shaie with
their own ; but a claim having been insti-
tuted for it in the Court, one half the
share-holders acknowledged my right ; the
others did not acknowledge my right to a
share in the Talook, but their acknow-
ledging it or not acknowledging it was
the same thing. Of the witnesses whom I
brought forward three persons proved my
right to one Talook, but my right to the
other was not proved, because although |
prayed that the witnesses might give their
evidence yet the pundit conceiving it to
be necessary refused to take it and de-
creed in my favour. The other share-hol-
ders considering the pundits’ decree to be
unjust, appealed to the Judge. The Judge
referred the question to the Sudder Ameen,
who confirmed the former decree, but the
shareholders petitioned for special appeal
regarding one Talook, and  through my
misfortune the Appeal Judge at Dacca
said that my right was not proved, and at
the same time refused to take the proof
that I offered and thus decreed the for-
feiture of  the property which I had ob-
tained with so much labour. I besought
that the witnesses whom the pundit con-
sidered superfluous might be interrogated,
but this was rejected. In fact the property
is but one, and yet one Talook is decreed
and the case ‘regarding the others is dis-
missed. Being thus thrown at sea I had
hopes of finding the shore in the Sudder,
but hope was destroyed, for, on my first
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petition to the Sudder I was told that the
Judge had no authority to entertain such
a 'suit according to ‘the Regulations, and
it was ordered that if any dispute arose
regarding ‘the two decisions by rone of
which® the property was-decreed, by the
other the suit was dismissed, that then I
might have applied to- the Judge for re-
hearing of the case. . And upon applying
to.the Judge he said that the case had
been already heard. Upon that I appealed
to the Sudder, but my petition was reject-
ed. We have heard that the King is the
strength of the weak, but through my: mis-
fortune  the - King -~ has lost his Royal
strength, I am now without help;if any of
your, readers can point out to me any means
by which ‘T ‘may succeed in bringing the
matter under the notice of'the Rulers of
the country, then I may possibly survive,
otherwise I must be destroyed either in
the forest or the stream.
