PREFATORY NOTE.

N account of the great extent of the Greek section of the Montagu

Collection it was deemed advisable not to include all in the first
sale, but to reserve a certain portion for a second sale. This portion,
which is now offered, completes the Greek section of the Collection.
To it has been added a small Series of Roman Silver and Copper
Coins and Medallions, which had been formed by Mr. Montagu.

In the Greek portion of this Catalogue we have not that succession
of rare and brilliant pieces, which were to be found in the first sale, yet
there are not a few which are far above the average either for rarity or
for preservation. Notably the following: 42, Tetradrachm of Agri-
gentum ; 55, Tetradrachm of Messana; 58, Didrachm of Naxos, by
Prokles; 76, Decadrachm of Syracuse; 86, A7 Drachm of Agathocles;
