He refused to be disinherited 
and conquered Naples from René in 
1442. Naples was conquered in 1501 
and became part of a personal union 

with the Kingdom of France.

Following this, the 
War of the Spanish Succession broke 
out and Archduke Charles was also 
proclaimed king of Spain, as Charles 
III, in opposition to Philip V. He was 
proclaimed in Vienna, and also in 

Madrid in the years 1706 and 1710. 
Charles renounced his claims to the 

Spanish throne in the Treaty of Rastatt 
of 1714, but was allowed the continued 
use of the styles of a Spanish monarch 

for his lifetime. Philip ascended the 
Spanish throne but had to renounce his 

claim to the throne of France for 
himself and his descendants.

In 1215, the English barons rebelled 
against the unpopular King John in the 
First Barons' War. The barons, seeing 
Louis' wife as a descendant of Henry II 
of England, offered the throne to him. 
While Louis prepared an army to press 

his claim to the English throne, 
Cardinal Guala Bicchieri, explicitly 

condemned Louis' plan. On 14 June 
1216, Louis captured Winchester and 

soon controlled over half of the English 
kingdom. King John's death in October 

1216 caused many of the rebellious 
barons to desert Louis in favour of 
John's nine-year-old son, Henry III. 

After his army was beaten at the Battle 
of Lincoln in 1217 and his naval forces 

were defeated at the Battle of 
Sandwich also in 1217, Louis was 
forced to make peace on English 

terms. The principal provisions of the 
Treaty of Lambeth were an amnesty for 
English rebels, a pledge from Louis not 

to attack England again, and 10,000 
marks to be given to Louis. In return 
Louis' excommunication was lifted.

From 1340 to 1801, except for brief 
intervals in the years 1360 to 1420, the 

kings and queens of England and 
Ireland, and later of Great Britain, 

claimed the throne of the Kingdom of 
France. The claim dates back to 

Edward III, who claimed the throne of 
France in 1340 as the sororal nephew 
of the last direct Capetian Charles IV. 

Edward III and his heirs fought the 
Hundred Years' War to enforce this 

claim. They were temporarily 
successful in the 1420s under Henry V 
and Henry VI, but the House of Valois, 
the youngest branch of the Capetian 
dynasty, eventually won the war and 
retained the throne. Despite this, the 
English, and later British, monarchs 

continued to call themselves Kings of 
France, and the French fleur-de-lys 

was included in the royal coat of arms. 
The claim lasted until 1801, when 
France no longer had a monarch, 

having become a republic.

patrilineally from father to son until the 
14th century, a period known as Direct 

Capetian rule.

Law, having the closest all-male line of 
descent from a recent French king. The 

Plantagenets based their claim on 
being closer to a more recent French 
king, Edward III of England being a 
grandson of Philip IV through his 
mother, Isabella. The two houses 
fought the Hundred Years War to 

enforce their claims. The Valois were 
ultimately successful. The Valois line 

ruled France until the line became 
extinct in 1589, in the backdrop of the 

French Wars of Religion.

childless Henry III, France was plunged 
into a succession crisis over which 

distant cousin of the king would inherit 
the throne. The best claimant, King 

Henry III of Navarre, was a Protestant, 
and thus unacceptable to much of the 

French nobility. Ultimately, after 
winning numerous battles in defence of 

his claim, Henry converted to 
Catholicism and was crowned as King 

Henry IV, founding the House of 
Bourbon. This marked the second time 

the thrones of Navarre and France 
were united under one monarchs.

Louis was under arrest 
by the government of the Revolution

as Emperor Napoleon I. Napoleon was 
overthrown twice following military 

defeats during the Napoleonic Wars.

The Bourbon Restoration came to an 
end with the July Revolution of 1830 

which deposed Charles X and replaced 
him with Louis Philippe I, a distant 
cousin with more liberal politics. 
Charles X's son Louis signed a 

document renouncing his own right to 
the throne only after a 20-minute 

argument with his father. Because he 
was never crowned he is disputed as a 

genuine king of France. Louis's 
nephew Henry was likewise considered 

by some to be Henry V, but the new 
regime did not recognise his claim and 

he never ruled.
