Many perfons, underdanding that the mean time be-

tween one new Moon and another is 29 days, 12 hours,

44 minutes and a fraction, imagine that, to iind the

full or quarters of the Moon, they have only to add a

half or fourth part of that time ; and when they do

not find the changes marked in the Calendar to cor-

refpond with this method, they impute it to miftakt

in the calculation of thofe changes* It is therefore^

necelTary to put them in mind, that the great inequa-

lity of the Moon^s motions renders the above rule ex-

tremely inaccurate, fo that nineteen times in twenty.

JACQUES Cartier, a Frenchman, in the year I534»
under a commiltion from his mafter Francis !• ex-

p ored the Gulf of Saint Lawrence, and the next year

afcended the river, and wintered at Sainte Croix

-—here he eredted a wooden Crofs, infcribed,

'* Franciscus Dei Gratia Francorum Rex Regnaf-^ln.

1603, a Patent was granted to Sieur de Monts, fpr an

exclufive trade, and he employed Champlain to make
further difcoveries in Canada. Champlain arrived at a

ftrait called by the Indians, Quebec, where he began to

build huts, on the 3d July 1608, and herehe pafled the

wintert—rA company of rich merchants, comppfed of

107 perfons, was eAablifhed by Patent, in 1628, for an
exclufive trade, at firft, and in 1642 acquired a right

of foil— Quebec was taken by sir David Keith and nis

brother in 1629, but furrendered to France by the trea-

ty of faint Germain en Laye. The charter of this

company was revoked 1663, and Canada was put under

the Government of the Company ** des Indes Occiden-

tabs,'*'' in 1664—The King, was however to govern,

till they were able.

Sir Wm. Phipps, with an armament from Bofton in

New England, fummoned Quebec in 1690—-The town
\vas canonaded and 1500 Englifii troops were landed at

la Canardiere—'Sir William finding the place t;oo ftrong

nnd his ammunition expended, failed on the 23 O£lo«
bcr for Bofton--General Hill and Admiral Sir Hovenden
Walker, with a large body of troops from England for

the attack of Quebec, t^ntered the river st. Lawrence

capitulation to General Amherft, and which was confir'.

med to Great Britain by the treaty of 1763, under

wfaofe dominion it has fince continued—Gen Mont-
gomery in the winter 1775^ befieged Quebec, and when
re-inforced by General Arnold, attacked the City, by

alTault on the 31(1 December, when the General was

defeated, himfelf killed and his two Aides de Camp,
feyeral of the Provincials were killed 2nd wounded a-

mong the latter Arnold.—The blockade continued

during the winter 1776, and on the arrival of troops

from England^ the fiege was raKed and the Provincials

driven out of the Province.

Lower Ca-

nada lies on both fides of the river iSaint Lawrenc?,

between 61 and 71 Welt Longitude, from London : and

45 and 5*2 North Latitude and is bounded footh, by

New Brunfwick, Maine, New Hampihire, Vermont
and New. York and Weft by Upper Canada.

The Line between Upper and Lower Canada com-

mences at a stone boui^ary on the North Bank 0/ La-
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kft 8t. Francis in st. Lawrence river, at thfc cove Weft
of Point au Boudet, thence Northerly to the Ottawas
rivef and to its fourcein lake Tomifcaning, then due

h North, till it ftrikea the boundary of Hudlbn*8 bay or
New Britain s Upper Canada to include all the territo*

ry to tl^e weftward and fouthward of the faid line to

the utmoft extent of the country known by the name
of Canada*

By the A^ of Parli-«i;:!ent paffed in I791 it is enabled
that there ihall be within each of the Provinces ofUp.
per and Lower Canada, a Legiflative Council and an
Aflembly, who with the confent of the Governor, ap*

pointed by the King, ihall have power to make Laws/
The Legiflative Council is to confifl of not fewer than
feven Members for Upper and fifteen for Lower Cana-
da 'j to be fummoned by the Governor authorifed by
the King. Such Members to hold their feats for life

:

unlefs forfeited by four years continual abfence or by
fwearing aliegiance tofomc foreign Power. The Houfe
of AiTembly is to condft of not lefs than fixteen Mem-
bers for Upper and not lefs than fifty for Lower
Canada, chofen by the Freeholders in the feveral

Towns and Counties: the Council and AfTembly are

to be called together at leaft once in every year and
every Aifembly is to continue four years unlefs fooner

diffoived.
