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‘Moslem Views of The Problem of Racial
| Struggle. |

German Lx-emperor, in the
parly days of his reign warned the
countries of Europe of the Yellow
Peril He painted the picture of a
giant, enshrouded in clouds, who
was slowly overshadowing the repre-
sentatives of the white race. The
irony of the statement is apparent
when- we recall 1o our memory the
Kiauehian incident, where two Ger-
man priests were killed. The Ger-
man Kaiser immediately dispached
several warships to China and went
personally to Kiel, and made a fa-
reweil speech coutaining the encour
agement: “'Should any one essay to
detract you from our right, or injure
us, then wup and at him with your
mailed fists.”

A recent telegram from Reuters,
says, that the German Kronpring,
when interviewed by the Berlin corres-
pondent of the “*Daily Express’, gave
his opinion that this father believe
in the Yellow Peril, but that he
“personally wonid amplify the mean-
- ing with: “Yellow and Bluck Peril,
-} ** gnd *'If the Buropean powerswill

T not relinquish their petty feuds and

quarrels among themselves, they will
soon be chalenged by the coloured
races, and then they will perhaps be
willing to unite. This prejudice aga-
inst Germany, in the opinion of the
Ex-Kronprinz, is utterly unfounded;
that Germany and England should be
" united is natural, and to oppress each
other is unnatural. It was @lso a
groat mistake, he continues, that Eng-
land and France, during the Grext
War, made nas of coloured forces,
becanss it tenght them modern wear-~

tactics, the consequences of which we
can now see in in Marrocean uprising,
in India and other oriental eountries
which, as time goes on, will become
more and more dangerous. He con-
eluded with the warning, that:
“unless the White Race unite, the
European civilization will inevitably
break up.”

We would like to tell his High-
ness: 1f the Euro pean Powers would
not struggle ¢ ntinually to ensiave the
other nations, for selfish purposes:
They would not feel, that the yellow
Peril must be the icevitable result.

Sinee the middle of XIXth.
century the imperialistic policy ‘of
1he countries of Kurope, went hand in
hand with their sudden advance in
material sciences and inventiors, and
the consegnent industrial revolution.
The reaction of this progress was the
degeneration of their spiritual civili-
gasion, till nothing remained, but tha
name alone.

The priviledged, capitalistic
and military classes, exploited the poor
at home whilest outside, under pious
pratexts, if not by sword, they devided
up and quarreled over the spoils, of
the black and yellow man’s lands.

The Great War is the greatest
indictment upon the  European
countries proving their hypocrisy,
and that Might, but not Right,
is their policy. This path of deadly
struggle, and destructive cowpetition,
for surpremacy, which was not only
followed by the Kaiser, but by the
other europenn nation as well, is
p road that leads nowhere, but te



further war#, and further bloodgheed.
The Great War was the explosion that
caused snicide internmally, to Huro-
pean Militarism and Capitalism,
and now Socialism and the rising tide
of colours are attacking from both
fronts.

At present, after the War is
over, Europe declares that the yellow
and black peril would be a very foar-
ful thing, but, with their present
poliey, I do not beliave that they can
ascape their fate in the coming racial
competition.

The XlIth. and XII Century
witnessed tlie fanatical struggle of the
Crusaders. During those hundred arnd
saventy-five years of struggle between
Christians and Moslems, the period of
bruteship followed once more. With-
out dwelling on the subject at any
length, it suffice to say, that after
several expeditions and heavy losses
the Crnsaders had t0 abandon thewr
blind intent of reseuing the Holy
Sepulcher, thousands of miles away
from their country. In the long run,
this close racial struggle and re-
ligious prejudice, is but a moaningless
mnstance to future generations, The
last Crusaders axpedifion was sent to
" the Tunis by Luis IXth, but, when
his army was blown up and defeated,
no further attempt was made.

From the beginning to the mid-
dle of the XII century the Huns
wara invading Eurepe and Pars-
ia, from Mongolia. This last attack
v/as & smashing blow to all Moslems,
and regrettable, becanse they belong-
od to the same race. However, the
conflict between these townraces
and the nomads was inevitable and
and destined 5 benifit their eivilisa-
tion, Behind the path of tha lron
Cavalry, from upon the burned
ground: green grass and hegerows
burst into bud.

The achievements of this
leader, can be compared with those of
Alexandre, who spread the Helinic

civiliation over Europe. The con-
quests by the Mongols aquainted
Europe with Asia and. creasted an
opening and new friendly currents
between these continents. Delega-
tes of goodwill from all countries ca-
me to the Kharakoram court, and he-
Iped to lower the fenco between these
countries, that had been built hyr e-
Hgious hostility and. preijudice Tothis
opening of communications, batween
Europe and Asia by the Huns of
Mongolia, followad the introduction
of Islam into China and the flouri-
shing of Saracean civilization.

From the earlest times of hu-
man existence, the most active centre
of evolution and spirit of the
superior race, has actually been on
the European and Asiatic continents,
which, generally speaking, are popu-
latad by the foliowing three great
races: The QGreat Northern Race,
the Medeteranean Race, and the Mon-

As far as we know, history
has recorded disturbances and
negotiations of these three races
only and this relation has remained

" the same till nowdays, although the

Duing the cernturies of repeated
strugglea between these races against
each other, prosperity and decay of
the wite or the Coloured races, repeat-
editself also. After the Percian-Girea-
cean War, and the conquests of Alex-
andre the Great, arose the religion of
Islam and and the invasion of Spain
by the Arabs.

South of the Pyrenees, there appeared
the Empire of Charlemagne, the king

dom of England and the Holy Roman -

Empire, which, in the Xth. century,
were again followed by a long period
of political disruption, while the
Kuropean civilization and the Byzan-
tine Empire. were continunally ex-
posed to the trinal attacks of the Sar-
acean forCes, of the Normans and, the
most fearful of all, the intimidations



nf the Turks. These latter, under
their chieftain of the Serduce Tribe

were a Nomadic people and very .

brave and intelligent, Had the first
caliph, Ab-Bekut yet lived at that
time, he would no doubt have baen
proud of ~sach primitve typical
Moslems.

Indeced, at that time, whils the
Abashad Dynasty of Bazdad was
praduslly nearing a derlined sgtate,
the Tarks restored the spirlt aad
energy of Tslam, till at last, they
themselves oceupied the position of
" the orthodox caliphs and more and
more exultathiug the, spirit of Jelam,
opened & religious ‘war against
Christianity.

The foundamental law of the
human mind of similarity and dis.
parity of ideas associated with
gimilar or contrary names, is olten
the cause of great injustices and
injuries.

In the dominion of tribe and
nationaliby the white race
regards the coulored races as a
different species of animals, because
they happen to be engaged 10 racial
compe ti tion with them, the owing to
the difference with, them 1n coulor,
religion and country.

If all the absurd struggles
that happened through this unjust
prejidice of ideas and of feeling
wera omitted from human history,
a grat part of that historical matter

. would be lost.

A + Since the medieval ages, the
exagerated ideas of superiority and
clags distinction, do not yet see the
dawn of their resurrection, hecause
Liurope’s spirib of Feudalism is
sill inherent in its philosophy,
based as it i8 on the swamp of
materialism, and demonsgtrated by
ity ideas of struggling for existenee.

During the XTIV to XVII cen-
turies, the inteliectual world of
Kurope mada  great atridea iun
science and inventions, which

entirely upset the old social fabrie
of Europe’s civilisation. Ths die-
covery of America, the opening of
the trade route to Iandiaz and China,
after Basco da Gama’s first voyage

around the continent of Africa, and

the conquest of Turkey by Europe
contributed all to create the desive
of ISurope to rule the world. Thus,
the higher civilization of the East
and the inventions of the cowmpnss
and the paper, were introduced by the

Mongolian into Europe and  con-

tributed to its great progress.

The centre of intercst in
Kurope gradually drifted towirds the
Pacific Ocean as the trade routes
and of Spain Portugal were also persu-
ed by France, Iingland and Holland.

To get an idea of the prevalent
thought of the time wa can judza
from the writings of Nicolo Manhi-
avelli, a famous politician in Italy
and musly read in his time. 11 a sord
of handhook for princes and govern-
ments, he says that the end justilies
the means of onr actions, and that
power has a right to satisfy: greed.

- love and hate, and that haughtiness

1 2 well becoming crown to o ruler.
This Machivellism  was convenlend
to  the priviledged classes and
very wellcomed by them, and was
considered the essciee of  politieal
wisdom; by mreang of which one could
subiluc ones ennemies and enlarge
one’'s own dominions,

Tn the XVII and XVIII cen-
turies,  Machinvelllsm and  the
ambition to go abroad for conquest,
became universal in Hurope, and
struggles coutinued till the the XIX

~century.

In the XIX the Century,
Machiavellism in  Iurope Dbecame
extremely active and the struggles
for colonies became most Intense.
Thesge atruggles wore directed for
the greater part upon Moslems and
other paople on both continents, ex-
cept China, which was helieved to he a
powerful country far away and dan



gerous to attack, This is why China

es.caped the fate of the other coun-
tries, who lost their independence.

Put the hrown Moslem count-
ries did suffer form Europe’s agcres-
gion and finally broke down, Those
states that werea left independent
were only buffer states, in the interest

of- the other powers, to prevent
friction and compelition among
themselves.

During the middle of the
XIXth. century. Machiavellism was
activly building the German Empire,
particularily so from the time of the
ascention to the throne, of Wilhelm
ITnd. in T888, on his 28th year.
He d-ramed of Kaiseriem and dia-
dained democracy. In his coronation
speach he said that ‘*his Armv unit-
es the KEmpire but not the Reich-
stag Assembly.”’ He believed in the
devine right of kings and hoped to

place himself and ““Deutschland ueber
alles in der Welt.”

From the time of the Kaisers
visit to the Caliph of Turkey, or
his g0 called Berlin-Bagdad voyage, he
followed the Conceliation policy. He
1]]!1(.10 an alliance with Austria Hun-
garia and Turkey, and steadily suppo-
rted the latter and the Sartans of
Maroceco in their revolts against
France, in protest of which, the
French Foreign minister Delasse,
resigned.

While the World blamed Ger-
many for her aggressive policy,
Eneland and the other countries did
wrong, just the same. Lord Clive
and Warren, Huastings who had con-
auered India by sword and treachery,
were now hailed as empire builders
and faithful servants of their coun-

try, and British severe and cruel

policy in India was continued.

The Linmenss [ortunes which
the Eael India Company made and
the improvements iIn seafaring by
he newly invented steamshi ps, were

greatly reponsible for a sundden
influx of emigrants to' India, some of
which were driven by adventure,
otherg with the object of trading,
and all with the desire to become
rich, by any means,

With the growing influx of
foreigners and the introduction of
their industry, an ecnomical eollision
occured with the native manufactu-
rers. However, with shrewd applica-
tion of force and diplomacy. opposi-
tion against Brittain was speedily re-
moved. The lever for this purp©se
wag found in the British Industry
Preservation Law, by which mcans,
competitive native industry could be
suppressed, to suit the convenience
of British manufacturers. The cot-
ton yarn industry for instance and
many other formerly {louriching
native  industries were entirely
paralysed by this means.

. In order to civilize these native
heathen and to gain more infiu-
ence over them, corps of pious
misrsionaries were sent to India,
actively and agpressively teaching
the Gospel of Christ.

In 1857, after the riots
in Delhi and Meerut among the mer-
cenaries of the East India Campany,
the independance of the Mogar Ew-
pire was nominally acknowledged.

The curious incident which led
to this revolt was due to the lack of
tact on the part of the Eagb India
Company, wheh supplied its mer-
cenaries with oiled paper to wrap up
their cartridge cases. the oil of which
was manufactured from oxen and
pigs. The True-Believera naturally
ohiected to the ill use of these animalg,
the firet of which is sacred and the
latter much detested. However, with
regard to the liberation of India
from Pritish rule, this rebellion
proved a failure, because, 20 years
after, the shrewd stateeman Lord
Baconsfield. used it as a pretext
to promulgate AN ACT FOL

In the Near East, the
Turkish Empire has always occupied
an important straterical position,
and haa, therefore. continually been
sibject $o the intrigues of the
Kuropan Powers, which led her into
wars which the Turks never wanted,

Traps were set to her and war
after war followed, bleeding and
weakening her power, that even
Nikolas I exclaimed: ““The Turks are
on the verge of death,”’ and snatch-
ed off part of the Balkan.

Yet, in the XIXth century,
the Turkish Kmpire embraced: the
whole Balkan Peninsula, including
the Mortavia and Varacia distriets

from Egypt to Marocen, and Asia

Minor, Syria as well as Arabia, which
was under Tarkish Protestorate.
Such was the extont of the Sartans’
and Caliph’s dominions, before the
- evil hand of the powers disturhed
in the Tuarkish sovreignty,

i In 1853 Russia started the
Crimeans War, again in 1877 the
Russo~Turkish War. Then followed
the ltaly-Turkish War in 1911, and
1912, the Balkan War.

When Italy occupicd Tripoly
and declared war to Turkey, the
indignation of all RAoslems was
aroused, and® even the French

“I* minister of Foreigir Affairs Gagbriel
JU Onoto denounced the Ttalian action

to attack the <defenceless Tripoly,
because 1t was a challenge towards
the hostility of all Moslema. Italys
excus: was that she acsted on pre-
cedent of other natious,

‘ Brittain, Greece and Russia
were also against Tarkey, agitatinz
against the Moslems. The King of
(ireece initiated a new (Crusads, and
the Russian government proposed to
crect an orthodox cross upon the
dome of Saint Sophia.

Moslems, all over the world
protested and made manifest: and
indignadantly at one meeting pro-
claimed. “'If Christians think .of
doing theas things to-day, to morrow,
perhaps, they will attack the Mosque
of Jerusalem and Qmar, and they
called their bretheren to arise and
unite wunder flar of thes Caliph %0
protect their faith an:d honour, and
to sacrifice themseves rather than to
guffer such shameful injuries.

Looking back upon 6the past
and meditating vpnn the present, one
ig inclined to b2 optimistic for the
futare of our Mnoslems. Statistics
show us that the relation of Moslems
to the World popaiatien is -5 and
the relation o the coloured races as
1-3. Qur share in the eoming racial
struggle  would therelore be  oue
thied. Our Moslemr countries in-
clule: Turkey Huzypt Maroaco,
Percia, Afzanistan, India Arabia and
the South Sea lslands, Let us thon
unite and adopt mnodern sclence
and comprchend the doctrine of the
holy Koran and we shall easily ac-
complish our task.

In 1906, when Young Turkey
eamy  into  existence, Karil Pasha
aaee said: ““Unless the Turks quickly
adopt a enroperwnising policy, they
will have to retire Into a corner of
Asia’”’, We still remmber those
words. He who does not prozress,
goes barkwards Therefore, if Modemn
Islam will isolaie ifself, aud be
anti - heathen, anii - foreign and
anti-progressive it iz sure to
decay. 'This is particularily the fault
with our Chinese Moziems in the
interior who withi their jealeusy the
narrowmindedness, ignorance and
