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CHILDREN’S RIGHTS

Since we're starting a new year, we wanted to voice our hope and gratitude for the leaders of
tomorrow: children. We owe a great deal to you, for you are the ones who will help us build a better
future. However, children and young people in our region are asking for the very basics, such as good
education, clean water, electricity, as well as, neat cities and villages. They are asking for their voices to
be heard, and for freedom from abuse and exploitation. The global leaders made a commitment to the
world’s children by signing the United Nations’ Convention on the Rights of the Child — a worldwide
agreement to protect the minors; it outlines rights that should be recognized for children in order for
them to grow into their full potential. This treaty has helped positively change children’s lives
everywhere. Nonetheless, many children in the Middle East and North Africa (MENA) regions do not
get to experience a full childhood.

Firstly, one of the most important topics that relates to children is “safety”. By safety we mean that all
children should have the basic needs such as water, food, shelter, clothing, as well as feeling safe in
order to reach their full potential. Many children suffer from and must deal with violence, abuse,
neglect, exploitation, exclusion and/or discrimination every day. Sometimes it is in schools and other
times it is within their own home. By this, we are acknowledging the fact some children need
protection from their parents or guardian. They need a place to feel and acknowledge that they are
safe physically, mentally and emotionally, a place where they can be guaranteed safety from both
physical and psychological abuse.

Additionally, the second topic relates to the “access to basic services” issue. Right now, in the MENA
regions, more children are in school than ever before, among which many are able to write and read...

Islamic Educational College day (IMLD) is celebrated. The 2020
theme was ‘languages without borders’
and probably it's your first time reading about this topic, trust me you won't
regret it, because it's one of the most important topics nowadays. On this
occasion, UNESCO organized in Paris a space for reflection and dialogue on
the contexts, challenges, and strategies to promote the right to
multilingual education based on the mother tongue(s). Because if you
don't understand, how can you learn?

On the day of the conference, the speakers stressed the importance and
benefits that education is in the language spoken at home (mother
language). However, this minimum standard isn't available for millions of
children all over the world, which will delay the acquisition of critically
important skills in both literacy and numeracy, and restricting their abilities
in all ways. Their parents, friends, or relatives may be unfamiliar with the
official language used in school if it wasn’t the same as the one used at
home which may negatively affect their personalities, as it will strengthen
the gaps in learning opportunities between majority and minority
language groups. There's a total of 40% of the global population that does
not have access to education in a language they speak or understand.

Languages represent both the culture of one’s community and the
individual's ethnic identity, and | really don't understand why some people
are ashamed of their language, give me one reason why you're not proud
of our language, who says that talking in your mother language is a shame?
Could you tell me who said that? Why aren’t we proud of the languages we
speak? Being ashamed of your mother language is a shame itself, not being
proud of your mother language is not an option. The whole world
celebrates your mother language every single year. So don't listen to any
racist dude who doesn't respect your language. All languages are rich in
history and culture, and respecting all the other languages isn’t an option.

Around the world, some local languages rather than vanishing, are in fact
flourishing. Many of these flourishing languages are cross-border
languages such as, Kiswahili. It is one good example, as this sub-Saharan
African language is spoken by 120 to 150 million people. It is a hybrid
tongue composed of linguistic elements from Southern Africa, Arabia,
Europe, and India. Its evolution tells a rich story of migration, trade, slavery,
and colonialism. Today, it is both sub-Saharan Africa’s most important
lingua franca, and an enabling force promoting African unity and
diplomacy. It is a national and official language in the United Republic of
Tanzania, a national language in Kenya, and the Democratic Republic of
Congo. It is a cross-border lingua franca in Uganda, Rwanda, Burundi,
northern Mozambique, and southern Somalia, and to a lesser extent,
Malawi, Zambia, and southern Sudan. According to UNESCO's Atlas of the
World's Languages in Danger, there are currently 3000 languages at risk of
disappearance, such as; lIrish Gaelic that currently has over 40,000
estimated native speakers. There are several communities in Ireland, called
Gaeltachts, where Irish is still spoken as the primary language.

In conclusion, we all have to support this day to help in saving these
languages from disappearing. The policy of respecting language is
essential and deserves close attention so no one is left behind.

It shows us that
our actions affect each and every person around us, and that more than ever, our actions
are also influencing people beyond borders and seas. This year reminds us of the
ultimate power of teamwork; when we decide to come together as one, we can
accomplish what we all really desire: a healthier, brighter world without cancer.

Let's zoom in on our part of the world; The Middle East is one of the areas most affected
by cancer worldwide. An even closer look; In Jordan, cancer is the second leading cause
of death, according to the World Health Organization (WHO). The Jordan Cancer Registry
was established in 1996 as a way to measure and track the problem.

Shockingly, the Jordan
Cancer Registry produced a report stating that about 8400 new cancer cases were
registered in Jordan in 2015 alone!

By doing so, it
provides an encouraging influence on patients' lives as we spread awareness about this
killer of a disease, thus further helping in cancer prevention and early detection.

So we should all protect
ourselves from cancer-encouraging lifestyles and habits to reduce the risks. For example,
nicotine found in tobacco increases your risk of cancer.

and it is best to avoid such foods. Leading a lifestyle with little to no physical activity can
also lead to, you guessed it, cancer. Smartphones are making our generation lazy and
inactive; so set a particular time to use it, and focus on moving that body of yours!

IN SCIENCE

In celebrating the International Day of Women and Girls in Science that
comes on the 11th of February, | am most delighted to mention these
amazing women who contributed to today’s science.

Starting with a great scientific heroine, Marie curie, born in Warsaw,
Poland on November 7, 1867. She was a physicist, chemist and a
pioneer in the study of radiation. Facing many difficulties and countless
gender discrimination obstacles along her lifetime, it never stopped her
from going and became the first woman to become a professor at the
University of Paris in 1906. Curie is also a twice noble prize winner, first
in the field of physics with her husband, and second in chemistry in
recognition of her work in radioactivity. She took part into developing
the modern day x-ray which is used to examine the internal body of the
human being.

The second woman of science is Chien-Shiung Wu, born on May 31,
1912 in Jiangsu, Republic of China. Also known and nicknamed as "First
Lady of Physics", the "Chinese Madame Curie" and the "Queen of
Nuclear Research". She was an experimental physicist who made
significant contributions in the field of nuclear physics. Wu is mainly
known for the ‘Manhattan Project’ where she contributed in
developing the process for separating uranium metal into the U-235
and U-238 isotopes by gaseous diffusion. In addition her contributions
in the 'Wu experiment’, the Parity, and Beta decay.

Barbara McClintock, born on June 16, 1902 in Hartford, Connecticut,
U.S., was an American scientist and cytogeneticist (a part of genetics,
but also a part of cell biology/cytology) awarded the 1983 Nobel Prize
in Physiology or Medicine. She developed the technique for visualizing
maize chromosomes, produced the first genetic map for maize, linking
regions of the chromosome to physical traits and many other
contribution regarding cytology. She was recognized as one of the best
in the field, awarded prestigious fellowships, and elected a member of
the National Academy of Sciences in 1944!

Other honorable mentions are,

Rosalind Franklin, an English chemist and X-ray crystallographer
whose work was primary to the understanding of the molecular
structures of DNA, RNA, viruses, coal, and graphite.

Rachel Carson, an American marine biologist, author, and
conservationist whose books are credited with advancing the global
environmental movement.

Alice Ball, an American chemist who developed the "Ball Method", the
most effective treatment for leprosy during the early 20th century.
Mary Anning, an English fossil collector, dealer, and paleontologist.
Known for finds she made in Jurassic marine fossil beds in the cliffs
along the English Channel at Lyme Regis in the county of Dorset in
Southwest England.

These and many more women contributed to science at a time where
they were shunned and faced gender discrimination. Yet they did not
allow the social restraints and the many obstacles of the day stop them
from being involved in one of the most important discoveries and
developments of today'’s science.

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CHILDREN’S RIGHTS

Since we're starting a new year, we wanted to voice our hope and
gratitude for the leaders of tomorrow: children. We owe a great deal to
you, for you are the ones who will help us build a better future. However,
children and young people in our region are asking for the very basics,
such as good education, clean water, electricity, as well as, neat cities and
villages. They are asking for their voices to be heard, and for freedom from
abuse and exploitation. The global leaders made a commitment to the
world’s children by signing the United Nations’ Convention on the Rights
of the Child — a worldwide agreement to protect the minors; it outlines
rights that should be recognized for children in order for them to grow
into their full potential. This treaty has helped positively change children’s
lives everywhere. Nonetheless, many children in the Middle East and
North Africa (MENA) regions do not get to experience a full childhood.

Firstly, one of the most important topics that relates to children is “safety”.
By safety we mean that all children should have the basic needs such as
water, food, shelter, clothing, as well as feeling safe in order to reach their
full potential. Many children suffer from and must deal with violence,
abuse, neglect, exploitation, exclusion and/or discrimination every day.
Sometimes it is in schools and other times it is within their own home. By
this, we are acknowledging the fact some children need protection from
their parents or guardian. They need a place to feel and acknowledge that
they are safe physically, mentally and emotionally, a place where they can
be guaranteed safety from both physical and psychological abuse.

Additionally, the second topic relates to the “access to basic services”
issue. Right now, in the MENA regions, more children are in school than
ever before, among which many are able to write and read compared to
decades ago! Education is a valuable right to every child, yet, some still
don't benefit from it. For instance, children who attend schools in the city
are not receiving quality education whereas some in the rural areas do not
go to school at all. In both cases, the consequence amounts to the same
result, these children are not properly profiting from their basic rights.

A third issue related to the first, but still worth mentioning is, “the views of
the child”, meaning that the minor’s perspective has to be considered, in
all cases, such as in abusive situations between parent and child; or
between two or more children; etc. For example, in Lebanon, during a
divorce, the man gets custody. However, if said man was the abusive
partner, the children have no say in the matter and will continue to be
abused. That is a clear violation of the “views of the child” rule. Moreover,
even when court and justice aren’t involved, the child’s view has to be
considered, especially when the young girls who were exposed to awful
sexual abuse (rape) must be given the chance to speak up, whereas in
some places in our region, these girls get executed and it is justified by the
family’s desire to remain dignified and respected although the girl was
completely innocent and was forced into her situation (honour killing).

The point is that you, dear readers, have more than the right to make your
voice heard and as a support, you could refer to this rule. Though our
region, has increased its devotion to children’s rights, as you now know,
there are still problems with issues such as inequality, poverty, and general
conflict. The main purpose of the “Convention on the Rights of the Child”
is to make sure that all children receive their fundamental rights. It is up to
us to demand that all leaders, whether of countries, or communities, or
even organizations live up to their commitments and take action for
children’s rights, everywhere, once and for all, today.

SOCIAL JUSTIGE

Social justice is based upon the notion that everybody deserves to profit from
equal economic, political and social rights, as well as opportunities. Moreover,
social justice includes the idea of the equitable distribution of resources, which
would be part of a society, whose members would both not only be physically and
psychologically safe but also secure.There are four interrelated principles of social
justice; equity, access, participation and rights. Social justice’s goal is to achieve a
society that is shaped to meet the needs of all its potential groups, who should be
able to fully and equally participate in it.

“bad.” For every hour you spend sitting, get up and walk briskly for five
minutes.

Eating natural and nutritious food is vital for me. These are some of my main
eating habits which will definitely help you achieve your food goals too. Set a
goal to drink water instead of sugar sweetened drinks; for those of us who
love having seconds, eating one serving will help us keep our calorie intake in
check. Challenge yourself to stick to one serving and also standard portion
sizes; Set a goal to fill half your plate with fruit and vegetables at every meal.
Fruit and vegetables are naturally low in saturated and Trans fats, and rich in
dietary fiber, vitamins and minerals. Eating wholegrain foods such as brown
rice, whole meal bread and rolled oats can help reduce the risk of developing
heart disease and diabetes. They can also help with weight management
because they keep you feeling full longer and reduce the need for snacking.
Include foods that contain live “good” bacteria cultures (aka
probiotics)—such as yogurt, kefir, and fermented veggies like sauerkraut—in
your daily diet.

are flying foreign and local airlines. He became an airline pilot at the age of 23 and has been
flying for almost ten years now.

Q. Which subjects are necessary to be chosen in school to become a pilot in future?
A.To become a pilot there is no specific subject necessary to be chosen in school, as long as
you have a high school diploma; you're good to go.
Q. What are the steps to become a pilot?
A. There are some requirements the applicant must meet to be able to join a flight school.
1.) Tobe 17 years old or older.

.) Be able to read, speak, write and understand the English language.
.) Be able to pass the required medical exam.
.) Be able to pass a knowledge/practical exam for the license you're obtaining.
Q. Can someone with weak eyesight become a pilot?
A. That's actually a very common question, | get on a daily basis, Even if you have bad
eyesight, as long as you wear corrective lenses/ glasses you're fine. The authority will just
have to add that as a limitation on your license saying that you cannot fly without your
glasses/ lenses.
Q. What are the things a person should keep in mind while selecting a flight school?
A. There are some factors to keep in mind when selecting a flight school, such as the PLACE;
the applicant has to make sure that he/she is going to train in a place where the weather is
good enough for flight training, places with very bad weather throughout the year isn't a
greatidea. SCHOOL REPUTATION; it's usually easy to find out about the school reputation by
asking students/pilots who graduated from that school or by going to the flight school and
asking the students about their experience. PAYMENT METHODS; This is one of the most
important factors, make sure the flight school doesn’t ask you for a big amount of money at
first; it's usually a red flag. DONT pay so much money at first unless you know that flight
school very well or you have started your training already and feel comfortable doing that.
Q. How many languages should a pilot know, and is it required to be fluent in English ?
A. The only language a pilot is required to be fluent in is English; however some countries
require their pilots to speak more than one language.
Q. Does age matter in the profession of a pilot? At what age a person should enter into this
profession
A. Depending on the country you're in, age might be a kicker, for example in the United
States age isn't a problem at all, you can join the airlines at the age of sixty, but the majority
of the airlines prefer the younger generation. Because the airline invests a lot of money
training the new pilots, they want them to stay as long as they can.
So the younger you are the better and longer you will stay with the company.
| usually recommend starting flight training right after high school; you will have way more
opportunities in the industry.
Q. What advice would you like to share with the young aspirants to become successful
pilots?
A. They need to fight for their dreams. | know it’s not easy, but | did it and many other pilots
did it, so you definitely can too. Just stay positive and focused and keep working on what
you have right now and in the end if you can see it you definitely can achieve it.
