On the occasion of the first appearance of the Quarterly Journal of Staiistics. which is
the continuation of the Statistical Monthly, we have the public to thank for their generous
sapport. But for their valuable cooperation, which mades its increasing circulation possible, the
Monthly could not achisve iis long unbroken series of tweniy-six issues. Realizing that during
the past year statistical materials have greaily acumulated some of which would be of urgent
value to special circle of readers, we have had resort to a series of Circulars. Up till present,
six kinds have bzen published, namely; (1) Coal Mining Staiistics, {(2) Financial Siatistics of
Provincial & Municipal Governments, (3) Movament of Silver in Shanghai, (4) Causes of Death
in Leading Cities, (3) Index of Laws & Regulations Promulgaied by the Central, Provineial &
Municipal Governmentis. (6) Classified Index of Statistical Materials in Leading  Chinese’
Magazines and Newspapers, and {(7) Daily Index of Siaple Commodity Prices in China. Thase
being separately issued in ragular intervals, other statisiics, not nécéssarily (..)f instantaneous use
to the general public, will henceforih D2 embodizd in the Quarterly.

The Directorate has its mission to pzrform mainly in super'vising and cdordinating the -
statistical aciivities of the couniry at large. So emphasis will be sirassed on statistical adminisira--
tion & methods, and more space will be devoied to discussions on methods of organization and
management of statistical services and of collecting and compiling daia Careiul scrutiny will
be made before their inclusion in the Quarterly. Tables and their headings will bear, as usual,
both titles in Chinsse and English, so that ihey may be readily accessible to readsrs abroad.

The conients of the forthcoming issues of the Quarterly will be divided into the following
sections:

L. Statistical Administration—relating to ariicles on organizaiion and activiiies of statistical

adminisirations, and legislation and ordinances cancerning statistical organizaiion, census, eic.

3. Investigations & Reporis—relating to artic;les on direct invesiigations on different topics
conducted by the Directorate.
4. Statistical Studies—relating to articles on siatisiical analysas of different topics.

5. Statistical Information—relating to important information on the aciivities of statistical
organizations and societies abroad and at home.
