About Our Pansies. 

After having, in the past twenty years, grown 
Pansies in several sections of the United States 

and tested practically all existing strains, we are 
very proud to bring to your attention our 1929 
line of seeds and plants. It is composed of an as¬ 
sortment of strains of our own origination or im¬ 
provement, that is more complete and of more di¬ 
versified type than that grown by any other Ameri¬ 
can Pansy specialist. 

Since the introduction of our GREATER AMER¬ 
ICAN PERFECTION and OREGON MIRACLE 
MIXED four years ago, our experimental depart¬ 
ment has been constantly at work and this year 
we would like to offer for your approval our three 
new strains. They are all of distinctive type and no 
florist or pansy grower can profitably overlook 
them. 

All strains offered by us are of distinctie type 
and in no case are they a blend of existing strains, 
as are offered by many others. All seeds offered 
in this catalogue are absolutely grown in our own 
gardens. When we offer a new strain it means that 
every step in the perfecting of the strain has been 
carried on in our own gardens and under no condi¬ 
tion is seed from outside sources mixed into the 
mixture. 

Of the five strains of our own origination, of¬ 
fered from our gardens this season, the three new 
ones should in no case be overlooked. The two 
strains of previous introduction, by our gardens, 
will be found to be improved over those supplied 
during previous seasons. In addition to our own 
introductions we are also growing a limited quantity 
of three other standard strains that have been in¬ 
troduced in the past by other growers. These 
strains are grown true to the originator’s color 
blend but are of HARROLD high seed quality. 

Our statements in past seasons, that HARROLD’S 
Pansies are “the World’s finest” have been more 
forcibly than ever, substantiated during the past 
season through the work of our experimental de¬ 
partment. Test lots of practically all of the strains 
of Pansies now on the market have been tried, many 
of which have been imported for this express pur¬ 
pose. We do not make such statemxcnts in regard 
to quality of strain without first making sure in 
our own gardens, that we have a product to back up 
such a statement. 

Another point to remember in regard to our 
Pansies is, that our strains are all outstanding, for 
their free blooming during the winter months, as 
well as spring and fall. This makes them desirable 
for both indoor and outdoor culture. Other points 
of paramount superiority are the wonderful color¬ 
ing and markings, brought about by our methods of 
culture and cross breeding. Also the size and form 
of flower as well as the robust hardy habits of the 
plants. 
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In regard to flower size, we have found that 
owing to the varied conditions of soil, fertilization 
and care, any statement as to exact measurement of 
the flowers is in many cases found to be mislead¬ 
ing. As a consequence we say that our strains will 
be found to equal or be superior to others in their 
respective type class.

AGENTS AUTHORIZED OR OTHERWISE and 
unless the seeds you plant are received direct from 
HARROLD’S there is no guarantee that they have 
been grown by us and are not genuine.

A Few Points on Commercial 
Pansy Culture. 

First: Moisture is the paramount point of pansy 
plant success. Germination moisture should be 
closely watched. Moisture evaporation must_ be 
carefully controlled during the first five to eight 
days. This is best accomplished with a covering on 
the bed. We have found in our own gardens that 
black building paper of the light grade is very well 
suited to this purpose. 

Second: Prepare the beds well but do not rake 
too smooth. Beds should be thoroughly wet to a 
depth of six or eight inches, being careful not to 
run soil together. Proper fertilizing will have to be 
determined by experiment, as what will be fine for 
one soil may not be so good for another. Any fer¬ 
tilizer used should be well worked in. A light sift¬ 
ing of well rotted screened manure or granulated 
peat moss will be found fine to sow the seeds on. 
After sowing seeds cover lightly with the same 
material. 

Third: Avoid dry spots in beds. Watch closely 
for them and should any appear great care should 
be exercised in watering. A sprinkling can with a 
fine nozzle will answer admirably. Do not use the 
hose! The glossy enamel on the outside of a pansy 
seed is as essential to its germination as the kernel 
and if this is destroyed or washed off many seeds, 
although beginning to sprount, will die. 

Fourth: When plants begin to unfold their 
leaves, care should be taken not to over water, as 
some trouble may be experienced from damping off. 
Should this get started, one teaspoon of Semisan in 
three gallons of water, used sparingly will greatly 
help. 

It will be found advantageous to make several 
plantings of Pansy seed during the year. Nice 
plants for summer blooming may be had by plant¬ 
ing as late as March 10th. The Pansy when handled 
right can be adapted to all year use almost as 
readily as any other plant. Forcing Pansies inside 
greenhouses is an angle that in many localities can 
be made a profitable line. They are desirable on 
many occasions as cut flowers and when such types 
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as our PEDIGREED GIANTS, SUNSHINE or IM¬ 
PROVED SWISS are planted in bulb boxes or pans 
and brought into flower during December, January 
and February, they are as popular as many of the 
I'ulbous flowers offered at that season. For such 
work “HARROLD’S FREE WINTER BLOOMING 
STRAINS” will be appreciated to their full extent. 

Remember, Pansies are loved by almost everyone 
and although they are becoming more popular 
every year, few florists realize their full possibili¬ 
ties. These conditions were brought forcibly to our 
attention this past season, by the early date at 
which the supply of our fancy strains was exhausted.
