Operational Actions, Services related to
War and others

(1) From the last month on, this squad-
ron continued to stay at the base of
PENANG as the Southweshern Aree Submarine
Squadron. With the submarines under my
command, squadron prevented eneng' re-
inforcement for counter-attaclk from In-
dian Ocean and crushed its tactical
attempt to attack vessels; cooparated
with and supported the &rmv in.preventing
enemy's reinforcement from the sea to-
wards INDIA-BUEMA border; cooperated
successfully in transporting spies and
men on special miaalona who were stozling
in to feel out enemy's eituatlon in 1LDIA
reconnoitered and ravaged enemy's trans-
portation route from AUSTRALIA and the
eastern coast of AFRICA to the ADEN Bay,
Arapian Coast, INDIA and the Bay of BEN-
GAL: graatly contributad to judgment of
enemy's conditions in the western area by
carrying out reconnaigsance and patrol on
all strategic points under joint opera~-
tion with "EO" Reconnaissance Planes
Group.

Descriptions

(1) The 14th Submarine Division vas
de—activated on Dec. 13th and Sub. "IM
No. 27 and Sub. "I" No. 37 were attach-
ed to the Squadron.

(2) The Sub. "Ro" No. 112 (on Dec. 15)
the Sub "Ro!" No. 113 (on Dec. 31) and
the Sud "Ro!" No. 114 (on Feb 20) were
nevly added to the 30th Submarine Div-
igion as reinforcuments. The Sub "Ro"
No. 112 which hed been operating in the
ARAFURA Sea erea north of Australia znd
the Sub "Ro! No. 113 and 114 whicnh had
been under the command of the Commander
in Chief of the Convoy Bscort were re-
leased on March 26th.

The Sub "I", No. 166 and "I'" No. 165
were attached to the Squadron. The

Sub "I" No. 162 was transferred to the
KURE Submarine Squedron, and others
were transferred to the Olst Submarine
Division upon being separated from this
Squadron.

(2) A part of the submarines under my
commend (Sub "I" No. 8, Svb "I" No. 29,
Sub "I" No. 52, and Sav "Ro" No. a01.)
were desvatched to ths Atlanvic Ocoan
and Buropean waters on epecial Auty and
cngage in joint opsrabtion for a lng
veriod to keep on liaison btelwoan Japan
and Germany.

(3) My advice and guidance wore given
for the maintenanca and surply ae¢ well as
for training of craws so that suumazine
operation could sucaeuslfally be carried
out to dbring about brilliant war results.

(4) For the Germen submarines which hed
hastily been dispatched for Japanese-
German joint submarine operations in In-
dian Ocean, sufficient cooperation was
given in llalson as well as in such pre-
paration as maintenance and supply, thues
Germen submarines were enebled to ghow
their efficiency in the Japanese-German
joint operestion advantageously, result-
ing in a great contribdution to the
success of the strategic plan for the
destruction of transpertation in the
Indian Ocenn Areas The material battle-

(6) During this period: .

1. The Sub "I" No. 34, on the way
to PENANG on a special mission, had a
conflict with the enemy on Nov. 13th
in the MALACCA Strait, in which ell the
crew except 13 survivors were killed
and the ship was withdrawn from this
Squedron on Feb. 5th.

5. The Sub "Ro" No. 110 and the
Sub "I" No. 27 sailed out from PENANG,
on Feb. 2 and Feb. 4, respectively,
and were engaged in strateglc opere-
tion for destruction of communications
in the BENGAL Bay and the Indian Ocean.
During this period they fought the
enemy aud voth the Sub *Ro" No. 110
(on Mar. 15) and the Sub "I' No. 27
(on May 15). are presumed to have been
sunk, losing all their crew.
