Borodynski/Grodynski Lineage (Rorczak COA)

Prince Vytautas, in the years 1408-1430, granted lands in the area around what was later known as Horodniany,
to the Horodzinscy, Horodenscy and Horodyriscy nobles ("Armorial of the Polish Gentry" by Jerzy Jamiotkowski)
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*Both Bogustaw and Franciszek Xawery were considered ‘national heroes’ according to Polski Stownik Biograficzny
(Polish Biographical Dictionary) with descendants of Sylwester & Adolphus named after them
