3., Tokyc trip: Commission sent Hausner to Tokyo to arrange for proposed
trip there on May 15th of 34 persons for purpose of writing report by lst week
in June. He reported difficulties (SEOUL POLAD 320, kay 6th) and have just
learned that he is returning tomorrow without having been able to make
satisfactory arrangements. With regard proposed Tokyo trip, Korean Fress has
been critical.

Leerned this morning that Jackson, Patterson and Milner of UNTCOK called
on Kimm Kiusic shortly before his departure and urged him to go to Pyongyang,
saying that if Kimms or other reasonable terms were accepted, UNTCOK might

Following are comments on UNTCOK and related activities subsequent
to those reported Seoul POLAD's 232 Apr 10 and 252 Apr 16.

l. Meetings: Informal meeting of delegates took place in their
hotel Apr 13 when 130 odd pages of mimeographed reports on trips of the
3 groups which observed registrations previous week were distributed.

The main committee of all delegates held morning and af'ternoon
sessions on Apr 15 at which it was decided to address 2 1ltrs to Gen Hodge
expressing UNTCOK's satisfaction over release of prisoners and his
proclamation of Korean "Bill of Rights.” A further observation schedule
for week ending Apr 24 was approved. Delegates then had heated debate over
mimeographed reports on observation trips (referred to above) because it

became known that Secy Schmidt had already given "unofficial UN nbr" to

these reports and planned to send them automatically to Lake Success

even though they had not been approved by Commission and regardless of

whether they would be approved . (Paul=-Boncour hed previously complained

of this sort of thing- see Para 5 Seoul POLAD 202 Apr 3.) It was decided:
A, That these reports would not be forwarded until after

Commission had heard Gen Dean (Mil Governor) on matters dealt with in

them and,
B. That hereafter no records would be sent to Lake Success

until thay had received approval of Commission.
The main Committee met apain Apr 17 to hear Gen Dean and were generally

satisfied with his answers to guestions asked concerning few unsatisfactory
conditions which some members felt thev had encountered,

3. Repistration of voters: As reported Seoul POLAD 243, Apr 17,
final report of National Lblection Committee (barring minor changes)
stands at 8,055,295 or 91.7% of eligible voters.

4, Registration of candidates: Period for registretion of candidates
ended Apr 16. Incomplete returns as of Apr 16 reveal that about 200
have registered.

5 New members of Naticnal Election Comriittee: In order to replace
Paik -In Che and Park Seung Ho, who resigned to become candidates, 2 following
members hawve been appointed: MAiss Koh Hwang Gyong, head Vomen's Bureau
Dept of Public Health and Welfare, and Han Hung, member Democratic Independ=-
ence Partye.

6. Chinese interest in Kim Koo: Chinese delegate Liu Yu Wan
has revealed that he hed instructions from his govt to do what he could
to restore harmony between Kim Koo and Syngman Rhee and without making any
specific request, approached Gen Wecklerling (commands liaison officer with
UNTCOK ) on subje He said Kim Koo was angry because he had been drawn into
Chang Kuk Soo assassination case (see last para Seoul POLAD 246 Apr 16) and
that he was determined in Pyvongyang despite dangers which he seemed to
court. Lfforts of Chinese delegate may be one reason why Kim Koo has not
yet gone Pyonsyang.

7. Syngman Rhee finally became candidate from tast Gate Uist of
Secul and was somewhat incensed because a certain Daniel Choi (slightly
left of center) formerly discharged from Korean National Police YForce,
repistered as candidate from same dist,.
