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Bat without being oo ambitions, we recommend all who can do so, fo try
to leatn at least a litfle about the language of the psople amongst whom their
1ot iscast. Business relations will have a mach batter thance to prosper in the
future if the language is understoed, and it is along this line that we may ex—~
pect to promote friendship and mutﬁ_a.l appreciation.
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come in contact, in the home, in business, and :aisewhere. The day for something
mora satisfactory has come, and those who wish fo zemain in this land, and es~
pecially those who want to do successiul business, would be wise to learn some—
thing of the Chinese languaye, and to make a more careful study of native
methods and customs. British merchants hardly realize how much they are be~
‘hind some other people in these matters.

- Barriers Are Removed

It is remarkable what a difference it makes to be able to speak, even a

littlo, to the people in their own language, or o recognize a few of the written

* characters. Barriors are removed, and friendliness is established, when it i3 seen
that the language is more or less understood. Many of the wrong conc:ptions
of the Chinese, and their suspicion of us, have arisen because of the language
barrier, which has made each to the other seem mysterious and distinet. Inciden~-
tally it may be mentioned that many pebby forms of imposition eonld easily ba
deteeted by a litte knowledge of the language.

The Janguage schools for business men have done good work, and they should
be maintained, and taken more advantage of if foreigners are still to remain hare
in business. In such public work as the Maonieipal Council servies, ib is becoming
mure important to have men who understand Chinese, and this will be increa—
singly so as more Chinese join the service. .

Terrors Disappear

The Chinese language ussd to be'regarded by the foreigners as pemg tor-
midable, almost impossible. That idea has long been exploded, and with the
many admirable helps now available, the terrors have largely disappeared. A_
—‘——stcadrjpelmmam possibilities, and pro~
bably create 1he desire t0 go further, until both spoken and written language
become not only useful, but positively fascinating. There is a great wealth of
interest to those who can go on to maks Chinese & serious study.
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hai and other ports, take the trcuble to learn o speak and understand English
more or less. It may be said that this is with a view to personal advantage. But
forsigners living in China are also seeking certain advantages; they wish to in-
crease business and ‘noidentally jmprove their own position; or they have some
other object in view, which may not be so much personal as for the benefit of
the Chinese. From this point of view alone, it is surely worth while to fry to
know something about the languaﬁe of the people, without which it is almost
jmpossible to Iearn their metheds and customs, or to understand. their psychology.
Many foreigners have lived among the Chiness for years—some for decades—
without knowing anyth'ng of tke language. What they hear or see written is
ell meaningless, except through interpretation. There can be no doubt that very
much is lost when this is the case.

No Additional Security

Ti is, unfortunately, not possible to say that a knowledge of the Chinese
language will guarantee additional security, or give assurance of increased respzcb
in thess days. Many of those who have suffered in body, or in their possessions,
during the past few years, have been well acquainted with the Chinese language.
A change of moral dispusition i3 required before some of the pesple of this coun~
try wll deal farly and kindly with the foreigners within their gates. It may,
however, be safe’y said that many misunderstandings and causes of friction would
be avoided if foreigners undexstood the speech of those around them, and there
would be much bebler opportunity to follow the workings of the minds of the
Chinese when having direct dealings wilh them. The average Briton is apt to
thidk that the langnage which h> finds so xich and expressive, ought to be
learned by all the aces, and bo the A.xc"uowle%ed medjom of communication

even in sirange lends.

That abomination “pidgin™ English has sprung up, and has been encouz~
aged, £8 it was easier than the sludy of a native language. If it were not pathe~
tic, it would be amusing, to observe the extraordinary shifts to which many es-
timable people are put in try'ng {o convey meanings to those with whom they
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countrymen hate foreigners most.”

As thers are so many grammadieal errors in this so—ralled “masterpiecs of
Bngiish,” ths writzr himself is, no doubt, responsible for ths foreign writer’s sar=
casm. Moreover, as English is so common a Janguage thab there are thousaands
of Chinese pzople who can write Engligh well enough, the proprietor of the fur
company is wrong to ask such a poor writar te write the handbill for him.

Moreover, a3 he neither smokes nor drinks, and takes a bath
very often, he is physically clean.

This is espesially so
for students learning a foreign language with & view {o entering business or
joining the diplomatic service. Studeats who wish to be good in syeaking should
pay special attention to the listening of good speakers of English and the mas~
tery of eonversational lessons by constant repetition.

N Mastery of English through Writing. A student may have read much and
learnt all tne rules of grammar and rhetorie, and yet he may be still poor in
composition. This is due to the fact that he has nob sufficient practice in the
art of expression. For such a student, ample opportunities should be given him
to wri'e as regularly as possible. With constant prackice and under proper gui-
dance, he is sure o develop his powers of expression until he cnx write with
tolerable ease and rhetorical skiil

its out—of—ihe—way spellings, peculiar idioms, and arbitrary usages, still pre-
sents many seemingly unsurmountable difficulties to the earngst stulent.

With a view to helping siudents in overcoming these difficulties, the fol-
lowing suggestions have been written. Though espzcially adapted to the nexds
of middle—school students, they will bz also found helpful to all students of
Fnglish. -

L. Mastery of English through Listesting. In acquiring a geod command of the
English langnage, listening to your teachers of English and other good speakers
of that language is important. A baby listens to others Iong before he can speak,
and graduaily, by listening and imitating, he leams the language. Sines listea-—
ing is the first natural step in learning a language, much attention should be
paid by students to listening to fheir feachers of English and other good speak-
ers of that language.

I Mastery of English through Reading. Reading is another important
means of acquiring a good command of a langnage: In the words of L. Cops Corn-
ford, “There is simply no other way. Ideas, vocabulary, choice of phrase, device
of metaphor and simile, the whole eguipment of the Workman, these may be
acquired by reading, and reading alone”. But books are too mumerous to be
all read minutely; so we must chooss> what books are to be read intensively
and what fo be read cursorily. In deciding this, the usefulness and the impor—
tance of a book and the reader’s personal interest ars some of the main factors.

Y. Mastery of English through a Firm Grasp of the Rules of Grammar and
Rhetoric. _ While much of the art of writing Engish can be acguired by readivg
tke masterpieces of the great authors of that language, a good deal of the fun—

damental precesses of writing can be best mastered by a thorough grasp of the
rules of grammar and rhetoric. Though experfence dos not apyrove the mere
memory of hard—and—fast roles of grammar and rhetoric without knowing ‘how
to apply them discreetly, yet a thorough kucwle&ge of such rules ddes help the
