Chicago, March 27.—In the political 

arena thowfolk have been a negligible 

quantity.

suit against Neil Kenyon, the Scotch 

comedian. 

This decision is of particular impor¬ 

tance because It Is probably the first 

case In which this question was de¬ 

cided by an Appellate Court. 

The controversy dates back to 1910 

when Miss Jacobs, booking manager 

of the Ca.sey office, secured for Ken¬ 

yon a four weeks’ engagement in the 

Percy Williams houses (now in the 

B. F. Keith chain), commencing Janu¬ 

ary 81, 1911, at a weekly salary of 

$1,250. The contracts were signed by 

Tom Shaw, an English agent, as rep¬ 

resentative of Kenyon, but the latter 

never played the dates. 

Upon Kenyon’s appearance in New 

York last fall Miss Jacobs caused suit 

to be instituted for her commission 

due on thi.s engagement. At the trial 

Kenyon claimed that Shaw was not 

his "agent” and had negotiated with 

the Casey office without his consent, 

and that he was under no obligations 

to pay commission for an engagement 

which was never played, on account 

of illness, as he claimed. Miss Jacobs’ 

contention was that Kenyon failed to 

play for Mr. 'Williams because he 

wanted to prolong his Australian tour 

at the time. 

The trial Judge in the Municipal 

Court decided in favor of Kenyon, 

holding that w’lthout the testimony of 

Shaw (who died in the meantime) the 

plaintiff failed to sustain the burden 

of proof and her complaint was dis¬ 

missed, with permission to start an¬ 

other action if more testimony could 

be precured for a new trial. 

As Shaw was dead it was decided 

to appeal from the decision of the 

lower court, basing such appeal upon 

the theory that once an agent procures 

an engagement for an artist he is en¬ 

titled to his commissions, and can not 

be deprived of them because the artist 

Associated Agency Growing 

Chicago, March 26.—The Associated 

Booking Offices have grown to be a 

most important agency since the time 

Will Cunningham started business 

with the Metropolitan agency.

New York, March 26.—An Impor¬ 
tant and far-reaching decision was se¬ 
cured by David Stelnhardt and Har¬ 
old Ooldblatt, counsel for the Pat 
Casey Agency, in behalf of Jennie 
Jacobs, an employee of Casey’s, In her 
suit Against Neil Kenyon, the Scotch 
comedian. 

This decision is of particular impor¬ 
tance because it is probably the flrst 
case In which this question was de¬ 
cided by an Appellate Court. 

The controversy dates back to 1910 
when Miss Jacobs, booking manager 
of the Casey office, secured for Ken¬ 
yon a four weeks’ engagement in the 
Percy Williams houses (now in the 
B. F. Keith chain), commencing Janu¬ 
ary SI, 1911, at a weekly salary of 
$1,260. The contracts were signed by 
Tom Shaw, an English agent, as rep 
reaentatlve of Kenyon, but the latter 
never played the dates. 

Upon Kenyon’s appearance In New 
York la.st fall Miss Jacobs caused suit 
to be instituted for her commission 
due on this engagement. At the trial 
Kenyon claimed that Shaw was not 
his “agent” and had negotiated with 
the Casey office without his consent, 
and that he was under no obligations 
to pay commission for an engagement 
which was never played, on account 
of illness, as he claimed. Miss Jacobs’ 
contention was that Kenyon failed to 
play for Mr. 'Williams because he 
wanted to prolong his Australian tour 
at the time. 

’The trial Judge in the Municipal 
Court decided in favor of Kenyon, 
holding that without the testimony of 
Shaw (who died in the meantime) the 
plaintiff failed to sustain the burden 
of proof and her complaint was dis¬ 
missed. with permission to start an¬ 
other action if more testimony could 
be precured for a new trial. 

As 6haw was dead it was decided 
to appeal from the decision of the 
lower court, basing such appeal upon 
the theory that once an agent procures 
an engagement for an artist he is en¬ 
titled to his commissions, and can not 
be deprived of them because the artist

The following information should be of Interest concerning the 
Fiihlic Defender in Houston. James Snowball, I’ublic Defe nder, states 
that during the nine months’ operation of his office he has handled 
2,243 cases, of which 1,980 were found to be worthy. Of the 2,243 
clients only 12 were nonresidents. In the criminal end the clients 
were unfortunates charged with a first offense for the most part. His 
ratio of acquittal and dismissal has exceeded 80 per cent, which bears 
out the claim that the clients were worthy of free assistance. Is this 
not a splendid showing for Houston, Tex.? 

Mr. Snowball states public defense Indubitably Is a charity. The 
defender accepts no fees from the clients. He represents that class of 
unfortunates unable to employ counsel fof defense of some criminal 
charge, or In getting one’s rights In civil matters. The city of Houston, 
through the Mayor and Commissioner.s, is organizing a Houston 
Foundation, which will take the place of the Social Federation Charity 
organization heretofore operated, and it Is the purpose to maintain 
the office of Public Defender under the new foundation, making the 
office of Public Defender on a more substantial basis than ever before. 
H. J. Dannebaum, one of Houston's leading lawyer.s, has been in¬ 
strumental In creating and maintaining the office. 

The Public Defender is a success w-herever the idea Is tried out.

CO-OPERATIVE FAIR ACTS IS 
GROWING SAYS DALY GAILY 

(Continued from page 3.) 

berlewi fair secretarlea bat reanlted from thla 
teuiperanieutal weakne** In tbeir make-up, nor 
that this* factor has lent tbe grealesi force to 
the Uoking a.eut'a clinching contention that 
be was—and i*—a vital economic necessity, alme 
be—and only be—U able to guarantee appear¬ 
ances ami iterformances, and to stand between 
the fair secretary and the wrath of a disap¬ 
pointed gatberlBg. 

And since he nodertakes this labor with Its 
Incidental overhead charge*—oltli-e rent, adier- j 
tialng, traveling expenses for bimself and staff, 
etc., etc.—the booking agent concludew that he 
la fairly entitled to all that be may secure of 
profit. 

With this couclusloi) no reasonable man may 
disagree. Nor any set of men nor any newt- 
paper baring at heart tbe beet intereata of 
show folk in general. 

tjulte apart from this Jnat eoncitjalon and It* 
preniUee are the many ailegatlona of nnfalr and 
cruel treatment made by iierformer* a ainst I 
boi'klDK agenta. This rolume of oontumely and 
reproach has been directed acaintt the agent on 
entirely erroaeous grounds. 

The cumnMMieat of these allegattons Is that 
the agent ha* woefully overcharged them for 
tbe booking of their acts—mention being made 
of 70 to 100 per cent overcharges. 

Aa a matter of fact, the agent does not—nor 
baa be ever done so. Undoubtedly be baa. In 
many cases, received from fair aasociatlona 
suiD* for performiDces ranging from 7S to 100 . 
per cent In exce«* of tbe amounts be baa eun- 
tracted to pay acta for their apiiearanrea, bat 
In doing so be baa merely followed bmtlneaa prw- 
ceilore. Wbal baa been overlooked la that bla 
profit romes not wholly from tbe performer 
nor even apparently—but fma tbe fair aaworia- 
llon* to whom be delivers the acts pre.-lwely as 
any middleman delivena g«Hida from producer 
to ennanmer, taking hla profit on tbe tranenctlen. 
TYil* I* a dialinctlon with a difference. 

Tbe charge baa been a neoeasary charge, aa 
Ineritabla ebarge, and will continue to be nnlen* 
or ontll tbe performer make* It possible for tbe 
nltimate employer—tbe fair asaoclatioaa—to 
contract for bis service* direct with a service¬ 
able guarantee of performance. 

And this bring* oa to the i«lot. 
Blnce Di> fair-minded man may qnestlon tbe 

agents’ positive right to do busIneM, neither 
may he fimi fault with an actor's assiM’latloo 
designed to fill tbe same function* more econom¬ 
ically. 

It la desirable that anch an aaaoctation ahon'd 
be free fnen malice; be actoally co-operative 
In that Its members desire to be mutually help¬ 
ful to each other ami to tbeir employers, and 
that It atiall satisfactorily falflil all tbe fnne- 
tlnn* of tbe agent. 

It Is a muat vital point that It shall be able 
to afford e<-oD.milcaI ismiblnatloos, and that It* 
contract with the fair secretary will absolutely 
relieve tbe latter of any apprehension or con¬ 
cern a* to starlag ami api>earaDre of the acts 
contracted for. 

This latter p<dot la most Important. If there 
I* to be a craft, or guild of fair acta, one or 
more rompetent member* of any aggregation 
showing at tbe fair abimld be charged with the 
doty <rf seeing to the proper staging and pre¬ 
sentation of a'l the acta at that fair. 

We have toache<t n|ion the matter of bonding 
—or anrety f<vr ains-arance—and. due reganl 
being paid to these three point*, there seem* to 
be no reason why an as*o<'latlon of fair art* 
having for It* object direct bookint should be 
either nnsnccesafnl or Impracticable, or fall to 
save the fair secretary time ami money and 
worry. 

The Co-operative Fair Acts was modestly 
lannche.! wltb tbe*e cardinal points in view. 
Bnggestlona for Improvement In Its detal1e<l 
method of operation are—as wa* expected—be¬ 
ing hrwnght dall.v to light. Tbe organlxatlon 
la growTag In number* (It has aevsnty.-three or 
(kwrr wuR known act* on It* pwter), and, what 
la more tmis.rtant and aigniflemt, it is gpnrlng 
In strength and Intensity of purpose. All Its 
active member* here In Chlcs'/o and many of 
Its oorrewpondenta feel that they are at last 
on the right road. 

It does not aim to Jump salaries nor to 
practice extortion. Ita member* realixe that 
anpply and demand mnat regulate the price of 
tbeir arts, and that alwa.vs there will be snf- 
flclent natural checks to nHxlerate these prlcca. 
They do believe that there Is a snIBclent pnbUc 
demand for anch amnsements and spectacles as 
they provide to give them a wider market, and 
by sedn'ionsly keeping tbeir engagements and 
contract*, they pp>puse to meet this wider de¬ 
mand. ’Hiey contend that many an association 
able and willing to n«e their aervl.-es have. In 
the past, been Vwt to them by the deviona 
method* neeswary In their boi>king, and they 
prmpose to cover all tbe available territory hence¬ 
forth. 

A* at present constituted there are no paid 
officer* of the association. The #e<Tetary pro 
tern, la giving hi* time and energy gratis for tbe 
good of the cause and equally for every member. 

.All member* of the Co-operative Fair Act* are 
supremely confident of IsstlnT success. All of 
them feel and know that this 1* tbe roo*t 
propitious time for the growth of the movement 
Many circumstance* are tending to help this 
growth. 

TYiey want fair act* all over the country to 
Join by letter to the secretary. Every day one 
or more of the best In tbe boslnes* drop Into 
the Chicago headquarter* and afflllate them¬ 
selves, and every day the cause grows stnmger.
