Borneo, undeveloped industrially, is important to the
Japanese largely for the oil and petroleum products produced,
The Lutong Refinery (TARGET 8) in British Borneo précesses 1light
orude oil from the old Miri and the important new Seria fields.
Lutong also acts as storage and shipping center for Seria heavy
crude which does not require refining.

The Balikpapan Refinery, restored to about one-third its

pre-war capacity, is believed to be the only East Indies refinery
equipped for manufacture of lubricating oils., Crudes from SBE
Borneo, Tarakan, Boela, and East Java were processed here and
stored in the extensive tank farm at the refinery. The Tarakan
Storage Tanks (TARGET 22l) are used for Tarakan crude, which is
suitable for fuel oil without refining.

There were no well developed airfields in Borneo prior to

Japanese seizure. Little intelligence is available regarding
recent development, but it is likely that bases to protect the

valuable oil installations have been established,

The crude oil
from Seria is divided into Light Oil, which was processed in
the refinery, and Heavy 0il which could be used as under
boiler fuel without refining. |

The capacity of the refinery was about 6,500,000 bbls per
year and it ranked fif th among the refineries in the East
Indiess The principal products manufactured were: motor
gasoline, kerosene for light and power purposes, diesel and gas
oils, and fuel oil. In addition to this Lutong served as

storage and shipping center for Seria heavy crude, which does
not require refininge.

The finished products and Seria heavy crude were shipped
by tankers by means of 3 mile long submarine sea loading lines,
as there is no deep water nearer to the coast,

The pre-war facilities included:

(a) Two crude oil Trumble distilling units
(b) Kerosene treating plant

(c) Central and sea loading pumphouse

(d) Submarine loading lines

(e) Drumfilling installations

(f) Boilerhouse, powerhouse, workshops, stores

The Lutong Refinery was thoroughly demolished by the
British Forces, but in view of the proximity to Japan and the
importance of the reserves and easy rehabilitation of the Seria
field, considerable Japanese activity can be expected.

A tabulation of the most important targets in addition to
the oil storage tanks follows in order of importance: (See
plan of installations)

le Sea loading pumpstation. This is a vital
objective since the Seria heavy crude can be used
as fuel oil without refininge. Total destruction
