THE ATLANTIC DOCK.

The warehouse business of the city of Brooklyn

ia a most imjsortant interest, and well worthy of ex-

amination by the curious. The most important

structure connected with this trade is the Atlantic

Dock in South Brooklyn, about a mile from South

Ferry, on the water front opposite Governor's Island,

where twcn'y acres of stone warehouses inclose a

liasin of for'y-two-and-one-half acres of water, of

sufficient depth to allow the largest ships to dis-

charge cargo at their very dofrs.

BLACKWELL'S ISLAND
Is situated in the East River. Here we find the

city Penitentiary, Work House, Poor House, etc.

Can be reached by steamer from foot of Grand St,

WARD'S AND RANDALL'S ISLANDS,

Near by, are occupied by the Public Charitable In-

stitutions. The elegant and massive structures

whi.h cover these Islands make a striking feature

in the landscape.

GOVERNOR'S ISLAND.

To reach which, take the little steamer that starts

from S >uth Ferry. Fort Columbus occupies the

centre of the Island, and Castle William is at the

extreme end.
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FORT HAMILTON.

Take Sou.h Ferry for Hamilton Ave., Brooklyn.

Horse-cars on the other side. It is situated

about seven miles down the Bay, on the Long Island

shore. Close by, Fort La Fayette, not occupied.

On the opposite, or Statcn Island side, we find

Forts Tompkins and Richmond. These are fine

summer resorts, and are good for fishing and bath-

ing

LONG BRANCH
Is situated on the eastern coast of New Jersey, 32

miles from New York city, is reached by steamboats

from pier i North River, and by New Jersey South-

ern R. R. This is one of the most elegant and

fashionable of all American watering places, and

also affords fine bathing and fishing.

HUDSON RIVER.

A voyage up this river, either by rail or by one of

the floating palaces, ought net to be omiited.

If we take the boat, we leave the city at 8 A. M.

We sail along past Hoboken, Palisade^, Spuyten,

Duyvil, to Yonkers, (17 miles.) situated on our

right. Next we come to Hastings, (21 miles,) a

pleasant little village of fashionable residences.

Next, Dobbs Ferry, (22 miles,) an ancient village.

Tarr)';own, (2S miles.) This place hiis many attrac-

tions, botli historical and social, elegant residences

and fine drives. Here Major Andre was arrested

while returning from a visit to General Arnold's,
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Directly opposite lies Nyack, reached ])y ferry.

Sing Sin j;, {35 miles.) Here is the famous prison ol

that name, which no stranger should fail to visit.

The town is a thriving business place. At th>s point

the river is the widest, being nearly loar miles

across Haverstraw, (41 miles on the left,) is a

pleasant little village, Verplanck's Point, (44 miles

on the right,) is a very romantic and picturesque

place. Peekskill, (46 miles,) is situated in Haver-

straw Ray, is exceedingly picturesque. Fine views

may be found everywhere. Oa the opposite side of

the river stands the Dunderburg Mountain, A
pleasant ride from Peekskill is to Lake Mahoj)ac, a

fashionable summer resort for New Yorkers. Pass-

ing around the Point of Dan-lerburg, we enter Race

Horse Channel. On our right is Anthony's Nose,

1,128 feet above the river. On our left, Highland

Falls may be seen descending over an inclined ledge

a distance of 100 feet. West Point, (53 miles on

the left.) Here the famous Military Academy is

situated, 190 feet above the river. If tliis place is

visited in the months of July and August, tlie plea.s-

ure of the place will be considerably increased by

the scene of the Annual Encampment of the Cadets.

Cold Spring, (54 miles,) is one of those little moun-

tain villages,busy, thriving and romantic. Opposite

are the mountains Crow Nest and StoiTn King,

Cornwall, (56 miles,) summer resort. Newburg,

(60 miles,) is a flourishing and delightful place,

handsome residences and fine drives. Fiskill I^nd-
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ing, directly opposite, reached by feny. Pough^
keepsie, (75 miles on the left.) This is the largest
city between New York and Albany. Vassar Col
lege is the only special interest to strangers. King-
ston and Roundout, (90 miles,) Roundout, the
tei-mini of the Delaware and Hudson Canal, through
which large quantities of coal are brought to mar-
ket, also immense quarries of cement stone. Cats-
kill, (115 miles on the left,) is chiefly interesting
as a summer resort, and also has fine hotels, splen^
did scenery. Stages for the Catskill Mountains
leave on the arrival of the boat. The distance to.

the Mountain House is 12 miles, and the fare varies,

from one to two dollars. Tlie hotel st-.xnds near
the brink of a bold, rockey ledge, affording a grant?
view for miles up the river. An exceedingly de-
lightful excursion of an hour or two, zuiih Cuide^
can be had to North Mountain. Another excursion,^
of about the same time, may be indulged in by visit'
ing South Mountain, and then for a little fi:^!;ing in
the two lakes. High Falls are about two miles back
of the hotel, a pleasant ride for 25 cts. At the foot
of the first fall we may walk behind the descending
sheet. On our return, we will find stages to carry
us back to the landings. Hudson, (i2<j mil. s on
the right.) This is a fine and prosperous city. A
drive to Columbia Springs, 5 miles distant, is most
enjoyable. Albany, (145 miles,) the cnpitol of New
York State, is the termini of the great Erie Canrjl,
iioston and Albany. New York Central and Hud-^oxx

excursions of an evening is a trip from Albany 'o

Troy, (6 miles,) the darker the night the better. On
