HISTORICALLY, the fiscal year 1953
marked the 25th anniversary of early

television experiments, pioneer trans-

ocean radiophoto transmission, inaugura-
tion of the first police municipal radio
system, and the initial functioning of the
Federal Radio Commission which pre-

ceded the Federal Communications Com-
mission.

Currently, the 19th year of the Federal
Communications Commission closed with
nearly 1,100,000 radio authorizations on
its books. Over 235,000 of these were for
safety and communication purposes on
land, sea, and air, almost 5,500 others
were broadcast, and the remainder con-
sisted of various types of radio operator
authorizations. The radio station author-
izations cover the use of about 600,000
transmitters, of which number more than
430,000 are mobile.

Television—In the first 12 months of
processing applications for new TV sta-
tions following the lifting of the freeze,
398 new TV stations were authorized
and about 600 applications (mostly com-
petitive) were pending. Eighty-nine of
the new grantees received authority to
go on the air with interim equipment, to

augment the 108 pre-freeze operating-
stations. Of the post-freeze TV grants,
256 were for operation in the new UHF
(Ultra High Frequency) bands, and
142 were for VHF (Very High Fre-
quency) operation.

Seventeen grants were made to non-
commercial educational TV stations, one
of which started operating. Municipalities
in which channels have been reserved
for noncommercial educational use were
increased to 245.

TV stations have been authorized in
all states except Vermont (where the
only two applicants were in competition).
and grants have been made in Hawaii and
Puerto Rico. TV authorizations at the
year end totaled 500.

In mid-1953 the Commission received
various petitions to adopt the National
Television System Committee (NTSC)
"compatible" color TV specifications to

replace the present "noncompatible"
standards.
AM.—The older commercial AM (am-

plitude modulation) broadcast service
continued to expand. The 2,584 author-
ized stations at the close of the year was
an increase of 164 over 1952. Most of the
newcomers were low-power daytime sta-
tions.

FM.—The number of authorized and
operating FM (frequency modulation)
stations continued to decrease — to 601
and 551 respectively — which was a loss

of 47 construction permits and 31 licenses
during the year. However, noncommer-
cial educational FM gained 12 stations.

Miscellaneous. — In addition to the
broadcast services mentioned previously,
there were 259 auxiliary TV stations (an
increase of 38) ; 1,305 remote pickup sta-

tions (a gain of 130) ; 47 studio-trans-
mitter links, 1 developmental station, and
a fluctuating number of international
broadcast stations.

Safety of life and property at sea, in

the air and on the land is aided by many
of these services. There are nearly 40,-

400 stations in the marine services, more
than 39,000 in the aeronautical services,

and over 13,600 land public safety sta-

tions such as police, fire, forestry-conser-
vation, highway maintenance and special
emergency. The marine services use near-
ly 39,000 transmitters; the aeronautical
services, over 44,000, and the public safe-
ty services, nearly 142,000. Of the latter
number, more than 97,000 are employed
for police communication.
The land transportation services em-

brace nearly 10.000 stations and 116,000
transmitters. They are utilized by rail-

roads, city transit systems, intercity buses,
taxicabs, highway trucks, and automobile
emergency services.

Nears Billion Dollar Mark

WHEN Hal Fellows, President of

NARTB, recently made the predic-

tion that the broadcasting industry would

have its first billion dollar year m 1954

he was not amiss, for indications are

that both radio and television will enjoy

their greatest year of revenue in the

months ahead.

The NARTB president thinks that tele-

vision will gross over $500 million during

the 1954 business year and that radio will

come close to matching that figure. This

forecast holds prospect of coming true

and leaders of both the radio and tele-

vision industry share his enthusiasm.

With about 2 ¥2 radios for every Amer-
ican home and upwards of 2,500 radio

stations now on the air the coverage and
commercial impact of radio has reached

an all-time high. Over 13,000,000 radio

sets were manufactured in 1953.

The television story is even more im-

pressive. Upwards of 27,000,000 receiv-

ers are now in American homes and the

prospects are that the total will be well

past the 30,000,000 mark before year's

end. During the past year approximately
7,250,000 TV sets were produced by
RETMA manufacturers and production

for this year should be comparable, if

not higher than in 1953.

Match the production and distribution

of TV receivers with the rapid expansion
of TV stations in key center cities and
secondary areas of the United States and
you obtain a greater appreciation of

phenomenal growth of the sight and
sound medium. On January 1st there
were 343 VHF and UHF stations in op-

eration and about 25 others testing to go
on the air. By next January the total num-
ber of TV stations in operation should
come close to reaching the 500 mark with
virtually all the nation's population
within range of a TV transmitter.

Television's expansion was given added
impetus last December when the Federal
Communications Commission approved
National Television System Committee's

standards for compatible, electronic color

television and allowed the commercial
networks to proceed with color program-
ming. The subsequent developments have
been significant. NBC and CBS have be-

gun experimental commercial colorcasting
and major manufacturers have been tool-

ing up for production of color receivers
using the new tri-color tube. Already
some sets have been produced and before
year's end about 100,000 color receivers
are expected to be on the market.

The outlook for color expansion is not
the only aspect of the progress of tele-

vision. Recently RCA at their Princeton
Laboratories gave a dramatic demonstra-
tion of use of tape recording both in color
and black and white and stressed the
economic savings that would follow when
the system is released for commercial
use. On the west coast Bing Crosby En-
terprises have also perfected a system of
tape recording which they forecast will
be ready for commercial use this year.

While television has pretty much held
the spotlight during the past year Broad-
cast Advertising Bureau has been hard
at work driving home the potency of
commercial radio. Their campaigns have
been productive of good and many new
clients have been attracted to radio es-
pecially on the level of local stations.

NARTB, like BAB, criticized by some of
its membership for having devoted too
much time to television at the expense of
radio, took steps at the recent board
meeting to establish an office of vice-pres-
ident in charge of radio to further the
industry organization's crusading for the
medium.

The year 1953 was a good year for
the broadcasting industry and the year
1954 promises to be better. This outlook,
without question, dispels some of the
pessimistic prophecies that we are in for
a business recession.

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Impact of Compatible Color

Will Highlight New Year

THE date December 17, 1953, on which
the Federal Communications Commis-

sion approved standards for the commer-
cial broadcasting of compatible color tele-

vision, will be remembered in the annals
of communications along with the historic

date of April 30, 1939, when RCA-NBC
introduced all-electronic black-and-white
television as a new broadcast service to

the public at the opening of the World's
Fair in New York.
RCA is proud of the leadership its

scientists and engineers achieved in de-
veloping the all-electronic compatible
color television system and the RCA tri-

color tube. c_x^D

Fortunately, the color television system
developed by RCA is compatible. This
means that existing television sets can
receive color programs in black-and-
white without any changes or additional
devices. For this principle and feature
of compatibility in television, RCA fought
hard and long, not only to achieve it sci-

entifically, but to advance such a system
as the only logical and practical service
in the interest of the public and the tele-

vision industry.
Because of compatibility, no one need

hesitate to buy a black-and-white tele-

vision set. It will not be obsolete because
of color, and it will perform many years
of service. Color television sets at the
outset will cost from $800 to $1,000, and
production will be in relatively small
quantities until the industry is geared for
mass production.

The National Broadcasting Company
has completed program plans for color
television's introductory year that call

for each of NBC's regular productons to
be broadcast in color at least once during
the year—at the average rate of two
programs a week.

Intensive color producton activities are
under way at NBC's Colonial Theatre,
world's first fully equipped studio for
compatible color. At the Colonial, NBC's
color corps has pioneered in techniques
of lighting, staging and make-up. NBC
also has in operation another color

studio in Radio City, and plans have
been laid for conversion to color of studio
facilities in Brooklyn and in Burbank,
California.

Television stations throughout the
country are alert to the tremendous pos-
sibilities of color television and by slight
modifications in their transmitting equip-
ment they are enabled to pick up from
the network and broadcast color shows.
Five NBC-owned stations and 65 NBC
affiliated stations have announced their
intentions of doing so and more will fol-
low in 1954.

"^-^^^

Orders have been accepted by RCA
Victor from one or more stations in 57
cities for color broadcast equipment.
Throughout December, color equipment
was air expressed as rapidly as com-
pleted and tested while crews of the RCA
Service Company rushed the installa-
tions. As a result, 30 stations were
equipped for colorcasts by December 31.

Color television presents a myriad of
opportunities for broadening the services
of electronic communications. Color adds
a new dimension to the entertainment
arts. It gives a new power to advertising
and greatly increases merchandising op-
portunities through the use of television.
A new realism is added to journalism.
Television as a social and educational
force is greatly intensified by color,
thereby opening the way for significant
advances in broadcasting.

During the past year television ser-
vice was expanded and improved. Today,
there are more than 27,000,000 receiving
sets, or almost 60 per cent of American
homes are television equipped.

Progress continues in television pro-
gramming, as both the art and science
of this great new medium advance hand
in hand.

Progress in the use of UHF (ultra
high frequencies) in television broadcast-
ing during 1953 is convincing evidence
that expansion of television in this direc-
tion will continue during 1954. Already

CARTB Enters New Year

With Strong Membership

THE Canadian Association of Radio and

Television Broadcasters starts 1954

with its memibers'hip at the highest level

in its history—120 member stations out

of a potential of the 140 non-government

stations located in Canada.
Formerly known as the Canadian Asso-

ciation of Broadcasters, a change in name
was effected during 1953 because of the

Association's activities bearing fruit in

one most important direction. There are

now four television stations operating in

Canada, apart from government TV sta-

tions, due to the CARTB's attempts to_ se-

cure non-government TV licensing.

Hence application was made to the

proper authorities to have the name
officially changed to "The Canadian As-

sociation of Radio and Television Broad-
casters."

Although government policy now per-

mits licensing of non-government TV
stations in some areas, the CBC still

maintains its own television monopoly in

the six major cities of Canada. During
1954, a large part of CARTB's efforts will

be designed to rectify this unfortunate

situation.

Another foi-ward step marked the past

year in the semi-political field. Follow-
ing the customary CARTB presentation to

the now annual Parliamentary Radio
Committee, that body recommended that

the CARTB's case for a "separate regula-
tory body" merited further study. Pre-
vious pleas of CARTB for such a non-
competitive regulating body have been
dismissed. There now seems hope that
the government of Canada is studying
with greater care and sympathy the
CARTB's often reiterated request for a
•'separate regulatory body," similar to
the FCC, which would hold regulatory
authority of proper degree and extent
over both CBC and the non-government
stations, in place of the present situation
wherein CBC holds the regulatory au-
thority, a monopoly on all networks and
network arrangements, and competes

with the non-government stations at the

same time for both audience and business.
While not agreeing with the CARTB

case concerning a separate regulatory au-
thority, the CBC itself seems to be show-
ing signs of desiring greater cooperation
with the non-government stations on
operating problems and policies. The new
CBC regulations are an improvement on
the old, and an even greater improvement
upon the new proposals originally pub-
lished.

In the year just past, the CARTB under-
took an extensive and ambitious job-

analysis and cost accounting survey of

broadcasting stations in Canada. The sur-

vey set up job specifications, gave aver-
age ranges, and undertook detailed analy-
sis, by types of business, of station sales,

costs and like statistical material.
The Sales office of the Association

widened its presentations to agencies and
advertisers outlining the benefits of
broadcast advertising. An accurate list-

ing was prepared which gives, for the
first time in Canada, a detailed account-
ing of what accounts and types of ac-
counts do and do not purchase (broadcast
advertising, and the extent t,o which all

accounts invest in any type of advertis-
ing.

Arising from action taken at an An-
nual Meeting of CARTB, plans are being
explored in Canada to set up an impartial
research directorate to outline standards
for program popularity polls, to validate
this and other types of research, to set
up a sort of "good housekeeping" seal of
approval for research companies which
meet these standards, and to provide in-

formation to agencies and advertisers on
the use of researchers figures. This re-
search directorate, it is planned, will
function under the general direction of
the Bureau of Broadcast Measurement,
jointly supported and financed by broad-
casters, agencies, and advertisers.
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Sales Outlook Good

in Radio-TV Industry

T'HE growing importance of the radio-

television industry in the progress of

America was demonstrated convincingly

in 1953. New dimensions of television and
sound, in particular, and the continuing

electronic requirements of government
and military services, provided major
areas of development and production. The
industry reached an annual going rate

estimated at nearly $8 billion.

It proved an excellent year for the

Radio Corporation of America, with sales

of products and services attaining an all-

time high volume, well over the $800
million mark.

RCA's dollar backlog of government
orders at year-end was the largest in the

company's history, exceeding by a con-

siderabe margin that of the World War
II period.
Abundant sales opportunities are ahead

in such fields as black-and-white televi-

sion, compatible color television, indus-
trial TV, transistors, high fidelity phono-
graph instruments and records, office and
home communication systems, radio sets,

and electronic equipment for industry
and military uses, as well as the older
lines of communication apparatus.
RCA recognizes that American mer-

chandising reached a significant turning
point in 1953, presenting new challenges
and opportunities for the coming year—

a

year that can be good for business.

The new trend in merchandising repre-
sents a closer approach to normal busi-
ness operations. The 14-year old sellers'

market is gone. Many industries are now
adjusting their operations to meet the
demands of a buyers' market. Careful
planning and hard work are needed to
maintain the sales volume developed dur-
ing the years that business enjoyed a
sellers' market.
The changed market condition requires

evaluation by business leaders, not only
along economic lines, but in overall strat-
egy of operations.
RCA is charting a positive course of

action to maintain relatively high vol-

umes in production and sales during 1954.
Among major steps being taken to

achieve this aim are:
1. Reshaping of productive capacity to
meeting changed merchandising
trends and to increase efficiency so
that values of products may be en-
hanced for the consumer.

2. Streamlining of operations and sell-

ing organizations.
3. Establishment of closer teamwork
between retailers, wholesalers and
manufacturers.

4. Strengthening of distribution system
so that consumer demands in certain
areas can be more readily met by
wholesale outlets nearer to dealers.

5. More assistance to dealers.

Television continued to expand and im-
prove its service to the American public
during 1953, with more than 27 million
black-and-white receivers in use by year-
end. This represented an increase of
approximately six million over the pre-
vious year.
Two significant trends were reflected in

consumer television buying patterns—one
was the increasing popularity of larger
screen sets, such as the 21-inch RCA Vic-
tor models, and the other was the impact
of UHF (ultra high frequency) televi-

sion stations as added programming out-
lets. Many of the sets sold were equipped
to receive both VHF (very high fre-
quency) and UHF transmissions.

RCA expects sales of black-and-white
television sets to continue in the millions,
during the orderly introduction of com-
patible color television in 1954, and plans
to accelerate promotional activities to

achieve this. The importance to the pub-
lic of compatibility in television cannot
be over-emphasized. It means that color
programs can be received in black-and-
white on all existing sets, at no additional
cost to set owners, and without added de-
vices. Color sets can also receive black-
and-white programs in black-and-white.

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Surveys Uphold Constancy

of Television Audiences

WITH the television industry well out
of its swaddling clothes and now

passing into a rapidly achieved adult
state, the myriad questions which could
not be answered during the youngster's
uncertain infancy are receiving increased
attention.
American Research Bureau, Inc., in the

course of its individual market and na-
tion-wide audience surveys for the last

four and a half years, has been coming
up with many of the answers.

Certainly one of the long-standing $64
questions has involved the constancy of
television audiences. Would they love the
medium in December as they did in May?

In the late 1940's, it took something
less than a gross of slide rules or a
mechanical brain to determine that the
family's first television set was likely to

be in almost constant use. Practically all

program fare was received enthusiasti-
cally. Dire predictions that prolonged
small-screen viewing could lead to myopia
or spots (20-second) before the eyes,

failed to curb an audience prepared tO'

take all that the tube could bear.
Such immediate response, however,

could not quiet an ever-present fear in

the industry that the first flush of en-
thusiasm would subside. The peak of
viewing time among owners of new sets,

many felt, would inevitably be followed
by a substantial drop to a much lower
plateau of hours spent watching TV once
the novelty had worn off.

ARB studies now indicate these fears
were unfounded.

Since 1949, ARB has been conducting
diary surveys of television viewing and
publishing reports which have gained ac-
ceptance among those who must have re-
liable and statistically accurate figures.
During these sampling operations, re-
spondents have been asked to supply the
purchase date of their sets. By now, ARB
has on file thousands of week-long view-
ing records of families of all categories
in terms of length of set ownership.
ARB reports from a group of repre-

sentative markets where television pro-

gramming has been in effect for a few
years quickly lay to rest the fear that
enthusiasm for the medium is short-lived.

The accompanying chart shows today's
average viewing hours per family in

these areas, broken down by date of set

purchase, both for the Monday through
Friday daytime hours and for the eve-
ning hours of the entire week.

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These figures amply demonstrate that
there is not too wide a variance in time
devoted to viewing among families who
bought their sets in recent years. True,
the weekday viewing in homes where the
set was purchased in 1953 exceeds that
of the family who acquired a set in 1950
by over 20 per cent. It is to be expected,
however, that the impetus of new set
ownership must reveal itself to some ex-
tent. Yet the same comparison with 1949
purchasers of sets shows only 18 per cent
more viewing during the daytime period
by those who became set owners in 1953.
And the 1949 purchasers are now watch-
ing television 0.7 more hours per week
during the evening than the johnny-come-
latelies whose purchase of a set was made
last year.

The figures put the viewing picture
into focus.
The complete picture is a cheerful one

for the industry, cancelling out the stere-
otype of the jaded set owner increasingly
turning away from television once the
first rapture of enthusiasm has passed.
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New Production Records

Set by Manufacturers

THE radio-TV and electronics industry

broke all production records in 1953

by turning out sets, electronic equipment,

transmitters, and tubes and parts with

a combined factory value of more than

$5 billion. This was $1 billion more than

the industry's output in 1952.

About one million more television re-

ceivers and above two million more radios

were manufactured in 1953 than during

the preceding year. While neither produc-

tion was an all-time high, their com-
bined value was exceeded only by that of

1950 when the outbreak of the Korean
War started a buyers' panic due to fear

of wartime shortages.

^^^^^

Preliminary tabulations show that

about 7,250,000 television receivers and
13,500,000 radios, including auto sets,

were produced in 1953. Their total fac-

tory sales value was more than $1.5

billion.

The broadcast equipment segment of

the industry experienced a boom as the

Federal Communications Commission sur-

prised everyone by the rapidity with
which it issued TV construction permits.

Sales of replacement parts through
jobbers and service shops continued to

rise as TV set ownership throughout the

United States passed 27 million.

An upsurge in public demand for good
music in the home brought high fidelity

equipment from the custom shops to the

mass ready-made market. Even the radio-

less phonograph—with high fidelity ac-

cessories—returned to the high price

shelf.

The most significant long-range devel-
opment in 1953, however, was in the en-
gineering research field. The National
Television System Committee, which was
formed by the Radio-Electronics-Televi-
sion Manufacturers Association three
years before, did what many thought im-
possible in 1950 and recommended to the
FCC tested standards for transmission
of a compatible color television signal.
The Commission, which had previously
approved non-compatible standards pro-

posed by the Columbia Broadcasting
System promptly adopted the new
specifications.

Indicative of the expanding character
of the industry, the manufacturers' trade
association added the word "electronics"
to its title only three years after it in-

corporated "television." Thus the radio
industry which existed before World War
II and which did an annual business of

$250 million (factory sales) became the
radio-electronics-television industry with
a yearly output valued at more than $5
billion.

The essentiality of electronic equip-
ment in modern warfare and defense was
responsible for the greatest part of the
expansion of plants and facilities since
1950. Much of this type of manufactur-
ing is expected to turn to new industrial
and commercial electronic equipment once
military procurement declines. However,
there appears little prospect that this de-
cline will occur in 1954 or for several
years to come.
The outlook for 1954 TV set production

is not as clear as heretofore due to the
uncertainty of the effect of color tele-

vision on black and white receiver sales.

Many manufacturers believe that the
display of a few "sample" color sets at
from $700 to $1,000 in 1954 actually will

stimulate the buying of black and white
sets. They believe the comparison of
prices and values of black and white
against color sets, together with the lim-
ited number of color programs, will win
over many persons who have been wait-
ing for color in the mistaken belief that
it would be as cheap and have as large
screens as black and white.

Set and parts manufacturers in an
informal poll following a RETMA meet-
ing estimated that about 5,000,000 black
and white sets and under 200,000 color
receivers will be manufactured in 1954.

Radio receiver production, which has
maintained a remarkably high level in
spite of television, is expected to con-
tinue at twice the rate of the TV set
output.
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Progress On The Overseas

Information Front

ON Augnst 1, last, the President formed

The new
Agency has responsibility for programs
formerly conducted by the Department
of State and the Mutual Security Agency.
The Director of the new Agency is re-

sponsible to the President through the
National Security Council.

In a public announcement on October
22, the President gave the new Agency
its mission. This was the first time in

history that any government had ever
announced to the people of the world
what it was trying to accomplish through
its overseas information program.
The President has given the new Agen-

cy the job of presenting factual evidence
to the other peoples of the world that the
U. S. shares with them the same aspira-
tions they have for freedom, peace, and
progress. Further, the Agency has the
job of trying to persuade these people
that they can best achieve their legiti-

mate aspirations in cooperation with the
U.S.

In doing its job, the U. S. information
Agency is directed to concentrate on ob-
jective, factual news reporting and ap-
propriate news commentaries.

Distortions or misrepresentations of
fact are not permitted. Use of a strident,
antagonistic tone must be avoided.

This does not mean that the U. S. I-

formation Agency is going to be ''soft"
about communism. Quite the contrary.
The Agency will continue to hit hard at
Soviet lies about the United States.
But by sticking to the facts, not ha-

ranguing, we should be able to do a bet-
ter job. For if we are to succeed, our
message must be credible if it is to be
convincing. Facts and comments associ-
ated with facts are, of course, far more
compelling than accusations or mere
assertions.
Our radio broadcasts to Russia and the

satellites provide a good example of the
new policy in action. Important distinc-

tions are being made in the contents of

our broadcasts to these areas.

In our broadcasts to Russia, the at-

tempt will be made to gain a reputation
for credibility and factual news report-
ing, instead of being only anti-Soviet.

In the satellite countries, the situation

is somewhat different. Here there are
captive peoples who have known a better
system than communism. The U. S. In-

formation Agency will give them straight
news too. But it will also hit hard at
Soviet imperialism and try to keep alive

their hopes that someday they will again
be free.

The radio operations are one example.
Less reliance than before is being placed
on long range, short-wave broadcasts
from the U. S. Instead, more emphasis is

being placed on relaying short wave
broadcasts on the standard band from
points closer to our listening audiences.
The broadcasting service of the U. S.

Information Agency is also providing our
overseas missions with prepared pro-
grams on tapes and recordings. These
are being placed on local stations abroad.

In addition to these radio activities,

the broadcasting service is also supply-
ing TV material regularly to 15 countries.
The revised program of the new U. S.

Information Agency also gives much
greater emphasis to the importance of
the cooperation of business and civic
groups. To date, over 750 private organi-
zations have participated in projects of
value to our overseas information effort.

Their cooperation has saved American
tax-payers several million dollars. More
important, they have accomplished things
which the Government would not have
done.

Active participation is needed iby more
civic groups and industrial organizations.
Non-government resources must be util-
ized to a far greater extent to help in
the big job there is to do.
The U. S. Information Agency is striv-

ing in every way possible to stimulate
and assist this private participation.

in Broadcasting's Destiny

TO me, the current hue and cry concern-

ing this nation's economic outlook is

reminiscent of the period six scant years

ago when prophets of doom were chant-

ing that radio was a "dead duck."
Perhaps this is an inevitable result of

long-standing American custom of her

heralding in each new year with back-

ward analyses and forward prophecies.

So-called experts are called upon to be-

speak themeselves with authority and all

at once 'til they have to shout over the

crowd to gain audience.

"Downward curve," "levelling-off,"

"recession" whatever the pessimistic def-

inition, may, as I have indicated, be

likened to the year of 1948 when televi-

sion suddenly swept into popular accept-

ance and radio was labeled a "dead duck."
History has since written that radio wa^
not destined to be so labeled—any more
than newspapers were destined to lock

their doors when radio appeared.
Such shoutino- from the roof-tops about

recession is a clarion call to arms—it

heralds clashes, controversies, sometimes
temporary bitterness, but the final, end
product is readjustment—then the re-

newed march forward.

Personally, I am not convinced by the
gayer economists that business will soar
to new heights in 1954, nor am I per-

suaded by the sadder among this gentry
that we shall descend into the slough of

depression. But some place between those
two extremes, it would appear, lies our
destiny in the field of business activity

for 1954.
In too many of our approaches to the

daily problem of living, we are frenetic-
ally trying to run forward while look-
ing backward. Forward lies the challenge
—forward where one can see even more
prosperous living for all of our people;
expanding markets; new developments in

transportation, in housing, in communica-
tions. Forward lies the challenge to men
who are so dissatisfied with this day that
they would make tomorrow better.

And therein lies the forward challenge
of media

—

all media, nev/spapers, maga-
zines, outdoor, direct mail, radio and
television. Perhaps media muscles got a
little flabby during the immediate post
war years when we were in a sellers' mar-
ket. Now in 1954, the pendulum has
swung to a buyers' market and it is up
to media to move the goods.

Indisputably, this nation has the finest

advertising talent in the world. More-
over, this nation is blessed with the kind
of leadership in its industries which does
not falter in the face of adversity.

The goal before all media is consump-
tion. Since people are the ultimate con-
sumers, it bodes well that the field of
research has at long last come into its

own. It is through research that we can
study the consumer and his motives for
buying.
The markets of America will be served

even more widely by the great communi-
cations media of radio and television in

1954. As this is written, FCC statistics

show that at the conclusion of 1952 there
were on the air 2399 AM stations, 672
FM stations and 137 TV stations. At the
end of 1953, the FCC reported on the air

2521 AM stations (an increase of 122) ;

560 FM stations (a decrease of 52) ; 356
TV stations (an increase of 219).

As for the NARTB, we're 1116 strong
in AM against 1024 at the end of 1952.
In FM, we've dropped from 365 to 340

—

nearly holding our own despite the fact
that many FM stations went off the air.

In TV, we've gone up from 102 to 229.
The figures will be even greater next

year this time. The broadcasting indus-
try has never stood still. It never will.

We're moving ahead. There will be color
tubes and vest-pocket radios, new hori-
zons in broadcast education and service
to the public. There will also be new
and continuing problems. If we stick to-

gether and work together as an industry,
we'll handle them all. That's a challenge
and a promise.

medium.
These successes are not ours. They are

industry successes. They stand, I believe,

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Merchandising Methods

As Practiced by Network

FIRST, let us remember alwayis, that

advertising is bought, whether it is in

a newspaper, magazine, billboard, radio

or television, for just one reason; that is

to help an advertiser sell his services or

product. For years advertising media of

all kinds have created and presented
glowing presentations of the selling effec-

tiveness of their medium. However, in

most cases when the order was booked
they considered their responsibility dis-

charged and when any advertiser asked
for help in merchandising his advertis-

ing at the point of sale and moving his

product, the howls were long and loud.

This was particularly true in radio and
television. However, during the past two
and one half years the picture in this

field has changed.

When NBC launched its Merchandising
Department on January 1, 1952 no other
network offered a complete merchandis-
ing service and few stations had em-
braced merchandising, despite the pio-

neering of the granddaddy of them all,

WLW in Cincinnati, for over 17 years.
Being a subject tliat was new to most
broadcasters, merchandising erupted in

the industry during the past two years in
many and sundry forms and concepts.
Unfortunately, in many cases, much of
this so-called merchandising is designed
to impress the advertiser, with nothing
concrete being done about the real target,
SALES. Further, in many cases, these
merchandising plans have constituted a
form of rate cutting. However, gradually
the sounder merchandising techniques
are prevailing and merchandising, a sub-
ject to which scant heed had been paid in
the past, is becoming firmly established.

Although we are concerned with net-
work merchandising, emphasis here is
being placed on the growth of merchan-
dising among stations because a net-
work's affiliated stations make a most
important contribution to network mer-
chandising. This is for the simple reason

that all merchandising is local and no
advertising medium could afford to foot
the bills accruing to the establishment
of local merchandising operations in all

of the key markets. However, a network,
and only a network, can present a well
rounded and sound media merchandising
service to national advertisers because
it is represented in these markets by its

affiliated stations. When a sound coopera-
tive program between a network and its

affiliates is established in the interests
of network sponsors then, and only then,
is true network merchandising effective-
ness achieved.

Obviously, an understanding of the
advertiser's problems, his sales goals and
his methods of distribution are essential
to the cutting of a merchandising pattern
suitable to his individual needs. This re-
quires experience and the "know-how" of
professional merchandising men. Accord-
ingly, the NBC merchandising field force
is made up of men who average better
than twenty years of advertising, sales,

marketing and merchandising experience
and are fully qualified as sales and mer-
chandising, consultants. Further, any
merchandising plan in which the prom-
ise is not performed is bound to lead to
distrust and, to say the least, loss of
interest on the part of sponsors. There-
fore, one of the most important functions
of the NBC Merchandising District Su-
pervisors is the policing of the coopera-
tive agreements with retail factors which
they have obtained in the interest of our
advertisers.

The importance of merchandising is

fast being recognized by both advertis-
ers and agencies and the demand upon
media growing. Daily the case histories
are piling up as indisputable evidence of
sound merchandising's value and place
in today's sales battle. In brief, the day
has passed when advertising media can
consider their obligation to the adver-
tiser fulfilled when they have made the
sale of time or space.
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lAAB Activities Expand

N October 4th of this year, the Inter-

american Association of Broadcasters

was eig:ht years old. This date has been

christened in this Hemisphere as ''Broad-

casting Day" and it marks, shall we say,

the reaching of age of this wonderful

medium of diffusion.

In fact, the great progress and maturi-

ty reached by radio in the different coun-

tries of America had not had, prior to

that time, an organized entity for the

purpose of determining and summarizing
the duties of the broadcasters toward
the people whom they serve and to point

out the moral responsibilities inherent in

the privilege of addressing them and to

accept as one of those duties, undoubt-
edly the most sacred one, the defense of

the ideals of liberty, democracy and re-

spect of human dignity, as the most se-

cure path to permanent peace and tran-

quility. ^^^^

The lAAB also promoted liberty of ex-

pression and made a reality of it through
practice, which in its double aspect of

free communication of ideas and the
rights of the people to free access to all

events and opinions, without obstacle or
deviation, should he considered as the
most efficient guaranty and safeguard
of the rest of the essential rights of man.
The lAAB proclaims that there are no

theoretical liberties. Each individual is

entitled to practice and enjoy all of them
and it is liberty of expression which in
great measure contributes to strengthen
in men the consciousness of their rights,
enable them to repudiate lies and deceit
and save them from becoming new vic-
tims of ideologies that poison the spirit
and spread destruction.

Notwithstanding all the formulae of
protocol which, it is assumed, are in-
ternational obligations, the lAAB, as
well as its twin sister, the Interamerican
Press Association, has a very difficult
task to perform, because day by day lib-
erty of expression is a victim of viola-
tions and abuses in one place or another.

and has become in some countries a per-

manent victim of a dictatorial will built

upon a sole and supreme law.

In all its activities the lAAB pro-

pounds and supports the principles of
living together, solidarity and coopera-
tion, which serve as a basis for the

United Nations Organization and the Or-
ganization of American States. In sum-
mation, all of its work is but the applica-
tion and defense of the purposes and
goals of such organizations. Thus the
lAAB has been recognized and has been
given the category of a non-governmental
cooperative medium, by virtue of which it

maintains a permanent contact with them.

During the coming year of 1954, inten-

sive work awaits all Directors of the
lAAB. Furthermore, we are creating spe-
cial commissions with representatives of
all regions of the Continent who, together
with the Committees of the Interameri-
can Press Association, will keep vigil

over liberty of expression and the ap-
plication of the "Panama Doctrine."
These Committees will be permanent and
it is expected that their performance will
contribute, in a very effective way, to the
aims of the Press Association and our
Association.
We also have before us the task of per-

suading the Organization of American
States to call a conference to unify, in

broadcasting matters, the legislation of
the countries of this Hemisphere, not in
its technical aspects which have been the
subject of several world, continental and
regional treaties now in existence, but as
to the contents of the transmissions them-
selves, in order that the domestic legis-
lation of each country confirm and guar-
tee the liberty of expression.

The lAAB is filled with great faith and
an indefatigable persistence. It places
both at the service of liberty, within the
formulae which the people of our coun-
tries have chosen as the best to reach
their fulfillment.

A Review of Developments

W)LOR television, long-awaited and

\j much discussed, today is a living,

growing monument to more than 200 top

electronics scientists and engineers from

several score television and broadcast

companies and laboratories.

In what must be an unparalleled ex-

ample of industry cooperation, more than

one million man-hours and an estimated

$10,000,000 was expended in the develop-

ment and the testing of the technical sig-

nal specifications for color television pro-

posed by the National Television System
Committee. No one company, nor any
single individual can claim the credit for

the development of the FCC approved
color television standards. It must be

shared by all.

Certainly Chairman Charles A. Wol-
verton of the House Committee on Inter-

state and Foreign Commerce expressed
it well when he said that the words of

former Chairman Fly of the FCC con-
cerning the work of the first NTSC on
monochrome television **are as appropri-
ate today as they were when he uttered
them." Chairman Fly said, "This is an-
other example of the best that is in our
democratic system, with the best in the
industry turning to on a long and difficult

job in an effort to help the government
bodies in the discharge of their func-
tions so that a result may be achieved
for the common good of all."

The National Television System Com-
mittee concerned itself solely with a sig-
nificant and highly challenging technical
problem; how best to achieve the optimum
in terms of a color television system.
Those persons on the Committee and
associated with its work were scientists
and engineers of special technical quali-
fications, or others with a deep interest
in the progress of color television. The
Committee did not concern itself with
any phase of production equipment, nor
with considerations involving the pro-
prietary interests of memibers or com-
panies in the industry.

Taking two fixed points; (1) the 6-

megacycle band width established by the
FCC for this service, and (2) the physio-
logical and psychological characteristics
of the human eye—the NTSC attempted
to evolve the finest conceivable system,
one not only practical for the immediate
public interests to ibe served, but one
which also contains the necessary growth
potential for the long-range public inter-
ests.

In the development of the standards
for a compatible color system, the NTSC
had the full and complete cooperation
of the companies comprising the indus-
try. The source of an idea was disregard-
ed completely. The only questions were:
Is this the best idea? Is this the best way
to do the job? During its two and a half
years of active work the NTSC produced
a number of significant contributions, not
only on a system basis, but also in de-
tails. The standards evolved by the NTSC
provide first, the transmission of excel-
lent pictures in full color to color re-
ceivers. The detail is practically equal to
that of monochrome telecasts. In chro-
matic quality—that is, fidelity of color
reproduction—the color television images
match or excel color movies.

^^^^

Secondly, the NTSC system fulfills the
compatibility requirements. It produces
the program on monochrome receivers,
producing images in black and white
which are (better than those provided by
standard monochrome broadcasts. The
investment of the public in 25 million
monochrome receivers is fully protected.
No modification of these receivers is

required, in fact, no adjustments what-
ever are needed except the normal opera-
tion of the front panel controls used in

monochrome reception.
This is the successful result of the

work of the NTSC and of the engineers
and the scientists of the television in-

dustry.
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Future of Tape Recording

in Television

THIS year — 1954 — looks like the year
for introduction of television record-

ing on tape. And we mean not just an-

other "demonstration" of technique but a

practical, commercial device such as our
VTR (Video Tape Recorder), that will

accomplish the promises we made and re-

vealed physically more than a year ag'O.

In July of this year, we illustrat_ed near
perfection of our black and white pic-

ture. It was a picture that any technician

working- in this newest field of electronics

would be proud to achieve in such a com-
paratively short period of experimenta-
tion as we have experienced.

Readers of the Yearbook may ask:

''What's this fellow talking about black

and white tape recording when everybody
else is workins- on color?"
The best answer to that is, "First

things first." Let it hastily be added that

we are taking second place to none in the

development of color TV tape recording.

The most important thing about the

perfection of black and white tape re-

corders is the extent to which they will

advance color television programming.
We believe that our VTR will so revolu-

tionize the TV industry and its present
system of black and white broadcasting,
that by virtue alone of the tremendous
savings it will enjoy through simplifica-

tion of techniques, resources now em-
ployed in present methods may be put to

use in developing color programs.
The ability of the television industry

to achieve a great transformation from
black and white to color TV has been
questioned, in view of the motion picture
industry's inability to accomplish a gen-
eral switch to color after more than 20
years of trying. We feel the impractic-
ability of such a transformation is just as
real to TV as long as expensive color film
must be employed. But, with the intro-
duction of color tape and its comparative
minor cost, this change may be expected
with little effort.

What are Bing Crosby Enterprises
doing about color tape?

It might better be asked: What are
manufacturers doing about color re-

ceivers ?

For, until suitable receivers are ob-
tained for color broadcasts at costs that
are within reach of a majority of viewers,
color tape is virtually a surplus com-
modity.

^^^^^

That doesn't mean that we are sitting

idly hy waiting the day of general color

TV broadcasting nor until everybody in

America has a color receiver. Our en-
gineers have virtually perfected tape re-

cording of black and white television
signals. To include color is a matter of a
few refinements that already are knov^m
and being perfected. It is a matter of
present minor concern because we know
we have answered this need and will sup-
ply it when the industry is ready to adopt
it.

One other new factor worth considera-
tion in the rapidly changing picture of
TV broadcasting is the possible general
advent of subscription type receiving,
now undergoing trial in various com-
munities of the nation. Unquestionably,
the American public is usually a dis-

criminating audience on most occasions.
It has not proven particularly so with
respect to television, perhaps because it

still is quite a novelty in many areas. TV
on tape may prove extremely helpful in

the promotion of subscription viewing
however, and the profitable conduct of
this type of operation.
Tape recording will also eliminate ex-

pensive filming processes and provide
numerous and timely duplicate pictures
for many widespread areas.

After all, viewers can look at only one
show at a time. So what happens when
two or more first rate productions are in

direct competition. Some advertiser must
be a loser. But, if he can salvage his pro-
duction on tape, he can salvage audiences
by showing it again at another time or
another place, and, with tape he achieves
the highest quality duplicate at extreme-
ly low cost. That's the real beauty af this
coming process—tape recorded TV,
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Casting for Television

As Viewed by Expert

C^'ASTING for Television involves public

^ relations on an international scale.

Let us start out by saying that the Cast-

ing Director is generally not the most

popular man in the world. It is true that

at certain times with certain people he

is very popular, but this is liable to

change as quickly as one is able to say

"no." No matter what nationality the

actor may be, "no," seems to be under-

stood in any language. Unfortunately,

part of a Casting Director's job is to say,

no. The above is on the negative side and
actually there are many wonderful and
exciting things in casting for television.

Obviously we deal in actors; however,
many strange and varied performers
come our way. Among these, one of the

most notable was a horse which waited
patiently outside the building. We do not
have many horse parts, so there was not
much we could do.

Seriously though, the actual method
of casting: is to the 'best of our abilty

a fast and accurate process. A script is

broken down, a budget is applied to the

breakdown, a casting meeting is held with
the producer and the director of the show,
the choices of actors are made, the avail-

abilities ascertained, the offer made to

the agent, the deal is set, the contracts
are drawn, and we are ready for the next
show. Probably one of the most inter-

esting phases of casting is the ever in-

creasing search for new talent. In my
opinion, Mr. Hubbell Robinson deserves
a great deal of credit for his planned
thinking in this respect. Being Vice-Pres-
ident in charge of the CBS-TV Program
Department, he is a pretty busy gentle-
man, but nevertheless he always finds
time to discuss and think aibout new tal-
ent. CBS approoaches this problem in
three ways:

1. Auditions
2. Artist's Representatives
3. Field trips
We hold auditions twice a week; on

Tuesday— Variety auditions, and on
Thursday—Dramatic auditions. These are
open to any and all artists who wish to

appear on CBS Television. The appoint-
ments are secured by interview, letter, oi-

phone. Appointments are given for spe-

cific times and we generally are booked
some time in advance. For the dramatic
audition an individual must furnish his

own material. This is necessary because
we want the performer to do whatever he
likes and feels he is best in. It would be
impossible for us to have on hand suffi-

cient material to cover this wide range.
We are always glad to suggest material
if a performer is doubtful about what to

do. The actor prepares his own scene, me-
morizing the lines, and presents it at the
appointed time. The audition board con-
sists of two or more Casting Directors
who are qualified to determine the value
of a performer. A written report is made
and the actor is notified whether or not
he has passed the audition.

The Variety audition is run in a simi-
lar manner, with the one exception that
we furnish a piano and accompanist if

the artist desires.

All of the members of the Casting
Department attend as many of the forms
of entertainment as frequently as they
can. Field trips are made and every pos-
sible avenue of new talent is looked into.

These field trips are not limited to the
state of New York, but extend as far as
necessary.

It is interesting to note that the CBS
Casting Department goes beyond the call

of duty in that we suggest performers
for night clubs, legitimate stage, and
other allied media. For this the network
gets no monetary gain; however, we gain
in another direction. We have the good
will of the actor and we enable the actor
to gain more experience and become more
proficient in his chosen field.

Contrary to many opinions, Casting
Departments are anxious and ready to
help actors. They do not wish to cut an
actor's salary, nor do they wish to cut
his billing. They only wish to get the
best possible show on the air within the
limitations imposed upon them by the
nature and budget of the show.
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RTNDA Gains Stature

As Radio-TV Organization

IT no longer is news to the broadcasting
industry that news has become firmly-

established as a primary rather than
supplementary factor in station program-
ming. Polls of the past year have rather
clearly indicated that radio stations with
good news programming were the first

to emerge from those television-inspired

doldrums that settled over some areas.
And television stations are beginning to

learn that there is no more readily mar-
ketable commodity than intelligently pre-
sented news programs handled by com-
petent newsmen.

The Radio-Television News Directors
Association is not inclined to take undue
credit for this most satisfactory turn of
events. Its officers and members know
full well that there still remains room for
considerable improvement. But RTNDA
does feel its aims now have become the
industry's goal to a remarkable degree,
and that the association's opportunity for
service both to news departments and
station management never was greater.
During 1953 RTNDA sponsored jointly

with the Medill School of Journalism,
Northwestern University, Evanston, Illi-

nois, a television news seminar whose
praises still are being sung hy those who
attended. Faculty members were drawn
from the top bracket of television news-
men who provided a wealth of visual and
oral material on **how to do it." A great
part of the seminar's value lay in the
fact that the problems of the "beginners"
were placed foremost, and that the entire
program was arranged in full awareness
of the fact that there are more small-
and medium-size stations than large ones.

The jointly-sponsored seminars are to
be continued annually under the direction
of Prof. Baskett Mosse of Medill.
Other services to newsmen and man-

agement in the broadcasting field are be-
ing expanded as RTNDA itself expands.
Five regional vice-presidents provide
"field" representation for the organiza-
tion and they, together with RTNDA's

other officers and board members, fre-

quently are called on for talks to jour-
nalism students, regional and state radio
and television news organizations and
civic bodies.
The continuing work of RTNDA's Free-

dom of Information Committee has re-
ceived recognition not only within the
industry itself ibut within similar com-
mittees set up by other news media as
well. The right of the radio and television
newsman to carry the tools of his trade
into many places is still being resisted by
some. But the determination of the or-
ganization to see to it that radio and
television news people receive equal
access to the news now has been fully
established and more bans are lifted
every year. These benefits accrue to all

radio and television newsmen and women
whether members of RTNDA or not.

Membership in RTNDA provides radio
and television news directors with cor-
respondents and reporters all over the
country. The association has stressed
since its beginning the value of inter-

station cooperation in news.

The 1954 convention of the association

will be held at Chicago in line with
RTNDA's ever-present desire to meet in

the city most readily accessible to

most members. Under a recommendation
adopted by the 1953 convention the asso-
ciation's annual meetings henceforth will

be held at Chicago in alternate years.
Since its organization in October of

1946, RTNDA has had as its first objec-
tive the establishing of all possible meth-
ods of help to its members and their sta-
tions in presenting radio and television
news accurately, fully and interestingly.
This and other objectives of the associa-
tion have the endorsement and full sup-
port of many of the leading managers
and owners of radio and television sta-
tions, and of other organizations which
concern themselves with the progress and
general well-being of the broadcasting
industry as a whole.

Job of Serving Listeners

PERHAPS the most important factor in

diplomacy is that mass public opinion
is a living force in international affairs.

News reaches us from all corners of the
globe almost as quickly as if we had been
eye-witnesses. We are parties to an action
practically at the very moment it is un-
dertaken. It is the expression of a demo-
cratic mass civilization that is still in its

infancy, giving to the man in the street
and to group reactions a new significance
in foreign policy."

These comments made by United Na-
tions' new Secretary General, Mr. Dag
Hammarskjold. during his address before
the Foreign Policy Association on October
21, 1953, indicate his awareness of media's
role and particularly that of radio and
television as instantaneous means of in-

telligence transmission. This new factor
of public opinion and government action
inspires increasing responsibility on the
international staff of the United Nations.
Moreover, each year that horizons of the
United Nations and its specialized agen-
cies are extended, thus requiring greater
skills in accurate interpretation. The year
1953 saw the cessation of hostilities in
Korea. United Nations Radio watched and
reported on this day-to-day drama with
circuits from Korea, from Paris and many
U. N. Information Centers around the
world. These furnished the daily recorded
news interviews and proceedings for in-
clusion in all daily U. N. Radio broad-
ca.<t5 in 25 languages, to member states.

Of special note were two documentary
programs aired over ABC entitled "The
Korea Story." Narrated by Dick Powell
and Helen Hayes, these broadcasts gave
the political history, as well as an ac-
count of Korean Reconstruction. During
the summer, U. N. Radio produced another
series of six documentaries called "We
Saw Tomorrow," aired over NBC, based
on recordings made in eight Latin Ameri-
can countries on a 25,000 mile tour by a

U. N. information team.
In cooperation with NARTB and the

U. S. Committee, U. N. Day, October 24,

was celebrated with special radio and
television programs. Of particular note
was a transcribed documentary 'The Grand
Alliance," narrated by Joseph Gotten,
which was released to 2,800 U. S. stations,

and a spectacular television tour of United
Nations Headquarters entitled "U. N. Open
House," produced by CBS jointly with
the U. N. Department of Public Informa-
tion, carried coast to coast, giving to mil-
lions a glimpse of the setting for the sixty
government operation.

Human Rights Day, December 10, was
highlighted by a documentary program
entitled "Letter from Father," narrated
by Sir Laurence Olivier, produced by
U. N. Radio and UNESCO in cooperation
with the American Broadcasting Com-
pany and heard during the week over 600
independent stations.

A survey of 2,300 U. S. stations yielded
a 29 per cent return from 48 states and
Alaska and Hawaii. An average of 1,000

U. S. stations carried the regular prize-
winning network programs: MBS—"U. N.
Today"; CBS—"U. N. On The Record"
and transcribed series "U. N. Story." As
a result of the survey, 100 more subscrib-
ing stations were added. In addition, 360
more stations requested the "Weekly
News Summary" for their news directors
and 283 women broadcasters' names were
added to the 3,500 subscribers for the
monthly "U. N. News for Women Broad-
casters." U. N. Radio will add another ser-
vice in 1954 in the form of regular news
releases to radio editors of lo:al news-
papers coast to coast.

U. N. television coverage reached an
all time high during the special session of
the Seventh General Assembly. CBS car-
ried a daily half hour coverage of the en-
tire Eighth General Assembly sessions.
Climaxing this operation was the full

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Italian-American Market

Wields Weighty Influence

THE growing- Italian influence on the

overall American market has caused
some advertisers to re-examine the poten-

tialities of the Italian-American con-

sumer group . . . popularly known as

"The Italian Market." Springboarding
into the "trend" subject from Webster's
definition we find it reads: "TO HAVE
or (TO) TAKE a particular direction."

Applying this to the current market pic-

ture it becomes clear that:

(a) Within the past few years the entire

American market has TAKEN a new
direction. The Italian Influence is

evident in everything from a girl's

hair-cut to the latest designs in auto-
mobiles.

(b) For as long as Italian-Americans
have comprised an entity they HAVE
followed Italian inspiration. The
Italian mode, to quote Webster fur-
ther, is the group's "Underlying or
prevailing tendency or inclination."

Economically sound, this large group
(over 2,000,000 persons of Italian
extraction in the New York area
alone) is spending more money every
year.

^^^^

KNOW-WHAT is as important as
KNOW-HOW. Since WOV is frequently
in the position of having a waiting-list of
potential advertisers, (and the station
carries 10 1/^ hours of Italian broadcast-
ing daily) obviously many advertisers
are very knowing about the rich prospects
of the Italian Market. A newcomer to

the subject, however, is in for a lot of
surprises. For the sake of discussion
we'll start with his impression of "Italian-
Americans and the food they eat." Mr.
Advertising Newcomer thinks that Ital-

ian-Americans subsist on spaghetti, pizza
pie and wine. Well they certainly do like

these things but: spaghetti and pizza pie
are pretty apt to be side dishes in a
fairly costly and varied menu. Wine in
an Italian-American home means an as-
sortment of wines. Beer? Most deflnitely,
Mr. Newcomer. The traditional beverage
accompaniment for the honored pizza pie,

both in Italy and with Italian-Americans
is beer! Naturally it follows that the

advertiser who wants his beer sitting
alongside a pizza must beam his adver-
tising specifically to the Italian Market.

Like the general consumer, Mr. Adver-
tising Newcomer thinks that the coffee

machinettas popping up in sleek gift

shops were invented yesterday. But for
the Italian-American housewife, after
dinner espresso is part of her heritage.
When one machinetta wears out, she'll

buy her next one from a specialty shop
which has carried them for years, and
which has directed its advertising to her
ears season after season. If the sleek
gift shop wants to compete for her trade
—and she's most definitely a good pros-
pect—it will have to get her attention
through the Italian-language medium.

Having informed Mr. Advertising New-
comer that the Italian Market is not rigid
in its tastes, we have one more mis-
conception to clear up. Seems he's several
generations out of date on his idea of its

economic status. This is a stable middle-
class and upper-middle-class economic
group with money to spend. Italian lan-
guage radio successfully sells them such
high-cost items as automobiles. (The
Willys dealers marvelled at the actual
sales resulting from their WOV broad-
casting). Italian-Americans do not con-
fine their big vacation expenditures to
trips abroad. Some of them will want to
holiday in California perhaps but their
choice of an air line will be the one they've
heard an Italian language announcer ad-
vocate. He speaks their language, there-
fore if he plugs Airline X, that's the
airline for them.

Everybody might like a summer cot-
tage. Few people actually need one and
they do cost money. Yet thousands have
been sold in the past few years via Italian
language radio because the continuous
sales story has taken hold of the imagina-
tions of Italian-Americans. They have the
money to spend and they spend it when
the sales story is told them in the Ian
guage they listen to by choice.

"]|/|ORE than 1,000 Radio Stations now

ment was made by the World Broadcast-
ing System at the end of 1953. Radio's

health and radio's success are reflected

in this new record, as well as in a tremen-
dous increase in local sales reported by
World affiliate stations during the past
year.

In spite of the competition of television,

radio has continued to grow and it is es-

timated that the total radio revenue for

1953 will have reached a new high and be
in the neighborhood of 490 million dollars.

stations selling this show. Stations re-

ported selling the program to individual
sponsors, but in many instances they ex-
panded the earnings po'tential by offer-

ing it on a participating basis either 30
minutes or one hour a day on a 52 week
schedule. "YOU WIN!" brought as many
as 30 participating advertisers to many
World stations, which reported a waiting
list of dozens more anxious to get on this
show's return through sales to spot ad-
vertisers at premium rates ranging up-
wards of 25 per cent above the station's
one-time spot announcement rate, and
the net figures reported ranged from
$3,000 to more than $10,000 in a 52-week
period.

The need for aggressive selling on the
part of radio stations in 1954 will be
greater than ever. World affiliates will be
ready to meet this challenge. We have
allocated the largest budget in the his-

tory of our Company for the release of
new features of unusual appeal and en-
tertainment and selling value designed to
produce sales returns far surpassing any-
thing that has ever been attempted be-
fore.

The business is there — it is up to us to
build sales tools to help the local radio
station get it.

World's next premiere feature, soon to
be announced, will be another step for-
ward and will top by far anything that
has ever been done in the transcription
field. The magnitude of this new project
is definite proof of the confidence that this
Company has in the future of local radio.

Activities in 1953

THE tempo of the past year's broadoast-

ino- activities has produced consider-

able "advances in both Canadian sound

broadcasting and the development of

television. Naturally, the greater impetus

was evident in the latter field, but this

did not detract from improvements m
Canadian radio. During 1953 several new
repeater stations were added to CBC
radio networks in the continuing effort

to complete radio coverage in all remote

parts of Canada. These repeater stations

now number thirty-five. More independ-

ent private stations joined CBC networks

during the year as well, bringing to 94

the total of private stations now receiv-

ing CBC network program service.

^^^•^
CBC radio schedules in 1953 continued

to offer the same quantity and variety of

program fare as in the past. Among the

special program highlights was CBC par-

ticipation in radio coverage of the Coro-

nation in June. The interest of sponsors

in Canadian radio programs saw very
little change, despite the advent of TV.

In the International Service, the CBC's
shortwave service, expansion continued

with the addition of two more language
transmissions— Ukrainian and Polish

—

bringing to 16 the number of different

languages in which I. S. presently trans-

mits. The International Service is now
reaching 30 countries around the globe.

While Canada's domestic and short-

wave facilities continued to grow stead-
ily throughout the past year, the most
dramatic expansion was recognized in

Canadian television. By January, 1953,
four months after the CBC's first Cana-
dian television stations opened in To-
ronto and Montreal, the program sched-
ule had grown from 18 to 30 hours a
week. In January also live shows from
American networks joined the Canadian
schedule for the first time with the com-
pletion of the microwave relay link be-
tween Buffalo^ and Toronto. By the end
of May the microwave facilities between
Toronto, Ottawa and Montreal were
ready for service and in June the first

Canadian TV network connecting these
points became a reality. This brought a
new CBC station, CBOT in Ottawa, into
operation on Coronation Day. Thus, in
less than a year, Canadians had built
three television stations (two of them
major production centres) to carry Cana-
dian TV to one-third of Canada's popu-
lation.

This year has also seen the commence-
ment of work on CBC stations in Van-
couver, Winnipeg and Halifax, and a sec-
ond transmitter (for telecasts in Eng-
lish) in Montreal. The Vancouver sta-
tion, CBUT, is expected on the air by the
middle of December. Fourteen privately-
owned stations have also been authorized
in the past twelve months, in Sydney,
N. S., St. John, N. B., Rimouski and
Quebec City, P. Q., Kingston, Hamilton,
London, Kitchener, Windsor and Sudbury
in Ontario, Regina and Saskatoon, Sask.,
and Calgary and Edmonton in Alberta.
Two of these, CKSO-TV, Sudbury and
CFPL-TV, London have commenced oper-
ations within the past two months.

The seven CBC and fourteen privately-
owned television stations now authorized
will, upon completion of construction,
(bring Canadian television within range
of 75 per cent of Canada's poulation with-
in the next two years. Until the micro-
wave relay reaches from coast to coast
in Canada—it is expected to reach Wind-
sor, Ontario on the west and Quebec
City on the east sometime in 1956—all

Canadian television stations beyond the
present network will receive about 10^
hours of kinescoped CBC programs each
week. All Canadian TV stations are re-
quired to serve as outlets of the national
television service in addition to producing
their own programs.

It is reasonably safe to assume that the
pace established in television in the past
year will continue to be more than
matched by public interest in the medium
in the year ahead. In fact, we look to a
decided increase in the tempo of CBC
sound and television activities for some
time to come.

there are 120 UHF stations in operation,
included in the total of more than 350 TV
stations now on the air.

Radio broadcasting in 1954 moves into

its 34th year and during that period has
become intimately integrated with Amer-
ican life. Naturally, over such a long
period, any service undergoes fundamen-
tal changes to keep pace with the times,
and in the case of radio it has con-
fronted television as a new competitive
service. . ^.^

Nevertheless, radio has continuing eco-
nomic opportunities for it performs
where television and other media of
communication and information do not
reach. Today there are more than 45
million radio families in the United
States. There are 26 million automobile
radios, and many millions of portable
sets. In 1953 alone, 13 million radio sets,

including nearly 5 million auto radios,
were produced.

Since the end of World War II, great
advances have been made in the military
application of communications, radar,
missile control, airborne television and
many other phases of electronics which
fit into the modern ramparts of our Na-
tion's security. Our objective is not only
to produce electronic weapons and in-

struments, but through research and en-
gineering to keep the United States at
the forefront of science in its relation-
ship to military electronics.

A new era of "Electronic Photography"
was ushered in during 1953 when on De-
cember 1, RCA demonstrated magnetic
tape recordings of both b'.ack-and-white
and color television. This is a develop-
rnent of great significance to the motion
picture world as well as television.

Eventually magnetic tape recording of
video signals should make it possible for
television set owners to make their own
recordings of television pictures in the
home. Then they can be "performed"
over and over through the television re-
ceiver just as a phonograph record is
played at will. Many more new uses will
undoubtedly be developed as means are
found for the packaging of magnetic tape
in low cost cartridges.

Transistors, introduced only 5 years
ago, already have proved their worth in
many varied applications. Because of
their small size and low current demands

they will make possible smaller electronic
computers as well as more compact radio
and television receivers. The transistor
is finding increased use in equipment for
the Armed Forces especially where size,

weight and battery consumption are vital

factors. ^^^
Electronics, the advent of which began

with discovery of the electron in 1897, has
progressively expanded into four great
fields— (1) Communications; (2) Radio
Broadcasting; (3) Radar and other mili-

tary applications; (4) Television. Each
of these has signified new and expanded
services for some segment of our national
life, and from each have stemmed dis-

coveries and inventions which have mo-
tivated each succeeding era.
The year 1953 brought into focus the

electronic developments which augur ex-
pansion into a new or fifth great area

—

electronization of industry. Electronics,
by performing tasks that relieve human
drudgery and make the most efficient

use of man's productive efforts, promises
to make manufacturing plants far more
automatic than ever before.

Major developments such as rapid
freezing have provided food of improved
quality at lower year-round cost. Now the
technique of sterilization of these foods
with high-voltage electrons offers the
possibility of increasing benefits such as
reduction of waste through spoilage and
less expensive packaging. Tests reveal
that this influence of electronic steriliza-

tion may first be felt in the preservation
of grain. Annually throughout the world
a substantial percentage of the grain
harvested is lost through the ravages of
insects, bacteria and other organisms.
Electronic sterilization, therefore, is ex-
pected to reduce such infestation.

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Radio Girds for Action

As TV Invades Parlor

WPEN, Philadelphia, Pa.

LET'S kick off the New Year and this
minor radio epic by imderscorino; a

very basic fact—television is calling the
shots!
TV's pushed us out of the comfy, all-

inclusive living- room, and swept us into
the exclusive bedroom, bathroom, kitch-
en, den, and garage. With that fact, we
must live, like it or not, forever and a
day.

And along with a change of location,
TV has radically shifted the frontiers
of time-listening, causing an advertising
revolution which is just now beginning
to come to fruition. I believe that cer-
tain very definite patterns have already
emerged from this welter of crises, and
it_ is with these changing tides that I

wish to confine myself in this paper.
However, before exploring these new

facets of broadcasting, and programming
for broadcasting, I must get this point
through to you. I believe it is extremely
imperative that we in radio divorce our-
selves from a great chunk of the past.
Sales executives from the networks and
from many individual stations have
spawned many new and intriguing ideas
in the commercial field. But the field of
exploration has hardly been scratched.

From my own vantage point, it appears
that the ideal approach to our problem
in broadcasting is to begin clean and
spanking new. Suppose we start with
the following assumption.
There is no radio. Every home in our

area has a TV set. We have been granted
an AM license by the FCC, and after the
usual tribulations and trials, we bring
forth a radio station. Now, Brother
Broadcasters, how do we program same ?

Perforce, our credo must be "as much
audience as we can get most of the time."
Do we follow the patterns of radio pro-

gramming circa 1940, when TV was just
a gleam in General Sarnoff's eye? Every
station operator in the country will rise
with vehemence and shout a resounding"
"NO"!

Yet, what do we find in radio in this

year of 1954?
1940 programming!
And we in radio broadcasting sit back

and smugly say to ourselves, "That TV
competition is sure brutal"!
But sooner or later, we must swing

with the times. And before it is too late,

shouldn't we now ask ourselves. . . .

What does the TV audience want for
radio fare when it tunes out TV at night ?

Are there enough youngsters listening
from 5 to 6 to warrant kid shows ?

Since TV viewing is comparatively low
on Sunday mornings, am I driving radio
audiences away with religion instead of
Dave Rose or Ralph Flannagan?

Can we step up our value to our listen-

ers by sprinkling in more news head-
line station breaks? Weather Reports?
Traffic Bulletins ? The questions are end-
less; the answers as wide and broad as
our own imaginations.
But as sure as you hold "Radio Daily

Annual" in your hands right now, those
questions will have to be asked; answers
will have to be formulated.

If your area has already been smitten
by the optical marijuana of video, you
know this to be true. If it hasn't, your
day is coming, sooner than you think.

And even those who already have felt

the big blow of the TV hurricane, remem-
ber the successive shock waves are still

to come . . . when color TV smashes
through; when subscription TV hits the
videolanes; when three-D TV color be-
comes a reality, when heaven alone
knows what else follows these fabulous
innovations.

It seems clear that the time has come
to take stock of the situation. To review
right now the over-all picture, to decide
which track we intend to travel on. If we
flounder with indecision, we may wake
up some morning and find our audience
captured by our competition, and we
wind up with the buggy whip manufac-
turers, full of glorious memories and no
business.

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"Never A Dull Moment 5?

Describes D. C. Developments
<:^^e)6"s^J>

jVEVER a dull moment" can be applied
^"no more appropriately than to Wash-

ington developments affecting radio and
TV during 1953, and as 1954 gets under-
way the quip appears unlikely to lose any
of its succinct verity — in fact, the odds
are that this year's developments will be
as important to the industry, as well as
to its X-million audience, as any since
the human voice began traveling the air
waves via electronic gadgets built by
man.

In the past year we have seen such
major "news breaks" as FCC's adoption
of the new compatible color standards,
following hundreds of thousands of man-
hours of industry research and labor; we
have seen the commission dig into the
pile of applications for new television
stations and bring the number of author-
ized stations from approximately 300 at
the beginning of the year to more than
550 at its end; we have seen the industry
"investigated" and given a clean bill of
health, and we have seen a new President
in the White House who recognizes the
value of radio and television reporting.

At the other end of Pennsylvania Ave.,
radio and television reporting of the ac-
tivities of Congress and Congressional
Committees has been given a wider field

of operation, constituting evidence of the
recognition by Congress as well as the
executive of the increasing importance of
radio and television in reporting to the
people the story of their government.

These, of course, have been highlights.
Between the highlights have come numer-
ous lesser peaks rising above a high
plateau of day-to-day activity. Some of
these peaks may be ticked off as:
The outstanding coverage given the In-

augural parade and other activities in
^•onnection with the swearing in of Presi-
dent Eisenhower. It was one of the big-
gest events in the industrv's history.
Aoproval by FCC of the merger of

ABC-UPT.
Decision of the Commission that the-

ater applicants for transmission of pro-
grams by common carrier TV channels
would receive consideration on an indi-

vidual basis, but that specific channels
would not be set up for theater-TV.
Departure of Paul A. Walker as chair-

man of the commission, of which he had
been a member for 19 years, and appoint-
ment of Rosel Hyde, a veteran of 7 years
as a member of the commission and an
employee for the FCC and its predecessor
FRC since 1928, to the chairmanship.

The marked upswing in activity look-
ing toward establishment and operation
of non-commercial educational TV sta-
tions, and the first national conference in

Washington on educational TV.
One of the few soft spots in the other-

wise healthy progress of the industry in

1953, as measurable and possibly cor-

rectable from the Capital, has been the
plight of the FM's, and, to a degree, of
the UHF TV stations.

Already, just before 1953 expired, the
commission has taken at least one step
to help the FM stations (which decreased
in number by more than two score during
the past year) to improve their financial

status and at the same time make further
use of the FM broadcast band. The step,

which became effective early this year,
permits the FM broadcasters to engage in

certain non-broadcast utilizations of the
band. More help may be expected to be
forthcoming during the year.

The plight of UHF licensees and per-
mittees, as considered by the commission.
IS less serious in degree perhaps only be-
cause the number of stations is not so

great nor ?o v.adespread. Both ai-e suffer-

ing from the fact that they are Johnnies-
corn e-1 a' el y, after AM on the one hand,
and VHF on the other, had been estab-
lished, stations were operating, receiver
manu-facture was on a production basis
and the newcomers have had an uphill

battle.

It has been recommended from several
.sources, some of them within the com-
mission itself, that sweeping investiga-
tions be held of both the suffering media
to see if regulatory steps may be taken
to correct their ills — these may be
among the 1954 highlights.

Turns in Peak Performance

PREDICTING business trends can be a
risky business, but those staunch citi-

zens who heralded 1953 as a peak year in

radio and television manufacturing cer-

tainy knew what they were protgnosti-

cating about. New television markets, rec-

ord radio set demands, and hectic requests

for television studio and transmitting
equipment joined forces to send dollar

volume of business soaring well beyond
the $2 billion mark.

Manufacturers, hustling to keep pace
with their industry, turned out 7,250,000
television receivers, 1,000,000 units above
the 1952 total, and more than 13,000,000
radios, a 2,000,000-unit increase. A record
harvest of TV set sales was reaped dur-
ing the year as the FCC introduced more
and more new markets to the medium.
Radio receiver sales were similarly

h\T)oed by vast technical improvements
and the now universal realization that
"sound-alone" is still a welcome com-
panion in the home.

Transmitter manufacturers, on the
other hand, spent 1953 facing up to the
herculean task of supplying needed equip-
ment to the many new post-freeze tele-

vision stations. This industry facet ex-
perienced the most productive year in its

history, with the major portion of its

work still to be done.
An unusual element amidst all the

feverish activity during 1953 was the
trend taken by a major portion of the
industry stocks on the New York Stock
Exchange. With the exception of a few
of the more diversified manufacturers,
such as General Electric and Westing-
house, a general downhill pitch was felt
in stock prices. The trend, however, be-
comes less significant, when one considers
that the stock market, as a whole, spent
the most part of the year below sea level.

CBS A and B stock turned in the best
performance, A going from 39 to 48 Vs,
and B from 39 Vs to 48. American Broad-
casting-Paramount Theater prices showed
a slight increase for the last three quar-
ters, running from 14% to 14%. Admiral
stock w-as down .30 V2 to 19 14, as were

the others: Philco, from 35^/4 to 28 V2;
RCA Common, 28% to 231/3; Avco, 778
to 4%; Stewart-Warner, 22 Vs to 20 V*,

and Zenith Radio, 81 to 63%.

Bleak as the 1953 stock prices may
seem, don't be misled. There is a brighter
and more realistic approach in analyzing
the year's business return. Let's take a
look at a few year-end statements. RCA,
for example, reported the largest volume
of business in its 34-year history with an
$830 million return on its products and
services. Seventy per cent of this total

was attributed to manufacturing.
Similarly, Emerson Radio and Phono-

graph Corporation, for the fiscal year,

ended October 31, 1953, reported an all-

time record volume for the company,
amounting to $75,926,546. Magnavox
Company, for the last six months of 1953,
registered a 37 per cent business increase
with sales in excess of $35,500,000. Look-
ing at 1953 from a profit and loss angle
there were few, if any, who suffered.

Apart from business volume, the great-
est single achievement of the manufac-
turing industry during the past year was
the development of compatible color tele-

vision standards. December 17, 1953, the
day on which the FCC voted its approval
of the NTSC-proposed standards, will be
looked upon, always, as a red-letter day
in the history of television. The effects

which the proximity of color-TV will have
on the traffic of black-and-white sets, dur-
ing the coming year, are dubious. Consen-
sus of opinion holds that the new medium
will not be ready for mass-consumption,
either from an economical or practical
standpoint, until, at least, 1956.
Meanwhile, manufacturers are concern-

ing themselves with what the public ap-
pears to want "now." Production sched-
ules for 1954 are optimistically aimed at
higher levels than were achieved during
1953. All of the elements which favored
the industry throughout the past year, at
present, show promise of multiplying
rather than diminishing. Will '54 top '53?

Let's wait and see.

Only because of this compatibility, de-

signed and engineered into color televi-

sion by RCA, can color and black-and-
white television extend their magic har-
moniously, without the slightest disrup-
tion of service, or inconvenience either to

the owners of black-and-white or color

TV receivers.

RCA commercial planning for color TV
made substantial progress in 1953. Pro-
duction schedu'es were mapped to provide
more than 30 stations with necessary
equipment to broadcast network-origi-
nated color programs in key cities by
the end of 1953. Pilot production of color
components—including the RCA tricolor
tube—was underway. Pilot production of
RCA Victor compatible color receivers
was begun. During the fall of 1953, RCA
followed the same policy in preparing for
fhe introduction of color as it did for
black-and-white television, making its

developments and technical know-how
aval' able to the industry by means of
clinics and seminars held for broadcast-
ers as well as competing manufacturers.

Sales of radio sets—the "hardy per-
ennial" of home entertainment—contin-
ued good in 1953. The industry manu-
factured nearly 13 million new radio re-
ceivers, and the number of sets in use
estab'ished an all-time high of 115 mil-
lion. Technical improvements and attrac-
tively styled cabinet designs pointed the
wav toward increased public acceptance.

Particularly in demand were battery-
powered portables in lightweight plastic
cases available in many colors; clock
radios which can function as alarms; and
improved table models which found ex-
panding acceptance in almost every room
of the home. <:^^^

During 1954, radio will play a major
role as a communication and entertain-
ment service to the public, and sales of
receivers can be expected to continue in
substantial volume.
A new potentially important market for

industrial television was opened by RCA
in 1953, with the introduction of the
"TV Eye" closed-circuit or "private-line"
camera system. With a price of under
$1,000 the "TV Eye" is finding wide-
spread acceptance in schools, stores, ho-
tels, prisons, hospitals, small factories
and even homes.
A new magnetic sound tape recorder,

developed by RCA for non-professional

use, was introduced in 1953, and found
wide acceptance in homes, schools, and
businesses. It incorporates advances that
are proving attractive to customers.
These include automatic push-button op-
eration; light-weight portability; easy
tape-threading; smart luggage-type case;
and dual-speed operation for maximum
recording time. Also available is a com-
plete line of RCA tape recorder accesso-

The phonograph and record industry
is expected to continue its impressive
growth in 1954, with a 10 per cent rise

in record sales—on top of a 12 per cent
increase in 1953—expected to push in-

dustry volume past the $250,000,000
mark.

Chief factors in the increase in record
sales have been notable improvements in

both the making of records and in their
presentation to the public.

Records produced today, thanks to re-

cent advances in the art and science of
recording and reproduction, mean better
sound for music buyers. Introduction of
high fidelity instruments and records pro-
vided the trade with powerful, new sell-

ing ammunition and the public with added
musical enjoyment.

One of the most sweeping advances in

home entertainment came in the field of
high fidelity sound recordings and repro-
duction. Until 1953, high fidelity—more
commonly known as "Hi-Fi"—was the
special interest of relatively small groups
of music lovers, electronic technicians
and hobbyists who made an expensive
pasttime of seeking perfection in record-
ed sound by assembling component parts
into a super-quality music reproduction
system.
During the fall of 1953, RCA intro-

duced to the public high fidelity "Vic-
tro^a' 'phonographs, designed to provide
the average family with a new concept of
life-like realism and quality in recorded
music, at relatively low cost.

Now being mass produced by RCA
Victor, these instruments give promise
of providing millions of Americans with
a whole new world of musical enjoyment.
In addition to the complete "Victrola"
phonogranhs, the company also is mar-
keting a full line of intermatched highest
quality components for persons desiring
to assemble their own high fidelity sys-
tems.

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HOW TO APPLY FOR
FCC LICENSE

Official FCC Procedure for AM, FM and TV Licenses

ANY qualified citizen, firm, or group may
apply to the Federal Communications

Commission for authority to construct a
commercial standard (AM) , frequency
modulation (FM), or television (TV)
broadcast station.

Licensing of these facilities is pre-
scribed by the Communications Act of

1934, as amended, which sets up certain
basic requirements. In general, applicants
must satisfy the Commission that they are
legally, technically and financially quali-
fied, and that operation of the proposed
station would serve the public conven-
ience, interest or necessity. The Communi-
cations Act also recognizes broadcasting
as a competitive industry and invests the
Commission with the responsibility of al-

locating facilities so as to provide a fair,

efficient, and equitable distribution of

radio service.

The licensing procedure is detailed in

Part 1 of the Commission's "Rules Relat-
ing to Practice and Procedure," while sta-

tion operation is covered by Part 3, "Rules
Governing Radio Broadcast Services," and
"Standards of Good Engineering Practice"
for AM stations.

Following is a summary of the consecu-
tive steps required in applying for authori-
zation to build and operate a commercial
broadcast station.

Selecting a Frequency

Standard (AM) broadcast stations oper-
ate on "local," "regional," or "clear" chan-
nels. Local stations are of 100 to 250 watts
power and serve smaller communities;
stations of 500 watts to 5 kilowatts power
cover larger centers of population and
surrounding areas; stations of 10 to 50
kilowatt maximum power are for large
area coverage, particularly at night.
To determine whether an AM frequency

is available for assignment in a particular
area, it is necessary for the applicant to
have a frequency search made by a com-
petent engineer.
An applicant for a commercial FM sta-

tion must specify a frequency available to
the area to be served. The Commission has
tentatively allocated geographic blocks of

frequencies to accommodate Class A sta-
tions (community) and Class B stations
(metropolitan and rural) throughout the
United States. The demand for FM sta-

tions has not yet exceeded the supply of
available frequencies.
An applicant for a new television station

must request a channel assigned in the
Table of Assignments to the community
involved. However, a channel assigned to
any community listed in the table can be
requested for operation in any unlisted
community within 15 miles of the listed
community. Commercial TV stations are
authorized for unlimited hours of opera-
tion and are of a single class with mini-
mum power determined by the size of the
principal city and maximum power de- m
pendent on antenna height and allocation
zone. Channels are reserved for noncom-
mercial educational TV operation.

Applying for a Construction Permit

Once a prospective licensee has decided
upon the type of station he wishes to ap-
ply for, the next step is to make applica-
tion for a construction permit. This
application must be in writing on a form
supplied by the Commission (Form 301,

"Application for Authority to Construct a
New Broadcast Station or Make Changes
in an Existing Broadcast Station," which
covers AM, FM, and TV broadcast). This
form requires information about the citi-

zenship and character of the applicant, as
well as his financial, technical, and other
qualifications to construct and operate a
station, plus details about the transmitting
apparatus to be used, and the proposed
new service. Triplicate copies are required,
one of which must be executed under
oath or affirmation.

Application Processing

Applications are reviewed in their en-
gineering, legal, and financial aspects by
the B'roadcast Bureau, which makes rec-
ommendations to the Commission.

If, upon examination of an application,
the Commission determines that there are
no engineering conflicts, that the applicant
is qualified, and that all other require-
ments are met, the application is granted
without hearing and a construction permit
is issued.

Any grant made by the Commission
without a hearing is subject to protest
within a period of 30 days, during which
the protesting party may request a hear-
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ing. Within 15 days thereafter the Com-
mission must determine whether the
objection merits a hearing.
The law requires that, in general, final

decision on noncontested applications be
rendered within three months from the
date of the original filing, and within six

months from the conclusion of a hearing
in those cases which go through a hearing.

Hearings

Where it appears that an application

violates provisions of the Commission's
rules and regulations; that interference

would be caused to another AM or FM
broadcast station: or that the minimum
separation requirements for TV stations

are not met; or if other serious questions
of a technical, legal, or financial charac-
ter are involved, a hearing usually is re-

quired before a final decision on the
application can be made. Often a hearing
is necessary because two or more ap-
plicants seek to use the same frequency
or immediately adjacent frequencies with
such a proximity of stations that excessive
interference would result. In such in-

stances, the Commission is compelled by
law to accord a hearing to the competing
applicants and to make a comparative
judgment as to which, if either, should be
granted.

If unable to grant an application, the
Commission is required to notify the appli-

cant and other known parties of interest

as to the reason. The applicant usually is

given 30 days in which to reply. After
that, if the Commission is still unable to

make a grant, a hearing is ordered.
In designating an application for hear-

ing, the Commission gives public notice of

the issues for the information of the ap-
plicant and other parties who may be
concerned. The hearing notice generally
allows the applicant a period of 30 days
or more in which to prepare. Even after

being designated for hearing, an appli-
cant may sometime find it possible to

satisfy the issues by amending his appli-
cation, especially if the apparent deficien-

cies are of an engineering nature.
All competing applications for the same

facility are required to be on file at least

30 days before the start of the scheduled
hearing.
Within 20 days after the close of a rec-

ord by the hearing examiner, each party
and the Chief of the Broadcast Bureau of

the Commission has the privilege of filing

proposed findings of fact and conclusions
in support of their contentions. After re-

view of the evidence and statements, the
hearing examiner issues an initial de-
cision.

In the event he wishes to contest the
initial decision, the applicant or any other
interested party has 20 days from the date
on which the initial decision was an-
nounced to file exceptions and to request
oral argument before the Commission. In
all cases heard by an examiner, the Com-
mission will hear oral argument on re-

quest of either party. After oral argument,
the Commission may adopt, modify, or
reverse the hearing examiner's initial de-
cision. Within 30 days thereafter, any
party involved may petition for rehearing.

If no exceptions are filed, and the Com-
mission does not initiate a review of the
hearing examiner's initial decision, the
latter becomes effective 40 days after the
issuance of the initial decision, unless
otherwise ordered by the Commission.

Construction Permit

When and if an application meets statu-
tory and other requirements, it is granted
and a construction permit is issued. A
maximum of 60 days from date of grant
is provided in which construction shall
begin, and a maximum of 6 months there-
after as the time for completion (or 8

months in all) . Application to modify a

broadcast construction authorization, or
to make changes in an existing station, or
to modify a license, is made on the same
form (301) used in seeking initial con-
struction authorization. If the permittee is

unable to build his station within the
time specified, he can apply for extension
of time on Form 701 ("Application for Ad-
ditional Time to Construct a Radio Sta-
tion") ,

giving the reasons. Upon comple-
tion of construction the permittee can
engage in equipment tests.

License

The final step is to apply for the actual
license. All applicants for broadcast li-

cense are required to fill out Form 302
("Application for New Broadcast Station
License"). Applicants must show compli-
ance with all terms, conditions, and obli-

gations set forth in the original application
and the construction permit. After apply-
ing for a license and receiving authority
from the Commission, the holder of a

construction permit can conduct program
tests. A station license is then issued if

no new cause or circumstance has come to

the attention of the Commission that
would make operation of the station con-
trary to public interest.

AM. FM and TV broadcast stations are
licensed for the statutory limit of three
years. Applications for renewal of license

are made on Form 303.

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Decline in Reign of Ratings

Forecast by ABC President

HE reig-n of the ^^eat king of ibro'ad-

cast advertising:— Rating— may be
over. He may be dethroned in 1954 by a
new monarch of the advertising world
who's symbol will be sales — audience
cost per thousand.
Those who keep an eye on the nation's

economic weather vane predict it could
happen in 1954. Here are the economic
weather signals already flying: there will

be a 10 per cent reduction in personal
income taxes in 1954 and, in many cases
industrial inventories are at high levels.

Industry looking both at its inventories
and at the 10 per cent increase in take-
home pay in the hands of the public will

be seeking to improve its share of the
anticipated increased consumer buying.

This means that advertising will face
a severe test in 1954. It can no longer
bask in the comfort of spending "tax dol-

lars." Advertising will have to generate
peak sales impetus. This will mean that
the rating will become second in import-
ance to whether the advertising sells the
sponsor's product.

There are many examples of low rated
programs paying off for advertisers on
a cost per thousand basis coupled with
a demonstrated ability to move goods.

I believe that 1954 will bring a wide-
spread search for more of this type pro-
gramming in radio and television.

In line with this changed emphasis
will be a study on the costs of program-
ming to reappraise the advertising val-
ues of some of the more costly programs.
Where this could lead, of course, is any-
one's guess. If advertisers determined
they wanted greater exposure for their
dollars one avenue would be in more ro-
tating sponsorship of programs. This
would be one way in which they could
steady their costs and yet spread their
dollars and messages to reach a larger
audience.
Within our own industry—radio and

television broadcasting—I am certain the
competition for the audience will be

greater. This I know to be a certainty
since my own company, the American
Broadcasting Company, has materially
strengthened its position both with the
audience and the advertiser as a result
of our new programming during the final

quarter of 1953.

In 1954 we plan to improve our audi-
ence position further with more import-
ant radio and television programming.
In radio, we opened 1954 with the import-
ant "Martin Block Show" going out to

the afternoon audience over the ABC
Radio Network. In February we plan to

bring early morning radio's most popu-
lar network program, ABC's "Breakfast
Club," to the television audience as a
simulcast. Beyond this we have further
plans for adding to our talent roster

with important program and star addi-
tions.

Thus, in girding for 1954—a year in

which industrial competition will be at

its peak, ABC has strengthened its posi-

tion within the industry in 1953 and has
further plans for scaling greater com-
petitive peaks in the year ahead.
Aware of this new era of competition,

ABC entered 1954 with completely sep-

arate advertising, promotion, sales, pro-

gramming and research staffs.

This separation within ABC we feel

will impart the creative drive and energy
so necessary on an individual basis to

sell radio and sell television in 1954.

From the inventiveness of personnel
solely devoted to each medium on a sep-

arate basis vdll come competitive think-
ing that will meet the tests of what we
believe will be newly designed advertis-

ing objectives.
In summary, these objectives I feel

will tie advertising costs directly to con-
sumer sales during an era of increased
consumer income when all industry will

be striving to increase, or at least hold,

its share of the market.
Viewed in this light, one thing seems

certain for radio and television in 1954:
sponsors will be more interested in sales

than in ratings.

Growth of Radio Audience

Indicates Medium's Vitality

I ^URING 1953 the American public
^ purchased 13 million new radio sets,

which not only kept radio out front as

the nation's favorite medium, but, in

terms of new units added, made it the

fastest-growing. Today, U. S. families

(over 98 per cent) own an estimated

115 million sets—114 million of them
bought new since 1946. Directly support-

ing this testimony to radio's continuing
prosperity and vitality are the 1953 fig-

ures for advertising revenue, which
overall (network, national spot, and
local) exceeded the 1952 total.

More time was sold on the CBS Radio
Network in 1953 than during the pre-

vious year. The number of clients using
the network increased from 90 to 93. As
result CBS Radio has the good fortune
to enjoy a greater lead in billings than
ever before. The reported prosperity
across the country of radio stations gen-
erally is borne out by the experience of

the six radio stations wholly owned by
CBS Radio, whose billings too were up
over the previous year.

son sharing an experience with, or in-
fomiing another. And the capacity of
the human voice on radio to involve the
listener's emotions is powerful. Even so
relatively sophisticated a radio fan as
Mercedes McCambridge—whose years of
experience in serial dramas contributed
to her Academy Award for "All the
King's Men"—reports that she still finds
listening to serial drama a compelling
emotional experience.

In the past year, radio strengthened
its vitality by creative programming ef-

forts. CBS Radio unveiled "Stage
Struck," the hour-length program that
looks into every corner of the world of
the theatre. "21st Precinct," "Crime
Classics," "Cathy and Elliott Lewis On-
stage," all top-notch dramatic programs.
In variety and comedy, "The Johnny
Mercer Show," "The Robert Q. Lewis
Show," and "That's Rich."

In the field of news and public affairs

CBS Radio reported the Coronation,
President Eisenhower's Inaguration, the
Korean Truce and Prisoner Exchange,
and the Bermuda Conference.

Recently, eleven of the nation's large
radio stations joined forces to commission
a joint study by Alfred Politz, Inc., in

television markets. One of its findings
gave a graphic answer to why radio con-
tinues to play such a vital role in the
nation's life: when asked what they con-
sidered the cZfsadantages of radio, 71 per
cent of the people interviewed couldn't
think of any! As the survey noted,
"People actively like the medium that is

so much their companion in fun and
information." If people like the compan-
ionship radio offers today, they can look
forward to even greater companionship
tomorrow. 1953 introduced the first truly
personal portable radio, a set so small
the listener can take it in his pocket
wherever he goes.
What gives radio such continuing

vitality? One cause is the nature of the
medium. It is human and personal: in
its simplest form, the voice of one per-

In the area of documentary journal-
ism, CBS Radio's Feature Project series
presented eight programs which consid-
ered social problems as diverse as parole
traffic safety, and baseball. And such
week-to-week network features as "U.N.
on the Record," "Twentieth Century Con-
cert Hall," and the Columbia University
Bicentennial series, "Man's Right to

Knowledge" brought enlightenment to
people everywhere.

1953 saw the record sum of $170 billion

dollars spent by American consumers for
the retail goods they want and need to
maintain, as somebody said, "their neigh-
bor's standard of living." And by and
large, it is advertising which passes along
the news of the standards next-door.

Since only advertising can move so
many goods to so many people, radio
must continue to flourish as the most ef-

ficient mass medium.

Mutual Broadcasting System

N any field, the invitation to weigh a
new year's outlook against a past

year's progress is a dubious honor. In
the broadcasting business, this invitation

has too often become a summons to mem-
bership in the Guild of Clouded Crystal
Ball Gazers, a club already overcrowded
with prophets of the death of radio. As
one who never could detect any signs of
rigor mortis in network radio, I am par-
ticularly gratified by the great vitality

this medium has shown in 1953 — end-
ing (forever, I hope) all need for obituary
dispute, and enabling all of us to focus
our efforts on the lively future of sound
broadcasting.

Even a casual review of the past year
reveals several sure symptoms of radio's
liveliness. Some of these signs indicate
the depth to which radio continues — and
increases — to be indispensable to the
American people in their round-the-clock
living. Other signs make clear the scope
to which radio continues — and increases— to serve American industry in its

round-the-year selling.

On its bare, over-all dimensions alone,
radio set new records in '53. The owner-
ship and maintenance of 110,000,000 re-
ceivers by 45,000,000 U. S. families is a
landmark in itself. So, too, is the emer-
gence of the medium as an unprece-
dented personal force, through continued
uptrends in multiple sets in multiple
places-to-listen. And so is the develop-
ment of America's automobile audience,
enormous in mass and mobility, though
still inadequately measured.

Radio '54 needs none of these facts of
life elaborated in such space as this—^but
it needs all these facts and more made
clear to the leaders of industry, week
after week. A shining beacon in this di-
rection was lighted last year by the
Pohtz study of radio in TV areas, with
Its qualitative revelations of listening. In
my opinion, this study provides not only
an authoritative appraisal of the indi-
viduals-in-mass millions whom radio must
serve — it also offers a challenging cue

to the sort of market research that will

best educate the industrialists whom
radio must sell. The "how many" factor
of this medium is still an unmatched as-
set, but the "how" and "why" factors are
worthier study subjects today than ever.

Meanwhile, the facts already at hand
keep right on affirming the persistent
vitality of radio. On one network, any-
way, the standard research systems re-

veal increased listening — even at night,

and even in time periods when TV has its

peak appeal. Over here at Mutual, Sun-
day afternoon of course continues as a
high-level stronghold for radio. But we're
also showing listener strength in the
evenings, with nearly one-fifth more
homes tuned in, 8-8:30 p.m., Monday
through Friday, than a year ago.
On the record for this one network

alone, improved programming, sensibly
integrated with the public's entertain-
ment interest, seems to point the way to

still more effective broadcasting, day and
night. It is this policy which we plan to

pursue in the months and years ahead.

As for the fiscal, bodily health of radio
at this juncture, the temperature-chart
of our own network is better than re-

assuring. When clients increase their an-
nual investments here by a solid 10 per
cent ('53 over '52), when they add to

their use of our facilities by an average
of 19 per cent more stations per broad-
cast, and when the over-all result is the
second biggest year in our history— then
my personal beliefs about network broad-
casting seem to be shared by an im-
portant panel of judges.
A year ago, on this page, I acknowl-

edged television's contribution to radio
in the degree to which advertisers who
had never before ventured off the printed
page were coming into radio via experi-
ments in TV. During the past 12 months,
more new-to-radio advertisers than ever
before have discovered — for one reason
or another — how well this medium can
work for them.

Advent of Color TV Era

Finds Broadcasting Ready

T^E year of 1954 finds the broadcasting

industry in the most exciting and

significant era in the history of commu-
nications—the era of color television.

Color brings to advertisers their most
potent tool. Here is the perfect advertis-

ing medium, combining sight, color,

sound and movement.
And now color television is a reality.

On Dec. 17, 1953, the Federal Communi-
cations Commission approved color tele-

vision signal standards for the industry.

We at NBC have been fortunate be-

cause it was our parent company, the

Radio Corporation of America, under
Brig. Gen. David Sarnoff, which pio-

neered, the compatible color standards
which were endorsed by the whole indus-

try and approved by the FCC. In work-
ing with RCA, as its broadcasting ser-

vice, during years of developmental work,
we were able to get off to a head start

in the color broadcasting liweepstakes.

This head start was demonstrated most
graphically wheU; in the immediate wake
of the FCC decision, NBC broadcast four
outstanding commercial programs in

color in a period of two weeks. These
were: "Amahl and the Night Visitors,"
the Gian-Carlo Menotti Christmas opera;
"Season's Greetings," a one-hour all-star

variety show; the Christmas episode of
"Dragnet," which marked the first use of
color film in commercial colorcasuing;
and the brilliant Tournament of Roses
Parade, whch was the first West-to-East
transcontinental color transmission.

We at NBC are proud that it is our
network which paved the way for com-
mercial color telecasting by developing
program techniques that are setting the
standards for the entire industry. Even
before FCC approcal came, these tecn-
niques had been demonstrated time and
time again during 1953 in experimental
colorcasts which drew acclaim in New
York, Chicago and Los Angeles.
We have welcomed inquiries from the

entire industry on color programming
techniques we have developed. Our color

corps specialists have given lectures to

technicians and program people repre-

senting all the networks. The techniques
we have learned are available to all.

Color will give the broadcasting indus-

try an even greater opportunity for ser-

vice. And a greater responsibility. For, as
communications people we are entrusted
with the most important instruments
since the invention of print.

We have made tremendous strides in

color television. But black-and-white
television will still be top dog for many
years to come. And developments in our

black-and-white operation have been con-

siderable. During 1953, we increased the

usefulness of television to the advertiser.

Through the creation of new program-
ming and sales policies, we made the

sales impact of television available to a

broader base of advertisers.

In the realm of public service, NBC in-

creased its scope during the past year,
with an increase both in quantity and
quality of news, information, public dis-

cussion and special events.
On the radio side, NBC enters 1954

with a tried and proven medium com-
pletely revitalized. The program, sales,

advertising and promotion activities of
the radio network have been separated
from those of television in the interests
of strengthening the operation.

On the sales side, new and smaller
program packages, making big-time
radio available to small-budget adver-
tisers, has placed the best in the audio-
only medium within reach of the adver-
tisers who up to now have not been able

to afford the best.

The trade press has spoken much in

recent months of the "Pat and Bob" team
at NBC. Bob Sarnoff, NBC executive
vice-president, and myself consider our-
selves as a team, and work as a team on
program and sales policies. With Bob as
team-mate, I am most optimistic about
forward strides NBC can make in 1954
in further improving our broadcasting
service both as a public service and as a
sales medium.

Video in Latin America:

The Outlook for 1954

By FRANK FOUCE
President

Pan American Television Corporation

TELEVISION while in existence some

three and a half years now, can, never-

theless, be considered as hemg m its

infancy in Latin America. At the present

time there are six stations operatmg m
three markets in Mexico; eight stations

operating in five markets in Cuba; one

station in the Dominion Repuiblic; two

stations in Venezuela; five stations oper-

atincr in three markets in Brazil; one sta-

tion^in Argentina and C.P.'s issued for

several of the other countries in Latin

America.

The reason for so few stations Is due

to the fact that receiving sets are not

being delivered as yet in sufficient quan-

tities to allow existing stations to raise

their basic time rates, and since these

stations form the nucleus for further
expansion, they must obviously be on a
paying basis in order for the other prin-

cipal cities in each country to obtain

stations. The chief difficulty at the pres-

ent time is that receiving sets cost a

great deal more than they do in the
United States, due to such factors as
freight, duties, and so forth, combined
with the fact that the per capita income
in these countries, in most instances, is

much less than in the United States or
Great Britain, where sets are manufac-
tured.

For the present only Cuba can afford a
micro-wave relay network system and
it is highly doubtful that any other
country will have such facilities, at least
on a national basis, for many years to
come.

With these thoughts in mind. Pan
American Television Corporation was
formed to supply filmed and kinescoped
programs throughout Latin America.

For the present, it is not economically
feasible to dub English product into
Spanish, unless a Sponsor demands it

and is willing to contract for a sufficient

number of stations to cover the cost
involved.

With the interchange of programming
between the various countries, I feel cer-
tain that each country's culture will be
much more easily assimilated by other
countries than in the past, resulting in

a greater understanding of each other's
problems. However, most countries rely
on the local type comic for their comedy
and variety formats.

The future of live television in Latin
America is dependent upon the technical
advances made by the Scientists of the
industry in devising some means of long
distance transmission such as we now
have in AM radio. Of course, this is the
answer to world-wide television and we
find ourselves in the same position ex-
actly as almost all other countries with
the possible exception of the United
States, insofar as national or regional
telecasting is concerned.

In conclusion, our major problems then
can be met by lowering the price of the
receiving sets to the ultimate consumer
and by the technical advancements of
long distance transmissions or relay and
faith in the future of our markets.

^ IGNIFICANT strides in both size

Jj and stature were made in 1953 by
Tne industry's professional women's or-

ganization, American Women in Radio
and Television, Inc., with membership
now nearing 900, more than double the
initial number at our organizing con-
vention just two short years ago. The
majority are active members, those who
are full-time employed in the radio and
television industry or its related fields;

and about one-sixth are Associate mem-
bers, those whose work partially involves
radio and TV activities. The entire mem-
bership is selected on the basis of pro-
fessional standing, either in creative pro-
gram and production work or in admin-
istrative and executive functions at the
various stations, networks, agencies, ser-

vice organization, trade associations, and
business concerns.

Through the fine stewardship of our
national president, Doris Corwith, the
counsel of our immediate past president,
Edythe Meserand, and the able assis-

tance of our executive secretary, Betty
Chapin, our Association has made sig-

nificant strides during its organizing
years.

On the credit side of the ledger for
1953 certainly would be the work and
accomplishments of AWRT's Chapters.
These are city, state, or regional groups
which formed because of their enthusi-
asm and strong belief in the purposes
of AWRT and the important value of
women serving in the industry. To give
recognition to these Chapters the na-
tional office was proud this year to pre-
pare and issue "Certificates of Organiza-
tion" to eleven AWRT Chapters—New
York City, Philadelphia, Atlanta, San
Diego, Illinois, Michigan, District of Co-
lumbia, Western New York, New Eng-
land, "Heart of America" including
Iowa, Kansas, Missouri, Nebraska, North
Dakota, and South Dakota, and "Deep
in the Heart of—Texas! These Chapters
hold regular meetings, transact business,
devise projects, and translate into action

at the local area level the objectives and
interests of the national organization.

And, AWRT is not without its "Proj-
ects." Two such projects have been
adopted nationally for consideration by
women broadcasters and telecasters
across the country. The first was on
"Civil Defense" in an attempt to arouse
our nation's citizenry to the danger of
aggression and attack and inform them
of defensive measures which could be
taken to protect the home and family.
Rather than the usual approach based
on fear and destruction, this project
stressed the positive side of woman's
natural, far-reaching influence in the
home. A second project of AWRT was
"Woman and her Money." This was un-
dertaken to help women understand their
role in our national economy and the
importance of their actions in buying,
investing, will-making, and handling a
major portion of the nation's wealth.

So with these statistics and for this

year's work—in substantial increase in

membership, in the high personal stand-
ards and attractive qualities of its wo-
men members, in its projects of national
influence, in its monthly publication of
"AWRT News and Views," in its good
public and community relations, in its

advice and counsel to young people con-
templating careers in the industry, in its

constant attunement to listener and
viewer preferences, in its spirited inter-

est in its own endeavors, and mostly in

its firm belief and support of the Ameri-
can system of broadcasting and telecasting
—we, the American Women in Radio and
Television, submit our "Statement of the
Year" and let our record stand, knowing
full well that any true balance of ac-
counts comes through the new challenge
of every year and the results of each
day's work; for it is through the con-
certed effort of all members in the in-

dustry that significant progress can be
made.

OF THE NARTB

PREAMBLE

TELEVISION is seen and heard in every type of American home. These
homes include children and adults of all ages, embrace all races and

all varieties of religious faith, and reach those of every educational back-

ground. It is the responsibility of television to bear constantly in mind
that the audience is primarily a home audience, and consequently that tele-

vis-ion's relationship to the vieivers is that betiveen guest and host.

^^HE REVENUES from advertising support the free, competitive Ameri-
^ can system of telecasting, and make available to the eyes and ears of
the American people the finest programs of information, education, culture

and entertainment. By law the television broadcaster is responsible for
the programming of his station. He, hoivever, is obligated to bring his

positive responsibility for excellence and good taste in programming to

bear upon all who have a hand in the production of programs, including
netivorks, sponsors, producers of film and of live programs, advertising
agencies, and talent agencies.

THE AMERICAN businesses which utilize television for conveying their
advertising messages to the home by pictures with sound, seen free-

of-charge on the home screen, are reminded that their responsililities are
not limited to the sale of goods and the creation of a favorable attitude
toward the sppyisor by the presentation of entertainment. They incliude, as
ivell, responsibility for utilizing television to bring the best programs, re-

gardless of kind, into American homes.

TELEVISION, and all who participate in it are jointly accountable to

the American public for respect for the special needs of children, for
community responsibility, for advancement of education and culture, for
the acceptability of the program materials chosen, for decency and
decorum in production, and for propriety in advertising. This responsi-
bility cannot be discharged by any given group of programs, but can be
discharged only through the highest standards of respect for the American
home, applied to every moment of every program presented by television.

IN ORDER that television programming may best serve the public interest,
vieivers should be encouraged to make their criticisms and positive sug-

gestions known to the television broadcasters. Parents in particular should
be urged to see to it that out of the richness of television fare, the best pro-
grams are brought to the attention of their children.

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ADVANCEMENT OF EDUCATION AND CULTURE
1. Commercial television provides a valuable means of augmenting

the educational and cultural influences of schools, institutions of higher
learning, the home, the church, museums, foundations, and other institu-

tions devoted to education and culture.

2. It is the responsibility of a television broadcaster to call upon such
institutions for counsel and co-operation and to work with them on the

best methods of presenting educational and cultural materials by television.

It is further the responsibility of stations, networks, advertising agencies
and sponsors consciously to seek opportunities for introducing into telecasts

factual materials which will aid in the enlightenment of the American
public.

3. Education via television may be taken to mean that process by which
the individual is brought toward informed adjustment to his society. Tele-

vision is also responsible for the presentation of overtly instructional and
cultural programs, scheduled so as to reach the viewers who are naturally
drawn to such programs, and produced so as to attract the largest possible

audience.
4. In furthering this realization, the television broadcaster

:

a) Should be thoroughly conversant with the educational and
cultural needs and desires of the community served.

b) Should affirmatively seek out responsible and accountable educa-
tional and cultural institutions of the community with a view toward
providing opportunities for the instruction and enlightenment of the

viewers.
c) Should provide for reasonable experimentation in the develop-

ment of programs specifically directed to the advancement of the com-
munity's culture and education.

ACCEPTABILITY OF PROGRAM MATERIAL
Program material should enlarge the horizons of the viewer, provide

him with wholesome entertainment, afford helpful stimulation, and remind
him of the responsibilities which the citizen has toward his sociv3ty.

Furthermore

:

a) (i) Profanity, obscenity, smut and vulgarity are forbidden, even
when likely to be understood only by part of the audience. From time
to time, words which have been acceptable, acquire undesirable mean-
ings, and telecasters should be alert to eliminate such words.

(ii) Words (especially slang) derisive of any race, color, creed,
nationality or national derivation, except wherein such usage would
be for the specific purpose of effective dramatization such as com-
batting prejudice, are forbidden, even when likely to be understood
only by part of the audience. From time to time, words which have
been acceptable, acquire undesirable meanings, and telecasters should
be alert to eliminate such words.

(iii) The Television Code Review board shall maintain and issue to
subscribers, from time to time, a continuing list of specific words and
phrases, which should not be used in keeping with this subsection. This
list, however, shall not be considered as all-inclusive.

b) (i) Attacks on religion and religious faiths are not allowed.

(ii) Reverence is to mark any mention of the name of God, His
attributes and powers.
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(iii) When religious rites are included in other than religious pro-

grams, the rites are accurately presented, and the ministers, priests

and rabbis portrayed in their callings are vested with the dignity
of their office and under no circumstances are to be held up to ridicule,

c) (i) Contests may not constitute a lottery.

(ii) Any telecasting designed to "buy'* the television audience b>
requiring it to listen and/or view in hope of reward, rather than for
the quality of the program, should be avoided.

d) Respect is maintained for the sanctity of marriage and the value

of the home. Divorce is not treated casually nor justified as a solu-

tion for marital problems.
e) Illicit sex relations are not treated as commendable.
f ) Sex crimes and abnormalities are generally unacceptable as pro-

gram material.

g) Drunkenness and narcotic addiction are never presented as de-

sirable or prevalent.

h) The administration of illegal drugs will not be displayed.
i) The use of liquor in program content shall be de-emphasized. The

consumption of liquor in American life, when not required by the plot

or for proper characterization, shall not be shown.
j) The use of gambling devices or scenes necessary to the develop-

ment? of plot or as appropriate background is acceptable only when
presented with discretion and in moderation, and in a manner which
would not excite interest in, or foster, betting nor be instructional in

nature. Telecasts of actual sport programs at which on-the-scene bet-

ting is permitted by law should be presented in a manner in keeping
with Federal, state and local laws, and should concentrate on the sub-
ject as a public sporting event.

k) In reference to physical or mental afflictions and deformities,
special precautions must be taken to avoid ridiculing sufferers from
similar ailments and offending them or members of their families.

1) Exhibitions of fortune-telling, astrology, phrenology, palm-read-
ing, and numerology are acceptable only when required by a plot or
the theme of a program, and then the presentation should be developed
in a manner designed not to foster superstition or excite interest or
belief in these subjects.

m) Television drama shall not simulate news or special events in

such a way as to mislead or alarm. Reference is made to the section of

the Code on News.
n) Legal, medical and other professional advice, diagnosis and treat-

ment will be permitted only in conformity with law and recognized
ethical and professional standards.

o) The presentation of cruelty, greed and selfishness as worthy
motivations is to be avoided.

p) Excessive or unfair exploitation of others or of their physical or
mental afflictions shall not be presented as praiseworthy.

q) Criminality shall be presented as undesirable and unsympathetic.
The condoning of crime and the treatment of the commission of crime
in a frivolous, cynical or callous manner is unacceptable.

r) The presentation of techniques of crime in such detail as to invite
imitation shall be avoided.

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s) The use of horror for its own sake will be eliminated; the use of

visual or aural effects which would shock or alarm the viewer, and
the detailed presentation of brutality or physical agony by sight or
by sound are not permissible.

t) Law enforcement shall be upheld, and the officers of the law are

to be portrayed with respect and dignity.

u) The presentation of murder or revenge as a motive for murder
shall not be presented as justifiable.

v) Suicide as an acceptable solution for human problems is

prohibited.

w) The exposition of sex crimes will be avoided.

x) The appearance or dramatization of persons featured in actual

crime news will be permitted only in such light as to aid law enforce-

ment or to report the news event.

y) The use of animals, both in the production of television programs
and as a part of television program content, shall, at all times, be in

conformity with accepted standards of humane treatment.

RESPONSIBILITY TOWARD CHILDREN

1. The education of children involves giving them a sense of the world
at large. Crime, violence and sex are a part of the world they will be called

upon to meet, and a certain amount of proper presentation of such is help-

ful in orienting the child to his social surroundings. However, violence and
illicit sex shall not be presented in an attractive manner, nor to an extent
such as will lead a child to believe that they play a greater part in life than
they do. They should not be presented without indications of the resultant
retribution and punishment.

2. It is not enough that only those programs which are intended for
viewing by children shall be suitable to the young and immature. (Atten-
tion is called to the general items listed under '^Acceptability of Program
Materials.") Television is responsible for insuring that programs of all

sorts which occur during the times of day when children may normally
be expected to have the opportunity of viewing television shall exercise
care in the following regards

:

a) In affording opportunities for cultural growth as well as for
wholesome entertainment.

b) In developing programs to foster and promote the commonly
accepted moral, social and ethical ideals characteristic of American
life.

c) In reflecting respect for parents, for honorable behavior, and
for the constituted authorities of the American community.

d) In eliminating reference to kidnapping of children or threats of
kidnapping.

e) In avoiding material which is excessively violent or would create
morbid suspense, or other undesirable reactions in children.

f ) In exercising particular restraint and care in crime or mystery
episodes involving children or minors.

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propriety, and shall avoid such exposure or such emphasis on anatomical
detail as would embarrass or offend home viewers.

2. The movements of dancers, actors, or other performers shall be

kept within the bounds of decency, and lewdness and impropriety shall not

be suggested in the positions assumed by performers.

3. Camera angles shall avoid such views of performers as to emphasize
anatomical details indecently.

4. Racial or nationality types shall not be shown in television in such

a manner as to ridicule the race or nationality.

5. The use of locations closely associated with sexual life or with
sexual sin must be governed by good taste and delicacy.

COMMUNITY RESPONSIBILITY

A television broadcaster and his staff occupy a position of respon-
sibility in the community and should conscientiously endeavor to be
acquainted fully with its needs and characteristics in order better to serve

the welfare of its citizens.

TREATMENT OF NEWS AND PUBLIC EVENTS
News

1. A television station's news schedule should be adequate and well-

balanced.

2. News reporting should be factual, fair and without bias.

3. Commentary and analysis should be clearly identified as such

4. Good taste should prevail in the selection handling of news

:

Morbid, sensational or alarming details not essential to the factual
report, especially in connection with stories of crime or sex, should be
avoided. News should be telecast in such a manner as to avoid panic and
unnecessary alarm.

5. At all times, pictorial and verbal material for both news and com-
ment should conform to other sections of these standards, wherever such
sections are reasonably applicable.

6. Pictorial material should be chosen with care and not presented in
a misleading manner.

7. A television broadcaster should exercise due care in his super-
vision of content format, and presentation of newscasts originated by his
station; and in his selection of newscasters, commentators, and analysts.

8. A television broadcaster should exercise particular discrimination in
the acceptance, placement and presentation of advertising in news pro-
grams so that such advertising should be clearly distinguishable from the
news content.

9. A television broadcaster should not present fictional events or other
non-news material as authentic news telecasts or announcements nor
should he permit dramatizations in any program which would give the
false impression that the dramatized material constitutes news. Expletives,
(presented aurally or pictorially) such as "flash" or "bulletin" and state-
ments such as "we interrupt this program to bring you . .

." should be
reserved specifically for news room use. However, a television broadcaster
may properly exercise discretion in the use in non-news programs of words

news release.

Public Events

1. A television broadcaster has an affirmative responsibility at all

times to be informed of public events, and to provide coverage consonant
with the ends of an informed and enlightened citizenry.

2. Because of the nature of events open to public, the treatment of

such events by a television broadcaster should be effected in a manner to

provide for adequate and informed coverage as well as good taste in

presentation.

Controversial Public Issues

1. Television provides a valuable forum for the expression of respon-

sible views on public issues of a controversial nature. In keeping therewith
the television broadcaster should seek out and develop with accountable
individuals, groups and organizations, programs relating to controversial
public issues of import to its fellow citizens ; and to give fair representa-
tion to opposing sides of issues which materially affect the life or welfare
of a substantial segment of the public.

2. The provision of time for this purpose should be guided by the
following principles

:

a) Requests by individuals, groups or organizations for time to

discuss their views on controversial public issues, should be considered
on the basis of their individual merits, and in the light of the con-

tribution which the use requested would make to the public interest,

and to a well-balanced program structure.

b) Programs, devoted to the discussion of controversial public issues
should be identified as such, and should not be presented in a manner
which would mislead listeners or viewers to believe that the program is

of entertainment, news or any other character.

Political Telecasts

Political telecasts should be clearly identified as such, and should
not be presented by a television broadcaster in a manner which would
mislead listeners or views to believe that the program is of any other
character.

Religious Programs

1. It is the responsibility of a television broadcaster to make available

to the community as part of a well-balanced program schedule adequate
opportunity for religious presentations.

2. The following principles should be followed in the treatment of

such programs:

a) Telecasting which reaches men of all creeds simultaneously
should avoid attacks upon religion.

b) Religious programs should be presented respectfully and accurate-
ly and without prejudice or ridicule.

c) Religious programs should be presented by responsible individ-

uals, groups, and organizations.

d) Religious programs should place emphasis on broad religious

truths, excluding the presentation of controversial or partisan views
not directly or necessarily related to religion or morality.

3. In the allocation of time for telecasts of religious programs it is

recommended that the television station use its best efforts to apportion
such time fairly among the representative faith groups of its community.

PRESENTATION OF ADVERTISING

1. Ever mindful of the role of television as a guest in the home, a
television broadcaster should exercise unceasing care to supervise the form
in which advertising material is presented over his facilities. Since tele-

vision is a developing medium, involving methods and techniques distinct

from those of radio, it may be desirable, from time to time, to review and
revise the presently suggested practices.

(a) Advertising messages should be presented with courtesy and
good taste ; disturbing or annoying material should be avoided ; every
effort should be made to keep the advertising message m harmony wiui
the content and general tone of the program in which it appears.

b) A sponsor's advertising messages should be confined within the

framework of the sponsor's program structure. A television broad-
caster should avoid the use of commercial announcements which
are divorced from the program either by preceding the introduc-
tion of the program (as in the case of so-called "cow-catcher" an-
nouncements) or by following the apparent sign-off of the program
(as in the case of so-called ''trailer" announcements). To this end,
the program itself should be announced and clearly identified BOTH
AUDIO AND VIDEO before the sponsor's advertising material is first §
used, and should be signed off BOTH AUDIO AND VIDEO after the ^
sponsor's advertising material is last used.

c) Advertising copy should contain no claims intended to disparage
competitors, competing products, or other industries, professions or
institutions.

d) Since advertising by television is a dynamic technique, a tele-

vision broadcaster should keep under surveillance new advertising
devices so that the spirit and purpose of these standards are fulfilled.

e) Television broadcasters should exercise the utmost care and dis-

crimination with regard to advertising material, including content,
placement and presentation, near or adjacent to programs designed
for children. No considerations of expediency should be permitted to

impinge upon the vital responsibility towards children and adoles-

cents, which is inherent in television, and which must be recognized
and accepted by all advertisers employing television.

f ) Television advertisers should be encouraged to devote portions

of their allotted advertising messages and program time to the sup-
port of worthy causes in the public interest in keeping with the

highest ideals of the free competitive system.

g) A charge for television time to churches and religious bodies

is not recommended.

ACCEPTABIUTY OF ADVERTISERS AND PRODUCTS
General

1. A commercial television broadcaster makes his facilities available
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for the advertising of products and services and accepts commercial pres-
entations for such advertising. However, a television broadcaster should,
in recognition of his responsibility to the public, refuse the facilities of his

station to an advertiser where he has good reason to doubt the integrity

of the advertiser, the truth of the advertising representations, or the com-
pliance of the advertiser with the spirit and purpose of all applicable legal

requirements. Moreover, in consideration of the laws and customs of the

communities served, each television broadcaster should refuse his facilities

to the advertisement of products and services, or the use of advertising
scripts, which the station has good reason to believe would be objectionable
to a substantial and responsible segment of the community. The
foregoing principles should be applied with judgment and flexibility, taking
into consideration the characteristics of the medium and the form and
content of the particular presentation. In general, because television broad-
cast is designed for the home and the family, including children, the fol-

lowing principles should govern the business classifications listed below:

a) The advertising of hard liquor should not be accepted.

b) The advertising of beer and wines is acceptable only when pre-

sented in the best of good taste and discretion, and is acceptable sub-

ject to federal and local laws.

c) Advertising by institutions or enterprises which in their offers

of instruction imply promises of employment or make exaggerated
claims for the opportunities awaiting those who enroll for courses is

generally unacceptable.

d) The advertising of firearms and fireworks is acceptable only sub-
ject to federal and local laws.

e) The advertising of fortune-telling, occultism, spiritualism, astrol-

ogy, phrenology, palm-reading, numerology, mind-reading or charac-
ter-reading is not acceptable.

f) Because all products of a personal nature create special prob-
lems, such products, when accepted, should be treated with especial
emphasis on ethics and the canons of good taste ; however, the adver-
tising of intimately personal products which are generally regarded
as unsuitable conversational topics in mixed social groups is not
acceptable.

g) The advertising of tip sheets, race track publications, or organ-
izations seeking to advertise for the purpose of giving odds or pro-
moting betting or lotteries is not accepable.

2. Diligence should be exercised to the end that advertising copy
accepted for telecasting complies with pertinent federal, state and local

laws.

3. An advertiser who markets more than one product should not be
permitted to use advertising copy devoted to an acceptable product for
purposes of publicizing the brand name or other identification of a product
which is not acceptable.

ADVERTISING OF MEDICAL PRODUCTS

1. The advertising of medical products presents considerations of
intimate and far-reaching importance to the consumer, and the following
principles and procedures should apply in the advertising thereof

.
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a) A television broadcaster should not accept advertising material

which in his opinion offensively describes or dramatizes distress or
morbid situations involving ailments, by spoken word, sound or
visual effects.

b) Because of the personal nature of the advertising of medical
products, claims that a product will effect a cure and the indiscriminate
use of such words as ''safe'*, "without risk", "harmless", or terms of
similar meaning should not be accepted in the advertising of medical
products on television stations.

Contests

1. Contests should offer the opportunity to all contestants to win on
the basis of ability and SKill, rather than chance.

2. All contest details, including rules, eligibility requirements, open-
ing and termination dates should be clearly and completely announced
and/or shown or easily accessible to the viewing public, and the winners'
names should be released and prizes awarded as soon as possible after

the close of the contest.

3. When advertising is accepted which requests contestants to sub-
mit items of product identification or other evidence of purchase of prod-
uct, reasonable facsimiles thereof should be made acceptable.

4. All copy pertaining to any contest (except that which is required
by law) associated with the exploitation or sale of the sponsor's product
or service, and all references to prizes or gifts offered in such connection
should be considered a part of and included in the total time allowances
as herein provided, (see Time Standards for Advertising Copy.)

Premiums and Offers

1. Full details of proposed offers should be required by the television

broadcaster for investigation and approval before the first announcement
of the offer is made to the public.

2. A final date for the termination of an offer should be announced
as far in advance as possible.

3. Before accepting for telecast offers involving a monetary consid-

eration, a television broadcaster should satisfy himself as to the integrity

of the advertiser and the advertiser's willingness to honor complaints
indicating dissatisfaction with the premium by returning the monetary
consideration.

4. There should be no misleading descriptions or visual representa-

tions of any premiums or gifts which would distort or enlarge their value

in the minds of the listeners.

5. Assurances should be obtained from the advertiser that premiums
offered are not harmful to person or property.

6. Premiums should not be approved which appeal to superstition

on the basis of "luck-bearing" powers or otherwise.

Time Standards for Advertising Copy

1. In accordance with good telecast advertising practices, the time
standards for advertising copy are as follows

:

2. Reasonable and limited identification of prize and statement of

the donor's name within formats wherein the presentation of contest

awards or prizes is a necessary and integral part of program content shall

not be included as commercial time within the meaning of paragraph 1.

above ; however, any oral Or visual presentation concerning the product or
its donor, over and beyond such identification and statement, shall be
included as commercial time within the meaning of paragraph 1. above.

3. The time standards set forth above do not affect the established

practice of reserving for station use the last 30 seconds of each program
for station break and spot announcements.

4. Announcement programs are designed to accommodate a desig-

nated number of individual live or recorded announcements, generally one
minute in length, which are carried within the body of the program and
are available for sale to individual advertisers. Normally not more than
3 one-minute announcements (which should not exceed approximately 125
words if presented live) should be scheduled within a 15-minute period
and not more than six such announcements should be scheduled within a
30-minute period in local announcement programs; however, fewer an-
nouncements of greater individual length may be scheduled, provided that
the aggregate length of the announcements approximates three minutes
in a 15-minute program or six minutes in a 30-minute program. In an-
nouncement programs other than 15 minutes or 30 minutes in length, the
proportion of one minute of announcement within every five minutes of

programming is normally applied. The announcements must be presented
within the framework of the program period designated for their use and
kept in harmony with the content of the program in which they are placed.

5. Programs presenting women's services, features, shopping guides,
market information, and similar material, provide a special service to

the listening and viewing public in which advertising material is an in-

formative and integral part of the program content. Because of these
specal characteristics the time standards set forth above may be waived
to a reasonable extent.

6. Even though the commercial time limitations of the Code do not
specifically prohibit back-to-back announcements such a practice is not
recommended for more than two announcements, either at station break
or within the framework of a single program.

7. Any casual reference BY TALENT in a program to another's
product or service under any trade name or language sufficiently descriptive
to identify it should, except for normal guest identifications, be condemned
and discouraged.
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8. Stationary backdrops or properties in television presentations show-

ing the sponsor's name or product, the name of his product, his trade
mark or slogan may be used only incidentally. They should not obtrude on
program interest or entertainment. "On Camera" shots of such materials
should be fleeting, not too frequent, and mindful of the need of maintaining
a proper program balance.

Dramatized Appeals and Advertising

Appeals to help fictitious characters in television programs by pur-
chasing the advertiser's product or service or sending for a premium
should not be permitted, and such fictitious characters should not be
introduced into the advertising message for such purposes. When drama-
tized advertising material involves statements by doctors, dentists, nurses
or other professional people, the material should be presented by members
of such profession reciting actual experience or it should be made apparent
from the presentation itself that the portrayal is dramatized.

Sponsor Identificalion

Identification of sponsorship must be made in all sponsored programs
in accordance with the requirements of the Communications Act of 1934,
as amended, and the Rules and Regulations of the Federal Communications
Commission.

REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES

The following REGULATIONS AND PROCEDURES shall obtain as

an integral part of the Television Code of the National Association of

Radio and Television Broadcasters:

I

Name
The Name of this Code shall be the Television Code of the National

Association of Radio and Television Broadcasters.*

n
Purpose of the Code

The purpose of this Code is cooperatively to maintain a level of tele-

vision programming which gives full consideration to the educational,

informational, cultural, economic, moral and entertainment needs of the
American public to the end that more and more people will be better served.

m
Subscribers

Section 1. Eligibility

Any individual, firm or corporation which is engaged in the operation
of a television broadcast station or network, or which holds a construction
permit for a television broadcast station within the United States or its

]

"Television Board. The Television Board is hereby authorized:—(4) to enact, amend and
promulgate standards of practice or codes for its Television members, and to establish such
methods to secure observance thereof as it may deem advisable; —'*. By-Laws of The Na-
tional Association of Radio and Television Broadcasters, Article VII Section 2, B. (4),
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dependencies, shall, subject to the approval of the Television Board of

Directors as hereinafter provided, be eligible to subscribe to the Television

Code of the NARTB to the extent of one subscription for each such station

and/or network which it operates or for which it holds a construction

permit; provided, that a non television-member of NARTB shall not be-

come eligible via code susbcription to receive any of the member services

or to exercise any of the voting privileges of a member.

Section 2. Certification of Subscription

Upon subscribing to the Code, subject to the approval of the Television

Board of Directors, there shall be granted forthwith to each such sub-

scribing station authority to use the "NARTB Television Seal of Good
Practice", a copyrighted and registered seal to be provided in the form of a
certificate, a slide and/or film, signifying that the recipient thereof is a
subscriber in good standing to the Television Code of NARTB. The seal and
its significance shall be appropriately publicized by the NARTB.
Section 3. Duration of Subscription

Subscription shall continue in full force and effect until thirty days
after the first of the month following receipt of notice of written resigna-

tion. Subscription to the Code shall be effective from the date of applica-

tion subject to the approval of the Television Board of Directors; provided,
that the subscription of a television station going on the air for the first

time shall, for the first six months of such subscription, be probationary,
during which time its subscription can be summarily revoked by an affirma-

tive two-thirds vote of the Television Board of Directors without the usual
processes specified below.

Section 4. Suspension of Subscription

Any subscription, and/or the authority to utilize and show the above-
noted seal, may be voided, revoked or temporarily suspended for television
programming, including commercial copy, which by theme, treatment or
incident, in the judgment of the Television Board constitutes a continuing,
willful or gross violation of any of the provisions of the Television Code,
by an affirmative two-thirds vote of the Television Board of Directors at
a regular or special meeting; provided, however, that the following con-
ditions precedent shall apply: (1) The subscriber shall be advised in

writing by Registered Mail of the charges preferred; (2) Such subscriber
shall have a right to a hearing and may exercise same by filing an answer
within 10 days of the date of such notification; (3) Failure to request a
hearing shall be deemed a waiver of the subscriber's right thereto; (4) If

hearing is requested by the subscriber, it shall be designated as promptly as
possible and at such time and place as the Television Board may specify.
Oral and written evidence may be introduced by the subscriber and by
the Television Code Review Board (hereinafter provided for). Oral argu-
ment may be had at the hearing and written memoranda or briefs may be
submitted by the subscriber and by the Television Code Review Board
The Television Board of Directors may admit such evidence as it deems
relevant, material, and competent and may determine the nature and length
of the oral argument and the written argument or briefs to be submitted.
The Television Board of Directors shall decide the case as expeditiously
as possible and shall notify the subscriber and the Television Code Review
Board in writing of the decision.
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Section 5. Additional Procedures

The Television Board of Directors shall, from time to time, establisii

such additional rules of procedure as, in its opinion, may be necessary for

the proper administration of the Code
;
provided, that special considerations

shall be given to the procedures for receipt and processing of complaints

and to necessary rules to be adopted from time to time, taking into account
the source and nature of such complaints; such rules to include precau-

tionary measures such as the posting of bonds to cover costs and expenses
of processing same; and further provided, that the Board of Directors

shall take the steps necessary to insure the confidential status of any
proceedings before it.

Section 6. Amendment and Review
Because of the new and dynamic aspects inherent in television broad-

cast, the Television Code, as a living, flexible and continuing document,
may be amended from time to time by the Television Board of Directors

;

provided that said Board is specifically charged with review and recon-

sideration of the entire Code, its appendices and procedures, at least mnn^

each year.

Section 7. Termination of Contracts

All subscribers on the air at the time of subscription to the Code shall

be permitted that period prior to and including the earliest legal can-
cellation date to terminate any contracts, then outstanding, calling for
program presentations which would not be in conformity with the Tele-

vision Code, provided, however, that in no event shall such period be longer
than fifty-two weeks.

IV

Hates

Each subscriber shall pay 'administrative' rates in accordance with
such schedule at such time, and under such conditions as may be determined
from time to time by the Television Board (see Article VII Section 2.B (3)
and (4) , By-Lmvs of the NARTB)

;
provided, that appropriate credit shall

be afforded to a television member of the NARTB against the regular dues
which he or it pays to NARTB-TV.

The Television Code Review Board
* Section 1. Composition

The Television Board of Directors shall establish a continuing com-
mittee entitled the Television Code Review Board, upon the promulgation
of the television code. The Review Board shall be composed of five members,
all of whom shall be from the Television membership of NARTB. Members
of the Television Board of Directors shall not be eligible to serve on the
above specified Review Board. Members of the Review Board shall be ap-
pointed by the President of the NARTB, subject to confirmation by the
Television Board of Directors. Due consideration shall be given, in making
such appointments, to factors of diversification of geographical location,

company representation and network affiliation. Those members appointed,
following promulgation of the Code, shall serve until immediately following

I

Amended February 4, 1953.
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the annual NARTB Convention of 1953. Immediately following the end of

the meeting in 1953 there shall be appointed three members who shall serve
for two years and two members who shall serve for one year starting at the
time of appointment.

Starting in 1954 and every even numbered year thereafter, two mem-
bers shall be appointed for two-year terms ; and then in every odd numbered
year thereafter, three two-year members shall be appointed.

Lunitaiion of Service

A person shall not serve consecutively as a member of the Review
Board for more than two two-year terms or for more than four years con-
secutively, after April 30, 1953.

Section 2. Quorum

A majority of the membership of the Television Code Review Board
shall constitute a quorum for all purposes unless herein otherwise provided.
Section 3. Authority and Responsibilities

The Television Code Review Board is authorized and directed

:

(1) To maintain a continuing review of all television programming,
especially that of subscribers to the television code of the NARTB; (2) to
receive, screen and clear complaints concerning television programming;
(3) to define and interpret words and phrases in the Television Code;
(4) to develop and maintain appropriate liaison with government agencies
and with responsible and accountable organizations and institutions;

(5) to inform, expeditiously and properly, a subscriber to the Television

Code of complaints or commendations, as well as to advise all subscribers
concerning the attitude and desires program-wise of accountable organ-
izations and institutions, and of the American public in general; (6) to
review and monitor, if necessary, any certain series of programs, daily pro-
gramming, or any other program presentations of a subscriber, as well
as to request recordings, aural or kinescope, or script and copy, with
regard to any certain program presented by a subscriber; (7) to reach
conclusions, and to make recommendations or prefer charges to the Tele-
^nsion Board of Directors concerning violations and breaches of the Tele-
•nsion Code by a subscriber; (8) to recommend to the Television Board
of Directors, amendments to the Television Code.

A. Delegation of Powers and Responsibilities

The Television Code Review Board may delegate, from time to time,
such of its above-specified responsibilities, as it may deem necessary and
desirable, to a Staff Group of the NARTB-TV.

B. Meetings

The Television Code Review Board shall meet regularly once each
quarter of the calendar year on a date to be determined by the Chairman.
The chairman of the Review Board may at any time on at least five days'
written notice call a special meeting of the Board.
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Film's Place in Color TV
As Viewed by Producer

Ziv Television Programs, Inc,

THE position of film in black and white

television is now self-evident. The
trend toward filmed television that began

four years ago has proceeded at an ac-

celerated pace. The exact proportion of

filmed shows to live shows is unimportant

all agree that film is a tremendously-

vital and important part of black and

white television programming.
But color is just ahead, and commg

faster perhaps than most people realize.

What will be film's position in color tele-

vision? Before we speculate, let's study

the facts as we know them.

The Ziv Company has been a pioneer in

the field of color films for television.

Since as long ago as early 1949, we have

been shooting color film on a regular

production basis. During those four years

we have used every existing color film

stock. We have exposed these various

emulsions under every conceivable light-

ing condition. We have tried all of the

time proven techniques, developed by the

motion picture industry, and pioneered

new lighting and photographic techniques

especially suitable to the television medi-

um. We have run literally hundreds of

tests in conjunction with the laboratories

to determine the proper method to obtain

prints from our negatives in order to

achieve maximum results in telecasting.

We have had an opportunity now to

run many of these tests over the tele-

vision color system. We have been able

to see for ourselves exactly which tests

looked best on the color tube. In short,

based on the actual production of 228

films in color, plus 286 separate and ad-

ditional color tests, we have developed a

technique of lighting, photography and
printing which we call Zivcolor, which
produces an excellent color picture.

Zivcolor produces as well a fine com-
patible black and white picture. Our
engineers and cameramen believe that it

is superior to the black and white pic-

ture from black and white prints.

As a result, we now have the proof

positive that color film made under the

proper conditions is perfectly adaptable
to the color television system. This is the
resounding affirmative answer to the
question you have heard so many times
during the past two years — "Will color
film work in color television?"

To all of us who have been literally

head over heels in color during the past
18 months, another point has become
clear, too. There has always been a wide
gap between the production values pos-
sible in the best television film as opposed
to the best television live shows. In color
television, this gap becomes even wider
and more pronounced. Painted backings
and scenery look false. Process shots look
faked and unreal. The wonderful color
that exists naturally in the finest exterior
locations just cannot be created artificial-

ly. Therefore, the mobility that has al-

ways been one of the great qualities of
film, the ability to take cameras into dis-

tant exteriors, into practical and exciting
interiors far removed from the studio,

these will enable us to bring to the tube,
through the medium of color film, an
area of color excitement and interest be-
yond the reaches of the live camera.

And just one final word of caution. Let
the entire industry not forget that color

is a wonderful adjunct, a great and won-
derful new addition to this modern the-
ater that is television. But it is not an
end in itself. A bad play in black and
white will not suddenly become a good
play simply because it is in color. Al-
though the audience will find eye catch-
ing interest in the fact that the leading
lady is wearing a beautiful red dress,
they will quickly become much more in-

terested in what that leading lady says.
A good play on the other hand, becomes

more thrilling and impressive by the ad-
dition of color presentation. We have
seen with our own eyes one of our
"Favorite Story" productions, which won
much critical acclaim everywhere in

black and white, ibecome even more dra-
matic >and satisfying in color.
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Major Steps Taken For

Audience-Sponsor Approval

THE wonderful "magic" of television

is no longer a parlor trick for the

average American viewer. Electronically,

it may still be "magic" to the average
viewer—but selection-wise, it certainly is

not. Viewers have become highly selective

in their choice of programming. They
now want a variety of good, substantial

video fare—and what's more—they get

it. And they get it because sponsors,

stations and networks are well aware of

this fact—^that in order to gain the great-

est number of viewers—a program must
offer top quality entertainment—of a

sort that will hold the viewer and bring
him back week after week.

ABC-TV knows this too—-and with this

in mind, has set out to gain the hearty
approval and endorsement of the public

and sponsors alike. The network took

major steps in this direction in 1953.

Nineteen hundred and fifty-three was
a year of signal significance highlighted

by itihe FCC-approved merger of the

American Broadcasting Company with
the United Paramount Theatres, Inc.

(in February), which resulted in the

formation of American Broadcasting-

tion Division as Vice President; and

John Daly, Vice President in charge of
Television News, Special Events and
Public Affairs.
The full effects of the merger unfolded

with the fall program schedule, ABC's
first major season since the merger.

Within a short period of time, ABC-TV
established undisputed leadership in the
field of drama. Four major drama series
were added to the new program schedule.
These are the United States Steel Hour,
Kraft TV Theatre, The Motorola TV
Hour and the new Sunday series, The
Mask.

Advertisers, anxious to establish a
franchise on the new ABC-TV, brought
many new programs and stars to our
audience. The fall program schedule at-

tracted twenty-three new national adver-
tisers who placed a record total of
$20,000,000 in gross annual television
billings—the greatest single volume ever
placed with the ABC-TV Network.

First, the network will move into early
morning programming on February 22
with a simulcast of Don McNeill and the
ABC Breakfast Club, a 20-year favorite
on radio.

ABC Television Network
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Network Efforts Aimed

At Daytime TV Audience

CBS Television

IN every way, 1953 has been an exciting

year for CBS Television. Total adver-

tising billings for the network enjoyed
a 40 per cent increase over 1952, the

greatest gain of any network. Station

outlets for our programs were more than
doubled, bringing to a total of 157 the

stations which next year will carry CBS
Television to the citizens of the United
States, Mexico, Canada, Alaska, Honolulu
and Cuba. Program quality was sustained
throughout the year, with CBS Television
dominating the top 10 shows on the air,

month after month. But the most impres-
sive development of the year has been
the undisputed supremacy whch CBS
Television has gained in daytime pro-
gramming.

From our year-end figures, we learned
that, during 1953, CBS Television broad-
cast nearly twice as many sponsored
hours of daytime television as the sec-

ond network. On a basis of 10 a.m. to

5 p.m., Mondays through Fridays, CBS
Television daytime billings averaged 50
per cent more than those of any other
network. And since April, 1953, CBS
Television has maintained a continuous
rating leadership in the daytime, finish-

ing the year with a 12-month average
nearly 30 per cent higher than the second
network.

This imposing record of growth could
not exist without sales, which last year
CBS Television delivered for sponsors
on an unprecedented scale. Much of this

merchandising success can be directly at-

tributed to our great daytime team of
personal salesmen — Arthur Godfrey,
Garry Moore and Art Linkletter—all of
whom set new individual records for
moving their sponsors' products during
1953. Their strength with the consumer
is well testified to by the fact that all of
the commercial time on their programs is

sold for months to come. This 'hard-hit-

ting team is rounded out with a fourth
member, personable Robert Q. Lewis,
who has moved into the 4:30 p.m. spot

on the network with a new show of his

own.
CBS Television has also built a. strong

feminine audience for its five daytime
serials, "Valiant Lady," "Love of Life,"

"Search for Tomorrow," "The Guiding
Light," and "The Brighter Day," de-
signed to provide the hooisewife v^rith

pleasant hours of diversion from her
housework. All of these shows are solidly

sponsored and provide a sound base for

our afternoon programming.

During the coming year, advertisers
will spend a record $8 billion to stimu-
late consumer buying. But for every dol-

lar spent in network television, they vdll

expect an unprecedented return in sales.

Many advertisers with modest budgets
will find the answer to their advertising
requirements in daytime television which,
now that receivers are installed in more
than 28,000,000 homes, is becoming an
increasingly profitable buy. For in this

low-cost medium, the advertiser can dem-
onstrate his product simultaneously to
millions of potential consumers at the
place where his product finds its ultimate
use—the American home. With the aid of
television's top salesmen, he can build a
direct pipeline to the greatest economic
force in our society—the American house-
wife. . ^^

The advertiser who ventures into day-
time television this year will be follow-
ing an upward trend in the viewing
habits of the nation. During 1953, aver-
age daytime viewing increased to 82 min-
utes daily, a rise of 34 per cent since the
end of 1951. This increase is the direct
result of better programs—strong enter-
taining network shows which hold the
attention of audiences for a longer pe-
riod each day, just as the highly creative
efforts of our Program Department at-
tract a constantly increasing number of
viewers.

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1953 Groundwork Promises

Profits Rise for '54

jN 1953 the Du Mont Television Net-

J_ work made excellent progress, most
important of all in some phases which
promise a substantial increase in bill-

ing's for next year.
Heretofore, the Network needed two

major items:
Production facilities which would en-

able it to handle the type of pro-
grams many of its sponsors wished
to air.

Ability to clear sufficient stations to

make such an investment a wise one.
In 1953 both of these were attained.

Our new Tele-Centre, described by
authorities as the finest production facil-

ity on the East Coast, went into use
and has already proved its ability to
mount the most elaborate productions on
an efficient and economical basis. The
Tele-Centre provides a smooth flow of
production giving every possible advan-
tage to cost-conscious advertisers.

Also in 1953, the Network developed
the largest television station roster in

the industry, with a total of 205 stations
at the end of the year. These included
178 formal affiliates and 27 outlets on
letter agreement. Through them the Net-
work can now reach virtually every tele-

vision set in the United States.

The Network's station clearances in
1953 were 50 to 100 per cent greater than
the year before. This enabled Du Mont
to put together some of the most exten-
sive commercial networks in television.

In December, Du Mont purchased sta-

tion KCTY in Kansas City—a move that
enables all divisions of the corporation
to pioneer in studying commercial and
technical problems peculiar to UHF. Our
organization thus became the first net-
work to embrace the new medium.

Gross revenues of the Broadcasting Di-
vision in 1953 were 30 per cent greater
than the year before, while Network bill-

ings rose 22 per cent—from $10,140,000
in 1952 to approximately $12,350,000 in

1953. Also, the Network was substantially
ahead of 1952 in sponsors signed and in
commercial hours telecast. Forty-three
national advertisers were served.

Each of the three Du Mont owned and
operated stations improved its position
during the year. WABD, New York, ap-
plied a successful new sales formula for
its participating programs, and had last-

half net billings which were 24 per cent
ahead of 1952, for the same months.

WABD became the city's third station
in dollar billings. WTTG, Washington,
moved into new and larger studios in

the Raleigh Hotel, continued as leader in

local programming with over 70 hours a
week, and had billings in 1953 which were
32.9 per cent ahead of 1952. WDTV,
Pittsburgh, prepared to move into ultra-

modern studios in the new Gateway
Centre early in 1954, and to increase its

effective radiated power to 100 kilowatts.
The station made the notable record of
producing 127 local shows weekly in

1953.
Du Mont's substantial expansion of

its station list in 1953 also sparked a
considerable increase in activity in the
cooperative program field, partly on tele-

phone company facilities and partly
through teletranscriptions. This field is a
steadily growing enterprise which should
continue to show gains in 1954.

The broadcasting division, which
pioneered in the development of closed
circuit television, expanded its activity by
offering a complete service in connection
with sales conferences, board meetings,
demonstrations of the arts and sciences,

entertainment programs and sporting
events. The closed circuit department co-

operated with the Atlantic Refining Com-
pany and the Esso Standard Oil Company
in the use of this video service to launch
new products before their national mar-
keting organizations.
The film syndication department, in its

second full year of operation, also saw
considerable growth in the volume of its

film sales to local stations and to adver-
tisers.

All of the advances by the Du Mont
organization in 1953 contributed greatly
to the industry's magnificent service to

the American people.

TED BERGMANN became director of the broad-

casting division of the Allen B. Du Mont Lab-

oratories, Inc., and managing director of the

Du Mont Television Network on January 1,

1954. Joining the Du Mont Television Network's

sales staff in 1947 as an account executive, the

first TV network sales group in the industry,

he rapidly became the web's top salesman and
has had an effective hand in signing most of

the major time contracts bought by national

advertisers since that time. He was made the

network director of sales in July, 1951, and its

general manager in July, 1953. He established

an impressive list of TV "firsts." His presenta-

tions were responsible for first bringing into

television sponsorship such important time

buyers as the P. Lorillard Company and Proc-

ter and Gamble. He helped develop the Drug
Store Television project which laid the pattern

for multiple-sponsorship of high-budgeted net-

work programs which is now widely followed.

More recently, he negotiated the contracts for

the first nation-wide pro football TV game
series for Westinghouse and a group of reg-

ional sponsors. As chairman of the Contract
Standardization Committee of the NARTB, Mr.
Bergmann was instrumental in helping to

standardize TV time contracts for the industry.

New York City-born, he started with NBC
radio in 1941 and presently is, at the age of

33, the youngest man to head a major ncrtional

TV organization.

AN exciting sales plan that differs radi-

cally from the buying and selling

design inherited from radio is unfolding
in the television industry.
Tm writing, of course, about the "mag-

azine concept"—the flexible new sales

pattern pioneered by NBC to help the
large advertiser use TV more fully and
effectively, offer the moderate budgeted
manufacturer the opportunity to parti-

cipate in the highest rated hits, and,
above all, put network television on the
media schedule of the small advertiser.
Make no mistake about it, the maga-

zine concept has arrived.

Basically, the plan is designed to head
the network advertiser away from single-

program sponsorship to a broader use of
the entire program schedule. Instead of
putting all his TV budget into one limited
audience show, the advertiser spreads it

across the network's varied program fare
to achieve greater audience penetration.
His advertising might be positioned in a
high circulation variety show, in a news
program, perhaps a women's daytime
show and in a special event of national
interest. The total dollar value might
equal what he would invest in a single
show, but the effect is the same as if the
advertiser branched out from the Satur-
day Evening Post and added the plus ex-
posure of Good Housekeeping, Life, Bet-
ter Homes & Gardens and Time. The
advertiser's commercials can be rotated
according to the market groups he is

most interested in reaching, and in the
ultimate pattern he can increase com-
mercials when he needs that extra sales
push and ease off at other times.

At NBC, 'Today," the network's early
morning news and special events tele-

vision program, was deliberately de-
signed and scheduled as a springboard
for the magazine concept. "Today" works
for advertisers of all shapes and sizes.
Commercial time can ibe ordered as late
as a day in advance of a "Today" show.
The client may order one or more par-

ticipations for any day or week of his

choosing. Local station cut-in announce-
ments can be arranged at nominal cost to
provide the audience with where-to-buy4t
price information.

Has the magazine concept as practiced
on "Today" 'been successful? Look at
the figures: In 1953, time billings on the
program topped the $5,000,000 level.

Ranging from little Appian Way Pizza
Pie to giant General Motors, "Today"
boasted of 90 different clients participat-

ing on the show during the year.
With "Today" a solid hit with audi-

ences, clients and agencies, NBC-TV took
a further step incorporating this new
theory of selling television time with the
introduction on March 1, 1954, of "Home"
—the mid-morning, hour-long electronic
magazine for women.

It is obvious that flexibility is a basic
feature and attraction of the entire

magazine concept operation. It is equally
clear that the job of supplying the pro-
grams, or editorial content, in the maga-
zine concept rests mostly with the net-
work. Talent and production costs being
what they are, and considering the rate
at which television burns up material, it

is necessary to centralize the source of
programming to stay within reason. Only
the network can divide up the operation
into cost units that make sense and at the
same time average out the hits and
misses.
With such a system of centralized

control, the network can afford to do
far more program experimentation than ^|
in the past, trying out new ideas and J'
testing new talent in the never ending
search to enrich the service to the Ameri-
can audience. Certainly, few advertisers
and no agencies can afford to run on-the-
air laboratories, yet both are quick to

agree that this experimentation is vital

to a healthy future for television.
Under the system of program control

that goes hand-in-hand with this stimu-
lating new magazine concept, the net-
works will be able to assume the burden.

DAVID SARNOFF

Chairman of ffie Boards of RCA and NBC

BRIG. GEN. DAVID SARNOFF,
chairman of the Boards of RCA and

NBC, entered the communicxttions

field as a messenger boy at the age

of 15. As the importance of radio

grew, he became successively Chief

Inspector, Assistant Traffic Manager,

and in 1917, Commercial Manager
of the Marconi Wireless Telegraph

Company of America. In 1919, when
RCA was formed, it acquired the

Marconi Company and appointed
General Sarnoff commercial man- SARNOFF

ager. During the following eleven

years, he advanced from Commer-
cial Manager to General Manager,

then Vice President, Executive Vice

President, and in 1930, at the age
of 39, he was elected president of

RCA. He was elected chairman of

the board and chief executive of-

ficer of RCA in 1947. During World

War II, he served as Special Con-

sultant on Communications to Gen-

eral Dwight D. Eisenhower at SHAEF
in Europe.

SYLVESTER L WEAVER, JR.

President of NBC
SYLVESTER L. WEAVER, JR., joined

NBC in the summer of 1949 as head
of television, after 23 years of out-

standing accomplishment in the ad-
vertising and broadcasting fields,

including service as advertising man-
ager of American Tobacco Company
and vice president in charge of radio

and television for Young and Rubi-

cam. After three years as Vice Presi-

dent in charge of TV for NBC, he
was made Vice President in charge
of both radio and television net-

works in the summer of 1952. In De-
cember, 1952, he was named Vice WEAVER, JR.

Chairman of the Board and in De-
cember, T953, he was elected NBC
President. Weaver was born in Los
Angeles and was graduated magna
cum laude from Dartmouth, where
he was elected to Phi Beta Kappa.
He started in radio as a writer, then

became program manager of the Don
Lee network in San Francisco. In

1935, Weaver came to New York,

where he joined Young and Rubi-

cam. During World War II, he spent
two years in the Navy in command
of an escort vessel.

ROBERT W. SARNOFF
Executive Vice President of NBC

Elected Executive Vice President of

NBC in December, 1953, ROBERT
WILLIAM SARNOFF joined the net-

work on January 1, 1948, as an ac-

count executive in the sales depart-
ment after three years of service in

the Navy, followed by three years
with the Cowles publications. After
serving NBC in a variety of capaci-
ties, including television production
manager and television program
sales manager, he was appointed
director of unit production for TV in

1951. It was in this capacity that he
launched "Victory at Sea," the
iomous NBC-Navy documentary of SARNOFF

the Navy's role in World War II, for

v/hich he received the Navy's Dis-

tinguished Public Service Award. In

June, 1951, he was elected a Vice
President of NBC and a year later

was placed in charge of the newly
created NBC Film Division. Sarnoff

was named executive assistant to

Sylvester L. Weaver, Jr. in Septem-
ber, 1953, and a month later was
elected to the NBC Board of Direc-

tors. He was born in New York City,

was graduated f^om Harvard and,
after a ^ecr at Columbia Law School
entered the Government service in

August, 1941.

As Prime Project For '54

EMPHASIS on color research and
equipment development will conltinue

in 1954 and laboratory equipment will be
installed and operated in a few major
market stations capable of the financial

luxury of color telecasts with few re-

ceivers. The basic pattern of expansion
will be in the direction of added stations,

higher power transmission in both UHF
and VHF, higher quality film and re-

corded program transmission and addi-

tional accessory equipment designed to

simplify operations.

The increasing availability of higher
powered UHF transmitters and improved
UHF television receivers may mark 1954
as the year when the terms UHF and
VHF become just plain television to the
viewing public and the UHF broadcaster
becomes competitive with VHF for the
advertising dollar on an equal basis.

Du Mont in 1953 proved that with
higher power and careful installation

UHF could be competitive with VHF.
The fruits of the study made at WGLV
in Easton, Pa., increased the assurance
to the UHF broadcaster of financial

success.
^^'^^

It takes little imagination to realize

that a truly nationwide competitive tele-

vision broadcast system is largely de-
pendent upon UHF for success. The
reason is simple. The Federal Commu-
nications Commission plans to license

many more UHF stations than VHF.
Of the approximately 2,000 stations now
possible under the FCC allocation plans,
more than two-thirds will be UHF. In
order that television service may reach
the nationwide scope planned, it is vital

for UHF stations to provide strong area
coverage.

Until recently, the rapid expansion of
UHF had been retarded by the lack of
high-power UHF transmitters and the
resulting inability of UHF stations to
provide strong local coverage. With high-
power UHF now available, stations in
the upper frequencies are now able to
transmit signals which are as strong,

as reliable, and as free from interference
as are VHF signals.

Advertisers therefore know that their
dollars spent for commercials and time
are resulting in sharp reproduction of
their programs and messages. Manufac-
turers are finding a stronger demand for
UHF receivers. Television networks can
rest assured that UHF affiliates can be
worthy and strong affiliates. And most
important, the American public on an
increasing scale is getting to know that
UHF provides good reception. Educa
tional television is also beginning to see
its opportunities for service realized.

^^^?)

Therefore, major expansion for the
equipment industry will have to be in
this field. Transmitter power then be-
comes the hub for continued growth and
1954 may mark the first year of ma-
turity for UHF transmission.

Color problems will not seriously dis-
rupt the television broadcast equipment
industry in this year of transition. The
broadcasters' demand for color equip-
ment should not be great considering
the projected limited hours of program-
ming and receivers that will be available.
It would appear that the major problem
lies in the receiver which must meet the
public's requisites of large screen, sim-
ple operation and price, the combination
of which represents a goal not obtain-
able in 1954.

The coming year will undoubtedly con-
tinue the growth trend of this industry
extending the nationwide service through
black and white. When color receivers
meet the needs of the public and are
capable of reproducing black and white
reception equal to that of a standard
monochrome receiver, the great rush
will be on. This will not be in 1954. An
excellent example of the public's attitude
may be found in the action of a Wyom-
ing man who wired associates in New
York his answer to the FCC's approval
of color. His wire read, "Color television?
Hell, we just want television, period."

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Films to Play Major Role

in Television Broadcasting

By ARCHIE MAYERS

Unity Television Corp.

To forecast the responsibility and fu-
ture use of films on television, one need
not resort to the crystal ball. There is

sufficient backgroiund, history and docu-
mentary evidence to furnish most of the
answers regarding the part that film has
played and will play in future telecast-
ing. However, before looking into the fu-
ture it may be well first to review the
past.

In the so-called early days of televi-

sion, assuming that 1946 would serve as
a springboard, the motion picture as rela-
ted to television was an orphan and step-
child; and quite often referred to as a
'dirty word' spoken of only in hushed
tones. And why not? Wasn't television

supposed ito be the electronic transmis-
sion of live figures and live shows? And
A^as it not the intention and hope of the
2onimercial producers to substitute live

television for mechanical devices, mean-
ing in one instance motion pictures ? This
certainly was the basic aim of television

but quite often theory is superseded by
reality. In the minds of many of the pro-
ducers and telecasters, reality represent-
ed that form of visual projection, reigard-

less of Whether it was ''live" or on film.

To project this viewpoint to a conclusion
of the present-day, facts and statistics

prove that motion pictures are as igreat

a reality as live shows, the only differ-

ence being that one is projected elec-

tronically from a live stage, whereas the
other is transmitted mechanically. Thus,
it poses the question "What Is The Dif-
ference?" Actually, there is no discern-

ible difference. It takes a practical ex-

pert and one highly attuned to these re-

spective arts to look at a screen and dif-

ferentiate between "live" and film. Given
a good positive print with intelligent un-
derstanding of the electronic arts, with
proper timing and projection, a play on
motion picture film serves the same pur-
poses as a live show without any of the
failures that quite often occur in live

production — particularly when one con-

siders that a motion picture film may be
edited, the rough spots removed and gen-
erally primed to perfection before it is
projected.

During the past seven years, the usage
of motion picture films on television has
grown beyond anyone's conception. From
1946 to 1948, film being considered a
stepchild, was mostly employed for pro-
gram fillers and standby usage. But in
1949 its practical and economical values
were "discovered." Most of the 108 sta-
tions on the air at that time developed
an awareness that motion pictures were
more than a substitute; it being divined
that motion pictures were the real Mc-
Coy. This discovery was no mere acci-
dent; it was ibased upon:

(1) Quick availability of many thou-
sands of shows. (2) Public acceptance of
predetermined values and star names.
(3) Ease of handling and operations, and
last but not least; (4) The economic as-
pect.

The latter had great significance to
station

^
operators, proigram directors,

teclhnicians and sponsors. They quickly
saw and determined that motion pictures,
having all of these qualifications, could
be purchased at a fraction of the cost of
live shows, could be obtained at a reason-
able portion of the rate card—and fur-
thermore, could be auditioned beforehand
to determine acceptability for the re-
spective markets. Also, a tremendous
economical factor not to be ignored is

the advantage of residuals, which may
be enjoyed only through film production
—and certainly not through live sihows.
Thus, the general idea of using motion
pictures on television (began to snowball,
and in the year 1950 grosses realized by
distributors and station time sales cata-
pulted into substantial figures. So the
momentum continued through 1951, 1952
and 1953, until the gross volume done
through motion pictures totalled in ex-
cess of thirty or forty million dollars for
1953.

WhereDoWe Go From Here?

And Where Is Here?

Bing Crosby Enterprises, Inc,

EACH new year or at the end of given

periods of stress or prosperity, as the

case may be, we read so many articles en-

titled, "Where Do We Go From Here."

It would seem fair to ask. Well, where
in '11 are you now? Certainly everybody
isn't in the same place even theoretically

and by no means economically or sales-

wise. Then too, it would seem sensible to

inquire, "Where does one want to go from
wherever one is?" In the business of tele-

vision, whether as producer, buyer or

user in any event, you are bound to be
somewhere else by the time you finish the
question because television, as one wag
put it, is the one business about which
you can't lie fast enough to keep up with
the truth. This factor of speed is so dy-
namic an element that where any of us
in TV may be going, including the spon-
sor, is not as important for the moment
as is the point, are we moving in the
right direction. The most fearful thing in

business is motion without direction, it

seduces the mind's eye with soothing pan-
oramic vistas while denying it the oppor-
tunity of reading the names on the
stations en - route and thus, pinpoint
somewhere looks just as good as passport
nowhere.

The purchasing of creative, productive
television material so often is hindered
by arid arguments as to which is best,

live or film, origination East or West, half
hour or quarter hour, etc., etc. No one
ever heard a "live" or a "film," a half
hour or a quarter hour. They heard people
and saw them doing and saying something
interesting or uninteresting, dynamic or
static. All too often, entirely too much
has already taken place before the think-
ing has been done and twilight has over-
taken the stillborn spirit of a promise
before the dawn of its acceptance by the
public it was supposed to serve.

Selling, through any medium, is a proc-
ess. There are no short cuts in human
emotion; it never changes; it only reacts
and the real problem of tomorrow is that

of retaining all of the human prerequi-
sites in the moving of minds while using
all of the mechanical means in the oper-
ational moving of merchandise. The
mechanics of operation cannot be suc-
cessfully used to effect confidence, im-
agination, intellect or the will itself.

Sales problems will be aided but will
never be solved by mechanical robotry.

The mind of man is a very strange
world

*Tis filled with equations oomplexive
Never indeed will its processes heed
Machines which would make it

indexive.

The profitable production and sale of
TV film will become increasingly more
complex in '54 and the years ahead. Com-
petitively, the business is bound to see an
increase of new producers and distribu-
tors. More star names from the motion
picture field will be seen in "starter"
series and the economic promise of bet-
ter days because of more markets will
be offset by an ever-increasing flow of
new product.
The action, will of necessity, be as dy-

namic in one area as the other. There
can be no "bleacher bleating" by money
at the expense of creative and production
quality, nor any creative or production
puerility because of lack of market in-
formation from the sales group, nor
must sales make any errors in opportu-
nistic advice based upon a quick dollar.

Properly integrated and activated team-
work of the character envisioned here will
give agency and client, local or national,
a service which will permit long-term as-
sociation so that should a specific pro-
gram have served the purpose, that con-
dition will be recognized by all, accepted
by all and the same group, along with
agency and client, will be ready with the
new show rather than with the axe which
cuts both the relationship and the ad-
vantages which can only come from long
term, efficient service and mutually profit-
able association.

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TV Film Distribution

Looks To Record Year

By MICHAEL SILLERMAN

TV film distribution in 1954 should

reach an all-time high. The phenom-
enal rise in the use of TV film by adver-
tisers, both national and local, indicate
the highly accelerated trend toward film.

According to the latest figures of the
NARTB, the average hours of film pro-
gramming exceed the average live hours.
This success of TV film may be attributed
to a combination of many factors, name-
ly: the advertiser has more flexibility

with TV film; the film operation cost

less and it permits the advertiser the
opportunity of getting better time avail-

abilities. In addition to these factors,

the TV syndicators have developed out-

standing merchandise programs to sup-
port their film series, thus, in effect, when
the advertiser purchases a TV film series

he also purchases a complete sales cam-
paign including star endorsement, a title

buildup and a long list of premiums
which will bear the product's name. TPA
as well as a few of the other leading film

distributors recognized the great value
of merchandising to the advertiser and
have developed intense promotions and
strong merchandising techniques which
were more than welcomed by sponsors
and the stations.

In terms of advertisers results, there
are dozens of success stories. Perhaps
the best evidence of their value is the
length of time some advertisers have
stuck with their programs. Even the blue-
chip advertisers are going more into TV
film. The huge operating cost of live net-
work shows are forcing certain types of
advertisers to TV film.

The market for the TV syndicators is

becoming larger and larger. In addition
to the fast trend toward film by the na-
tional and regional advertisers, there is

also the fact that many new stations are
opening or planning to open soon. There
were approximately 350 stations in 1953
and by the end of 1954 there should be
close to 600 stations actively broadcast-
ing. The opening of these new markets
and the increase of competing stations,

all of which are ready clients for syndi-
cated properties, should result in an im-
provement in the quality of product. The
residuals realized from this expanded
market will be put back into production
of new and better series.

The telefilm business emerged in 1953
as a sound and stable industry. TPA
launched its first product "Ramar of the
Jungle" with amazing success. In less
than three months *'Ramar" had been
sold m over 115 markets proving thatTPA m a short time had set up one of
the most powerful sales organizations in
the industry. TPA believes in concentrat-
ed selling policy, that is, to only sell one
product at a time. We believe that this
enables the salesman to become thorough-
ly acquainted with the product and give
a presentation that the advertiser will
be able to understand. By releasing only
one film at a time our organization has
been able to concentrate its efforts on
making that one film "click" and by click
we mean by doing the best possible sales
and merchandising job for the advertiser.
All our promotion efforts, all our services
are aimed at this objective. 1954 will
present a buyer's market in the entertain-
ment as well as in the commercial sense.
There is a new type of individual sitting
before the TV set in ever increasing num-
bers. He is the selective viewer. We are
gearing all our efforts towards this view-
er for our new 52-week series "Your
Star Showcase" hosted by Edward Ar-
nold. We screened 345 plays before se-
lecting 45 we considered worth showing.
To these we are adding 7 new plays.

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Morning Radio Programming;

A Pattern for AM Stations

By SAM SLATE

WCBS, New York

RADIO is anything but a static busi-

ness and even though WCBS has
been New York's top station for a long
time we've made a number of program
changes the past two years.

Our first problem was to find a ''dif-

ferent" disc jockey for the 5:00 to 6:00
P.M. time slot. He had to be different as
he'd be in direct competition with Martin
Block and Art Ford, two long established
performers.

I interviewed talent and listened to

audition discs from all parts of the United
States for several weeks. Finally John
Henry Faulk came to see me and I decided
he was the ideal person for this time
period. Faulk had an interesting back-
ground. He'd been a professor at the Uni-
versity of Texas, had two degrees and
specialized in Americana and folk music.
He had a decided Texas drawl, an ability

to tell both folk and "tall tales," and a
rather unusual viewpoint on everyday
events.
Johnny made his debut on December 17,

1951 and has become one of the station's

best liked personalities.

The next problem was our morning
schedule. It was obvious there was too

much talk and not enough music. It was
my belief that having music by a person-
ality, combined with news, would be
proper programming. I suggested to Gen-
eral Manager Carl Ward that we cut Bill

Leonard's "This Is New York" from 45
minutes to a half-hour. He agreed, and
we put in a live musical show, that meant
WCBS programming would be a half

hour of talk and a half hour of music. In

April, 1952, a leading singing star, song
writer and entertainer made her bow on
WCBS in the person of Joan Edwards,
today rated the to^p morning show among
the local network stations in the Metro-
politan area.
A short time later we were ready for

another change. We still felt that there
was still too much talk on the morning
schedule. More music was wanted and so

we brought in Bob Haymes in August,
1952. Haymes was programmed for the

8:15-9:00 A.M. spot, preceding "This Is

New York." At the same time WCBS
acquired an additional 25 minutes in the
afternoon and we promptly filled it with
author-lecturer, Emily Kimbrough.

We next decided that the "Jack Ster-

ling Show," on the air from 5:30-7:45

A.M. Monday thru Saturday, needed a

"shot in the arm." In October, 1952, we
added a 5 piece live musical unit, the El-

liott Lawrence group, that gave the pro-

gram live musical lead-ins for commer-
cia.s and records, and which built the

show materially.
As the WCBS morning programming

shapes up today, we have one hour and
fifteen minutes more music in addition to

live units. Joan Edwards and Bob Haymes
are stars in their own right. They write
their own music and sing as well. In
the afternoon we have 50 minutes more
music than was on the air prior to the
fall of 1951.

From a news standpoint, we have put
in five minutes of news at 6:00, 6:30, 7:00,

and 7:30 A.M., as well as at 5:00 P.M.
In addition, our "Let's Find Out" pro-
gram, a show that turns the snotlight of

interest to New Yorkers every Sunday
from 12:00 Noon to 12:30 P.M., has buill

tremendous public service.

Our "all-night show," which went on
the air early this year, has increased list

ener interest. We were fortunate in find-

ing a sponsor in American Airlines. Tak-
ing a look at the comnetition we decided
to put in semi-classical music and add
five minutes of news every hour on the
hour, running from midnight to 5:00 A.M.
We are extremely careful about

our selection of music. We are always try-
ing to give our listeners the type of music
we think they want. Our policy is to stay
clear of novelty discs in the morning, play
as many top ten and all time standards
as possible and use the type of music
that blends with Faulk's humor.

Bright Future Seen

For Transcription Services

I'M sure it's no news to anyone in the
broadcasting industry that we're now

going through a period of transition.
Bound up as it is with the industry, RCA

An Independent View

Of TV Film Syndication

By EDWARD D. MADDEN

Motion Pictures for Television

USUALLY, the spokesman for film syn-

dication in a piece like this is the
head of a film syndication operation al-

lied with a television network. In s"uch

cases the gentleman in question is al-

ways conscious of his network affiliation

and cannot speak with real freedom
about film syndication. Speaking for a
leading independent in the film syndica-
tion field I have no such inhibitions.

Let's start with the fact that the qual-
ity of film syndication shows is being up-
graded to the point where in story, cast
and production value, they are in many
cases the equal of, and in some cases
superior to, the network film shows. If

this starts anyone on a rebuttal line, let

him first carefully examine the rating
records of film syndication shows vs.

film and live network shows market by
market. He will be in for some distinct

surprises. In many areas, including the
biggest television population markets,
film syndication shows, in what might
be termed "fringe" time are achieving
ratings equal to, and in some cases
superior to, network film and live shows.
Some of these ratings are so good that
you will find cases in individual markets
where the station has opened up really

prime evening time for film syndication
shows.

In addition to the overall quality of the
syndicated film show noted above there
is an important plus in terms of the at-

titude of the regional and national spot
sponsor and his approach to the local-

level merchandising, publicity and sales

promotion support of his show. Despite
the quantity of able manpower in the
publicity operation of any network, they
cannot hope to equal the performance of

a team composed of a regional adver-
tiser, his agency, and the film syndicator.

Today there is an increasing trend on
the part of network advertisers to turn
to national spot placement of their tele-

vision dollars through the avenue of film

syndication. This is not only due to the
"must buy" market policy of the net-

works and its impact on total advertis-
ing appropriations, but is also brought
about by the much greater flexibility

given to the advertiser in putting his
television advertising pressure where he
needs it most and where it can be most
productive for him.

The swing over to color film has been
progressing steadily in the film syndi-
cation field. The tremendous importance
of the impact color will make on the
consumer has alerted the advertisers and
agencies to prepare for the beginning of

a new cycle. There are many practical
applications to merchandising and sell-

ing at retail to be considered for the
color TV audiences of the near-future.
Color advertising will make any and
every commercial attractive. The great
increase in self-service retail stores in

almost every product classification makes
brand identification outstandingly im-
portant.

The networks have done a fine job in

promoting the importance of color, even
though there has been some criticism in

certain quarters that they have not been
as attentive as they might be to the
proper means of projecting color film.

I think this is an unfair criticism be-

cause, to my knowledge, they are all ex-
perimenting with proper projection tech-
niques for color film and I believe, are
just as anxious to lick this problem as
anyone in the film syndication field. The
real engineering pros in the business
will tell you that any color film that pro-
jects well on direct viewing will come
through satisfactorily on the television

system and that it's only a matter of
time until they have the projection
problem thoroughly in hand. For ooir

part, we are so convinced of this that
we are in production in color with
"Duffy's Tavern" and "Junior Science."
We will shift to color on "Janet Dean,
Registered Nurse" this year and produce
"Paris Precinct" in color, starting May-
first. So when color TV homes are avail-

able in quantity during the fall of 1955,
our clients will be there first.

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Musical Commercials Gain

Stature As Sales Technique

THE penetration of the musical com-
mercial — on the buying- habits of

the American public — is one of the
phenomena of advertising. Once the hy-
brid of broadcasting and the butt of

critics' jibes, it's emerged not only as an
important medium of the advertising
world, but also as big business.

Gone are the days when every mother's
son from BrookljTi to Boise fancied him-
self a copy man and a musician, forcing
sales lyrics to music and music to sales

lyrics. Gone, too, is the monotonous ran-
sacking of public domain tunes — on all

levels: local, regional, and national

—

that dissipated all sponsor identification

in the deluge of product confusion and
triteness of music.

It would be a blatant over-statement
to contend that the era of such irritating

musical commercials is over. But the out-
look for 1954 is most promising, and
more promising as one views the widen-
ing horizon of the television picture. For
television — more than any other mass
medium — is establishing a national
standard of quality that invites compari-
son. It is the only selling medium that
impinges both on the eyes and the ears
of the public, making a two-fold impact.

It's an impact that is also intimate,
going into the hearts of homes in their

most relaxed moments when faculties —
free of outside influence — are most
critical. This intimacy of impact psy-
chologically establishes every viewer as
supreme arbiter of the good, the bad,
and the mediocre entertainment, com-
mercial or otherwise. If a viewer sees
and hears an excellent musical commer-
cial for a national beer, let us say, that
is entertaining, in good taste, and fea-

turing talent, musically and vocally,

equal to the best popular recordings, he— consciously or unconsciously — asso-
ciates the quality of the television com-
mercial with the quality of the product.

On the other hand, if — later in the
evening — he sees a television commer-
cial for a local or regional beer that is in-
ferior to the television commercial of the
national beer, he again — by the same
psychological process — associates the
inferior quality of the television com-
mercial with the product, though it may
not be necessarily true.

This is one of the factors that ac-
counts, in part, for the national growth
of the musical commercial as a standard
advertising technique.

Today, advertising agencies, servicing
local and regional clients, demand and
buy — on the whole — the same high
quality radio and television musical com-
mercials for local and regional advertis-
ers as those usually purchased for the
national advertiser.

But probably the main factor respon-
sible for the expansion and growing pres-
tige of the musical commercial field is

the men who have made it a business
that commands the respect of sponsors
and advertising agencies, many of whom
have established musical commercial de-
partments, though these agencies, too,

frequently call in outside firms, as ours,
for example, on particular assignments.

Recognizing the highly specialized tal-

ents that go into the creation of effective

musical commercials, agencies and spon-
sors also know that it is neither accident
nor chance that dictates the effectiveness
of a musical commercial; but the blood,
sweat, tears, and often sleepless nights
of men trained in advertising, public
psychology, meter, and music.

It's this training that's behind the new
direction sales technique of the musical
commercial's foremost practitioners. It's

a technique that utilizes and embraces,
in originating musical commercials, not
only sales impact of performance and
sales impression created; but also the
highly important bonus impression that
accrues to a sponsor every time someone
whistles, hums, or sings the melody of
the musical commercial thereafter.

IN 1953, as in each of the previous 14 years of its active corporate
existence, Broadcast Music, Inc., continued to increase its repertoire

of performing rights and to develop further its many services to all

licensees.

During the past year, authors, comiposers and publishers affiliated with
BMI made significant contributions to all fields of American music. BMI
licensed material has continued to appear among the most performed
music on radio and TV. Extensive juke box use of BMI music is indicated
by the fact that for the fourth consecutive year BMI songs not only took
top awards in all categories of the Cash Box magazine pole but scored
50 out of 76 positions. Last year 15 BMI licensed or published songs ap-
peared on *'Your Hit Parade," holding 131 out of a possible 364 positions.

BMI also made gains in its non-radio licensing activities, concluding
agreements with members of the National Ballroom Operators Association
and issuing contracts to cover motion picture intermission music.

Another valuable aspect of BMI service has been the BMI Program
Clinics, held throiughout the United States and Canada. These clinics were
initiated in 1951, and the 137 clinics presented in three years have drawn
a total attendance of nearly 12,000. (Current year, 1954, not included.)

During 1953 we devoted further effort to develop an awareness of con-
temporary foreign composers and their music as well as that of American
composers. The first major concert of all-Canadian music ever to be held

in the United States was sponsored by BMI, conducted by Leopold
Stokowski at Carnegie Hall. BMI's subsidiary, Associated Music Publishers,

Inc., while maintaining its position as an outstanding representative of

major European music catalogues, increased its output of leading American
contemporary music. Through our agreements with European performing
rights societies, other outstanding works by foreign composers and pub-
lishers have been popularized in the United States by many BMI affiliated

publishers.

During 1954 we at BMI will continue our efforts, through energetic

competition, promotion and service, on behalf of music of all types

—

popular and concert. For in only that way can anyone aid in the growth
of all musical creativity in the United States.

Dual Operator Evaluates

Impact of Television

By EDWARD LAMB

Edward Lamb Enterprises, Inc.

WE no longer talk about the future of

television as "tremendous" or even
"fantastic." We realize clearly enough
that the video industry has now become
almost national in scope and in the fore-

seeable future it may become globe en-

circling.

Although we accept the sound-sight
medium as a part of our daily living

pattern, we must not lose sight of certain

elementary truths. Its use in politics, in

education and in entertainment will in-

crease and become much more effective.

For half a dozen years video has proven
that it is the world's ideal way to dem-
onstrate merchandise under almost per-
fect conditions before a mass audience.
At the outset we learned to our surprise
that regardless of the hour of the day or
night we have a certain numher of view-
ers in attendance. Now, through the test
of trial and error, we have found certain
times during the broadcast day much
more suitable than others for the sale of
certain products.

But as the number of stations and the
broadcast hours increase, our viewing
friends have become much more selective.
I don't say that the largest number of
viewers will turn to the best programs.
Folks may not turn from a variety show
to an opera, and they don't dial a worth-
while educational program in preference
to watching the antics of an alleged
comedian.

None of us are soothsayers and none
there are who can outline the course of
future commercial trends. As broadcast-
ers we must, of course, perfect our own
product. We can adopt efficiency, economy
and good business practices.

There are many signs abroad of slack-
ening retail activities. And yet, as many
businesses become more competitive,
there are reasons to believe that adver-

tising media, at least those elements
which are built solidly, may survive and
even prosper.
We'd kid ourselves not to admit that

there are going to be a lot of casualties
among the TV broadcasters. Even now
we see more frequently the "For Sale"
signs appearing in the broker's port-
folios. And the marginal operators will

be counted among the dead ducks irre-

spective of the part of the broadcast
spectrum they occupy.

We're trying in our operations to im-
prove programming to the extent that
each operation is much more closely wed
to every phase of community life. We
believe that additional competitors will

be a good thing for us—if we have sense
enough to broaden our base and make
our media a more essential part of local

affairs.

Again, we're trying to get and stay in

sound financial condition. We're pouring
every available dollar into improvement
of property and personnel. Being too
deeply in hock to the banks, or equipment
suppliers, just as being over-staffed with
needless labor, pointed the road to dis-

aster when the last depression started.

Of course, the ownership of the second,
the third or even the tenth radio or TV
operation diversifies and strengthens
each. Every businessman is conscious of

the savings derived from multiple opera-
tion. There are some activities we can
handle from a central office, like relation-

ships with the networks and placement of

advertising. Other experiments, like bill-

ing from the central office, just haven't
turned out successfully.
As long as we keep a station keyed

to local needs, and under aggressive lead-

ership, we can see that each is a training
ground providing expanded opportuninty
for each employee.
