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While T was staying in London with my daughter after Geneva, |
have been doing some research about the death of Netaji Subhash Chander Bose,

a subject which has been clouded by the leftist in WB for their narrow political
interests.

Respected Vajpayee Ji,

I enclose copy of two important documents which confirm the death of Netaji.
British always considered Netaji as the greatest enemy of the ‘Raj’. The British
got the initial enquiry about the death of Netaji by a Commission appointed by
the Supreme Commander of the Allied forces in South Asia. This Commission
was appointed immediately after the air crash. The report dated October 18,
1945 may kindly be seen which confirms the death of Netaji.

It would therefore be advisable, if
the Government of its own or through some Public Interest Litigation, obtains
orders from the Supreme Court of India confirming the death of Netaji Subhash
Chandra Bose, allowing the Government to bring the ashes and observe national
mourning.

1. In accordance with the request contained in the above
telegram a very thorough inwestigation has been conducted in
Tokyo to eatnbiinh the precise details of the eircumstances
surrounding the reported death of Subhas Chandra Bose.

2 As o result of a series of interrogations of individuals
nomed in the following paragraphs it is confirmed as certain

that S.C.Bose djed in o TATHCKU Military Hoagii_:al(MMMON;Wara) i
some' time between 4900 hours and 2000 hours local time on the
18th August, 1945. The cause of death was heart foilure resulting
fromﬁmgitiple burns and shock.

1A (a) Lt Col NONOGAKI: This person was a passenger on the
same plane with Bose from Séigon onwards. “He related the story -
of the orash in great detail and drew a sketch showing the :
osition of the crew and passengers(attached hereto as Appendix #:).
he aircraft was a K.21 heavy bomber(Sally). Just after taking
off the Taihoku air strip en route to Tokyo at about 1E50vhours
on the 48th August 1945, there was a sudden explosion in the port
engine: which broke off from the main plane causing the aireraft
to go into a spin and orash to the ground, just off the end of
the runway. e fuselage burst open and the petrol tanks exploded
on impact with the ground.

One of the suggestions made by Shri B.R. Tamta in his letter is that a
Trust may be set up in the name of the Netaji Subhash Chander Bose and an
appeal may be made to the countrymen to donate generously to the Trust in the
memory of the great patriot so that his huge statues may be installed at Red Fort
and India Gate. This Ministry is concerned with only this part of the suggestion.

In this connection, it is submitted that one statue of Netaji Subhash
Chandra Bose is already there at the Subhash Park (near Jama Masjid), Darya
Ganj. In May,97, the then Chief Minister of NCT of Delhi had requested that
this statue be shifted to a site in front of the Red Fort. The request of the Chief
Minister was discussed in a meeting taken by the Prime Minister on 30-7-97 and
in. accordance with the decision taken in the meeting the matter was placed
before the Cabinet in July,97. In the Note for the Cabinet dated 31-7-97, it was
high lighted that Ministry of Defence, Deptt. of Culture, CPWD and Delhi
Urban Art Commission as well as this Ministry are not in favour of shifting of’
the statue to a place opposite Red Fort. The matter was considered by the
Cabinet in its meeting held on 5-8-77 who directed that status-quo be
maintained.

In his subsequent letter addressed to Hon’ble PM dt. 8" May,98 the then
Chief Minister requested for reconsideration of the proposal of the Govt. of
- NCT of Delhi for shifting of the statue of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose to the
site opposite the ramparts of the Red Fort or alternatively to consider installation
of a new statue of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose in front of Chandni Chowk.
Since, the Cabinet had already decided in August,97 for maintaining status-quo
and there was no change in the facts and circumstances of the case, the issue
could not be reconsidered.
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As regards installation of a new statue of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose in
front of Chandni Chowk, Govt. of NCT of Delhi was requested on 7-9-98to
fulfill the conditions and furnish certain clearances laid down in the guidelines
in regard to installation of statue approved by the Cabinet in its meeting held on
3-10-56 before the matter can be considered by the Central Government. A
definite proposal in this regard is, however, still awaited from the Govt. of NCT
of Delhi. A report apprising the position in this regard was sent to the PMO
vide this Ministry’s O.M. of even number dated 18-6-98.

In view of the position explained above, it would be difficult to consider
installation of a statue of Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose at Red Fort. There is
also no proposal in this Ministry for installation of statue of Netaji Subhash
Chandra Bose near India Gate. It is, therefore, felt that it would not be in the
fitness of the things to consider the suggestion for making appeal to the
countrymen for donating for installation of the statue of Netaji Subhash Chandra
Bose.
