The
tw. first counws in the indicUBent are unde
nable. New Orleans is dufl and dreary, be-
cause half the population is abseot {n sum-
mer, and we are destitute alike of the bustle
«f commerce, and the allarements of the
1heatrs, the comcert and ball. But we pmt
in  decided demurrer to tbe charge of in-
supportuble heat Thoss who travel North-
ward know that the summer 1 New York,
Bostan, Philadelphia and Baltumore ia infi-
nitely more sppresstve thaa l New Orleans.
Suffucating days and hbeavy, breezsless
nights are the characteristics of the hot sea-
son in the former places ; whereas, with us,
however fervid may Do the rays of the san,
no svoner does he set thanm a delicions and
invigorating breeze aprings up, refreshing the
ianguid frame, and rendering tbe night pro-
pitious for undisturbed repose. We have
tried the North in our time, and cawr oonsci-
entiously declare that iis symmer climate is
not to be compared with ours. Thiak of the
wretched demizens of New York and Phila-
delphia liquefring slowly ucder & tempora
ture of 4x?—ihe torture of the broiling day
prolonged into the anguisb of the sleepless
night—gtery hot without iatermission for &
week. during which epeoch of sorrow people
literally paot for breath. The man, therefors,
who flies from Neow Orleans to seek a oooler
atmosphere in any of the Northern cities,
commits an egregious piece of folly. He
15 abaut as wise a8 the horse who rushes
1uto the flunes to escape the fire.

Quite a number of our people are iu the
habit of going North, less with a view of tem-
poranly sojourning in the great cities, than
of repaizing to the watering ptuces and other
resorta of weaithy and fashionabie Jife. This
1< another common error. If & man is un-
wiling to spend his summer here—s reluct-
ance we by no means dasrs unreasouable—
be can find within a few hours distaaos of the
city a dozen delightful spots, situated op the
sea-shore, where he will breathe a purer sr,
enyoy a beller diet, and secare more of the
appliances of health sod strength than he
cau posaibly fnd at any of the boasted wa-
tering places of the North. And this, too,
at less than half the expense’! Why should
any one in the pursuit of the delusive phan-
towm, pleasure, or with the faliacious hope of
(Maiming repose and rest, repair 1o the
crowded hotels of Saratoga, or Ballston,
whare the kaus tew maintainr a ceaseless round
of frivolous and  wearisome z2musement;
where fashionable folly presides. and whers
comfort is unknown, and health the smallest
possible conzideration? The simpleton wastes
11 one of these jaunts thrice the amount ke
would vxpend st Puss Chnstian, Biloxi, or
any of the villages which stud the shorea of
Lake Borgme, and at the same lime throws
awar 10 idle and proftiess dissipation that
Ifinitely more precious huon--health.

We have often wondered at the proneugess

supporters of Southern iasfiutions at that—
t . 1avish theic mosey ou the North, when.
by regiainiag o the Scuth, they can obtain
