1878, and became President ten years later,
succeeding the Rev, Dr. Willlam Thomp-
son.

President Hartranft has received the de-
gree of D. D. from Rutgers College. His
work in this c¢ity has been of great impor-
tance, both from. theological and sociolog-
-ical points of view. The Hartford School

of Soclology was founded by him two years
ago. During the first year the curriculum
embraced lectureships in thirty different
flelds, and there are sixty lecturers, wheo
have been assigned to work in this year’s
course.
