If

you have occasion later on to write us about the order give post-office address under which it was mailed. Orders are filed

by post offices, so if you give a different post-office address in writing it is difficult for us to find the order.
WE ACKNOWLEDGE'ORDERS when received unless the order, or some part of it, is to be sent at once or within

a day or so. If any part is mailed right out that answers as an acknowledgment or if goods can be sent at once or very
soon by freight or express we send acknowledgment and notice of shipment at the same time, enclosing Bill of Lading.

WE SEND LARGE SHIPMENTS BY FREIGHT unless otherwise instructed. See table of freight rates below. We
have three railroads here at Madison, Chicago and Northwestern, Chicago, Milwaukee and St. Paul and Illinois Central.

CUSTOMERS PAY TRANSPORTATION CHARGES on all goods unless they are offered postpaid. Small shipments
will be sent by express rather than freight.

GOVERNMENT GRADED. Our Seed Potatoes are Government Graded. That means we use the rules for
grading established by the U. S. Dept, of Agriculture. The specifications are as follows:

“U. S. Grade No. 1. This grade shall consist of sound potatoes of similar varietal characteristics, which are practi-
cally free from dirt or other foreign matter, frost injuryf sunburn, second growth, cuts, scab, blight, dry rot, and damage
caused by disease, insects, or mechanical means. The minimum diameter of potatoes shall be one and seven-eighths ( 1 % )

inches.’’

“U. S. Grade No. 2. This grade shall consist of potatoes of similar varietal characteristics, which are practically
free from frost injury and decay, and which are free from serious damage caused by dirt or other foreign matter, sun-
burn, second growth, cuts, scab, blight, dry rot, or other disease, insects, or mechanical means. The minimum diameter
shall be one and one-half (IV2 ) inches.’’

All the potatoes we offer are of “U. S. Grade No. 1’’ unless otherwise specified. These of course run pretty good
sized with no small ones at all. We have a limited quantity of No. 2 Grade of some varieties and they make very de-
sirable seed as they are just like No. 1 except in size.

This is certainly the corn to plant in the northern counties of Wisconsin if mature ripe corn is wanted. All who
have tried it out in that part of the state are very enthusiastic over it.

The County Agent of Oconto County writes regarding Wis. No. 25 com.
“I picked ripe seed corn on George Lemorande’s farm in the town of Spruce, Oconto County, on August 20th and

he tells me that it had been ripe for several days then. It is at least two weeks earlier than the No. 12 grown next to it

in the same field. The No. 12 which I am comparing it to, was seed corn that has been acclimated to our community and
it is as early as any No. 12 I know of.’’

writing this page. In fact Wisconsin leads all the states in amount of clover seed produced. Illinois comes next
with 335,000 bushels, while Ohio is placed at 195,000 bushels, Indiana 142,000, the total crop for the whole
country being 1,760,000 bushels.

The clover crop of the United States is after all only 30 percent greater than for 1919, while the present price is

less than half what it was one year ago. It would seem fo us that conditions hardly justify the present low prices

and we certainly believe that clover will be higher. Our judgment is that the sooner our customers buy the less it

will cost them.
We use the utmost care in buying to keep clear of seed containing buckhorn and dodder. These two noxious weeds

are very common in clover. Right here we want to warn our customers against buying clover seed that has not been
tested. Fortunately for the farmers we have a very stringent seed law here in Wisconsin. All field seeds must be tested

for both purity and germination and the tags must show the tests. If any noxious weeds are present that must be shown.
Do not buy cheap untested clover seed. It is the worst kind of folly. You can do untold damage to your farm in

a single season. Buy Olds’ tested re-cleaned seed and know what you are getting.
