PREFACE

:I' he present Report shows the activities, during the fiscal ye;r 1936—37 (April 1, 1936
to March 31, 1937), of different services conducted by the Direction General of Postal
Money Orders and Savings Banks, namely, money orders, postal savings, custody of
bonds, postal checks and transfers, payment of various pensions granted by the State,
receipt and payment of the State revenues and expenditures and miscellaneous money
as regards the Department of Communications and the Postal Administrations of the
Colonies, handling at post offices of the State Treasury’s money.

For the population adopted in the tables of this Edition, the authority is varying
according to the districts, as follows: for Japan proper, the estimated population at the
date of October 1, 1936, published by the Cabinet Statistics Bureau, for Tybsen and
Taiwan, the census taken by the State at the date of December 31, 1935, and for
Karahuto, Nan’y6 and the Kwantung Province and S. M. R. Z. the census taken by
respective  Governments at the date of October 1, 1935, April 1, 1936 and December
31, 1936, respectively. As for other years, the population is the result of the census or
the estimate of said Bureau, or of investigation of the relative Administration.

In the tables contained in this Report, fractions of yen up to 49 sen were ignored,
reckoning fifty sen and over as a whole yen, so that there may possibly be a slight
difference between the total of a table and the exact total sum of the figures as contained
in the columns of the same table.

The mark A as put in the tables indicates decrease and the mark — shows that there
is nothing to be stated, or that a reliable datum is unobtainable and the mark O shows

that the result is neither increase nor decrease or that the ficure as deserves the entry is

not obtained,

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KINDS OF ORDERS AND LIMIT AS TO THE AMOUNT.

As in operation in September, 1937,

There are three kinds of money orders, namely, ordinary money orders,
telegraph money orders, and postal orders. Maximum amount of a single
order is 300 yen for an ordinary order, 500 yen for a telegraph order, and
20 yen for a postal order. The maximum, however, is 1,000 yen for an
ordinary money order issued in liquidation of a sum collected in respect
of a C.O.D. postal article.

The amount of ordinary and postal orders can not contain a fraction of

sen, while a fraction of yen must not be attached to the amount of tele-

graph money orders.

SPECIAL HANDLINGS.

1. Transfer by crossing.—A money order may be made payable to a
bank only by crossing the order, that is by putting two parallel lines on its
back, and furthermore, made payable to a certain bank only by designating
the bank between the lines.

2. Suspension of payment.—The remitter of an ordinary money order
can apply, at the time of issue, for suspension of payment of his order for
any period as he may fix.

3. Conveyance of orders.—The remitter of a money order can apply,
at the time of issue, for conveyance of his order by the post office.

4. Conversion into a deposit for postal transfer account.—A money
order may be made a deposit to be credited to a postal transfer account.

5. Stoppage of payment.—The remitter of an ordinary or a telegraph
money order can apply for stoppage of payment of his order, the necessary
advice being sent by mail or telegraph at his choice.

6. Repayment.—The remitter of a money order can apply for repay-
ment of his order.

7. Advice of payment.—By applying at the time of issue, a remitter
can obtain, by mail or telegraph, an advice of payment of his order. After

the time of issue he can ask for enquiry of his order.
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8. Poste restante.—A telegraph money order may be made payable
poste restante at the paying office, in case the exact address of the payee
is not known to the remitter on account of the former’s travelling or other
circumstances.

9. Urgent advice and express delivery of a telegraph order.—If desired
by a remitter at the time of issue, an advice of a telegraph order can be trans-
mitted by urgent message and, in case the post office of issue or payment
is not a telegraph office, being connected by ordinary mail service only, the
remitter can have the relative money order telegram sent by immediate delivery
or express delivery. When a telegraph order is to be delivered to the payce

by ordinary mail, the remitter can apply for immediate delivery or express
delivery of the order.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY.

The period of validity of an order is 60 days from the day of issue,
with prolongation of the period for avoiding inconveniences in relation to
localities where means of communications are poor; this period is extended to
120 days for an order exchanged with Nan'y6 (Southseas Islands). As for
an order exchanged with Tisima (Krile Islands), the period from December
1 to April 30 is not taken into account, in reckoning the period of validity.

JAPAN-MANCHOUKUO MONEY ORDERS

KINDS OF ORDERS AND LIMIT REGARDING THE AMOUNT.

There are three kinds, namely ordinary money orders, telegraph money orders

and postal orders as in domestic money orders.
The maximum amount of a single order is 300 yen for an ordinary money

order, 500 yen for a telegraph money order and 20 yen for a postal order,

each in Japanese currency.

The amount of an ordinary and a postal orders cannot contain a fraction

of sen, and the amount of a telegraph money order, a fraction of yen.

SPECIAL HANDLINGS
Special handlings admitted regarding domestic money orders are admitted

except suspension of payment, express delivery of a telegraph order payable
in Manchoukuo and immediate delivery.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY
Same as the period of validity of domestic money orders.
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INTERNATIONAL MONEY ORDERS
KINDS OF ORDERS AND LIMIT REGARDING THE AMOUNT.

Of international money orders “there are two kinds, namely, ordinary
and telegraph money orders. The maximum amount for risue is different
according to the foreign country to which the order is addressed.

The leading foreign countries with which Japan maintains money order
exchange and the maximum amounts admitted on these countries are as follows.

DELIVERY OF FOREIGN MONEY ORDERS.

Incoming orders are delivered to payees by paying post offices, with
the excepton of Hongkong and Philippine orders that are payable in larger
cities in Japan, in which case the orders are to be sent by remitters direct

to payees.

SPECIAL HANDLINGS.

In the relations with certain countries, the money order may be put to
one or more of the following formalities; aerial transmission, poste restante,
express delivery (post & telegraph), advice of payment, enquiry, alteratlon
of address, recall, stoppage of payment, etc.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY.

1. Orders under Union Agreement and those exchanged with China:
7 months following that of issue, with the exception of orders ex-
changed with Brazil which are valid 5 months from the month of issue,
2. Orders under Agrecments with the United States of America:

12 months from the month of issue.

3 Orders under Agreements with the United Kingdom, Canada, Mexico
and Philippine Islands:
12 months following the month of issue.
4. Orders under Agreement with Hongkong 3
12 months from the day of issue.

POSTAL SAVINGS BANK.

LIMIT TO THE AMOUNT OF DEPOSIT.

Limit as regards one person :
A single deposit 10 sen and upwards.
Aggregate Up to 2,000 Yen.
Nevertheless, there is no limitation concerning the aggregate on joint
account deposits as well as on deposits by public corporations, Shinto or

Buddhist temples, schools, cooperative socicties, the Central Bank of co-

operative societies, depositors of the reserve fund subject to the Retiring

Allowance Fund Law and juridical persons and societies not having gain for
their object.

LIMIT TO THE NUMBER OF PASS-BOOKS.

As a rule, one person can have only one pass-book, but, in the follow-
ing cases, two or more pass-books may be issued in the name of one and
same person.

1. When public corporations, Shinto or Buddhist temples, schools, co-
operative societies, or juridical persons and societies not having gain for their
object make deposits for different purposes.

2. When a depositor in one contract deposit society enters another
society of the same nature.

3. When a depositor of fixed deposits makes another fixed deposit of a
different term.

4. When a depositor of fixed deposits by monthiy instalment makes
another fixed deposit by monthly ihstalment. of a different term or amount,

5. When the representative of a joint account makes deposits for a
different purpose.

6. When a person makes two or more kinds of the following deposits:

ordinary deposits, contract deposits fixed dep _sits, and fixed deposits by
monthly instalment.
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7. When the representative of a joint account becomes a depositor of
ordinary deposits, contract deposits, fixed deposits, or fixed deposits by
monthly instalment, or vice versa,

8. When a depositor makes deposit as the reserve fund, subject to
the Retiring Allowance Fund Law. |

9. When a depositor makes deposit other than the deposit prescribed
in the preceding clause together with the deposit prescribed in that clause.

INTEREST ON DEPOSITS.
1. Rate: 2.769% per annum.

In respect, however, of deposits registered to the accounts kept in Tyobsen,
Taiwan, and Kwantung Leased Territory, or to accounts marked “Karahuto”
or “Nan’yd”, the rate is increased to 3.12%.

For deposits which can not be withdrawn for a certain fixed period, the

foregoing rate is increased by Tlﬁ of that rate.

2. Mode of calculation.

Money deposited bears interest from the bheginning of the month in which
it is rcceived. In case, however, the deposit is made in the latter half of the
month, interest is not allowed for the month of deposit excepting fixed deposit
by monthly instalment.

Money withdrawn ceases to bear interest from the beginning of the month
in which a warrant for repayment is issued, and, when a wrrant is not issued,
from the beginning of the month of actual withdrawal.

© Fractions of 10 sen contained in a deposit or deposits made in one month
do not bear interest.
3. Time when interest becomes principal.

The accrued interest is added to the principal at the close of each fiscal
year ending March 31. Nevertheless, as for fixed deposits by monthly instal-
ment, this date is the close of the month preceding the anniversary of the first
deposit.

MEANS OF DEPOSIT.
1. Cash.
2. Postage stamps:
1 sen, 2 sen, and 3 sen, with the maximum of 1 Yen per depositor and

per month.
3. Bonds:

Matured bonds and debentures of prefectures and cities and their

interest coupons due.

DEPOSIT WHILE A PASS-BOOK IS IN THE HANDS OF THE POSTAL
AUTHORITIES. '

Even when a pass-book, having been produced to the post office, is not
yet returned, the depositor can make deposit without his pass-book, having

recourse to a provisional deposit-certificate,

SPECIAL DEPOSITS.

1. Contract deposits,

These are deposits made by members of a society formed for making
postal savings deposits with limitation on withdrawals.
2. Fixed deposits.

These are deposits made on condition that they shall not be withdrawn, at

the depositors’ will, within the terms varying from 3 to 10 years, to be designat-
ed by the depositors,

3. Fixed deposits by monthly instalment.

The feature of these deposits is monthly collection of deposits by postmen
at the residence of the depositors. The term is 2, 3, 5 or 10 years, the monthly
instalment being 2, 3, 5, 7 or 10 yen. The term and amount are to be fixed
by depositors.

4. Joint account deposits.
For these deposits, an account is opened in the name of the representative

of associated depositors, who can make deposits for that account at any post
office.

O. Overseas deposits,

Any Japanese subjectresiding in a foreign country where exist no Im-

perial post offices, can make deposit in the home Savings Bank by sending the
money by a postal money order.

KINDS OF WITHDRAWALS AND LIMIT TO THE AMOUNT.,
1. Ordinary withdrawals.

Partial withdrawals.—At least 50 sen must be left in the account, while
fractions of 10 sen and interest not yet added to the prineipal can not be
withdrawn.

Integral withdrawals.—The whole deposit together with the interest due
may be withdrawn.

2. Special withdrawals.

At sight of a pass-book, any post office can grant repayment without
limitation, in so far as the deposits received by that office are concerned.

A post office can grant similar repayment without limitation in respect of
the credit balance entered and certified in the pass-book by the Savings Bank
concerned. '

Even in cases other than mentioned above, a post office may, at its discre-
tion and responsibility grant repayment up to 80 yen per day and 100 yen per
month, when the claimant proved his identity.

3. Repayments “while waiting at office”.

A depositor in the postal savings bank district of the Head Office of the
Direction General, can apply, at the post office in the building of the Head
Office, for a partial or integral repayment of his deposits.

4. Emergency repayments.

In cases of natural calamities or other emergencies such as justify the

measure, Postal Authorities may authorize certain designated post offices to

carry out repayment and other services, dispensing with usual formalities.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF A WARRANT FOR REPAYMENT.

A warrant for repayment is valid for 60 days from the day of issue, with
the exception of that payable by a post office in Na'nyd (Southseas Islands)
which remains payable for 120 days. As for a warrant payable by a post

office in Tisima (Krile Islands), the period from December 1 to April 30

is not taken into account in the calculation of the period of validity.

BONDS.

KINDS OF BONDS HANDLED.

All kinds of domestic public loan bonds; Hypothec debentures issued by
the Hypothec Bank of Japan, Reconstruction Savings debentures issued by the
same DBank, Colonization debentures issued by the Colonization Bank of
Hokkaido, and Industrial debentures issued by the Industrial Bank of Japan,

The bonds ought to be paid up and unregistered.

DESCRIPTION OF THE SERVICE.

1. Purchase.

A depositor can apply for purchase and custody of any bonds (including
national loan bonds and Hypothec depentures on the market for subscription ),
as he may designate, with part of his deposits.

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2. Custody.

A depositor can apply for custody of bonds in his hands. But as regards
Hypothec debentures, application for custody can not be entertained, not only
during the period of the ale but also until the month of the first
lot-drawing of the debentures.

3. Delivery.

A depositor can apply at any time for delivery of a part or whole of his
bonds in custody of the postal savings bank.
4. Sale.

A depositor can apply for sale of a part or whole of his bonds in custody
of the postal savings bank. The proceeds of the sale are credited to the
account concerned, in case the bonds sold related to an account of fixed deposit,
either simple or by monthly instalment. When the bonds belonged to an
ordinary deposit account, the proceeds are paid direct to the depositor,

5. Redemption and interest.
Proceeds of redemption of bonds and matured interests are credited to the

account of the owner of the bonds.

POSTAL CHECKS AND TRANSFERS.

EXTENT OF THE SERVICE.

1. To receive deposits, into the accounts, from an account owner or any
other person, in cash or in certain kinds of bonds,

2. To transfer deposits between accounts, at the demand of an acconnt

owner.

3. To pay out, in cash, deposits in accounts, to the account owner or any
one designated by the owner,

OPENING AN ACCOUNT.

Any one can have a postal transfer account opened in one or more postal
check offices according to his conveniences. The application must be accom-
panied by a guaranty deposit of 10 yen, excepting the case of the applicant
being a Government institution or others as made known by the notification of
the Department of Communications,

An applicant who desires to avail himself of his shop name, firm name,

etc. in connection with this service, can have such a name registered as an al‘as,

SALE OF FORMS.
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1. Deposit note forms.

Deposit note forms without designation ot account owners, can be obtained
free of charge at any post office. However, for the conveniences of account
owners, these forms may be manufactured by the owners, with an advertise-
ment. etc. on the back of the forms. The owners can apply also for supply
of the forms with their name, address, and number of account printed thereon,
these forms being used solely for deposits into their own accounts.

2. Collection order forms.

These forms are on sale in check offices, though account owners are
allowed to manufacture such forms themselves.
3. Application forms for payment.

For payment, two forms are used, one for ord'nary payment and the other
for payment “while waiting at office”. Both forms are sold, at application of

account owners, with their name, address and number of account printed thereon.

COMMUNICATIONS.

On a portion of forms of deposit note or of application for payment, a
depositor or an account owner is entitled to write down his private communica-

tion addressed to the payee account owner or to the person designated as
payee.

NOTICE OF THE SITUATION OF ACCOUNT.

A check office keeps its account owners advised of the situation of the
accounts, by informing the owners of every deposit and payment as well as the

balances of the accounts.

MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF AN APPLICATION FOR PAYMENT.

The maximum amount of a single application for payment in cash at a post
office is fixed at 1,000 Yen. In the event, however, of an account owner being
a bank, it can apply, by obtaining previous permission from the Postal Authori-
ties, for payment without regard to the amount, in so far as the payment is to
be effected to the account owner itself at a previously designated post office in

its own municipality or mail delivery district, or its contiguous district.

INTEREST ON DEPOSITS IN POSTAL TRANSFER ACCOUNTS,
1. Rate.

The rate is 2,4% per annum. As to the amount, however, exceeding
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100,000 Yen, no interest is allowed on the excess.

2. Mode of calculation. .
Calculation of interest is based on the half-monthly lowest balance of the

account and at the rate of 0.1%, no interest being allowed on fractions of yen
«contained in the balance.

3. When added to the account.

Interest accrued is added to the account at the close of the fiscal year ending
March 31.

SPECIAL HANDLINGS.

1. Transfer by crossing.
Same as with a domestic money order.

2. Transfer to a bank’s current account with special bank appointed.
A postal transfer account owner who is a bank can apply for transfer of its

money in the transfer account to its current account with a special bank appoint-
ed as such.

3. Stoppage-of payment,
Same as with a domestic money order.
4. Payment “while waiting at office”.

An account owner can apply for payment “while waiting at office”, at a
post office previously designated by him as such.
6. Clearing payment.

In case an account owner who belongs to a postal check office at a city
where a clearing house exists puts to clearing account applications for payment

“while waiting at office”, payable to associated banks or banks represented by

the associated banks in the clearing house, there is no limit to the amount of a
single application.

6. Payment of premium for postal life insurances or annuities.

An account owner who is also a policy-holder of postal life insurance or

annuity can effect payment of his premium by transferring his deposit in h's
postal tansfer account,

PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF A WARRANT FOR PAYMENT.

1. A warrant for payment: Same as the period of validity of a warrant
for repayment of postal savings deposit.

2. An application for payment “while waiting at office”: 7 days from the day
of issue.
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OVERSEAS PARTICIPATION.

Any person residing in a foreign country, excepting localitiés under postal
jurisdiction of Kwantung Government, can have an account opened in his
name in a postal check office convenient to him, by sending to that office
by a postal money order, guaranty deposit and postage necessary for forward-

ing to him specimen signature forms, etc.

COLLECTION AND PAYMENT FOR CITIES.

A city can apply to the postal concerns for collection and payment in

its stead, of taxes and other public money.

DEPOSIT IN CHECKS.

An ordinary bearer check payable in a city with a clearing house, by the
associated banks or by banks represented by such banks in the clearing house
may be accepted as cash deposit to a postal transfer account, in so far as the

check is presented two days before the expiration of the period of presentation.

REMITTANCE OF PREFECTURAL TAXES.

The governor of a prefecture can apply for resorting to the postal check
and transfer service in receiving to its treasury prefectural taxes collected by

municipalities,

FLOATING OF LOANS, REDEMPTION OF BONDS, PAYMENT OF
INTERESTS AND LOANING.

A bank established by special laws can apply for utilising this service for

inviting subscription to its debentures, payment of principals and interests on

debentures and for giving loans.

SUBSCRIPTION TO NATIONAL LOANS, SALE OF NATIONAL LOAN
BONDS AND PAYMENT OF PRINCIPALS AND INTERESTS OF
BONDS.

A post office, through this service, invites isubscription to national loans,

sells such bonds, and effects payment of principals and interests of these bonds.

JAPAN-MANCHOUKUO POSTAL CHECKS
AND TRANSFERS

EXTENT OF THE SERVICE

B e e o T N A e S S S —
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There are three kinds of operations, namely deposit, transfer between
accounts and withdrawalas, in the domestic service of postal checks and transfers.

OPENING AN ACCOUNT.

Application for the opening of a postal check account in Manchoukuo
is accepted on such terms and conditions as are fixed regarding the

opening of a domestic account.

SALE OF FORMS.

Any person who wishes to open a postal check account in Manchoukuo
may, at the time of application for the opening, trust the post office with the
purchase of deposit note forms, collection order forms and application forms

for payment bearing his own name and address.

COMMUNICATIONS.

An account owner has the liberty of putting down his or her commu-
nication on the back of deposit notes and applications for payment on the

same conditions as for the domestic service.
NOTICE OF THE SITUATION OF ACCOUNT.

An account owner is advised of the movement of his account, together
with the credit balance at every receipt from, or withdrawal to Manchou
accounts. This international advice is made together with the advice regarding

the domestic service, as the case may be.

MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF AN APPLICATION FOR PAYMENT.
Same as the domestic service of postal checks and transfers.

SPECIAL HANDLINGS.

Handlings of transfer of an warrant by crossing, suspension of payment

and “payment while waiting at office” are admitted.

PERIOD OF VALIDITY OF A WARRANT FOR PAYMENT.

Same as the period of validity of the domestic service of postal checks
and transfers,

INTERNATIONAL POSTAL TRANSFER

Transfer of deposits can be effected between postal transfer accounts
of Japan and those of other countries.
