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BOULEVARDS NEGLECTED

The county of Los Angeles is allowing over five million dollars 
worth of macadam roads to go to ruin, because of a squabble about 
bookkeeping that has been going on in the board of supervisors for 
over a year, says J. L. Matthews in the Covina Argus.

This is a very serious situation, and one which the taxpayers 
will look back upon with regret, if something is not done to break 
the deadlock that now exists.

Macadam roads are not built and then let alone for all time— 
they must be constantly maintained, as any sensible citizen knows. 
One year of complete neglect will bring about a condition in maca­
dam roadway that cannot be repaired in many years. And, not only 
do we lose the efficiency of the roads in the meantime, but we must 
spend far more upon them when we get at it finally than would be 
the case if they are maintained constantly. The whole situation is 
revealed in that one word “maintenance.” The roads must be kept 
in condition or they will go to complete ruin.

The sudden stoppage of all work on roads has come because of 
a large deficit in county funds, stat'ed by some to be over a million, 
by Others more than this amount. There is no evidence that this 
money has been stolen. It has been taken out of one fund and put 
into another. It can all be accounted for, according to the experts 
that have been working on the books, but it has been misappropri­
ated—juggled around from one fund to another in a most unbusi­
nesslike juggling.

But this has nothing whatever to do with the question of the 
saving of the roads. It is the height of idiocy to let our property 
go to ruin because someone has made a mistake in administration. 
No citizen who pays taxes wants to see the magnificent boulevard 
system of Los Angeles county ruined simply because the board of 
supervisors cannot agree to a system of proper accounting.

We voted $3,250,000 in the first “good roads” bond issue. We 
have since doubled that amount in work that has been put in on the 
fifty-fifty basis of the property-owners and the county. We must 
conserve this investment and continue to make it efficient. Maca­
dam roads last indefinitely if properly maintained— they go to 
pieces in a year if all work is discontinued. Many boulevards lead­
ing into the city of Los Angeles are already showing the decided 
lack of upkeep.

Did you know th a t these conditions exist? D on’t you, as an 
owner of these roads, want this investment safeguarded? While 
the board of supervisors is wrangling helplessly over something
t h a t  certain ly  is in the category  of spilt milk, we are losing our 
ro a d s , o u r  g rea te s t asset. L e t’s g e t busy and b ring  p ressure th a t 
will correct this idiocy. I t  is up to  the citizens and taxpayers.

OURS TH E OLDEST FLAG

The S tars and S tripes is the  old­
est of all the banners which men are  
following into battle . The A m eri­
can ensign dates from  an ac t of the 
C ontinental Congress of June  14, 
1777. By the  trea ty  of P aris  in 
1783 G reat B rita in  im plied recogni­
tion of the S tars and S tripes as and 
when au thorized by the Continental 
Congress.

The Union Jack  of the  B ritish 
Em pire did not exist in its  p resen t 
form until 1801. The tri-color of 
F rance is second in  sen iority  to  the 
S tars and Stripes. I t was first adop t­
ed as the national emblem by ac t of 
F ebruary  17, 1791.

The red, w hite and black of the  
German Em pire was not adopted un­
til November, 1867. W hen the  dual 
m onarchy of A ustria-H ungary  was 
form ed in 1867 the flag w ith its  

j green half stripe was adopted. The 
Ita lian  flag traces back to  1805 and 
the R ussian flag is a recent develop­
ment.

Deaf m utes love music. I t  th rills  
them . They feel it, says the  Popular 
Science Monthly, by placing th e ir  
hands and elbows on a piano while 
the  teacher plays it. The v ibrations 
not only give sensations which en­
liven „the body, bu t they actually  
stim ula te them . The parts  m ost 
sensitive to v ibrations are  the chest, 
head, lungs and feet. “ An exciting 
feeling comes up th rough  the floor,” 
is the way one deaf boy describes it. 
“ W ithout music I would be lone­
som e,” w rote a little  Ita lian  deaf 
mute. “ I t gives me a strong  shock 
th rough  the feet to the  head ,” stated  
another. O thers when asked to ex­
plain th e ir  sensations said, “ I feel 
it in my tem ples and in my legs,” “I 
feel it  th rough  my whole body,” and 
“ I feel it in my chest and lungs.” 

According to teachers of deaf 
m utes, m usical in struc tion  is more 
im portan t as an educational factor 
for the deaf child than  it is for the 
hearing.

Take fresh strin g  beans (p re fe r­
ably K entucky W onders), s tring  
them  and b reak  into one or two inch 
pieces. Do not shell, bu t use any 
beans th a t may roll out of hulls in 
breaking. Lay them  in a drying 
rack or, as they do in K entucky, 
sca tte r over a clean sheet of m uslin 
or cheesecloth, and place sheet flat 
on any roof or porch th a t gets the 
sun all day. Leave them  to dry, 
and when they are  well shriveled 
and will ra ttle  like husks, they are 
ready to  be pu t into dry  flour sacks 
and tied to the  ra f te rs  of the  cellar 
o r (in  C alifornia) the garage. They 
keep all year.

Recipe fo r Cooking
Take out required  quan tity  and 

place in a deep kettle . Cover with 
cold w ater and le t stand 12 hours. 
P our off cold w ater and plunge into 
boiling sa lted  w ater. P u t a piece of 
sa lt pork in w ith beans or season 
with one-half cup of bacon d rip ­
pings to a large ke ttle  of beans. Cook 
steadily  for about 6 or 8 hours. Use 
fireless cooker if possible, reheating  
the stone once. A red  pepper pod 
im proves the  flavor.

These beans are  a m eat substi­
tu te  and should be accom panied by 
corn bread. Potatoes m ay be cooked 
on top of beans if added the last 
hour.
