Palms are the sentinels I of plant life. No other plant

creates such a sense of majesty and stately tropical dignity
as the larger varieties of pa?ms when mature. They are one
of the most attractive and by large plantings, should be-
come, the distinctive feature of the Rio Grande landscape.
Certain tall-growing varieties are particularly fine for a
splendid avenue approach to a home; others give an air
of magnificence to a lawn; other dwarf varieties can be
used near a house or in tubs on a piazza.

Palms cannot be handldfl with bare roots; they must
be either balled or grown in pots or tubs when they can
be transplanted without disturbing the close in roots. This
method requires the pruning off of from 40 to 60 per cent
of the leaves. When planting, do not remove the burlap
but simply cut the cord and give plenty of water.
Palms and citrus trees lifve in the happiest community

as the palm roots do not extend far and sap the soil
where nearby citrus trees grow, hence a wind-brdak of the
Sabal or of date palms oi| alternately of tall Washing-
tonio Robusta and broad Cailariensis, is fine.

BRINGING IN STOCKS Freight conditions are so slow and
uncertain now that perishable stock like trees, cannot be
brought in in less than car-lots when they come through in

reasonable time and at the lowest freight rates. Express is

so high that it can only be used for light high-priced stock.

"Phis means bringing in large lots and concentration of

varieties with many sold out before end of season.
1 iiavc built sheds with water handy, capable of holding

two to three cars of trees and plants which will arrive in

January before there is much danger of frost in the nur-
series and these will be held until the best time to plant

in February and early March.
All this means much work and a careful co-operation of

customers with me in getting trees promptly and planting

at once.

NOTICES As has been my custom for the last 4 or 5 years,

a first notice will be sent to customers that your order will

be shipped in ten days to two weeks, a second notice that

it will be shipped in 2 to 3 days, and the invoice usually

sent C. O. D. will be sent with the shipment. This means
also the opportunity for you to co-operate with me in get-

ting the highest percentage of plants to live due to quick
taking from station and immediate setting out.

ADVANCE IN PRICES In common with everything else,

nursery stock has advanced in price but as much of it must
be started from one to five years before it is sold and as
much of my stock, was contracted for two years prior to

when it will be planted here in 1919, the advances on nursery
stock have not been as much as on other materials and not
nearly as much as they will be next year and the year after.

A buyer in 1919 will pay less than one in 1920 and for at

least five years after that date.

QUALITY OF STOCK I have twice visited both California

and Florida to study citrus growing, visit nurseries see meth-
ods and size up the personel of those doing the growing. I

will only buy stock from the best growers and I can give

you the record of where every citrus tree I sell came from
with the growing conditions. This care does not fully show
till the trees mature but it then means an enormous dif-

ference. The result is, I am selling the same people over

and over again. .

Owing to the increasing scarcity of expert labor, it is

going to be harder to get the best stock next season and
after. Hence 1 advise as heavy planting as possible.

1 stronglv advise tlie buying of the largest and strongest

trees possible. Owing to natural conditions, it is hard to

get any plants startc'd though when started they grow v’ery

rapidly. With a two year bud where the nursery trees

measure 1 inch caliper and over, it is easy to get a stand

of from 95 to 100 per cent: WTth a 5-8 caliper tree of

from 90 per cent to 95 per cent, with a 1-2 inch caliper

tree, it is a good man who can on ordinary conditions get

an SO per cent stand. If you buy trees of less than u-8

caliper, do not look for over SO per cent stand.

ENGLISH WALNUTS

PEACHES
Nine years ago on the advice of a nurseryman I planted

about 400 peach trees mostly of the much-praised Jewel
variety. But I had small numbers of twelve or fifteen other
varieties. Our soil temperature is so high that I have now
taken out all but one or two of the Jewel trees and have
settled on t-wo varieties both coming from hot climates. I
do not recommend these for commercial planting unless it
IS for the home market. But every farm should have a
dozen around it and remember that up north, the life of
a peach tree is rarely over a dozen years.

^ I have had specially budded for my 1919 selling:

HONEY Rather small oval with deep suture on one side and
ending in a sharp, recurved point. Skin whitish yellow washed
-vvith red. Flesh creamy white, sweet juicy melting. A deli-
cious flavor. Free-stone. Ripens end of May and early in June.

L^RED CEYLON Size much larger than Honey but not a
large peach. Color dull green, flesh blood-red. Most ex-
cellent for cooking and preserving and when fully ripe, de-
licious for eating with strong but fine peach flavor. Ripens
about two weeks later than Honey and in June. This
peach is so much better than the Honey that I would sell
exclusively but the Honey ripens much earlier. Usually in
a dozen, I will give 2 Honey and 10 Red Ceylon. It grows
to be a larger, stronger tree and bears more fruit and more
uniformly.

I have grown for myself 400 of the Red Ceylon and 100
of the Honey. Some of these will be in 5’-7’ size, more
in the 4’-5’ size and a few in the 3’-4’ size. Of course the
larger sizes are the best. Those go to the first ordering.
