by one of rest. In potting, only the thicker base of the bulb should be
covered, allowing two-thirds to project above the surface of the soil.

When new leaves appear increase the supply of water. Give warmth
and plenty oflight, and, if needed, some liquid manure. When the

production of leaves ceases, and some of the foliage turns yellow the

growth has been completed, and the plant desires rest. Withold water
almost wholly. Put the pot away from the light and aim to keep the
bulb;dormant until another period of growth begins.

Belladonna major. — (Belladonna Lily.)—This is an
autumn blooming variety of great beauty and fragrance; color delicate

white, flushed and tipped with rose. The spikes grow from two to
