"J. B. Wild & Bros., Sarcoxie, Mo., exhibited a lot trce« and plants kept in Cool Storag-e
Hp to June 10, having- been placed there November last, without moss, sand or soil; and trees be-
ing-corded up in fine condition, the plan making- it possible to extend shipping- season much
long-er than usual." 2



THE VARIOUS HABITS AND GROWTH OF TREES.

Upon this we feel necessitated to g'ive some information, especiall}' since there is

frequently dissatisfaction expressed hy purchasers upon receiving- their trees, when
they are "not all of equal size and beauty-. The unsig-htl}-, crooked and small trees
are looked upon as being- inferior, and the nurserj-man is at once charg-ed with fraudu-
lent motives for having- sent out such trees, while at the same time he ma.y have acted
for the benefit of the purchaser, and have g-iven him the most costly as well as the most
valuable trees—for there mig-ht be a larg-e number of handsome, rapid g-rowing- varie-
ties collected for cultivation, which would be the most profitable for nurserymen to

cultivate. But would they be for the purchaser? From the fact that such can be grown
fit for sale in two or three ^-ears; and upon clearing- off the nurserv g-round no refuse trees
will be found, while among- the crooked g-rowers many will have to be left in the dig-
g-ing- on account of being- too extremely crooked to send out. And there will be still

more among- the feeble g-rowers, for manj- of them are not large enough at even four
or five 3-ears. The loss on these often reaches 25 per cent, left on the grounds to be
cleaned up and burned.

The question may be here asked: "Why do not nurserymen cultivate only the nice,

thrifty growers? Because those planting trees are desirous of getting good fruit, and
we must raise those recommended b^' our leading horticulturists and fruit growers, also
such as our own market and palates sa^- are good. These recommend certain varieties,
in which the feeble and crooked growers are recommended as well as the handsome,
irrespective of the habit and growth of the tree, which gives it popularity, and this
creates a demand for the tree, from which the nursery-man is induced to cultivate it;

not because he takes delight in sending out inferior trees, as they are generally- called,
to receive the abuses of the people, but as a candid, reflecting man. conscious of his
responsibility to the community at large for the dissemination of good fruit, his utmost
endeavor is—first, to cultivate good fruit, and second, as nice trees as those fruits can be
made to grow—not only such as will dazzle the eye in size and beauty-, but such as have
all the good qualities combined, of which the leading characteristics are flavor and
productiveness, in short most profitable, which as he well knows, not only benefits his
fellowman, but greatly involves his own personal welfare in after time, as it requires
more than mere raising of showy trees to preserve or establish a nurseryman's reputa-
tion. However the free and rapid growing of a variety (when accompanied with good
fruit) is an important consideration in favor of its extensive cultivation.

Modes of Propagation. As the ways of propagation are so easily understood, for a
time we omitted mentioning anything about it; but as we are sometimes asked wheth-
er this or that method of propagation is best, we will here state that the majority of our
apple trees, as in other nurseries, are grafted on best American or French apple seed-
lings, usually cut up to averag-e three grafts, called piece root grafts. We do not use
whole roots except when budding, but do not claim any advantage for it over any other
way, and when the majority of leading Horticulturists say that the whole root grafted
are the only trees that produce hardy, thrifty, long-lived and fruitful trees, (and the
peach that has always been budded, or at least 90 per cent., and it on whole roots: but
notwithstanding all this does not appear to live longer or fruit better) then we shall not
be slow to propagate that way also—for we certainly knoAv how it's done. So far, the
large and experienced orchardist finds our trees meeting- his wants, and as yet he has
not been convinced that the other mode of propagation is better—nor have we. As to
top grafting, or grafting on hardy roots to produce hardy trees, this too we leave to the
theorist—and when he has hardened the peach by working on a hardy stock so that
peach g-rowing is profitable in Minnesota, and the choice Early Harvest apple is found
growing and fruiting in Alaska through the working ou some hardy crab or apple
stock, then we will fall into line and offer such trees to our patrons, but not until then.
So don't ask us if we have such trees to offei' you now; if you do we w'A\ kindly but em-
phatically tell you.

When trees arrive in a shriveled condition after a long- delay in shipment, take
out all shriveled trees and bury top.- and all for about ten days, to restore them.
Should trees arrive in a frozen condition, place in the cellar to allow gradual thawing-,
or bury i n soil until tlia.wed (Hit. Do not expose stock to hasten thawing'-. It is most
essential to let frozen stock thaw out gradualU" in a dark, cool place: therefore avoid
exposure to sunlig-ht or heat when transfer! ng to a secure place.

It is especially desirable for ornamenting- small g-rounds where trees of larg-e
size could not be used; and it is no less appropriate in parks and other extensive places.

It is admirably adapted to CEMETERY PLANTING. Indeed, here is a field where
it stands v.ithoiit a rival, filling- a long- felt want. A perfect grem in size, style, and
exquisite form togrether with all the hardiness, vigror a.nd endurance that can be found
in a tree. Cemetery trees are nearly always neglected and usually fail; but here is one
peerless in beauty- and s-jitableness, that will prove equal to the'situation. It may be
trained into a complete shady Arbor or a fine Ornamental Gateway, and a great vari-
ety of vfanciful forms.

Twigs of this new Aveeper are not easily broken when packed for shipment—an
item of g-reat importance. It has another important feature; being- very- tenaceous, it

resists more hardships in the g-rowing" season than many other weepers that are
g-rafted or budded stzindard heig-lit.

CAUTION—Our observation in the past years has proven conclusively that this
tree must be grafted on upright growing stocks to give it support. If you want a tree
as represented in the cut. see that graft or btid has been set in the height of the tree
desired. If nor, you may find you have a vine that must be furnished with a stake as
support, and not a tree with its own suijport.
