Though MORI Shikataro had been operating
general reserve freight motor carrier business
with three small-sized motor cars, he was so
negligent In maintenance and repair of the em-
ployed cars that the cars became superannuated
and unavailable for operation and were scrapped
at last in November of 1950. 1In spite of ik, he
has neglected to replenish cars and keep on
suspension of business up to date without the
permission of the competent Minister.

This suspension of business is a violation to
the provision of Arficle 28 paragraph 5 of the
Road Transportation Law. And the fact that
he has not replenished any motor car, the nu-
cleus of motor carrier business, even since he had

‘no available cars due to the superannuation and

serap of all ears, 18 a proof for either no fund
for replenishing cars or no intention for carrying
on the franchised business on his part.

Furthermore, he has sent no sincere reply on
the suspension of business, notwithstanding he
was given again and again advices as well as
guldances by the administrative authorities.
Consequently, he 18 ineligible fto carry on the
franchised business, because he i8 judged as
having no intention for periormance of the duties
based upon the franchise for the said business.

MASAKI Tetsuichi, who had been carrying
on general reserve motor carrier business with a
small-sized motor wvehicle, has kept on suspension
of the business up to date without making any
replenishment of car since he scrapped his car
in 1948. Despite that he was given dgain and
again advices as well as guidances on his deed
by the administrative authorities during the time
after the suspension, he made do sincere reply
to the last. |

1t .shows mot only 2 vieclation against Axticle
28 paragraph 5 of the Road Transportation Law
but also a want of intention for continuance and
performance of the franchised business. We can
not but judge him as ineligible to continue the
franchised business through the fact that he is
actually proving himself as such in making no
replenishment of car, unique and indispensable
to carry on the business.

TAKEBA Kamenosuke, who had been carrying
on general reserve freight motor carrier business
with a small-sized car, has made no replenishment
of car since his own car was scrapped due fto
158  superannuation and unavailability. Thus,
contrary to the provision of Article 28 paragraph
o of the Road Transportation Law, he has sus-
pended the business without the permission of the
compevent Minigter. Making no sincere reply to
the advice and guidance given repeatedly by the
administrative authorities during the time after

the suspension of business, he has left the situa-
tlon as it was up to date. It shows that he is
wanting in fund or intention for replenishment
of ecar indispensable for performance of the
business. We can not help judging him as ineli-
gible for the franchised business.

ASO Kumataro, who had been operating general
reserve freight motor carrier business for trans-
portation of hearses with an ordinary car, trans-
terred the ear to Okayama Funeral-Parlour at
the end of 1946. Showing no intention for replen-
1shment, he is judged to have suspended the motor
carrier business since then, though he has kept
on his business as an undertaker with a cart.

According to the investigation of Hiroshima
Land Transportation Bureau, he has not a suf-
ficient fund for replenishment. of car. It is clear
that, if incapable to secure a car, he is unable
to keep on operation of the business, and, at
least, he is in uncertainty of business operation,
or in a remarkably bad condition of estate.

Despite that he was repeatedly advieed and
guided by the administrative authorities, he has
neglected in performance of the business up to
date, without making no sincere reply to the
auvhorities and no application for business sus-
pension.

It 1s evidently in vilolation of the provision of
Article 28 paragraph 5 of the Road Transporta-
tion Law and in addition to this he does not carry
out the franchised enterprise and has no inten-
tion to improve the operation of his present
business in conformity with the provision of the
Law, which 18 the reason why we could not
recognize him to exist as a carrier who had been
given the iranchise.

GOTO Taxi Co., Litd. who had been carrying
on general reserve freight motor carrier business
for transportation of hearses with an ordinary
car, lost the car by the war-damage, but has
shown mno Intenfion to secure newly a car for
continuance of the business. In spite of the
stipulation of Article 28 paragraph b of the Road
Transportation Law that the business shall be
suspended or cancelled under the permission of
the competent Minister in such a case, he has
violated the same Auxticle up to date by making
no measure for 1. In case where a motor carrier
has no car or suspends his own business for a
long time as in this case, he can not help being
judged as unallowable to be an operator of the
franchised business.

USUI Yonekichi, who had been carrying on
general reserve  freight motor carrier business
for transportation of hearses with an ordinary
car, suspended the business in August, 19483,
without submitting an application for the suspen-
sion to the competent Minister in accordance with

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Article 28 of the Road Transportation Law. 1In

addition to his negligence in performance of the
motor carrier’s duty, he made mno sincere reply
to the repeated advice

administrative authorities.

and guidance of the

1T was reported in the investigation of Fukuoka

Land Transportation Bureau that be had no ex-
pectation to continue the business. Though USUI
Yonekichi died by chance en March 16, 1951, the
application for succeeding to the business by in-
heritance (Article 34 of the Enforcement Regula-
tions for the Road Transportation Law) has not
yet filed ‘by this heir, second son (born on Septem-
ber 1, 1930) who was reported studying in,Tokyo.
Judging from this fact (that the heir being in
school has not been at the place of business after
the death of his father who suspended the busi-
ness without permission and neglected to submit
the formal application), it is reasonable to con-
sider him as not having any intention for con-
tinuance of the business.

In conclusion, it is judged unreasonable to dllow
him exist as a carrier of the franchised business,
in case where he has suspended the business long
and neglected to get the permission for suspen-
sion or to file the application for succession up
to date.

OGIWARA Jin-ichiro, who Bad been operating
general reserve freight motor carrier business for
transportation of hearses with an ordinary ear,
scrapped the car in February of 1946 and sus-
pended the business. * Acgording to the investi-
gation of Niigata Land Transportation Bureau,
1t was reported that he suspended the business
at will and was negligent to perform his duty
under the Law, showing no intention for con-
tinuance of the business.

Thus, having lost equipment: necessary and
indispensable for carrying on his own pusiness,
he violated the duties under the Law and made
no sincere reply to the repeated advice and guid-
ance given by the administrative authorities for
his long negligence in operation of the business.

It 18 judged that such an enterpriser is very
ineligible for a carrier of the franchised business
and can not be allowed to be as such.

Iwaki Funeral-Outfit Trade Union (Chairman :
MATSUMOTO Yukimatsu) started general re-
serve freight motor ecarrier business for trans-
portation of hearses on March 28, 1944, with an
ordinary car which was taken over.

Though soon the car was scrapped in June,
no replenishment of car was made and no inten-
tlon for operating the business in succession was
shown by the Union.

According to the investigation of Sendai Land

Transportation Bureau, it was reported that
MATSUMOTO - Yukimatsu, Chairman of the

Union, has no self-confidence in’ operation as
well as no intention for keeping on the business
in future.

In view of the fact that no replenishment of
car has been made in spite of no possession of
car since June, 1944 as stated above, and violation
to duties under the permission @f the competent
Minister as well as disobedience to the advice
and guidance of the administrative authorities
have been shown, we can not but judge either
the Union or Chairman MATSUMOTO is inap-
propriate to operate the franchised business.

Though MUKAE Tsuyoshi had been operating
general reserve freight motor carrier business
for transportation of hearses with a special car
named Yamma vehicle, he, becoming unable to
cope with the advance of ordinary cars, lost the
only car in possession.
car or no intention for reopening the business,
18 letting the business remain as it was suspended
without permission prior to July, 1948.

Contrary to the provision of Article 28 para-
graph 5 of the Road Transportation Law, it
shows that he is, wanting in consciousness of
public sense as a general reserve freight carrier
under a franchise and very ineligible for a car-
rier of the franchised business. Consequently,
such a carrier is judged as unallowable to exist.

Now, the Road Transportation Law has for its
object the establishment of order concerning road
transportation, the healthy  development of the
business, maintenance of cars, and the promotion
of appropriate use of cars, as well as the security
of public welfare in the road transportation.

To attain the objeet, the motor carrier business
stipulated by the Law is operated in accordance
with a fixed plan and in such a way as not fo
lose the balance between demand and supply and

as capable to increase the public welfare., M

Consequently, those whom franchises are given
shall operate ftheir businesses under the fixed
business plan and be obliged not to refuse accept-
ance of transportation or not to change even
the order of transportation, except for a certain
appropriate reason.

Under the abovementioned description, it is
clear that change of the business plan and sus-
pension or cancellation of the business at will is
not allowed. But, as stated above, each of the
nine carriers in question, suspending’ the business
without the permission under Article 28 of the
Road Transportation Law, has neglected in opera-
tion of motor cars under the business plan pre-
scribed in Article 18 of the Law and doubted to
have refused acceptance of transportation sti-
pulated in Axrticle 19 of the Law. In view of
the fact, they are inappropriate as carriers of
the franchised business.
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And, now he, having no °

In order to hear direet statements of their
opinions, to take opinions of both the carriers
and the administrative authorities over motor
cars into consideration for finding the truth as
well as for a fair conclusion, the Transportation
Council gave them a chance to present themselves
at the public hearing held on June 29 at Tokyo,
but none of them was so sincere to be present
there.

Accordingly this conclusion is free from the

direet opinions of the nine, but in view of the
abovementioned fact, each of them falls under
the provisions of Article 31 paragraph 1 items
(1), (3) and (4), of the Road Transportation Law.
So that they are judged to be all deprived of the
franchise and the council report ig made as stated

in the text.
