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PREFACE. 

.In introcliicing this Dictionary to the public the author feels no small 

degree of diffidence. Nothing but the great need of such a work, felt by all 

foreigners in Japan, and tlie constant demand upon those who were making 

the study of the language their special business to share their acquisitions with 

others, could have induced him to issue it at this stage of his acquaintance 

with the language. The conviction that it is a first step in the right direction, 

and that, with all its deficiencies, it will prove of some use, could alone have 

made him consent to its publication. 

In compiling this work the author has labored under the very great difficul¬ 

ty of having had little to assist him from the works of predecessors in the same 

field. The only works of the kind within his reach were the small vocabulary 

of Dr. Medhurst published in Batavia in 1830; and the Japanese and Port¬ 

uguese Dictionaiy published by the Jesuit missionaries in 1603. His principal 

de2)endence, liowever, has been upon the living teacher, so that he feels himself 

alone responsible for every thing in the work. 

There are over 20,000 Japanese words defined in the dictionary. This num¬ 

ber might have been considerably increased, if all the compound words of which 

the language is capable, and all the obsolete words had been inserted. Those 

here published have been collected, for the most part, in the course of his own 

reading, or heard in use among the people. A large number of the words 

are of Chinese origin, and used mainly in books and epistolary writings, and 

liave a very limited range of meaning. The most common words, whether 

native or Chinese, he has endeavored to illustrate, as much as possible, with 

examples; some of them extracted from books, but generally with colloquial 

phrases. 

He might have made it a less pretentious volume, confining himself to only 

such words as are in common use; but his desire has been to ju’esent the whole 

language to the eye of the scholar arranged in proper order; and though he may 

not have exhausted the meaning of the words, he has endeavored to make as 

near an approximation to it as possible. 

To render the work more complete he has added the Japanese Kana, and 

Chinese characters. The spelling with the Kana is according to the best native 

authority. The Chinese cliaracters attached to the native words are those com¬ 

monly used as their equivalents. 

It has also been attempted to designate the part of speech to which each 

word belongs. This with the native words is not a matter of much diffi¬ 

culty, but with the Chinese is impossible in most cases, as the same word may 

be viewed as a noun, verb, or adjective, according to it various relations. . 
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The introduction of tlie synonymous words will also be found useful. This 

branch has been more fully carried out in the second part, or Index. 

In Romanizing the words, the eilort has been in every case to express the 

sound as jtronounced by the most cultivated natives; and the system of orthog¬ 

raphy, with a few variations, is that generally adopted by the students of the 

language in Japan. 

The printing has been accomplished under many difficulties, especially from 

the want of accented vowels and a 2)roper supidy of capital letters which could 

not be procured in Slianghai, and had to be manufactured under many disad¬ 

vantages. This will account for the want of uniformity and irregularity 

observable. 

Notwithstanding every care, not a few typographical errors are observed; 

but as most of them are unim2)ortant and a little attention will enable the read¬ 

er to rectify them for himself, it is not thought necessary to 2)ublish a list of 

ernita. 

With these apologies and explanations, the author commits this work, the 

fruit of nearly eiglit years of unremitting labor, to the kind indulgence of those 

who are making the language their study, and if he can in this way, lend 

them a hel[)ing hand out of some of the difficulties which he had so often to 

encounter alone, he will feel that his labor has not been in vain.

The final n {>), when at the end of a word has always the sound of ng; as, 

>y)ion = mong, san = sang, shin = shing; hut in the body of a word, when 

followed hy a syllable beginning with h, m, or j), it is ja’onounced like m; as. 

han-min = hamming, mon-han = momhang, shin-p)ai = shimpai. Before the 

other consonants it has the sound oin; as, an-nai, an-rahu, han-dai. 

The sounds of the other consonants, viz. h d h j h m n p s t lo y z, do not 

differ from their common English sounds. 

THE WRITTEN CHARACTER OR KANA. 

The native language of the Japanese seems not to have been reduced to 

writing before the introduction of the Chinese characters. Ancient written 
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characters are spoken of, and tlieir forms and sounds even given, but it is 

doubtful whether tliey were used. The only vestiges said to be still remaining 

»rc the inscriptions upon two stone tablets, preserved and regarded Avith super¬ 

stitious veneration, one in a Sinttjo temple in jMiwa ot the de[)artnient ot Ya- 

inato; tlie other in a temple in Kidzki in the department ot Idzmo- 

The most ancient writings in the native language still extant are the KoJIkl 

a liistory of Japan from the earliest ages to the time Avhen it was 

written about A. u. 711; and the Mcuujoshit (105 ^ a collection of native 

])Oetry made some fifty years later. In both of these wo. ks the s [uare and un¬ 

abbreviated form (Kaislio) of the Chinese characters is used phonetically 

to re])resent tlie sounds of the Japanese syllables. These characters were called 

Kari-no, (f(^ ty'), or borrowed names, contracted afterwards into Kana (S3e 4 

and 5 of the table). Those characters, more or le.ss abbreviated and sinijditied 

in form, are called Hira-l'ana (d of the table), or })lain letters, and are still 

the common svinbuls used in Avritine: the native language. 

The Kata.hana, (bp fl^ :$j), or side letters, (I of the table) are also derived 

from the Chinese characters, Avhere instead of taking the whole, only a i)art of the 

character is used. These are more ancient than the llirahana. but have been 

little us('d except in Dictionaries, books ititended for the learned, or to spell 

foreign names. 

There is still another form used, called the I-ro-ha Icana, said to liaA'e been 

invented by Kukai, or KoLddai-sJ/i, a Ibiddhist jniest and founder of the Shin- 

i/onshu sect, Avho died in a. d. 835. This form of Kona Avas devised by its 

author in order to assimilate the letters, as much as ]:)Ossible, to the Bonji, or 

chai'acters used in the sacred books of the Buddhists. 

'I'lie Japanese syllabary consists of seventy-two syllables, as seen in the table; 

they are generally arranged according to the five vowel sounds; as follows :—

To com])lete this table the syllables, 4 ^ and m Iuia'C to be rei>eated. There 

are also amongst them S(‘veral syllables, as, x and 4 and 7 and 4, 4' and 

V, and '/ and x', Avhich are said to liaA'c re])resented different sounds in ancient 

times ; but at the ]>resent time they can no longer be distinguished; in correct 

spelling, hoAvever, care must be taken that they be not written indiscriminately; 

there is a rule, established by ancient usage, to be observetl in their use. 

THE SYLLABLES IN COMBINATION. 

Tiie syllables commencing Avith the soft as])erates, h. and/, and y, for the 

most part, loose their consonants, and their vowels combine Avith the voAvel of 

the precceding syllable; sometimes forming a diphthong; as, «-/</, ai; afu, an, 
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or b; sometimes lengtlieniiig- the sound of the first vowel; as, nu-fii, nil; to-ho, 

ib; »; yo-fu, yb; ho-ho, b. 

Sometimes with the coiisouaiit of the first and the vowel of the second form¬ 

ing a new syllable, epecially in writing the sounds of Chinese words; as, chi- 

ya, cha; shi-ya, sha; chi-yo, do; shi-yo, sho; Ji-yo, Jo; or hy still greater 

changes; as, dti-ya-n, chb; slii-ya-u, shb; shi-yo-u, db; or hy forming an 

entirely new sound; as t-cii. clib; he-u, Jiiyb; de-fu,jb; se-fu, shb. 

In the following table all these changes are given in regular oixh'r, for the 

sake of those who may wish to consult this dictionary, and who may have the 

Kana only without the voice of the living teacher to direct them to the proper 

sound.
