● EXIF data added in 2009 (so wrong automated

date on Wikimedia Commons)
● In current use on 89 Wikipedia articles in 10

different languages
● Google image search and Tineye show multiple

X. Technical solutions

● Wikidata as an authority for artworks and artists
● Automatic syntactical categorization
● Automated cross-channel sharing
● Digital checksum (SHA1) excluding EXIF and

other data
● Open alternatives to Google image search
● Automatic image identification
