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I. Acreages of Wint_er Crops, 1937-38, for

14 Provinces—First Estimate

According to the present estimate on the acreages
of winter crops, 1937-38, the wheat acreage for the
fourteen provinces listed is €stimated at (79,087,000 Sid
mow, ot approximately 287% of the total cultivated area
in these provinces; the barley acreage, at 66,858,000 Shi
mow, of approximately $1% of the total cultivated area;
the field-pea acreage, at 36,419,000 Shi mow, or

" approximately 6% of the total cultivated area: the broad-

bean acreage, at 34,746,000 Shi mgw, or approximately

5% of the total cultivated area; the rapeseed acreage, at

49,802,000 Shi mow, or approximately 8% of the total
cultivated area; the oat acreage, at 6,635,000 Shi mow,
or approximately 1% of the total cultivated area; and the
Chinese-clover acreage, at 10,139,000 Shi mow, or
approximately 2% of the total cultivated area. The total
acreages of the winter crops listed albove amount to
383,686,000 Shi mow, or approximately 619 of the total
cultivated area in the fourtzen provinces. The remaining
39% of the total cultivated area was either planted to
minor winter crops not inchided in this estimate or left as
fallow land during the winter season. It should be neted
that the total acreage of winter crops as estimated for the
current year is 2%, or 6,250,000 Shi mow, more than
that for the year 1936-37 in the same fourtexn provinces,
but it is 3%, or 12,870,000 Shi mow, lower than that for
the year 1935-36 in the same area. While in comparison
with the average acreages of the five preceding years,
1931-35, the current vear also shows an increase of about
¢.3%, or 1,140,000 Shi mow excluding the acreage of
Chinese clover.

According to acreages of the individual winter crops as
indicated above, it will be noted that the acreage of wheat
bas increased 6%, or 10,630,000 Shi mow for the cument
year as compared with that of the preceding year. The
acreage of field peas, however, has decreased 5%, or
2,022,000 Shi mow; the acreage of broad beans, 4%, or
1,300,000 Shi mow: the acreage of rapeseed, 2%, or
940,000 Shi mow; the acreage of oats; 1%, or 40,000
Shi mow; and the acreages of both batley and Chinese
clover showed the least decrease of about 0,2% each,

As to the factors affecting increase or decrease on
crop acreage of the winter crops among the provinces, it
may be summarized into three main catagories: (1) In
Kweichow, Kansu, Honan, Shensi, and Szechuan Provinces,
most of the crops had a general increase in acreages on
account of the displacement of the poppy crop. (2)
The encouragement of plantation of the winter crops by
the provincial government in Fukien and Kwangtung
Provinces and that tesulted in a considerable increase of
acreages particufarly of wheat, barley, and broad beans.
(3} In Anhwei, Hunan, and Hupeh Provinces, some of
the crops have shown a decresse on their acreage$ owing
to the excessive rainfall which caused the land too wet for
operation during the planting season.

Beginning with this isue of Crop Reporis,
Vol. V, No. 1, it is planned to:publish by
hsien the farm price indices for the year 1936
for twenty-two -provinces, being a continua-
tion of former studies. For the putpose - of
indicating price trends and as a convenience to
those interested in this particular field, price
indices from the preceding studies are included
as well.

2. ‘The farm price indices for Kwangtung Province
contained in this issue are of the same pature
as those published previously, representing the
averages of the computed indices of the prices
that have beer quoted by the reposters within
individual hsien,

3. The farm price indices for Kwangtung Province
published in this issue cover only hulled rice,
wheat, soybeans, cotton, oxen., and keroseme,
the prices of the first four items being those
received by the fatmers and of the last two,
those paid by the farmers.

According to the above tables, the farm price indices
listed by hsien for Kwangtung Province show a general
vising trend in 1936 as compa.réd with 1935, Prices for
hulled rice, wheat, soybeans, cotton, and kerosene all
ros¢ in most of the hsien during 1936;, but only a few
ones show a declining trend. As to the price of oxen,

however, was lower among the majority of the hsien.
