Now, therefore, His Majesty, under and by virtue of the powers 
vested in Him by the said recited Act, and all other powers enabling 
Him in that behalf, and by and with the advice of His Most Honourable 
Privy Council, is pleased to direct, and doth hereby direct that the 
town of which the name is scheduled to this Order, shall be taken and 
accepted for a see of a bishop suffragan as if it had been included in 
the above-mentioned Act of the 26th year of the reign of King Henry 
the Eighth, chapter 14.
