As a matter of fact, unless during dry
months on light soils, you are prepared
to supply an abundance of water, don’t
attempt to grow celery; but if you do all

this vegetable requires to make a good
growth, it will reward you with a real
delicacy.

Many gardening failures are traceable directly to faulty covering of seeds. A good
rule to keep in mind is to cover the seeds to the extent of twice their thickness. On
light sandy soils deeper covering may be practiced than on heavy clay soils. And
last but not least, without timely and dilijgent cultivation, a garden will be either

a partial or total failure.
