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THE HARDEST LESSON FOR MANKIND TO LEARN.
By J. WONG-QUINCEY.

Yor young men and young women whio are on the threshold of life, for
those of us who are more mature, in fact, for a)l mankind of whatever nge,
nationality or sex, there is a lesson which is not new, not original, but
which remains the hardest to learn. When I say it is the hadest to learn,
I do not imply it is ditficult to know or to understand, T mean it is hard 1o
earry out, to apply to our everyday life. The finst aspect of the lesson ¥
have in mind may be simply stated as follows : when we examine the past
history of hwman achievement we find that the men whe were famons in
their own day are now totally forgotien while the men who are now famous
were in their own time obscure, unhonoured and even persecuted, 'There
are exceptions: there are men who are just as famous to-day as they were
in their own age, but they are usually wen of action, men who were des-
tructive or who merely maintained the status quo, men whesc life und
death left the world exactly where it was before.

How is it that among the creative spirits of the world, among those
whose object is to improve mankind, to extend the limits of knowledge, to
hasten the progress of civilisation, how is it that those who have the great-
est reputation in their own day are now forgotten, while those who are
honoured todlay were unknown in their own age ? The unswer to that ques
tion leads us to the lesson which T said is the hardest for mankind to learn
the men who are forgotten today lived for the present, those who are hon
oured today lived for the future.

Among the leaders of mankind in every age there are unfortunately too
many bluffers, humbugs, popularisers, plagiavists, advertisers, time-servers,
compromisers, whose chief object is their own personal success, whose ait
is immediate reward, in short, who live entircly for the present. They are
not original, or if they feel the crentive impulse they are afeaid to give it



expression for fear of jeopardizing their own fmmediate success. They can-
not or dare not stand alone and therefore they husten to become members
of mutual admiration svcieties. They acquire the art of blowing their own
and each other’s frumpets.  They become experts as makers of noise. They
vover {en per cent of sccomplishment with ninety per cent of advertising. In
their vwn {ime they acguire greab reputation, fame and wealth, bul when
they are not actually negative their coniribution fo the advincement of man-
kind is exaetly zero. It is casy to deceive the present, for the preseni i
only too willing fo be deceived, but no one can cheat the future and the fu-
ture simply forgets them.

Phen we come to the real leaders of men who live not for the present
but for the future. ‘The world is unfortunate in that there are so few of them.
"T'o such rare spirits immediate worldly success or recognition is always deni-
ed. 'They are too bold, too progressive, oo original to be appreciated in
their own day. Unknown, unhonowred, misvnderstood, often in pain, in
sorrow, in poverty, they toil on for the good of mankind, inspired by a pas-
sionate love of truth and a no less passionate love of their fellow men. Lack
of appreciation by their own age is nob their only reward, for very offen
they are actually sbused, imprisoned, beaten and even killed. Their own
people are jealous of their courage and their originality. They are even re-
garded as insane. And so by their suppression the peaple of their own age
hope by force to hold back the progress of mankind. But as these obscure
Theroes lived for the fufure so the future fives for them. They who iwere
despised and illtrented by their own age-are honoured and worshipped by
posterity. . '

But it may be pointed out that the :mujnrity of mankind can never be-
come the heroes and martyrs of the kind I have indicated. After all, it is
rational and good common sense to desire immediate worldly success. Wise
men ull live for the present, only fools will live for the fubure. That is true
to o certain extent. But has it ever occuired to you that all animals live for
the present, und that they do so quite openly, frankly and without shame?
The object of every animal is to obtain fu this life, by superior force or cun-
ning, the best food, the best shelter, the largest number of desirable wives,
the greatest number of healthy offsprings. All snimals pursue this object



frankly and without shame beeause they do not and cannot kmow any bet-
ter. 'That is why from the dawn of history the animal worll has remained
stationary.  But man does know a betler wiy, a higher ideal.  AMankind has
advaneed and must keep on advaneing or perish.

The argument of materialism is & must dangerous argument.  China is
so weak loday because we have too many materialists, {oo nmany aninals,
beasts, brutes. The civilisalion of the werld is advancing so slowly now be-
-ause we have foo many snimals, beasts, brutes. It is true that the animal
in man is still powerful and that the majority of mankind will remain beasts
and. brutes for untold centuries to come. But I am speaking to university
graduates, to the one per cent of mankind from whose ranks the leaders of
China and the leaders of the world must come. To you and to myself T
will say this: learn this hardest lesson of mankind, to live for the future
and not for the present, otherwise yoa are uc better thun animals, beasts
wnd brutes.
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Mr. Chang Kuo-wei

Once, our coach, Mr. J. Mo, wanted Mr. Chang
to play centrehalf in our varsity team, knowing that
he had been a half of some game. But Mr. Chang,
owing to having been stopping the game for years
because of sickness, prefered full back. So he did.
Not until very recently that one discovers he is a
better haif than back.

In Shanghai-tour of our varsity team, nobody
mentioned the game he played. He did not dis-
tinguished himself in full back position. But, after
the defeat of North-China team, Igota letter from
the skipper of East-China team, Mr. Chen {Big##);
in which runs these statements:

«A.. As a team, North-China is not so good as
“T'sing Hua, not a bit of team work. ... .. individually,
they are 0. K., especially, the Pentrehalf, who played
an excellent game, even Tai (S&[ELER) could not pass
him easily. Knowing he is Tsing-Hua boy, so you
should encourage him to train on, and he will be
the best centrehalf down North......”

One wonders who that man is that deserves the special mention from
goalgetter of China! Well, he is none other than the man photographed
above.
