WOMEN DOCTORS IN PARIS.

Jewesses from Russia Predominate
in Practice and in the Vari-
ous Schools,

Mention was made the other day
in this correspondence of the number
of lady doctors pradticing in Paris,
It is @ curious fac! that the majority
are Russian Jewesses, just as are the
greater number of the women med-
ical students. At a rough calculation
there are 300 ladivs pursuing medical
studigs at the various schools, and
working side by side with the mea
students, writes a Paris correspondeny
of London Pall Mall Gazette.

The reason of the invasion of the
Jewess is, of course, the disabilities
that exist in Russia for those of the
faith of Israel—disabi.ities that are
hardly lessened in Germany. More-
over, there exists, I believe, only one
university for women in Russia,.and
that is in St, Petersburg. Some of the
women who graduate in medicine do
extremely well afterward in practice.
One Jewess, who ii greatly in vogue
in the highest sociely in Paris, is re~
puted to make 60,000 francs (£ 2,400)
a year. The lady doctor. who is also
e Russian subject, bas likewise found
a field for her energies in China, where
Russian influence is so dominant at
the present moment. [t may be worthl
voting that the only lady barrigter oth-
er than Mlle, Chauvin—Mme, Petit—
is also Russian. She has married a
Frenchman.

The Frenchnewspapersalways show
the greatest interest in the progrese
of women. This was amusingly exem-
plified in the case of the American lady
architect, Miss Julia Morgan, wha,was
reported to have carried away honors
from the Ecole des Beaux Arts. The
imagination of the writers pic~
tured Miss Morgan running up ladders
amd scampering over scaffolding, o
doubt ir a costume suited to the re-
quirements of the profession, but, of
course, all this is the merest fiction.
To begin with, Miss Morgan, as vhe in-
formed me herself, has not finished
her studies, though she has gained
snome successes, and her work in prac-
tice, like that of other women archi-
tects in America, will be iargely con-
ined to the office and the preparation
of plans. Miss Morgan has been an-
