WILBERFORCE CENTENNIAL. 

CELEBRATION AT EASTON, NEW YORKr 
lo the Editor of The A’aitssaJ Anti Slavery Standard. 

The mealing in commemoration of the laboi 
William Wilbebtorob was held, as advertised in 
Stan’dari), at Easton, Washington Co., on Saturday and 
Sunday, August 27lh and 28th. It proved eminently 
sncoessfnl in point of numbers and in interest. It was 
a great gathering. Large numbers came np from the sur¬ 
rounding country, some a distance of twenty and thirty 
miles. Tbe Friends’ meeting-honse, a building of liber al 
dimensions, was completely filled pn Saturday, and on 
Sunday it was thoroughly packed In every available 
epaoe, with a much larger crowd remaining outside, ren¬ 
dering it neeessary, notwithstanding the cool wind and 
damp ground, owing to a late rain, to organize a second 
meeting, the larger of the two, in a grove adjoining the 
meeting-honse; and hundreds.it is said, went away, unable 
to get within doors, and fearful of the exposure of the 
out-door meeting. 

Leonard Gibbs, E q., of Union Village, presided. 
Lydia Mott, of Albany, and David Baker, of Easton 
were chosen Vice-Presidents; and Jonathan Wilde, of 
Saratoga, Secretary. Business and Finance Committees 
were also appointed, 

Aaron M. Powell first addressed the meeting. He re¬ 
ferred to the occasion as one of the deepest interest to all 
who are in this country engaged in the ardaous straggle 
between freedom and slavery. The life of Wjcbereoroe, 
bis consistent and unswerving faithfulness to the cause 
of the oppressed, would ever render his name, with tfiat 
of Thomas Clarkson, dear to American Abolitionists. 
Lives of disinterested benevolence, of unselfish conseora- ] 
tion to tbe welfare of the helpless and forlorn, gain the 
strongest and most enduring hold upon tbe affections 

veneration of mankind. In Jesns of Nazareth this 
lost fully exemplified. When Cromwell shall have 
l forgotten, Wilberforce and Clarkson, with their 

colaborere, will be remembered and loved for their true 
and noble services in the cause of human freedom. 

Samuel C. Blackwell, Esq., of New York, was the 
;xt speaker. He thought the brightest page of the 

world’s history, thus far recorded, wasthat whioh famishes j 
an account of English emancipation, to the promotion 

and triumphant issue of which the lives of Clarkson and 
Wilberforce were given. Mr. B. then contrasted the 
career of Wilberforce with that of -Oliver Cromwell. 
The warrior we contemplate with a degree of admiration 

awe, the noble and unselfish philanthropist we vene- 
and love. We do well thus to celebrate, and from 

the lives of the great men who have gone before get 
lessons of wisdom and strength for the eolation of the 
great problem whioh, in this country, we have now in 
band. 

Mr. Blackwell’s address, of which I do not attempt to 
give even a synopsis, was listened to with much interest. 

Parker Pillsburt followed in an earnest speech, whioh 
as characterized by more than his uenal force and elo¬ 

quence. He rejoiced in a meeting to commemorate the 
labors of a truly great man. History can record the 
lives of but very few really great men thus far. In the 
front rank of these we find the name of William Wilber- 
| and especially that of Thomas Clarkson. We 

hear much talk of the great men of our own generation, 
but, for the most part, they are such oily as Gulliver was 
great among the Lilliputians. Mr. P. then referred to 
the labors of Wilberforce and Clarkson for the suppres¬ 
sion of the slave trade and the abolition of slavery. 
" spoke of slavery and the slave trade here, and of onr 
responsibilities therefor. It ia proper to pay tribute to 
the memory of suoh of those whose names we celebrate 
in this Convention to-day, bat our highest enlogy is given 
in a daily life of faithful, earnest and uncompromising 
consecration to the causa to which their lives 
scrupulously and unselfishly devoted. This celt-bration 
will prove truly commemorative only in so far as it shall 
beget in us increased wisdom and strength for the ser¬ 
vice of the cause of the slave in onr own land, and inspire 

with tbe spirit which prompted and sustained Wilber¬ 
force and his ooworkers. 

A Committee of five was then appointed, on motion of 
A. M. Powell, to circulate, at each session of the Con¬ 
vention, copies of the Petition asking tbe next Legisla¬ 
ture to enaot a law putting an end to SLATE-HUNTING 
in the Empire State. 

A recess was then taken until 2 p. 
Wm. Wells Brown was the first speaker of tbe after¬ 

noon session. His speeoh was a most eloqnent eulogy 
upon Wilberforce, and also Clarkson. Ha thought 
they were inseparable, and eaoh highly important to the 
other io the mejhw'aUa tDorle whioh, toftothor and with 
others, they accomplished. Mr. Brown mentioned nume- 

incidents and facts, which, I am sure, would much 
interest your readers, bat which, at this time, I am noabls 
to report. He was very attentively listened to. 

Susan B. Anthony alluded to the occasion which had 
called ns together ; and though Wilberforce had, for him¬ 
self and for mankind, accomplished a great and noble 
work, we needed most to remember that a no less impor-| 
tant individual responsibility rests upon each one of us. 
She concluded with an appeal, in behalf of the Finance 
Committee, for material aid. 

Rev. Antoinette Brown Blackwell then addressed 
the Convention. She spoke of the inherent, God-given 
right of every human being to freedom, and of tbe pro¬ 
priety and wisdem of holding each a meeting of com¬ 
memoration in this country and at this time. Great and 
good as were the names of Wilberforce and Clarkson, 
there was one other that she had not yet beard named, 
which was of equal, if not greater, significance; it 
that of a woman—Elizabeth Hetrick. While, before 
her, statesmen bad been tampering with the branches of ] 
the tree, had been dealing with the outposts of the enemy, 

from her active sense of justice and clear percep¬ 
tions of the right that, later in the straggle, the cat 
received suoh an onward impetns, snch renewed vigor, 
brought a victorious and triumphant issne. 

Mrs. Blackwell’s address was listened to with deep 
tereBt, was an able and elcquent effort, and I coaid wish, 
for the sake of your readers, that a full report might 
appear herewith. 

Parker Pillsbcby again addressed the meeting at 
some leDgtb, and at a late hoar the Convention adjourned 
till 9 a. m. Sunday. 

Of the proceedings on Sunday I oannot, at this time of | 
writing, give you even a synopsis, much less a full report, 
as they richly deserve.

. kjia; It .is a fact, well known to the student of political, 
social, or moral physiology, that wo can generally esti¬ 
mate tbe smount of evil that is in a party, a canse, or 
creed, by the degree of prominence sought to be given 
what little of good it or they may contain. The race of 
which Joseph Surface was a well-defined type is not yet 
extinct—the broad brim and tbe saintly face are still 
made to cover, if they cannot hide, like charity, a multi¬ 
tude of sins. 

Bat it is seldom that we have so favorable an opportu¬ 
nity of observing thiB phenomenon as is presented by 
the advocates of slavery in the United States. Polities, 
physiology, philanthropy, and morals—all combine 
form the many-colored robe in which they stand erect 
before the world as the embodiments of benevolence and 
virtue. Were not the snbjeot one, indeed, of too serious 
a natare for mirth, we might often be tempted to Bmile 
at the many and curious phases through whioh it is made 
to pass. Now it is made a question of the purest philan¬ 
thropy : Poor blacks! they are so much more comfortable 
where they are, under kind supervision and good laws, 
well-fed, clothed, and cared for. Now it is a question of 
haman progress: Benighted Africans! would yon deny 
them the privilege of looking at, if they may not read 
by, the lights of civilization and Christian truth ? Now 

a wise and beneficent illustration of the laws of phy¬ 
siology (which the Sonth is best able, of coarse, to inter¬ 
pret) : Wonld yon impiously set aside the clear and un¬ 
mistakable mandate of a Providence which says that 
there shall be ethnological and social distinctions and 
preponderances of race ?

They bad a large family, 
vis., one daughter, married, who lived with them ; a sin¬ 
gle daughter, and five sons. They bad alio in tbe boose, 

boarder, a Frenchman, named G—, who was a first- 
rate watch-maker, but who is now in San Francisco. They 

med slaves; among them were two little girls, sisters, 
that they had purchased but a few months before, agsd 
about 9 and 11 years respectively. The two little chil¬ 
dren had to do all tbe errands and the whole work of tbs 
bouse, with the exception of cooking and washing. They 
had no bed to rest on, the only place allowed them being 
the floor, the only covering a blanket. These two poor 
obildren had no regular meals; after the family bad get 
through tbeir meals, whatever was left ou their plates 
was scraped together; and this, with an extra piece of | 
stale bread, was all the food given to two hard working 
human beings, The coasequence was, the poor children 
were always starving with hanger. Thus matters went 

for some time, when one day the cravings of their 
digestive organs were so strong that they were tempted 

help themselves to a piece of fresh bread ; the key of | 
the bread closet having, by some mistake, been left in. 
They eat, between them, a whole five-ceDt loaf. The lady 
of the house, missing her key, went for It, and missed the 
loaf. These poor children, not thinking it a very great 
crime, promptly confessed having eaten it. In the even¬ 
ing, when Mr. I. S. came home, bis kind-hearted lady in¬ 
formed him of the pilfering propensities of these two little | 
chi'dreD. He had them taken into a large room, and 
stripped of all tbeir clothing, and then he beat these two | 
poor creatures with a cowhide, laying it on with all his 
origin, for about fittMn znioutca ; and they hod to be put 

bed, sick, to save their lives. When they got better, 
farther punishment, their food was made more scant, 

which was too seant before. One of the little girls, the 
youngest, seeing a piece of bread on the sideboard, in the 
dining-room, when her kind-hearted mistress was there, 
quietly put her hand on the bread and told Mrs. I.S. that 
she mast have it, for she was starving. Scarcely had she 
got the bread to her month, when Mrs. L S. darted at her, 
snatched the bread irom her, and gave her two slight 
taps. In the evening she was again called into tbe 
sance of Mr. L S. Seeing him have the cowhide in his
