DEVELOPMENT AT
REGIONAL MEET

Planning Conference Offers
Many Suggestions to Aid
Community Growth

The beauties of the Green Ver-
dugo hills, Glendale’s Verdugo
park and Verdugo Woodlands

were never more appreciated than
last Saturday when 140 members
and friends of the Los Angeles
County Regional Planning confer-
ence gathered in the pavilion at
Verdugo park for morning and
afternoon sessions and were guests
at the noon-hour of the F. P.
Newport company under “ The
Oaks” at Verdugo Woodlands,
where one of Chef and Mrs. Rob-
ert Russell’s real California-Span-
ish dinners, was served and .en-
joyed.

Mayor Spencer Robinson pre-
sided at the morning meeting and
after a brief address of welcome
introduced as speakers G. Gordon
Whitnall, of the Los Angeles City
Planning commission; and secre-
tary of the Los Angeles Regional
Planning conference; and Fred-
erick Law Olmsted of Boston, not-
ed landscape architect who is di-
recting the development of the
Palos Verdes section between San
Pedro and Redondo Beach.

Tells of Problems

Mr. Whitnall, who is widely rec-
ognized as an expert in his field
and for his ability as a public
speaker, gave a most comprehen-
sive outline of the problems and
accomplishments of the Regional
conference and emphasized the
necessity for city planning and
county planning and a combining
of the two for a uniform develop-
ment.

Mr. Olmsted spoke particularly
on parks, stating that aftdfe* years
of study of park development he
advised all growing communities
to consider seriously the ques-
tion of parks. He mgreatly favors
the plan of a county levying a
special tax which will provide for
the purchase of grounds for parks
and for park development. In
illustration he cited the state of
New Jersey where there is a law
whereby any county of 200,000
inhabitants levies a tax of half a
mill on every $100 to provide a
Bar_k fund. This amount can also
e increased if the governing body
sees fit by an addition of a quar-
ter of a mill.

Get Spanish Dinner
