The condition of the Freed people in this department, 

and especially in and about Nashville, is such as to 
cause us great anxiety. Their numbers are increasing 
rapidly ; for we are in the direct rear of Gen. Sher¬ 
man’s advancing army. Since the late raid, hundreds 
have flocked to Nashville. Their cabins dot the hill¬ 
sides and clnster in the valleys. To their credit be it 
said, they have shown a commendable spirit in endeav¬ 
oring, from scanty material, to erect separate habita¬ 
tions and make for themselves homes. These homes, 
however, are miserable things, and the coming winter 
wiU surely entail upon their inmates great suffering. 
They will not starve, for a just government will not 
permit this; and without doubt the commandant of 
this post will do aU that lies in his power to mitigate 
their hardships; but the exposure to which they must 
he subjected in their forlorn shanties, is such as to 
cause ns, who are laboring among them, the most ear¬ 
nest solicitude in their behalf. At this very moment 
hundreds of them are destitute of needful clothing. 
Only yesterday I was assured that of those who had 
lately arrived, some were literally naked. It is onr 
place to meet this condition of things; but onr snp- 
plies are exhausted; with the exception of a few 
blankets and shirts we have absolutely nothing. 

Every bnilding near us swarms with these people ; 
the barns and stables are foil of women and children. 
It is heart-tonching to see the spectacle they exhibit. 
They gather about onr door in the early morning,—the 
toil-worn mother and bare-footed child with its single 
garment asking for help. “Master, please a pair of 
shoes, and some clothes,” salutes onr ears continually. 
And yet it is early in the season. The mornings and 
nights, however, have the chill of winter. What will 
be the condition of these people when the new year 
opens? Our hearts sicken at the prospect. From 
points further South, comes the same cry of distress. 
At Tunnel HiU, the rebel (jren. Forrest, on hta late raid, 
burned one hundred and twenty of the dwellings of 
the colored people. They were aUowed to remove 
their effects, but it ta reported that these were burn^ 
by cUitens afterwards. These poor people were self- 
supporting. The crop of cotton raised by them wiU 
bring at least sixty thousand dollars. They have been 
purcluuiera, not Deggni-!!. Dul. u—reuaui. 
who has charge, applied to us for immediate help. 
“ Were our cotton picked,” said he, “ we should not 
ask alms: but whole families among ns have lost tbdir 
aU.” 

The captain commanding the contraband camp at 
Clarksville, reports the arrival there, lately, of num 
bers of children whose parents have been driven from 
their homes. 

It ta said that the case of these Freedmeo ta one of 
snch magnitude as to caU for the interposition of the 
Government, This ta true ; and it is a satisfaction to 
know that the Government ta not indifferent on the 
subject. The military and civil authorities, receiving 
instructions from Washington, afford ns much aid.; but 
nntil the rebellion shall be crushed we cannot count on 
their assuming the entire responsibilities of this matter. 
For a while yet the people must volunteer to do the 
work. Happily they are nothing loth. AU they want 
ta information as to what ta to be done. To aid in 
giving this information ta the object of this oireular. 

The pressing n>ed here at present ta clothing for 
women and children. The Pennsylvania Freedmene 
Relief Association, which ta now maintaining a corps 
of teachers in this State and Alabama, has sent out 
thousands of dollars worth of new made clothing for 
the destitute of this region ; but this has all been Qis- 
tribnted. More ta coming from the same source. Other 
Associations have been equally liberal; but still there 
ta a great lack? Additional supplies are needed at once. 

This Station, the Headquarters, so to speak, of the 
Pennsylvania Freedmen’s Relief for this Department, is 
situated in the centre of the lately arrived colored 
people of this city. A band of “leachers are laboring 
among them day and night to promote thtir moral and 
physical welfare. We are on the spot and know their 
wants. We hare every facility for receiving, storing, 
and distributing goods sent out for their benefit. Oar 
fellow-teachers at Murfreesboro’, Stevenson, Huntsville, 
and other points, will gladly cooperate with us. All 
we want ta the material to dispense. Wpm clothing 
for women and children, including especially shoes, is 
what ta moat needed ; bnt nothing will come amiss. 
Piece goods can be made np here, many of the ooloreil 
women being good sempstresses. The lady teachers of 
our Association iotend.aa soon as material shail arnve, 
to organize a sewing school, for the purpose of making 
up clothing for the children. As the navigation of the 
Cumberland has just been opened, now is the time to 

At the iostance of my associates, and on behalf of 
these suffering people, I issue this appeaL It will be 
sent to those who know either me or my coadjutors 
personally, and who understand and appreciate the 
work in which we are engaged. I trust, however, that 
those to whom it may come will in their turn call upon 
others, to aid in this work. It ta a great and glorious 
work, and everyone that loves hta country or his kind, 
or who has a heart to pity the poor, should have a 
hand in it. 

I will only add that goods sent to us at this fatation 
will be gratefuUy received, faithfully distributed, and 
duly accounted for. They should be put iu strong

Thb mi^ remarkable military event to be recorded 

IS the defeat of Early on the 19 th by Sheridan, j ust a 
inonth after hw former rout, and on the anniversary of 
the surrendeiwf CornwaUta. A division of Sheridan’s 
forces ^viog been made, and a part sent east of tha 
Blue Ridge, for a new aeries of operations against the 
rebel Capital. Early took advantage of the fact and 
of the absence of his formidable opponent to attack our 
forces at Cedar Creek in the early morning of ihe 19th. 
He effectually surprised the command of Gen. Wright," 
drove it back in confosion some four miles, captured of 
us twenty cannon and some prisoners and wagons.

To Hon. Jas. A; Seddon, Secretary of YVar, Richmond, 
Va : 

My Dear Sir : The time has come tor us to pvt into 
the army every able-bodied negro man as a soldi^. This 
should be done immediately. Congress should, at the 
comiug session, take action on this moat important 
question. The negro knows that he cannot Mcape 
conscription if he goes to the enemy. He mast play an 
important part in the war. He causedtlw fight, and he 
wm have his portion of the burthen io bear. We have 
learned from dear-bought experience that negroes can 
be taught to fight, and that all who leave us are made 
to fight against us. I would free all able to bear arms, 
and put them into the field at once. They will make mnoh 
better soldiers with qs than against us, and swell the 
now depleted ranks of our armies. 

I beg you to give this your earnest attention. 
With assurances of mv friendly regards and very

The class of persona to whom it refers will not be 

conscripted into the armies of the United States if they 
come within our lines. All will be freed, and they will 
be received and treated as refugees.

TEE IMPEDIMENTS TU THE CIVILIZA¬ 
TION OF AFRICA. 

[The following is the concluding portion of the paper 
read by Dr. Livingstone before the British Association at 
Bath, on the 19th of September:] 

“ The slave trade is the gigantic evil which meets 
ns at every step in that country. "We cannot move 
through any part without meeting captured men and 
women bound, and sometimes gagged; so no good 
can be done if this crying evil is not grappled with. 
The good bishop had some 200 people, entirely at his 
disposal, and would soon have presented to the coun¬ 
try an example of a free community, supported by 
its own industry, where fair, dealing could be met, 
which would undoubtedly have exerted immense in¬ 
fluence, for wherever the English name is known it 
is associated with freedom and fair play. Some seem 
to take a pleasure in running down their ielfow- 
countrymen ; but the longer I live I like^them the 
better. They carry with them some sense of law 
and jrisHce, and a spirit of kindliness, and were I in 
a difficulty I should pTe% going to an Englishman 
in preference to any other for aid ; and as for Eng¬ 
lishwomen, they do undoubtedly make the best wives, 
mothers, sisters, and daughters in the world. It is 
this conviction that makes me, in my desire to see 
slavery abolished and human happiness promoted, 
ardently wish to have some of our countrymen trans¬ 
planted to a region where they would both give 
and receive benefit, where every decent Christian 
Englishman, whether Churchman or Dissenter, learned 
or unlearned, liberal or bigoted, would ac'tually be¬ 
come a blessing by introducing a better system than 
that which has pre\ailed%r ages. "We conducted 
Bishop Mackenzie and party up to the highlands, 
and after spending three or four days with them, re¬ 
turned, and never had any more connection with the 
conduct of that mission. We carried a boat past 
Murchison’s Cataracts. By these the river descended 
at five difierent leaps of great beauty, 1,200 feet in a 
distance of about forty miles. Above that we had 
sixty miles of fine, deep river, flowing placidly on to 
Lake N’yassa. As we sailed into this fine, fresh¬ 
water lake we were naturally anxious to know its 
depth—10,12, 20, 30 fathoms—then no bottom with 
all our line, and John Neil, our sailor, at lasf pro¬ 
nounced it fit for the “ Great Eastern ” to sail in. 
We touched the bottom in a bay with a line of 100 
fathoms, and a mile out could find no bottom at 116 
fathoms. It contains plenty of fish, and great num¬ 
bers of natives daily engage in catching them with 
nets, hooks, spears, torches, and poison. The water 
remains about 70 deg., and the crocodiles, having 
plenty of fish to eat, rarely attack men. It is from 
twenty to fifty or sixty miles broad, and we saw at 
least 224 miles of its length. As seen from the lake 
it seems surrounded by mountains, and from these 
furious storms come suddenly down and raise high 
seas which are dangerous for a boat; but the native 
canoes are formed so as to go easily along the surf. 
The apparent mountains on the west were ascended 
last year, and found to be oiUy the edges of a great I 
plateau 3,000 feet above the sea. This is cool, well 
watered, and well peopled with Manganja and Ma- 
rani, someof whom possess cattle; and I have no 
doubt but that the first hardship over, and properly 
housed and led, Europeans would enjoy life and com¬ 
fort. This part of Africa has exactly the same form 
as Western India at Bombay, only this is a little 
higher and cooler. Well, having now a fair way in¬ 
to the highlands, by means of the Zambapi and the 
Shire, and a navigable course of river and lake of 
400 miles, across which nearly all the slaves of the 
Red Sea and the Persian Gulf, as well as some for 
Cuba, went, and nearly all the inhabitants of this 
densly populated country actually knowing how to 
cultivate cotton, it seemed likely that their strong 
propensity to trade might 1^ easily turned to the ad- I 
vantage of our own country as well as th^s. And 
here I beg to remark that on my first journey, my 
attention not having then been turned to the subject, 
I noticed only a few oases of its cultivation, but in 
this I saw much more than I had previously any idea 
of. The native cotton is short in the staple, strong 
much like wool in the hand, and as good as Upland’ 
American; a second has been introduced, as is seen 
in the name, being foreign cotton ; and'a third vari¬ 
ety of very superior quality,, very long in the fibre 
though usually believed to belong to South Amerfea’ 
was found right in the middle of the continent—in 
the country of the Makololo. A tree of it was eight 
A ordinary apple-tree. 
And all these required planting not oftener than once 
in ^ree y^rs. There is no danger of frost, either 
to injure the crops. No sooner, however, had we 
begun our labors among the Manganja, than the Af¬ 
rican Portuguese, by supp ying the Ajana with arms 
and ammunition, to be ^aid lor in slaves, produced

'Were I young again I would 
gladly devote my time to the missionary work, but 
that must be done by younger men, specially edu¬ 
cated for it—men willing to rough it, and yet hold 
quietly and patiently on. If beimg b«ffl.;d had ever 
made me lose heart, 1 should never have been here 
in tlie position which by your kindness I now occupy. 
I intend to make another attempt, but this time to 
the north of the Portuguese; and I feel greatly en- 
couraf'ed by the interest you show, as it cannot be 
for the person, but your sympathy is given to the 
cause of human liberty throughout the world. L 
startles us to see a great nation of our own blood 
despising the African’s claim to humanity, and drift¬ 
ing helplessly into a war about him; then drilling 
quite as helplessly into abolition of slavery princi¬ 
ples ; then leading the Africans to fight. No mighty 
event like this terrible war ever took place without 
teaching terrible lessons. One of these may be that, 
though ‘ on the side of the oppressors there is power, 
there be higher than they.’ With respect to the Af¬ 
rican, neither drink, nor disease, nor slavery can root 
him out of the world. I never had any idea of the 
prodigious destruction of human life that has taken 
place subsequently to the slave-hunting war till I saw 
It, and as this has gone on for centuries, it gives a 
wonderful idea of the vitality of the nation.”

[A correspondent Ot tne rroviflence tfovmal writes fn 
Neiv York to that paper as follows:] 

The announcement of the death of Air. Landor 
Tuesday’s Journal, and the allusion made in it 
some of his marked peculiarities of character, have 
revived my remembrance of an interview with him 
in the Summer of 1857, at his English residence in 
Bath. Some passages of the interview were after¬ 
wards given in a letter to the Providence Journal., 
Ofher impressions and incidents of the hour, some of 
which were noted down at the time, now recur to eSy 
memory, and may serve to illustrate the character¬ 
istic traits of his manner and conversation. 

An American gentleman of our party having i 
dentally made the acquaintance of Mr. Landor, 
were pleasantly surprised by an invitation to take 
tea with him at bis house on River street. It was a 
narrow-fronted, tall house, of grey stone, built in the 
style common to all the terraced streets of that 
“ stately, sleepy, old city.” From the basement we 
passed to an upper floor, over a stair-case lined with 
paintings, black and costly with age, into parlors 
pannelled from floor to ceiling with the masterpieces 
of Italian art. We found Mr. Landor in England, as 
Emerson found him in Italy, “ living among a cloud 
of pictures.” As we recall him now, passing from 
room to room, pointing out their beauties and discuss¬ 
ing their merits, he seems to us, with his tali figure, 
bisjgale, bloodless face and cold blue eye, like one of 
the ghostly interlocutors of his own “ Imaginary Con¬ 
versations.” 

Mr. Emerson, in his “English Traits,” speaks of 
him as one of three or four persons whom he wished 
to see in visiting Europe. Certainly no impression of 
power and individuality received from his writings ' 
had prepared me for the freshness, novelty and intel¬ 
lectual verve of his conversation. His manner was 
full of surprises; sometimes impressing you with its 
almost womanly grtme, tenderness and refinement

WOMEN AND TOBACCO. 

To (he Editor of (he Springfield Republican: 
In your columns, not long since, I saw a selected 

paragraph, to the effect that tobacco could not be as 
hurtful as some suppose, because it is now chiefly 
used by the masculines, while the health report is in 
their favor, the feminine department of society, who 
do not use the weed to any great extent at present, 

and sometimes repelling you by its Saxon harshness 
and dogmatism. We spoke of Turner. Mr. Landor 
asked me if I had seen any of his pictures. At that 
time I had seen only the engravings from his “ Rivers 
of France.” He expressed an absolute indifference 
to all engravings. No skillful composition of light 
and shade, he said, could compensate for the absence 
of color. This supreme love for color may account 
for his estimate of Keats as the preeminent genius of 
modern English poetry. He showed us a portrait of 
a favorite dog which D’Orsay had^ painted for him, 
and told us many anecdotes of D’Orsay’s relations 
with Louis Napoleon,of the Prince’s hospitable recep¬ 
tion and domestication at the Gore House during the 
days of his exile, and of the very contemptible opin¬ 
ion of his intellectual calibre at that time held by hie 
English associates. Mr. Landor said that he had 
himself always recognized iiwhim great latent power 
and 'an inert energy of will rarely equalled. He 
characterized him as “ the greatest sovereign and the 
most unqualified knave that ever s&t on a throne.” 
Of Lady Blessington he spoke with a genuine enthu¬ 
siasm of admiration, and with a depth of tender sad- 

in his voice, which contrasted strangely with the 
of levity and satire in which he alluded to many 

of his English cotemporaries. He said the charm of | 
her presence was altogether unrivalled and indescrib¬ 
able ; something quite apart from any mental or 
social quality to be observed in her. He showed ns 
a picture of Christ as “the map of sorrows,” by 
Annibal Caracci, which he said was so pathetically 
mournful that he could not bear to look upon it. I 
suggested that the sorrow was too profoundly deso¬ 
late, and wanted some permeating gleam of faith to 
give it a majestic and divine import. He said no 
sorrow could be m^’estic. I quoted from Words-

Wordsworth, 
he said, never ended a poem effectively, he 
warmed in conversation, he grew unreservedly cor¬ 
dial and responsive. His dogmatism was laid aside, 
and he began to talk gravely and earnestly of his 
own studious avoidance of general society, and to 
discuss what D’Israeli calls the world’s “ unsocial 
compacts,” the shallow codes, modes and customs oi 
its conventional intercourse, its pseudo religion, which 
turns the key of the pew-door on all interlopers, its 
privileged piety, which hopes to witness comfortably, 
from its own private boxes in paradise, the spectacle 
of the general conflagration at the last day. 

He spoke eloquently of American genius, and 
praised some of our writers with a subtlety of intel¬ 
lectual discrimination hardly to have been looked for 
from the “ Nestor of English Literature.” 

Mr. Landor's parlors were scantily furnished ; there 
were only the rich Persian carpets, the piclures, the 
flowers, a table, and two or three obairs. The paint-1 
ing which in all bis collection pleased me best was 
an exquisite cabinet picture of Europa, by Correggio. 
I cannot doubt that a delicious verse in Tenny(<nn’>i 
" Palace of Art ” was suggested by it: 

There sweet Europa’s^autle blew unclasp’d 

The mild bull’s goldeu horn. 
The painting was wonderful in its mrial grace and 

tenderness.' As I lingered before it, Mr. Landor said 
“ I see you like that picture; it is one of my especial 
favorites.” The following Summer, being about to 
dispose of his collection, and remembering my admi¬ 
ration of the Europa, Mr. Landor wrote to a gentle¬ 
man of this city offering it to me at a third of its 
appraised value. But I was constrained to content 
myself with the beautiful Correggio as it lives in 
Tennyson’s “ Palace of Art,” and glows in the unfad¬ 
ing picture-galleries of memory.

Did the originator of that state¬ 
ment—or have the readers of it—taken into account 
the effect which smokers or chewers have upon the 
tenderer natures around them, the wife, the s’-‘— 
the daughter ? There is something in narcotics,_ 
other poisons, which will apparently suspend decay, 
or produce the appearance of health or comfort, 
when it is at the same time clogging and rotting the 
system. Thus, one accustomed to tbe use oi arsenic 
in small dose^, will show a ruddy, flashy appearance 
for a season, but, when the arsenic is taken away, or 
Icaes its effect, he sinks instantly into rottenness and 
death, indicating how complete has long been the rqal 
prostration of the vital system. 

Just so.with tobacco and other articles. A 
an may think that he will stop the decay of bis 

teeth, for instance, by chewing the weed. Let him 
cease after using it a season, and the teeth, which 
might have been saved by legitimate methods, run 
quickly to decay, and the whole system has scarcely 
■""-e energy than a galvanized corpse. In like man- 

I have seen the bquor consumer, tottling around, 
and boasting of the good effeot of his excellent com¬ 
binations on his healih, when the noxious odors from 
his system, and his trembling, paralytic step, told of 
a constitution already corrupted to its core. Just 
here, then, occurs tha question: How much good 
comes from the closb proximity of these stenchy, 
gentlemen smokers, etc., to the gentler sex, in those’ 
closer relations which kre peculiar to the two classes ? 
Any one who takes into account the nicer sympa¬ 
thetic sensitiveness of the female, knows that the 
effete effusion flowing from persons of such habits, 
must 'injure her. 1 have known a woman who’ 
became, over and over again, stupifled and sick 
from the effect of the tobacco and liquor her-husband 
had taken. And yet some women talk of loving the 
smell of tobacco-smoke, no.t knowing that the effect 
of it from a pipe, a cigar, a husband, lover, or 
brother, is peculiarly pregnant of faulity to her 
through the absorbent quality of her more sympa¬ 
thetic temperament I am well informed as to a 
young girl, who already at only sixteen, boasts ofher 
love of liquor, etc.; goes on roistering excursions 
with noisy youngsters, drinks and smokes at the bar, 
enters the room where half a dozen “ fellows 
abed, with whom she shakes hands as they ris 
to greet her. I have it also concerning a prominent 
New England clergyman, who is a great smoker, but 
has a wife to whom such habits are an absolute 
nuisapee; and not only does he keep her surrounded 
by the Miensive and pernicious malaria of his habits 
and person, buj he must even plant a tobacco seed 

the centre of her choice garden plants, and bring 
r into ridicule as a raiser of the weed she despises. 

Are such things an index to the wholesomeness of 
tobacco, or aught else kindred, for either man 
“ woman ? ” Ought not the attention of society to 
directed to the specific, prostrating and death-dealing 
effect of all immoralities upon the specially sympa¬ 
thetic temperament, whether in the male or female ? 
I for one, through my understanding of the moral 
law, expect.that women will show variously the evil 
coBsequences of the injurious habits which multi¬ 
tudes seem determined to propagate to the utmost, and 
will do her full share toward delivering the world

seeking for a better home. I am a son of the old Re¬ 
public of Switzerland (applause), which has main¬ 
tained its independence among monarchial countries 
surrounding it for five hundred and fifty years. I 
did not come as a political refi^ee seeking for a freer 
home and for protection against tyranny. I came 
here'as a curious traveller, desirous of becoming ac¬ 
quainted with the natural^ productions, features, 
aspect, and geological condition of the continent 
which is becoming so important a part of the civilized 
world, and here I am, an American citizen (ap- 

■plause). 
Now, ladies and gentlemen, allow me to tell you 

why I am an American citizen having such antece¬ 
dents. I am in the habit of looking into the condi¬ 
tion of things and of analyzing the facts which I 
witness, and I asked myself one day what was the 
difference between American and European civiliza¬ 
tion, and after carefnl and conscientious and some¬ 
time^ rather trying survey of the case, I came to this 
conclusion, that the characteristic feature of Euro¬ 
pean society was that there the institutions were all 
calculated to crush down every effort which might 
interfere with the privileges of the few, while here 
everything was organized to foster the advancement 
of every one (applause). 

The American institutions are such that they will I 
allow every man to become a man who possesses the 
elements of true manhood (applause), and upon that 
result of my consideration I said to myselt, having 
children, here should be my home and their home 
(renewed applause). I could not but enjoy those 
privileges of the boundless resources of the country 
which established its social organization upon such 
prinfiples. 

Gentlemen, Europeans have not always looked 
upon America with that kind of impartiality with 
which I think I have looked upon it, and yet there 
was a time when a more. kindly feeling prevailed 
among Europeans toward America than now. There 
is one man whose name is familiar and ple^ant to 
hear to Americans—I mean De Tocqueville. There 
is no one who has represented American institutions 
perhaps in a better light than he. He is considered 
the exponent in Europe of American inatitntions and 
American social conditions, and yet what is it that 
he says as the summary of his observations ? That 
America was the paradise of mediocrity, and that is 
the verdict of tbe man who is considered as having 
taken the fairest and most candid view of the Ameri- 

conditioQ. What does that mean ? It means i 
the first place, that any one has a fair chance, and, 
believe, that if he had gone a little deeper in h 
analysis of these institutions, instead of coming 1 
this conclusion he would have found what is my con¬ 
viction—that upon the social organization of America 
there is the possibility of raising a superstructure of 
genius and of art and of improvement in every direc¬ 
tion commensurate to the broadness of its basis 
(applause). 

I see only one danger, which, as it is my way to 
say what is apparent to my heart, permit me to say.

ORIGIN OF THE “ MARSEILLAISE. ” 

A coEEEgpoNDENT of the Londou Daily News writes: 
“ I read in the papers that an action at law is pend¬ 
ing in France, involving the question of whether 
Rouget de Lisle was the author of this song. Ac¬ 
cording to the account of L. de Lisle himself, he 
composed both the verses and the music; and if this 
statement was a misrepresentation, he must have 
been not only a literary impostor, but one of a re¬ 
markably fraudulent kind, because I believe it was 
principally, if not solely, owing to his being the sup¬ 
posed author of the song that he received a pension 
of fifteen hundred francs, immediately after the 
revolution of 1830, from Louis Philippe. At that 
time, in September, I saw M. de Lisle at his own 
house, at. Choisy-le-Roy, a village near Paris. He 
was then seventy years of age, a fresh-lookicg, af¬ 
fable old gentleman. I showed him a printed copy 
of the song, and he related to me minutely the cir¬ 
cumstances under which it was produced, pointing 
out, however, in my copy, several words wherein, as 
he said, there were mistakes, that is, variations from 

own composition. 
The song, he told me, was produced while he was 
service as a captain of engineers in the French 

army, and he composed it at Strasburg, in the month 
of April, 1792, during the night following the declara¬ 
tion of war by Austria and Prussia. ‘ Le Chant de 
I’Armee du Rhin’ was the title given to it by the 
author; but a daily publication, edited at that time 
Ijy M. de Lisle and other young officers of the army 
of the Rhine, conveyed the animating effusion through¬ 
out the south of France. 'The Marseillaise were just 
then marching upon Paris; they read it on their 
way ; and they arrived at tha capital chanting these 
verses. Hence the name given by the Parisians, 
L’Hymne de Marseillaise.’ The forty battalions of 

national volunteers, formed at Paris in fifteen days, 
beat the Duke of Brunswick and the Prussians in 
Champagne on the 28th September, 1792, and routed 
them again in a few days after at Jemappe. 'These 
volunteers were commanded by General Dumouriez, 
having under his orders General d’Orleans, since 
King Louis Philippe; and they marched up to each 
engagement with the enemy singing, ‘ Allons, enfans 
de la petrie,’ etc. 

“ The ‘ Marseillaise ’ was always the song of the 
French army from 1792 to 1804, when the first Buona¬ 
parte, having made himself Emperor, and doubting 
the benefit to himself of such a hymn, caused 
other songs to come forth which were better calcu¬ 
lated to make soldiers admire emperors. 'Twice sub¬ 
sequently, in 1830 and 1848, tbe same chant has 
performed its revolutionary office, and received its 
quietus by suppression. M. de Lisle was the author 
of a whole volume of lyric poetry which was pub¬ 
lished, along with a good deal of music of his own, I 
think in 1830. His account of the ‘ Marseillaise,’ as 
he told it to me, was this: His brother officers, know¬ 
ing him to have some pretensions to the poetic as 
well as the musical faculty, said, upon the occasion 
before mentioned, that he must write a song. It was, 
too, required to be forthcoming without delay, and it 
was, as Da Lisle said, the result of one night’s medi- 
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I being aided only by the 
1 tbe injunction of his com-
