The Girl
was then pretty well.  without any Feaver or Catharr -
She could breathe freely, was in good humowr, and
had a good Stomach 5 and ever fince has continued in
perfedt health.  Now, fecing the returns are not {o fre-
quent, and the Svmptos are {0 notably diminith’d, I
am in hopes +his may foon have an end : or at lealt 'tis
very probabie to me, that thefe accidents will totally
ceafe, woenever the comss to have her Cetamenia.

THere has lately happehied’ near us a very remarkd-

& Dble paflage, which for the uncommonnefs of-it
deferves a more particular account than I fhall pretend
to give you. On Decemb. theé 4th, 1699, a certain
perfon digging-in 2 groundof Sir Fobe Ejles’s, néarthe
Devizes in Wiltfbire, about twodoot tinder tixé fuiface
took up ‘a Pot of a pretty -#urrow mounth, about 18
Inches in its greateft circumference, and 10 Inches deep,
the Clay of a bluifh colour; and of fuch ftrength and
compattnefs, as it feem'd but Hetle injur'd by Time,
containing feveral hundred piscesef ancient Roman Coyn
by different Emperors, witlygreat varicty of curious é i
gures and Devices on the Reverfes. The moft were of

Copper, and but a very few of mixt metal. A great
number had the Charactters effac’'d, but the legible were
the faireft ['ever faw 5 a great mauny choice pieces were
pick'd out before T had the opportunity to view them
in the condition they were tound. However, I had
the luck to light on as good. as moft were. ‘Tis ob-
{ervable many of the faid Pieces were gilt with' Silver,
which on feveral that I have feen feem’d very little im-
paired, tho they have lain under ground for fome Ages,
and appear’d as ‘much Cankerd ‘as the reft. I have
among {everal others two very odd Pieces 5 -one of
them gilt ; on onc fide 2 Womans face, with this In-
fcription SALONINA AUG, the other a
Womans face, part of the Infcription H E-L EN A,
the remaining Charalters I cannot decypher. On the
Reverfe PAX PVBLICA. This latter is of a
mixt metal refembling Brafs, of thelargene(s of a Silver-
penny ungilt. Thus far of Coyn. Now I conceiveit
pot amifs to let you underftand, that about the f{amec
time, and within a few yards of the fame place, were
found fome Pots, made of a very firm and durable
Clay, of pretty ftrange Figures, and different Earth,
two of which I have by me, one of them {omewhat
refembling an Oyfter-pot, is about ;"of an -inch thick,
9 inches m Circumference, and 5 ;in depth, and for
ftrength and compacinefs, fcarce to be paralielled by
any now made 3 the other isone half of the Pot, in
which the treafure was found. There is likewifc ano-
ther Por in the hands of another perfon, of 'about 11
Inches circumference, and 3 3 deep, wherein was found
a whitith Powder, fuppofed by the owner to be the
afhes of humane Bones, and therefore by him taken to
be an Urn. But the Experiment made on the fuppofed
Bone afhes, by putting a {inall portion into the bowl of
a clean Tobacco-pipe made glowing, it {con appear'd
to the contrary 5 for the {aid matter immedsately kin-
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dled into a bright flame, and {ent forth a fcent fome-
what like that of hoefs or horns, tho it had a very
fragrant {mell before. Iam told moreover, that tis
very ufual in thefe parts of the Kingdom to find vari-
ous forts of ancicot Earthen Ware, {ome exceeding
China in finenefs. 1 remember I once faw a Picce in
the hands of an Apothecary in Calw, that had been
finely gilt with Gold : The fame Apothecary has alfo
a very gocd frock of Ancient Coyns by him: which is
all the account I am able to give you at prefent. If
