INSPECTION OF WEIGHTS AND MEASURES, GAS AND ELECTRIC LIGHT

To the Honourable

The Minister of Inland Revenue.

Sir,— I have the honour to submit herewith my annual report on the inspection of

weights and measures, gas and electric light, with the usual statements in connection

therewith, for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1900.

1. The total revenue collected during the year for the inspection of weights and

measures was $53,635.04, as against $48,453.95 collected during the year ended June

30, 1899.

2. The total expenditure was $68,707.55, as against $63,643.31 expended during the

year ended June 30, 1899.

3. Appendix “ A” gives a summary statement of the receipts and expenditures of

each inspection division.

4.

In Appendices “B,” “C” and “D” will be found a detailed statement of weights,

measures and weighing machines presented for verification, verified and rejected during

the year.

5. The total revenue collected during the fiscal year ended June 30, 1900, for the

inspection of gas and gas meters, was $21,106.75, as compared with 818,6 17.00 collected

during the year ended June 30, 1899.

6. The total expenses were $22,706.16, as against $20,029.28 expended during the

year ended June 30, 1899.

are conducted largely by the same staff of officers, have now reached that point at which

they have ceased to be a burden upon the general taxpayer, as shown below :

The kindred service of weights and measures inspection, it will be observed, has

earned somewhat over three-fourths of its annual cost, the expenditure as already stated

having been $68,707.55, against a revenue of $53,635.04.

In view of the fact that three-fourths of the cost is contributed directly by the trading

community, it is felt by the department that the general taxpayer, who is guaranteed,

thereby, just weights and measures in all his dealings, should not complain in that he is

called upon to contribute the remaining fourth.
