on the 2nd of thlis month.
Being renewed every {'ifth day, the thermometer charts on it is

attracting public attention and interest as to rhich one will reach the
goal first in this colleotion competition.

The quantity of rice colleoted as of the 2nd December is 276,716
koku, reaching the 22.05 parcent of the whole allocation of this prefecture.
Noteworthy is thet Minoshima-murs, Miysko-gun was the first tc reach the
goal, completing its quota of 28 koku on 29th November and that next came
Yanagewa-machi, Yamato-gun whioh fulfilled its quota of 84 keku on 30th

November.
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ENDEAVOR POR THE RICB COLLECTION HAS PRCOME STRONGER, SAYS GOVERNOR SUGIMOTO
Nishi Wippon Shimdbun, 6 Decewber

"It is true,” Governor Sugimoto said, "thet the rice eollestion pre-
gram of this year is lagging, but this is mainly due to the unseascmadle
weather, and to the oritical elestrie power situation. As far as the e~
deaver for the rioce collection on the part of the farmers, it has become
far strouger than ever. There I expeot with oconviotion that this program
will be eompleted by the deadline date, the end of FPebruary. I think the

food situation of Pukuoka Prefecture will improve next year, and any dif-
ference should be eliminated conserning the delay of ration distribution
existing in consumet prefectures and net existing in producer prefectures.”

The primary miecion of the Sanitary Assoclations 13 %o
facilitate the tseke of the Preventive Medicine Sectlon of
the Yen Public Health Denartment in the prevention and cone
trol of communicable dleeases and the restoration of Publle
Health standerds at leust to their pre-war level.

Heelth atsandarde in Jspan, generally speaking sre far
helow those of the United States, Javan 1s many yeere behlnd
in compunicable disease control, ae well as in other medical
progrees.

The destruetion of housing and public bathing faclllitlese
due to the war foroced msny peovle to live under unueally

arowded conditions znd at the same time discouraged thea from
mainteining normsl etanderds of pereonal cleanliness.
Neturally such condlitions are condueive to dlesaree.

Aleo, due to the wer, the heslth of the clvillan vopu-
1etion wee 2llowed to deteriorate sz vacoination and immuni-
zatlon rrogreme peeviouely in effect were allowved to lanse.

Thece i1mmunizetion and vecclnation programe are now
being redeveloped, end instituted; but they ocan not succeed,
unlese we are able to get the commlete supnort and backln
of the people, and aesociations such as the voluntary sanl-
tation aesoeclation to work for and in accord with the Ken

and city rubliec health offiolals.
To susceed, & control program of any kind must be baesd

on public education. Publlielty and educatlon should be so
direscted that even the poorest and least llterate will be
reached. These persons are the main source of dlsease cases
and present the greatest education problem 1n conducting any

sort of a hesl th nrogran,
Tach voluntary sanitation assoclation can aet as the

headquarters where such publieclty and educasion can be dlseell-
tnated. Lach individual on your teams can be employed %o
canvass one house after another; constantly and continually
instructing, orlentating, and encouraglng those peonle who
are reluctant to cooperate in any of the Ken Public Health
Department's prograns.
Though we have immunizatlions for ths control of cholera,
typhold, and ete., we still lack speclfic means for imnunl-
satlion agalnet dysentery, which, unfortunately ies stlll
takins far too many lives. Therefore, we must rely upon
natures own control of such diseases; namely, enviormental
senltation and intensive insect and rodent control measures.
;n asonolusion I would like to state that the best prophye-
laxis'agalnst disease 1s nroper attention nald to sanitatlon.

Our social concepts are changing and with them the concept eof public
health, Today the science of public health extends far beyond its former
circumscribed area. It necessarily must be concerned with all factors
which make for healthful living-the prevention, alleviation, and cure of
disease by all metlods known to science; the promotion of the physical,
emotional, and mental status of the people; the provisén of decent housing,
healthf ul working conditions, facilities for recreation, food adequate in
amount and kind for proper nutrition; a standard of living compatible with

normal family life and the rearing of children. It is the specific re-
sponsibility of public health to provide, through community effort, those
gservices for the saving of life, the prevention of disease, and the re-

storation to health which the individual or family is umble to provide,
or to provide as well, by individual effort.

The cur rent extension of public health makes it extremely important

tmt we should consider critically the work we are doing, appraise the
eff ect iveness of prec edures, discard the less useful, and take up with

greater vigor those tasks which prosise a larger retum for the outlay of
money, time, and effort.

Speech to Midwives T P A

It is indeed a pleasure to be able to talk to you today. 1 would
like to describe briefly the American methods of taking care of a woman
t hrough her pregnancy. I will begin with conception and take the ex-
pectant mother to the delivery table,

A woman will come to the doctor with the chief complaint of amenor-
rhea. The doctor takes her history as to her last normal menstrual peri-
od and if possible you will make a diagnosis of pregnancy. At this first
visit a complete physical examination is performed which consists of an
xray of the chest, bloed count urinalyses and measuring her pelvis as to
whether or not trowle can be expected when labor begins nine months hence,
getting cervical and uretheral smears, also cultures for possible gonor-
rhea and taking bloed for a serology to determine whether or not the woman
has syphdlis, If a diagnosis of syphilis or gonorrhea is made, then treat-
ment can be instigated and carried through the course of the pregnancy so
that a normal non-infected baby instead of a deformed syphilitic child will

be born., This is a very important practice,

After the first camplete history and physical examination the woman
returng to our office once a month for the first seven months, and twice
a month during the eighth month and every week thereafter until the baby

is born.

At these subsequent visits a urine specimen is brought in, also a
check of the mothers blood pressure is made and a history is taken as te
whether her ankles are swelling up, whether or not shs is nauseated., Check
to determine the amownt of weight gained since her last visit, A woman
should net gain more than 20 pounds during her nine months of pregnancy,
1f the record of her first blood count shows that she is anemic, then medi-
cine is given to correct that We give five grains of Feosol three times

& day until the baby is born,

If the patient is gining weight too repidly she is placed on a diet
which is low in carbeohydrate, low in fat and high in protein, and this
diet is maintained throughout her entire course of pregnancy.

If the blood pressure is rising over what it was at the last visit
and she is gidiing rapidly, and her ankles become very swollen this patient
needs further treatment. This condition is nown as toxemia of pregnancy.

+, Briefly the treatment consist of a diet low in carbohydrate, low in fat,

.. .and high in protein. Alse, all salt is restricted from her diet and her

v entire fluid intake is limited to fowr glasses of fluid in any form a day.
/‘ Such a case comes back to office every week until the condition is brought

under contrel.

You must realize that if none of these methods of treatment brings
the complication of pregnancy to a halt, then the weman is hospitalized
“ and further treatment is instigated,
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As you can see by this brief outline of the care of the expectant

mother for her nine monthe of pregnancy and of a few of the complica-
t ions of pregnancy that I have mentioned, that obstebrics is a very

s pecialized field, in America.

In order for a doctor to become a member of the American Board of

Obstetrics and Gymecology or in other words a specialist in this field
he mst have had the following education; eight years of grade scheol,
four years of high school, four years of college, four years of medical

school, one year internship in an approved hospital, and three years
residency training or additional training in obstetrics and gynecology

in an approved hospital for such training. After all thisttime the man

is elegible to take examinations given by the American Board of Obstetrics
- Gynecolegy, and if he passes them he can go out inte the world and prac-

tice Obstetrics and Gynecology and be a recognized specialist in this field.

I have attempted to give you a brief review of the American methods

of taking care of a woman during her pregnancy, a few of the many com-
plications of preghancy and their treatment, and finally the requirements

in America for a doctor to become a recognized specialist in obstetrics
and gynecolegy.

Sanitary facilities and sanitation conditions of Jape
anese hospitals leave very much to be desired. The dee-
velopment and installation of sanitary facllities, that are
acceptable, and standard to American and most European hos=-
pitals cannot be done overnight here in Japan due to the
resent economic situation, Plans can be formulated by all
ospitals and an initial beginning made now to develop sanie-
tgrzggacilitiea which through a period of years can be come
plLe *»

~ However, general sanitation and cleanliness can be dee-
veloped and Il.rovod now, and such improvements can be made
overnight, This only can be done provided each and every
hospital director realizes his responsibilities and applies
himself conscientiously to that end., Constant and repeated
attention directed towards general =anitation and cleanlie-
ness can bring about an achievement that can be looked at

with pride by all those concerned,

Ae in any tsctical operation, plans cannot de made intelligeatly without
fundamental snd accurate information on which to base a cempaign. The
G-2 of preventive medicine is represeated by ite reporting and statistics.
Frompt, and complete reporting of communicable diseases, followed by
statistical and epidemioclogical evalutation of the information, so

gathered, is adbsolutely essential for any program or organized,

In order to establish clearly feasible objectives for

the succeding 3 months period, and to designate prcgor direo-
tion of effort and energy, to bring you dootors on local levels
to recognize the necesslity for and possibilities of orderly
progress towards the goals SCAP and your own government have
set, this headquarters has initiated a publie heal th progran.,
It ie¢ this program that I would like to descride to you no +
that you ean all cooperate to the fullest in carrying out these
plans,

As you all know Military Government's only intentions
are to effect the rehablilitation of Japan t a level of self-

suffieleney.
1. 1t dleine - typholid, diphtheria, and small
pox immunigation programs-should be well under way as well as

zonal immunization for typhus. The tyrhus control teams should
be organized, and the system of typhus control practiced last
wvinter revieved and reinstated by the prefectwral health depart-
ments. Rickettslicidal spraying of public places delousing

rodent and flee control will be actively prosecuted. Wide pub-
licity of typhus control measures to be taken by the individual
will be insured. You should all cooperate with the Japanese

Ken Health Department in making every effort to improve your

case reporting, early dliagnosis, and prompt isolation of ocom-
municable diseases. All reportable diseases should be reported
to your nearest health center as soon as a di ele 18 made. i
This facilitates action on the part of the public health de- |
partaent to stop an epdemic before 1t gets out of control and
many lives lost as a result of negligence on your part in fall-
ing to report these diseases. The reportable diseases are:

2. nersal D Fukuoka Prefecture has

the second highest venereal dlsease rate Xn Japan. Ve are
interested in dlagnosing and treating the general population
and not the prostitues. Treatment clinice will de established
in every health center insofar as possible. Veneraal disease
control committees should bdbe or sed 5 that they make
concrete contributions to the program in the way of publieity
and education.
In cities vhere there are'on-limite" cabarets the venereal
disase clinies have bdeen doing weekly vaginal examinations for
venereal disease on the cabaret girls. Aeccording tSo Japaness ,
Law a girl cannot be forced to have a Lqum examination against
her 1, but onee a venereal disease has bdeen diagnosed the |
law states that she is forced to submit to treatment. It is |
one of our duties to see that the Japanese lavws are enforeed. |
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In the future there will be no venereal disease ocliniocs spon-
sored by the prefectural public health department, but in nlace

of these venereal dlsease cliniecs for prostitutes will be a

health center, and in this health center there will be a venereal
disease clinio wvhere examinations will be done free of charge

to anyone who willingly submlits herself or himself as the case

may be. 1 will speak of health centers in more detail later

in this speech. Cabaret girls and geisha girls will not be
examnined weekly unless they so desire, and no more cards will

be lssued stating wvhether or not they are free of venereal disease.
Anyone can submit to examination and Sreataent whether they de
cabaret girls, prostitutes, street walkers, or the general

publie. All these patiesnts who are found ‘o have veneral disease
will be treated on an out patient bhases and 1t 1s the Job of
the publie health nurses to follow these cases into the field
and see that they report to the health cen regularly for
treatment. Menss well as women should be ed to be examined.
Eduocation of these neorle is very important. Much money is now
beling spent on treating the prostitutes and as you will know,
it'ls » waste of money and valuablg drugs. A prostitute will
get cured of venereal disease and sn a week orfdsooner she will
have venereal disease again. It, like pofing these valuable
sulfa drug.and peniclllin down the draln.

this proiutu'o and we need 60 health centers. There are 22

All birthe, deaths, and communicable diseases in the area
are sent %o tho heal th untc in that area. Here all these statis-

tice are compliled and sent on %0 the prefectural public heal th
department.

Branch olinies of health centers ean be set wp in large
areas to facilitate the use by more people.

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When a patiente enters the clinic a welfare man will inter-
vieow™She patient as to his ability to pay. The ngu he makes,
the cost of his 1living, ete will be delude into and if a person
is nking t0o0 mush money for free service, then the clinic will
not treat this patient, This is the only way to protect the pri-
vate doctor. It is not the purpose of the health centers to take
patients awvay from the private doctor. The only clinics that
will be free to every one regardless of financial circumstances
are the venereal disease and tuberoculosis eliniecs.

Fourth year medical students can spend a Pfew weekes in the
Health Centers as part of their medical educaSion as is done in
the U.8. The most important thing that is necessary to make
these Health Centers a success and all our orograms a success is
to have the complete cooperation of all the dootors in the nre-
fecture, Yocu must work together as we 40 in the H.S8.

All of your private dootors can donate a few hours of your
ine over{ week for a two month perliod to work in the health
center, n the U.8., the following method is used:

The aray doctors who are sconscientious as to the welfare of the
people organize made up to volunteer thelr professional services
a yearly schedule. One group of men will spend several houre a
week in the c¢linle in thelr various speciality for 2 months,

At the end of this 2 month period another group of doctors take
over, ete., until all the doctors have donated their time and

ve are ready to stand over agalin., Thie goes on year in and year
out,

As a payment for your services, you would be able to send
your private patients to the health eenter for an x-ray, labora-
tory work, ete. The techniclane at the health center would in
turn send the report to you, the private Dr, and you would in
twra treat the patient according to the laboratory in x-ray
findings as the case may be., Under no circumstance would the
report of the various laboratory on x-ray studies dbe given to
the patient. If you men would cooperate in this way, you could
all practioce better medicine with less equipment.

As 1 have stated before and now agaln in conelusion, no
opportunity to improve the private practice of medicine, ralse
the standards of medlcal , ethics, promote and disseminate the
¢clence of medlcine and advance public heal th should be negleo-
ted. For at the present time the health program depends as much
on the adequacy of private practice of mediocine as 1t does on
the efforts of the prefecture,

Bxport and Import Trade

The Japanese people place a great deal of hope for economic
betterment in the future of export and import. Yet, export and import
business are themselves directly affected by the political and economie
situation in Japan and other countries.

The economic situation in Jampn can be briefly summarised:

In recent years and espeecially since the war the popula-
tion of Japan has inoreased from 56,000,000 to 70,000,000. 8ince the
war, Japan has no overseas possessions from which to acquire food. Japan
has the smallest agricultural land area in proportion to the number of
her people of any major nation., Por this reason, she has an annual short-
age of 2,000,000 tons of food. Land reclamation and additional use of fer-
tilizer in the future will not solve the situation, and the population is
increasing faster than new land is brought imnto agricultural use,

The basic feature then of the Japanese economy is that Japan
must through exports acsuire sufficient funds to purchase about 2,000,000
tons of food annually.

The first essentials of any export program are power teo run
mnufaocturing establishments and raw materials to be made inte finished
products.

Power in Japan means either coal or electriecity. At the pre-
sent time Japan is producing only sbout two-thirds of the coal it prodawed
before h e war, It is doubtful that the present annual gquota of 30,000,000
tons will be met, This is the minimum reqguired to keep the basic economy of
Japan running. General MacArthur has said that with proper determination
Japan should now be producing 60,000,000 tons of ococal annually. The reasons
for the failure to produce more coal are mAny:

l. The mines were not maintained during the war.

2. There is a shortage of machinery and other materials.

5. Owners have not put out full effort to mine coal because
of smallness of profit or element of loss involved.

4. Miners have been subjected to communistic propaganda and
the communist hope to decrease ocoal production so that
the economy will collapse, If this takes place, the ocom-

munists hope to promote a revelution.

Coal -mine owners who for personal motives do net encourage
full production and purchase the new machinery now made available to them
are promoting communism and hastening the day when communists will seise
their mines. Coal-mine owners for their own protection must see that all
the coal essential to the Japanese economy is produced.
