Fraud Orders Issued. 

The Postmaster (General has issued fraud 
orders against the American Advertisers’ 
•Assoi-iation. Newport, Ky., for using tbe 
mails for fraudulent purfsises. Tbe scheme 
of the concern. It Is alleged, was to adver¬ 
tise In the papers for men to distribute cir- 
I'ulars. samples, tacking signs, bill posting, 
for a weekly remuneration of YJtt. In tbe 
advertisement the concern asked for two 
stamps for porticulars. To those who were 
attracted by the advertisement and wrote 
for further information two circular letters 
were sent. The one. It Is alleged, describes 
the business of bill distributors, etc., as 
pleasant and profitable, and solicits tbe pa¬ 
trons to Join tbe American Advertisers’ As¬ 
sociation. 

The second circular stated; “We are ex- 
ce<‘diugly anxious to secure an agent in 
your locality without delay, and have eon- 
cludeil to send you a SJ special coupon, 
which. If signed, will be accepted as $2 
toward the meniliership fee of $-4 when ac¬ 
companied by $2 In cash, lu ordering in¬ 
close this coupon with |2,’’ etc. 

On rwelpt of the $2 the concern sent the 
patron a small directory containing the 
names and addresses of certain mall order 
establishments in different parts of the 
United States, and circular mutter telling 
him how to apply for work, etc. 

In the Investigation made by the Assist¬ 
ant Attorney Ueneral for the Postoffice De¬ 
partment it was brought to light that the 
concern gave no employment, that, in fact, 
there Is no such organixed association, one 
U. U. Dunn using the above mentioned 
name.

(‘oinpounds on any farm where children can 
procure the same. 

S<H-tlon 1. Be it ennet(*d. etc., that It is 
hereby made unlawful,for any iM*rson or 
IH'rsons to distribute or's(>iid free an.v sain 
pies of medicines, dying. Ink, coloring or 
polikhing compounds in any of them, in 
any form of preparation, upon the ground, 
sidewalks, iHirches, into yards, or Into or 
under dmirs or windows, or In any way or 
manner that children may get p'>ss<*sslou of 
or secure the same. 

Sec. 2. That any person or persons found 
guilty of a violation of any of the provl' 
ions of Section 1 of this act shall Ih* found 
guilty of a iiilsdemcanor, and shall, upon 
conviction ther<‘of before any Alderman or 
Jiistic«* of the l’eac«*.

"Tho IUlll)oard,” with its characteristic 
iirM-resslveness, Is enabled to present Its 
readers with a full and detiilb-d account of 
the recent disaster and wreck suffered by 
the Itarnum * Italley Shows. The cable 
<lisi>ateht's were so mea«rer as to Ik? tanta- 
liziii" The following detalb“d account of 
the wreck will be eaeerly welcomerl by our 
arniv of readers In the circus world: 

Tin: WKKfK AT BKUTIlEX, GKUMANY. 
Jl’LY 6. 

The facts conceruluK our wreck at Heu- 
th< I) were as follows: The sei-oud section 
had pulled Into the yards, the flat Iteluk 
dciaclusl and plactsl on a track ready for 
uiiloadlnp; the stock cars were run on an¬ 
other side track ta short track with a brick 
bulldlnt; at the lower end), where they 
were to be unloaded and remain durlux the 
day. The sc*cond sc-ctlou stock cars were 
these carrying the ring and race horses and 
a few baggage horses, aud the pony car 
was the last on this section. It was In this 
car that the ring stock grooms were slop¬ 
ing, while In the other end. In a state- 
riHim. slept Itlll Smith, John Wilton aud 
hi.- .-on Willie. The third 8«*ctlou came into 
the vards at a spc**d of al>out 3U to Pi mil**s 
an hour, and Instead of the engineer fol¬ 
lowing his instructions and pulling up 1k?- 

fore enterng the yards, ascertaining wheth¬ 
er the tra< ks were clear l>efore pr«K-«s-dlng. 
he failed to hei-d his orders, but with his 
throttle o|K-n dashed into the railway yards 
at the alK)ve stated speed. The switch had 
not Ikhmi chang«sl after the second s«s-tlon 
was plac«sl; therefore, the third ran in on 
the -ante track and dashed Into the jHiny 
and stiK-k cars. The two massive engines 
tvhich wen' pulling the third section smash¬ 
ed into the pony car. cutting it right in two 
in tlie center. Smith and the Wiltons were 
sleeping in the t nd of the pony car first 
struck. Hill Smith was thrown off on one 
side, but Wilton and hla siiu fell under the 
first engine. The end In which the grooms 
were sleeping was also badly shattensl, but 
the men managisl to crawl out through the 
windows, althtiugh some of them were 
badly bruised, and some sustained more se¬ 
rious Injuries In the way of broken should¬ 
ers, wrists and ribs. As soon as the acci- 
dctit occum‘d John Young called Messrs. 
Hyatt Hurke and the other bosses, and the 
working forces were soon aroused and pro- 
ci>e<l*-d to the scene, where the work of re- 
iiioving the wreck began at once. Hill 
Smith was instantly killed, but John Wil¬ 
ton was still alive when taken from be¬ 
neath the engine, and he was linmeillately 
removed, together with the other Injured 
oiH s. to the city hospital, where he lin- 
gend until 7:3«». Another portion of the 
Working men started to work getting the 
horses out of the wre<'k. Two of th«* black 
stallions were found dead, also one of the 
llouian standing horses and two of the bag¬ 
gage liorses, wl>lle live ponies made up the 
total killed in the animal line. Many of 
the horses were badly Injured, some of 
them so much so that their ns-overy la 
hardly probable, and even If they do they 
will be of no value to the show. After 
the ponies had been brought to the show 
grounds another dh>d, likewise the little 
mule, thus increasing the numlK-r to 12 
dead. Have Adams, chariot driver, had his 
shoulder broken, while one of the other 
griMiins sustained a broken wrist and rib. 
I'he other six men were badly bruised, but 
no liones were broken, and w ill eventually 
I’ome otit all right. The pony car. one flat 
and thn'e stock cars were co.npletely de¬ 
molished, so that new ones will have to be 
rebuilt to take their pplace, while two oth¬ 
er sf(K'k cars were badly damaged, and will 
require considerable overhauling to get 
them In iiroper shape for use. 

The accident happened at 2 o’clock In the 
morning. The electric lights In the nill- 
"■■ly yanls were all burning brightly, ami 
It was Just breaking day; so that ther«> Is 
no excuse for the engineer not seeing the 
signals. Furthermore, when the engines 
tclcs<-oped the drive wheels continued to 
revolve until the throttle was closml. 
Stories wi>n* clrcniated that the ac¬ 
cident was caused by the failure of 
I hi' air brakes on our cars. t»ut this 
Is not the case; for nfter the aci-hbuit. 
■Mill when the wre<-k had lieeii cleared away, 
the halanee of the train was tested, and the 
brakes were found to work like a charm, 
while on the damaged cars the brakes were 
found to he set. The yard master staled 
most mtsltlvely that there was no effort 
nride to apply the brakes, and that 'he en 
•hies were running at a speed of fully .Vi 
kilometers an hour when they passed him 
It the enfnince to the yanls. There Is but 
one cause that can be attributed to the 
accident, and that Is the gross carelessness 
of the engineer on the first engine, who 
fir-t failed to follow his Instructions of 
stopping before entering the yards; second, 
not applying the brakes, and thlnl, of com 

Ing Into the yard at such a speed. That the 
railway ottlcluls realized the fault was en¬ 
tirely due to the employes carelessness Is 
liest evidenced by the fact that they came 
at once and opened negotiations for a set¬ 
tlement. aud have since adjusted every¬ 
thing, paying for the loss of all horses, and 
proceeding at once to construct new cars 
to take tile place of those destroyed, ’fhe 
remains of Hill Smith and John Wilton 
Were shipped from Heuthen to Hreslau, and 
from here they go forward to America for 
burial. The wrwkcd cars made us short 
i.f space to transport the stock from Beu- 
then to Hreslau; hence, a fifth section, 
made up of railway company cars, was run 
to bring the show to Hreslau. 

Ipon arriial at Hresiau the injured 
horses and ismles were turned over to a 
veterinary here for treatment, there to re¬ 
main until they either recover or pass 
a'vny. Klllamey, one of the menage 
hors*.s. Is so badl.y Injured that his ri’covery 
la har-lly proliabb*. while the other two 
black stallions are very badly Injured. 

The awldent. luckily, did not affect our 
performance other than the 7ii-horae act. 
where we are short the black stallions and 
some of the running horses and ponies. 
The s.ad accident causes great sorrow 
among all the company. The Injured men 
h-ft In the hospital are Wlillam Wilton, 
fleo. Ellis. Dave Adams, Victor Dun. Ben 
tiavb.s, Larry Kane and Steve Brown. 
1 ht y are r« cidving the l>est of treatment 
there, and all will be able to rejoin us 
within two weeks excepting Adams and 
Ellis, who. through broken Imnea. will 
probably have to remain behind for at least 
-lx weeks. 

Fverv department of the show worked 
hard and t.igether to render every iKissible 
aid In clearing away the wreck, aiding the 
Injured, etc., and In less than three hours 
after the accident occurred evervthlng had 
been clcar.d away, and the work of un¬ 
loading began.
