Since 
the advent of McLeod at Churchill’s, Cuba Crutchfleld at Healy's and Frank 
Shields at Rector’s the wild and woolly loops of Broadway’s cabaret world 
have been revolving at a rapid rate. . . 

The knights of the saddle and the twirlers of the twisted twine are about 
to forsake the beef ranges of the West to Invade the musical “Hoover” pack¬ 
ing plants and sugarless “beaneries" that line the "bored” walks of the now 
dimmed alley—once the Great White Way. Looking back to the partial cause 
of this near “stampede” we see the evolution of the, rope as the tool available 
for entertaining once the ruralltes that went to a Wild West exhibition and 
the city folk who attendM a vaudeville entertainment.

Against 
this tbe pessimist points out that tbe fact that 
tbe Ilqnor trade was a marvelonsly rich pro¬ 
ducer of revenne did m't restrain the Goveen- 
ment from putting In Its books when a national 
need dictated such action. To which your 
optimist counters that not only was there a 
great saving In Important cereal prodnets ef 
fected by the restriction In tbe output of spirits, 
as against only a minute saving In fuel and In 
railroading capacity In the ease of a ban 
against tbe movement of theatrical attractions, 
but there was already a widespread popular 
movement for the suppression of liquor traf¬ 
fic. a movement ultimately destined to carry 
everything before It, war needs or no war needs, 
whereas the growing movement against false 
economy, vigorously supported In ofliclal quarters, 
apeclficslly counsels tbe patronage of the play- 
honas. This movement. Indeed, Is the second 
factor that showmen count upon to insure good 
treatment for themselves at tbe Government’s 
hands. Not only will such good treatment prove 
profltabls, bnt It has popular support, and 
prefit and popnlarlty go to make an unbeatable 
pair. 

Not that your pessimist concedes defeat, 
fiays he: “Tbe Government will reason that If 
It kills the traveling show tbe public will spend 
Its amusement money locally—tbs picture bouse 
and tbe stock company will benefit—In fact one’ 
may look forward to the establishment of a 
chain of stock companies not unlike those to 
be found In the countries of continental Europe.” 
This, reason some. Is something we must come 
to ultimately anyway, for tbe country will soon 
outgrow our present louring system. A hie 
suceesa ran no longer cover the length and 
breadth of these O. S. A. In two or three sea¬ 
sons. as was formerly the case, presenting the 
original cast In every city that could offer suf¬ 
ficient receipts to Justify such presentation. 
And tbe practice of putting out number two, 
three and four companies, composed of second- 
rate players, has done more to create a dis¬ 
trust of New York suc<-esses and to hurt the 
show business In the ontlylng districts than 
any other managerial move of tbe generation. 

Now, were tbe slock system to perevall 
UBlversally, It |s argued, the show business 
would lose many of Its financial terrors. Be¬ 
fore plctiirea cut so heavily Info such sfo<-k 
business as there was the rentals of plays to 
stork companies constituted a very valuable by¬ 
product of the business, the returns from this 
source In many cases enabling producers to 
show a profit where there would otl*erwlse_ have 
been a loss, and the Income derived from the | 

sale of 1 snccoaaes In stock prolonging the Ilfn 1 
of a play as a revenue producer not only to 
the producer, bnt to the authors as well, for 
many, many years. One firm used to report 
stock earnings In the neighborhood of $100,000 
a year, divided between It and tbe authors of 
tbe plays thus exploited, and It may be taken 
that this figure constituted the average of tbe 
leading half dosen producing concerns. In all 
there was more than a million dollars paid an¬ 
nually In stuck royalties when there were prob¬ 
ably one to two hundred at most stock com¬ 
panies of all degrees of excellence presenting 
royalty bills as a steady diet. Were the sto<-k 
system universal tbe returns might be estl 
mated at from ten to twenty times this amount, 
to bo divided annually In varying amounts 
among tbe two bundred odd playa that receive 
metropolitan presentation each year. TbU 
would reduce to a considerable extent tbe ele¬ 
ment of risk that figures more largely in the¬ 
atrical enterprise than In almost any other 
business. While tbe absolute failure would, 
of course, stand very little chance of frequent 
rental, such rentals as were made by the play 
that ordinarily would prove a gamble if a<-Dt 
on tour would bo sure proflt. On tbe other 
hand If tbe local managements were to be al- 
lu cd a reasonable margin of pru.'lt, pruvided 
the aggergate business remained tbe same tbe 
cu.iniry over, this loi-al proflt would redut-e the 
aggregate profits of the metropolitan producers, 
for the saving In tansportatlon would, to a 
great extent, be balanced by tbe Inevitable wast¬ 
age In the stock system, and tbe amount of the 
rentals demanded must of coarse be scaled to 
permit a reasonable return for tbe local pro¬ 
ducer. 

From tbe professional point of view almost 
as mu<'h la to he said in favor of a return to the 
stork system, on the ground that. Just as in 
organised baseball, a player ran he (irnmoteil 
from class to class as a result of bis showing 
and exiM-iience, excepting that experience has 
r-moos, rated a po|iiilar preferem-e for the s|n‘- 
rlally picked traveling cast In a st>ecially pre¬ 
pared production over sn aggregation of local 

favorites In a hurriedly rehearsed performance, 
and will no doubt continue to demonstrate that 
preference as long aa conditions make It pos- 
alble for it to choose between the two. 

The chances are that when tbe country be¬ 
comes too large to be covered from one pro¬ 
ducing center Cblcago and Ban Francisco, or 
perhaps some other Coast city, will assume 
theatrical Importance In their restiectlve dis¬ 
tricts every bit as great as that which Is now 
New York’s to tbe country at large, and that 
one wilt as seldom see a New York company 
or star In tbe Chicago district then as one sees 
a London or a Melbourne company or star In 
New York today. Theatrically the country will 
probably divide Itself Into several nations be¬ 
fore returning to a system It has discarded, 
even tho that system may still be retained 
advantageously abroad.

story. It is the story of a man who gave up 
an Income of 130,000 a year to serve his coun¬ 

try. 
Eight months ago A. O. "Buzz” Bainbridge 

was the biggest theatrical manager in Minne¬ 
apolis and the most popular showman in tlie 
Northwest. Previous to that he was the great 
est press agent in the business. He owned and 

managed the Ratnl>rldge Players and the 8hub<-rt 

Theater of that city. 

PRINCE OF GOOD FELLOWS 

He rode about in motor cars. 
He spent much money in entertaining his 

friends at after-theater parties. He was hailed 
as the prince of good fellows. His tailor bill 
ran over the thousand mark regularly. His rep 
utatlon as a spender and good fellow was un 
equaled in the whole State of Minnesota. To be 
known as “Buzz” Bainbridge's friend was an 

honor, to not know him was to be 'jobody. 
Today Lieut. A. 0. Bainbridge, of the Three

a quiet, unassuming ofllcer, hardly known out¬

The manager hired his own mnslclans 
and actors, and sometimes he expected you to 
rehearse these actors and alleged musicians un¬ 
til they learned their parts—actually bad to 
teach them the same as beginners—which In¬ 
deed they were. One manager nsed to have bis 
own music, which bU bnneh conld learn, and 
play the same from year to year. When I put 
out a new piece at rehearsal he said, “Use the 
music 1 gave you; how do you expect my peo¬ 
ple to play stuff they don't know!” He thought 
that a Diustclan had to learn bis part the same 
as an actor learns bis part for the stage. Well, 
that was about ten years ago—things are not 
quite Ko bad as that now. This same manager 
used to make you sign a contract after you 
Jo'ned whereby you could not quit before the 
end of the season without forfeiting two weeks’ 
t_ly. lie would not accept a legal notice 
f om you, but reserved tbe right to discharge 
you any time he wished. At the time I quit he 
only owed me one week’s salary Instead of two, 
and he threatened to sue me for the other week, 
which he said I owed him according to the 
contract. He Insisted that he should hold two 
weeks of my salary Instead of one. And yet be 
bad some good people with his show under that 
contract. 

Some of tbe old established rep. shows never 
were known to have a good band, and one of the 
oldest managers In tbe bnslness said a rotten 
band drew Just tbe same for bis show as a g<sd 
one would, and he lives np to that Idea by 
always paying a dollar or two less salary than 
others pay. Needless to say this pcdlcy baa 
never made blm rich, altbo be bas been at It a 
lifetime. Y’es, I think it’s all right for a car¬ 
nival band to play a piece np town and march to 
the lot, esnpcla'ly when tbe lot Is far out. Tb's 
is not necessary with a rep. show, where the 
lot is nsually near the main stem and never 
more than two or three blocks from the bnslness 
center.

I went to see The Hint? 'aEain last week and my opinion that It Is 
Ditrichstein or perhaps Ditrichstein and an excellent cast, and not the 
play, that is the success has deepened into a lasting conviction. 

The content of the comedy, while not wholly foul and filthy', is “Pa¬ 
risian” in the extreme.

Robert MeWade's work as Bourdier grows better and better as the 
days roll by', and that, too, by reason of his team work. MeWade never 
thinks of his own batting average. He is a real actor. 

William Ricciardi continues to demonstrate also what can be done— 
and legitimately done—with a small part, while Fritz Williams gain.s new 
laurels nightly as Blond, tho compelled to create his role for travesty and 
then to interpolate it successfully in comedy.—WATCHE.

SPAIN A WONDERFUL FIELD 
FRANK MARION CABLES CREEL 

Says There Is Remarkable Opportunity for Estab¬ 
lishment of Successful Branches There—Thinks 

Film Men Who Speak Spanish Should Be 
Assigned to Development of Field 

New York, Jan. 5.—Tlmt there is a wonderful 
opportunity for tlie rental and sale of motion 
picture films In Spain is attested by olficial in¬ 
formation to this effect cabled to George Creel, 
chairman of the Committee on Public Informa¬ 
tion. at Washington, by Frank J. Marion, presi¬ 

dent of the Kalem Company, who is a member 
of the National Cinema Commission, and was 
recommended for important service by William 
A. Ilrndy, president of the National Association 
of the Motion Picture Industry. Chairman Creel 
has referred the matter to President Brady, who 
is chairman of the Motion Picture Industry’s 

War Council and who has authorized the publi¬ 
cation of the announcement. 

Commissioner Marion is very enthusiastic over 
the opiHirtuBity which is afforded for the sliow- 
ing of motion pictures in S|iain, and states that 

ageni-ies or branches dirwtiy owned and con¬ 
trolled in certain centers would make big Re¬ 
turns and is willing to assist an.v individuals 
or companies which desire to enter tliis field. 

The Commissioner recommends that only film 
men speaking Spanish sliotild be assigned to 

tliese branches, and that films should be sliipped 
hy Spanish liners sailing from eitlier New York 
or Havana. Any film companies desiring to 
open up negotiations should communicate direct 
with Hon. Frank J, Marion, Commissioner of tlie 
National Cinema Commission, care Capt. Decker, 
C. 8. Army Head<|uarter8, Madrid, Spain.

■Washington within the next thirty days—I am 
speaking of the meat, fruit and dairy Interests— 
and why then should we not also plead our 
cause while there is yet time rather than wait 
until It is too late? ‘Strike while the iron is 
hot’ has been my policy, and it is ijulte apparent 
that imperative action is necessary. 

‘•This is not a matter of ogauization. No, it 
is a matter of representation, and I feel that 
at this meeting, from which, perhaps, there 
will spring others, that a conimltte© of re¬ 
sponsible, cool, hard-beaded business men be 
selected to plead our cause before the Railroau 
Commission. 

“I kno.v that we can gather data that will 
be concInslTe proof that the Government as 
well as the public derive both Onancial as well 
as recreative profits from outdoor amusement 
enterprises. 

“I feel confident that if the right committee 
Is chosen, and if a thoro. quick, active and en-' 
thnsiastlc campaign is inaugurated, that we will 
settle the matter of shows moving anywhere in 
these United States during 1918. 

“We must s.ecnre data—accurate data—and 
must prepare this in a concrete form, and then 
have a committee of representatives, consisting of 
men who are personally financially interested in 
the favorable outcome of a vital situation. Who 
can answer unlocked for and unexpected ques¬ 
tions that will arise as quickly, directly an4t 
eOlclently as the man who is personally finan¬ 
cially interested? 

“There la no time for delay. I earnestly sug¬ 
gest and heartily trust yon will see the s tua- 
tion in the same light that I see it. I say 
again this is not a matter for this organization 
or that it is a matter of personal representa. 
tion, of preparing statistics and bona-fide data 
•hat will bear an overwhelming infiuence in our 
favor, and now" Is the time to act." 

Mr. Buchanan immediately replied that he 
was in favor of the meeting, and a number of 
showmen have already lent their approval of 
the meeting, and have assured tlie leaders in 
the movement of their preseni'e, among them 
being Con T. Kennedy. Tom W. Allen, Ed A.

tcrliiin Hotel. 

“At this convention there were circus men, 
park men. carnival men. and every otlier branch 
of «.nt4l<s)r amusement was represented. They 
niPt tor the purpose of promulgating plans for 
proper representation, national and otbe^rwise, 
anil for raising funds to maintain headi|nartem 
In Washington. P. C.. where a representative 
will be at all times to pr»-sent the correct and 
tiis*|Satilc facts in defense of the outdoor show 
business 

“i'rsnk L. Albert, executive secretary of the 
VaflomI Outiloor Showmen’s Association, was 
nnanlmonsly selected to represent tbe assocla- 
tkiD In all legislative matters becansc of his 
nn-ccss in Wasliington last September, when he 
Ml competently represented the outdoor amuse¬ 
ment parks by presenting the prayer for these 
places of amuseroentr almost wholly patronized 
by tile poorest of poor women and children. The 
Darks are miw exeninted on these pO'ir folks’ free 
losses, main gates and lO-cent attractions. It 
will he ‘up to him’ to plead for the f.xlrnesB of 
distrII>ution of taxes and all other legislation 
and rulings affecting tbe outdoor showmen. Es. 
peclally will he try to present the outdoor 
amusement Interests (railroad shows and olhers? 
In such a favorable light that none of them 
will be declared a ‘nonetaential.* Should they 
be p'sceii In this class it would mean tbeir 
min. commercially, and starvation for tbeir em- 
pli'.vee*. The sum and substance Is simply this: 
All outdoor amusement enterprises would cease 
to CDsrate until after the war. 

“.Advocates of conservation are already pro¬ 
claiming 'nonetaential indnstries’ are those 
whose production of manufacture, etc., is not 
nec<‘ssary for the successful conduct of the war. 
All outiKior amusement enterprises, of course, 
Qse materials needed by tbe Government. Just 
tbe tame as do hundreds of other industrtal 
conceme. but not any more so. 

"Should extreme measures be taken in elimi- 
aating industries Just because their product Is 
un.'-sceisary to tbe conduct of the war it wi^d 
result in the permanent ruination of thousands 
of industries and render hundreds of thousands 
of people destitute. Con<wquentIy these extreme 
advocates, who really mean no harm in tbeir 
real to win the war. must be shown the llglit 
and the necessity for allowing all indnstries now 
cperatlng to continue is neusl. Tbe damage of 
elimination would be far greater to the nation 
ci mniercially and morally than any benefits tbe 
Ci'veriiment might derive from such a course. 
What the Oovsmmeot needs is revenue from in- 
duttrios, not their destruction. Industries can 
not pay taxes and bny liberty Bonda If they 
are wiped oht of exiatonce. ‘We moat buy 
Liberty Bonds and pay our share of war tax!’ 

“ClMn amusements are Just at necessary to the 
health of a nation as clothing or food. But all 
of these things must be explalnetl and proved 
hy lntrllii;i-nt representation, and there csn be 
no representation maintaineil witbont money. 
It requires money to pty expenses neceosary in 
a cauipulgn of this sort. \VasUington City is 
expensive. Hotel expenses, office rent, telegrams, 
long-distance teleplninea, railroad fares, postage, 
printing, etc., and nnmerous other Incliienta 
i-unnecteil with the beadipiarters of an organiza¬ 
tion like the N. O. S. A. must be provided. We 
'•-in only win by holiest, truthful representation. 

“Sliouhl you semi a representative to Washlng- 
t4>n t.i int4-rce<1e in your bebsif for fair treat¬ 
ment in legis1a(i<4n it would cost practically as 
muefa as it costs the representative of the isso- 
'latl<4n. Individual representation would get no¬ 
where. ‘In union there is strength'; c<'nse- 
qiiently tbe p4)wer of an organization represent¬ 
ing bun4treds and bundreils of thousands of legal 
voters In tlie Unlteil States Is much greater than 
any tudividual representation coold i40sslbly be.

PICTURE FILM FROM 

SHIPPERS 
(Continued from page 3) 

tloD for a motion picture BIm cootalner and bog 
to submit the same herewith. 

The records of the Bureau sIhiw that there has 
been a tendemy on the part of shippers of mo- i 
tion picture dims to use rases too long; that ie.

In lonncotion with the us*, of a tolcx-oiH- case i 
there has been a tendrucy <jn the part of b<>iU { 
exchanges and exhibitors t<> crowd too many ' 
Ms'ls of films III th«->e i-ust's. and, couplol with 
the fact that many reels of film are ebipped 
without Inside cases to protis-t them, h.izardous 
conditions have thus b^-n cieateil. 

In the use of telcscoiie cases, altlio they may 
have originally hei n provldinl with tteb or leather 
straps, reports of our lusiie«'tors sle>w that in 
the majority of Inst.inees these straps have out¬ 
lived their im-fnlnesa and Instead of N-ing re¬ 
placed by n< w straps have been permitle*! to 
continue In use, or have been replaced by the 
use of rope or string, thereby providing an In¬ 
secure package for trsn«l>ortatlBn purp^ises. My 
Information indicates tli.it the exhibitors are the 
principal offenders In this reejieet. and that sltho 
rases may be in gooil shape when origlnall.v 
shli'ped by exchanges on reiiim movements by 
exhibitors they sre not In the same shipping 
condition when presented for transportation. 

In preparing tbe pp»po'hm1 amended regula¬ 
tions doe consideration was given to the fact 
th.-it the present rondltlon of the metal market 
m.ikee It extremely difficult for exhibitors to 
secure at reasonable cost a proi>er supi'ly of 
metal cans with which to encl.'s«> Imlivolual 
reels of films. It la our belief that each reel 
of film should be i-roperly prote<'te<1 by a tightly 
closed metal or fiber can. but at the present time 
we do not believe It would be reasonable to In- 
rlude this requirement lexeept when pn-kisl In 
eiits'de wooden containers!. It slionld be ts«rne 
In mind, however, that w-'Mcn the eoiwlltlons In 
the metal market ease np It Is the Intention of 
the Piirenn of Explosives to recommend the adop¬ 
tion of this sdditinnal safeguard. 

It will be noted that In the propvted n-vlseil 
regulations we hare made pnivlslon fo- the nse 
of n<sv1en packing cases complying with 1. C. T 
Shipping ront.ainer Specification No. 19. of which 
I am also enclosing a eivj-y; provided, that each 
Imllvblnal reel Is place<l In a tightly rloe«>d In 
side metal container. It b*'lng the intention to 
make proper provUlon for the tran<portatb>n of 
bulk sbtpmenta of motion pletnre fl’ms and al«o 
for Individual reels that It mar be desl-ed to 
pack In outside wooden boxes. It Is understood 
that some exhibitors now n«e woo>len h vee lined 
with metal, and they may desire to continue the 
use of these packages. If so. full dtwrrlptlon 
as fo the character of the Imx. etc., sheubl he 
submitted to the Bureau of Explosives for fur¬ 
ther consideration. 

It will also be noted th.it we are providing 
for the ordinary shipments of moving picture 
films from exchanges to exhibitors In a metal 
case that la lined with hard flherhosrd at lea«t 
one-elghfh Inch thick, or with some other eqolv. 
alent Insulating material which mu«t be ap¬ 
proved for this purpose by the Bnceau of Ex¬ 
plosives. Id view of the various kinds of In¬ 
sulating material outside of hard fituThoard It 
has be^n deemed desirable to afford sufficient 
latltudo to enable manuf.ietiirers to provide 
satisfactory rases. 

It will be further noted that hinged metal 
eases are provided for, but the metho<i of fasten¬ 
ing roust be by stp'ng metal hasp fitting over 
a staple or eye bolt and provided with a per¬ 
manent nondetarh.xble catch. 

With resi>e< t to the telesi»pe eaw. which mav 
he either round, square or rectangular. It will be 
noted that the use of a weh or leather strap I 
to be problblteil, ami tbe method of fastening 

is by use of a stroug positive mechanical device 
made of metal, and tbia device must be ap 
pixivvd by tbe Bureau of Explosives, both as t" 
desigu and construction. 

It will be still further noted tb.it It Is not 
rontemplateil that these revised regulations wi 1 

take effect until Febru.iry I, 1018, wliieh me:iii» 
that all containers pnrehasetj subse<)uent to that 
date mu't comply with llie new re<iuiremi'iit>. 
and that the present supply of shlpidug eoniain 
ers may be used until September 1. 191.8, pn, 

' vided they are In gimd shipping eoiiditi<«n and 
j are securely i-losed. and that teleseoiie cases are 
I provided with leutlier or web atraps.

(hi Motion picture films may also he packe<l 
In outside w<sslen lH>xes •-omplying witli S|K‘cltl 
ration -No. 19, proviileil e.ioh reel is placed In a 
tightly closed inside metal container. The gross 
weight of such package must not exceed 4(!0 
imunds. 

SHIPPING CONT.AIN'ER SPECIFICATION 
NO. 32. 

1. Cans or ea«es must be made of sheet Iron 
not less than 0 02 inch thick. These cans <'r 
cases must be lined tliruout with hard fiber 
Isiard at least oue-eigbtli Inch thlek, or with 
some other e<|uivalent insulating material ap 
proved for this purpose by the Bureau of Ex 
plosive#. 

2. Covers may be perm.inenfly attacheil to 
metal boxes, rases or cans by not less than two 
hinges, which must be securely riveteil, or they 
may be slip covers, closely fitting.

NDl'E.—Shliiptng containers complying with 
Rule 43 (a), effective Oetoh^T 1, 1914. and pur 
eliase‘1 prior to February 1.

In the shape of 
dues secured fmm publishers belouglng to the 

association a tast pool of wealth has been 

cpattd (for it is readily apparent that even 

a amall part of what was foraier'.y paid for 

intrcHliiciug songs, cootrlbuti-d by each publisher 

belonging to the association of oome thirty mem 

hers. In the form of monthly dues, would 

amount to a considerable sum of money). Much 

of tbls money is paid in salaries to officers of 

tho association. Many who received modest 

allowances for their past endenvora outsMe 

of the music publishing business now draw rich, 

fat, plump salaries. 

It will be s<'en that Inasmuch as the associa 

tion is clicap*'r to the publishers than the old 

system of paying acts there is still quite a 

sum of money retained by each publlslter 

which would have lieen paid uu.ler the old sys¬ 

tem for performiTs’ services.

The big point is that the benevo 

lence of this association Is reflected In the man 

ncr In which ono of Its officers in his dual 

capacity as officer of the association and so¬ 

licitor for an organ gathers this catalog of ad¬ 

vertisements weekly, so that yon may view the 

announcements and have the satisfaction of 

knowing that the payment which once went to 

you now bcl|is support a ‘‘worthy” cause. 

If yon are inclined to donht this or feel that 
prejudlc* guides these assertions, or If you are 

under the impression that these remarks are far¬ 
fetched, see bow many i iiMlsbers not in the In 

ner ring of those who belong to the association 

avail themMelves of the opportunity of making 

their weekly boast announcements in <x>nJnnctloa 

with the members of the association. You 

may find one or two, bnt there will not be many.
